GOD.

The voice of the sun, moon, planets and stars also goes out into
all the earth. The heavens declare the glory of GOD; the skies pro-
claim the work of HIS hands (Psalm 19:1-4).

Some people (the atheists) say there is no GOD (Psalm 14:1). They
do not like to retain GOD in their knowledge (Romans 1:28). They
do not like to retain GOD in their hearts. They do not pray at alll But
deep down their hearts there is that little voice that says, "Yes, there
is a GOD".

Once an atheist started to write an atheistic book with an atheis-
tic titte—"There is no GOD'. When he was writing that book, many
times he had that little voice in his heart that said again and again,
"Yes, there is a GOD. Yes, there is 2 GOD. ..." But, he never minded
that little voice in his heart. As he was about to finish that book, he
heard a very fearful voice from heaven that said,

"1 AM".

When he heard this voice, he was terrified and frightened and
troubled. His face turned very pale and his thoughts greatly troubled
him. He could not write any more against GOD. Then, again and again
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he heard this very fearful voice with a very terrible sound. This very
fearful voice sent shivers up and down his spine. He shivered and
trembled with great fear. He was so frightened that the joints of his
hips were loosed and his knees knocked against each other and his
hands were greatly shivering and trembling. He was unable to write
even a single word more against GOD. So, he stopped his atheistic
writings. He tore that book and put it into the fire. His atheistic
writings came to an end. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

All moral filth and evil are the outcome of the denial of GOD's
glorious existence. The atheists' defect is moral as well as mental.
Though they deny GOD, HE really sees; HE really speaks and HE
really acts (Psalm 14:1-4).

We cannot see cob. We can look and look. We can search every-
where. We cannot see GOD. But, we can know cop. HE is very im-
portant. So we want to know HIM. Would you like to see GOD? Yes,
you would. We have listened to GOD but we cannot see GOD. No-
body has ever seen GOD. No one has ever seen GOD.

Why can we not see cop ? We cannot see HIM because HE is
Spirit. We cannot see a spirit; can we?

What is a spirit ? GOD forms the spirit of man within him (Ze-
chariah 12:1). When GOD made (created) you, HE gave you a spirit
(Ecclesiastes 12:7). This spirit is invisible. Where is your spirit? It is
inside your body. It lives inside your body. So, you cannot see your
spirit. But, you live because your spirit lives and you die because your
spirit returns to GOD (Ecclesiastes 12:7).

What are you doing now? You are listening (while you are read-
ing). What does it mean? It means that your spirit is listening (while
you are reading). It means that your spirit is listening (while you are
reading or hearing) through your heart (Acts 16:14).

It is your spirit that listens while you read. Now, nobody can see
your spirit. No one can see your spirit. But, you can feel it is inside
you.

Gop is Spirit (St. John 4:24). HE is All-Spirit. That is why we can-
not see HIM. But, HE really sees; HE really hears; HE really speaks;
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HE really acts; and HE really loves. But we cannot see HIM and we
must not see HIM. Why mustn't we see HIM?

There is a reason, too, why we must not see cop. GOD is all
glorious. That means that HE is very holy and shiny bright. HE is ex-
ceedingly bright; HE is dazzlingly bright. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is
the cop of Glory (Acts 7:2). Midday sunlight is very bright; we can-
not then look at the sun because that light will dazzle us and make
us blind for a moment. But GOD's glory is far more dazzling than the
midday sun.

GOD's glory is so bright, so dazzling that nobody could bear to
see HIS glory. GOD's glory is much greater than the sun's glory.

The sunshine and the stars tell us, reveal to us GOD's glory.
GOD's creations reveal HIS glory. But, do we reveal HIS glory? (Psalm
19: 1-4).

We read in the Holy Bible about a man named Moses. He greatly
respected GOD. He implicitly obeyed GOD. GOD often talked to
Moses. But Moses never saw GOD.

One day, Moses said to GOD,

“Shew me THY glory (Please, show me YOUR face, YOUR
glory).”
Exodus 33:18
GOD said to Moses,

“Thou canst not see MY face: for there shall no man see ME, and

live (You cannot see MY face; for no man can see ME, and live).”
Exodus 33:20

Again, GOD said to Moses,

“Behold, there is a place by ME, and thou shalt stand upon a
rock: And it shall come to pass, while MY glory passeth by, that
I will put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with MY
hand while I pass by: And I will take away MINE hand, and thou

shalt see MY back parts: but MY face shall not be seen.”
Exodus 33:21-23

Moses went up a mountain alone. GOD hid him between the rocks
and GOD passed by him. GOD let Moses (allowed Moses) see just a

little (tiny) bit of HIS glory. Even a man like Moses could not stand
to see more of HIS glory.

When Moses came down from the mountain, his face was bright
as sunshine. Just seeing a tiny bit, wee bit of GOD's glory made his
face shine so bright. Then the people who saw his face shine became
afraid of him (Exodus 34:29-30).

If we also saw part of GOD's glory, we would be afraid of HIM.
We could not even live! Even though GOD is so glorious, we may
pray to HIM. HE will hear us because HE loves us.

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the 'Creator’ (Isaiah 40:28), 'Judge'
(Genesis 18:25) and 'King' (Jeremiah 10:7). HE is the cop of all the
universe (Numbers 16:22; Jeremiah 32:27).

Now, cop is the Creator of all things. GOD has created the
earth. GOD has created the sun. GOD has created the moon. GOD
has created the stars. GOD has created the planets. GOD has created
the fish. GOD has created the whales (the great sea creatures). GOD
has created the reptiles. GOD has created the animals. GOD has cre-
ated the birds. GOD has created the mankind.

GOD has made the sunshine. GOD has made the night. GOD has
made the darkness. GOD has made the morning light. GOD has made
the ocean. GOD has made the seas. GOD has made the rivers. GOD
has made the rocks. GOD has made the mountains. GOD has made
the hills. GOD has made the trees. GOD has made the precious
stones. GOD has made the precious metals. GOD has made the peatls.
GOD has wonderfully painted the rainbow colours on the tiny rain-
drops falling from the sky. What an unimaginably wonderful GOD, our
GOD 1s!

GobD feeds all. GOD gives us food to eat. GOD gives us water
to drink. GOD gives us air to breathe. GOD gives us clothes to
wear. GOD feeds the animals. GOD feeds the beasts (Psalm 147:9).
GOD feeds the ravens. GOD feeds the birds (St. Luke 12:24). GOD
provides food for the young ravens that cry to GOD (Job 38:41).
How immeasurable our GOD's love is! We should not forget to re-
member GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST in poverty as well as in riches.
We should always remember our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.
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We cannot see GOD, but we see cob's works. There is so much
to see around us! There is so much to learn! We learn by seeing and
hearing. Can we learn about GOD that way? We cannot see HIM. We
do not hear HIM speak to us. Then how can we learn about HIM?
How can we know HIM?

We can know Him through the things HE made. Did you ever look
at the stars, shining bright in the sky? Do you often look around at
the earth? There are so many wonderful things on the earth. Animals,
birds, flowers, insects, etc., are on the earth. There are big wide
oceans of water, with thousands of big fish and little fishes. Who
made the beasts of the field and the birds of the air and the fish of
the sea? Who made all this? Who takes care of all this? Somebody
must have made it all. Somebody must have taken care of it all. That
somebody is GOD, GOD only.

Sometimes we hear the thunder roar and we see the lightning
flash. Can you and I make thunder and lightning? No, we can't. Can
you and I make clouds and rain? No, we can't. Can you and I make
the wind blow? No, we can't. Can you and I make the wind stop
when it blows? No, we can't.

What do we know from this? All these things that we cannot do
tell us that there is a great GOD. HE does things, great things that
man can never do. GOD's works are wonderful and HIS deeds are
marvellous.

Sometimes we hear a little bird sing. We cannot give a little bird a
sweet song to sing; can we? Can we teach the bird how to make his
little nest? When we see a little bird fly and hear him sing, do we
think of the great GOD who made birds?

Flowers are very pretty. They have pretty petals. There are all
kinds of flowers—blue ones and yellow ones and red ones and white
ones and brown ones. Some have a drop of honey-water deep down
in their throats. Some have sweet perfume in its petals. Only GOD
has made all these. We cannot make even one real flower with honey
and sweet perfume. Flowers tell us there is a great GOD. So, when we
see a flower, do we think of the greatness of GOD?
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All these declare the glory of GOD. The heavens declare the glory
of GOD. Do we declare HIS glory?

Gop walked with people long ago. GOD walked with Adam and
Eve—the first man and the first woman, in the garden of Eden
(Genesis 3:8).

Further, GOD walked with HIS people Shadrach, Meshach and
Abednego amidst terrible fire (Daniel 3:14-25).

Gob talked to people long ago. Adam and Eve were the very first
people GOD made—a man and a woman, just these two. After GOD
made them HE used to talk to them. In the cool of the day (in the
evening breeze), HE came to the garden to talk to them (Genesis 3:8).

Many years later, GOD talked to a man named Abraham. Abraham
was GOD's friend (James 2:23).

Later GOD talked to Moses, too. GOD talked to Moses many
times. Once Moses was up on mount Sinai with GOD for forty days.
Moses did not have to eat or drink (Deuteronomy 9:9) because GOD
took care of him while HE talked to him.

The Holy Bible also tells us how GOD talked to a little boy one
night. This little boy lived in GOD's tabernacle. His name was
Samuel. Samuel helped Eli, the old priest. One night GOD talked to
Samuel.

Samuel was in bed. GOD called, "Samuel, Samuel!" Samuel
thought, "It must be Eli calling me". But when he ran to Eli, Eli said,
"No, my son, I did not call you" and Samuel went back to bed again.
But then he heard the voice again, "Samuel, Samuell" Samuel ran to
Eli once again. Eli said, "No, my son, I did not call you" and Samuel
went back to bed again. Then he heard the voice again the third time,
"Samuel, Samuell" Samuel ran to Eli again the third time. Then Eli
perceived that the LORD had called the boy. Therefore Eli said to
Samuel, "Now I know who is calling you. It is the LORD! Go back to
bed. And if you hear HIS voice again, you must say, "Speak, LORD;
for THY (YOUR) servant heareth (hears)". I Samuel 3:9.

Samuel lay down once again. He could hardly believe that GOD
would really talk to him. He was only a little boy. He lay very still.
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He listened carefully. And then he heard the voice again, "Samuel,
Samuel!" And he said, "Speak, LORD; for THY servant heareth".
GOD talked to Samuel that night. HE told him things that were go-
ing to happen.

After that, GOD spoke to Samuel many times. Samuel became one
of the great prophets. He told people what GOD wanted them to do.

GOD has talked to many others. They were HIS prophets too.
GOD sent them to tell HIS Word to HIS people.

But, does cobD talk to us ? Can we hear HIM ?

Long ago, HE talked to Samuel. HE talked to many others. But,
does HE talk to you and to me?

Yes, HE does talk to us. HE talks to us in several ways. HE talks to
us through HIS book, the Holy Bible most of all.

When GOD talked to men long ago, HE told them to write down
HIS Words. HE told them to write HIS Words in a book. They made a
big book. We call this book the Holy Bible or the Good Book. The
Holy Bible is GOD's Word.

GOD took care of the Holy Bible. Though it was written many,
many years ago, we can still read it today. HE took care of it because
HE wanted to talk to you and me through the Holy Bible. When we
read the Holy Bible, GOD is talking to us. When the minister reads
the Holy Bible to us, GOD is talking to us. When father and mother
read the Holy Bible to their children, GOD talks to the children.
When teachers read the Holy Bible to pupils, and tell them Bible sto-
ries, GOD is talking to them.

We talk to cob when we pray to HiM. We close our eyes. We think
about GOD. And our spirit thinks about HIM. And then we talk to
HIM. And we know that HE really hears us.

There are many, many books in this world. The Holy Bible is the
most wonderful of them all. The Holy Bible, the whole Bible is GOD
talking to us.

So, what should we do? We should love the Holy Bible, why? It is
GOD's Word. We should take care of the Holy Bible, why? It is
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GOD's Word. We should read the Holy Bible often, why? Because,
we want to know what GOD says to us and we want to know who
HE is? Is HE a person? If HE is a person what sort of person is HE?
Does GOD reveal HIMSELF in HIS Bible?

GOD loved us, GOD loves us at present and HE will love us in the
future also. How do we know that GOD loved us in the past? GOD
speaks through HIS Bible that HE sent HIS SON, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST (GOD the SON) to live on earth. Many of the things that our
LORD JESUS CHRIST spoke are in the Holy Bible.

When GOD speaks through HIS Bible, do we listen to HIM? Does
our spirit listen to HIM? To whom does HE talk? To whom does HIS
Spirit talk? HE talks to our spirit with HIS Spirit. We should listen
carefully with our spirit. We should listen to HIM with awe and rev-
erence. We should listen to HIM with fear and trembling,

Now, no one has seen Gop at any time (I John 4:12). But, our
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is the exact image (imprint) of the invisible
Gop (Colossians 1:15). Since GOD is Spirit, HE is invisible (St. John
4:24). So, the invisible Gob could be seen in our LORD JESUS CHRIST.
In our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST we have redemption through HIS
blood, the forgiveness of sins (Colossians 1:14).

Gop is very great. Our very great GOD is very great, immensely
great in nature and glory, in holiness and righteousness, in authority
and power, in Word and deed, in love and grace and in every divine
attribute (Titus 2:13). There are many people who worship many
gods. Most people worship man-made gods. But we know that there
is ONLY ONE GOD. That GOD is Spirit. And that is our GOD. HE is
the ONE AND ONLY GOD. There is no other in this world or in any
other. Some people when they watch the sunrise in the morning think
the sun is god. They watch the sun go higher and higher in the sky.
The sun gives light and heat. The sun makes all green things grow.
So these people say that the sun is their god. And they pray to the
sun. But the sun is not a god. The sun cannot hear them when they
pray. The sun cannot help them when they need something.

Some people think that the stars are gods. The stars are very won-
derful and pretty. These people pray to the stars. But the stars
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cannot hear them when they pray. The stars cannot help them when
they need something,

Long ago, people made gods. They made idol gods of wood or clay
or of stone or iron or of gold or silver. But these idol gods could not
hear them when they pray. These idol gods could not help them when
they need something. Even today many people pray to idols. They
do not know who the TRUE GOD is! The TRUE GOD alone hears our
prayers (Psalm 65:2). The ONLY TRUE GOD helps us when we need
something (Psalm 46:1). HE is the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. Praise
The LORD! Alleluia!

Many years ago, GOD chose the Israelites to be HIS very special
people. HE talked to them through Moses. HE gave them a beautiful
country to live in. HE told them that HE alone was GOD, that there
are no other gods and they must worship only HIM. They were HIS
chosen people. HE elected them. They were elected by HIS foreknowl-
edge and will. They knew how wonderful and good their GOD was. But
after sometime, they forgot about HIM. They made idols of gold and
iron and wood and stone and clay. They prayed to these idols.

One day GOD sent a prophet named Isaiah. A prophet is a person
who declares the Word of GOD to people. Isaiah told them how very
foolish they were. Isaiah said, "Listen, I'll tell you how foolish you
arel A man goes to the woods with his axe. He finds a good tree and
cuts it down. He chops it into pieces. He uses some of the pieces to
make a fire. When he sees a fire burning, he is very happy. Then he
takes home a piece of the same tree. He cuts and carves it and
makes it look like a man or woman. Then he puts a cloth and shin-
ing jewels on it. And he says, "There I have made me a god!" He
kneels down to that piece of wood. He prays to that piece of wood,
to that piece of a tree!l What a foolish man he is! He is not alone in
worshipping that wood. Many others join with him and say it is their
god. That piece of wood has ears, but it cannot hear. It has eyes, but
it cannot see. It has nose, but it cannot breathe. It has hands, but
can it move its hands and work? It has legs, but can it move its legs
and walk? No, it cannot do anything. How can it listen to their re-
quests! How can it listen to anybody's words!"
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The prophets told them there is ONLY ONE GOD who made all
things. HE is omnipresent and omnipotent and omniscient. HE alone
is GOD and LORD over all things. Everything belongs to HIM. HE
takes care of them. We cannot see HIM because HE is Spirit. But HE
is the GOD who really sees us. HE is the GOD who really hears us
when we pray. HE is very great.

Gob is everywhere. But, we cannot see HIM when we look around.
But HE is here; HE is over there; HE is close beside us and HE is
above us too, in heaven. HE is far away on the other side of the
earth. HE is supreme, all-knowing, all-powerful, all-present and with-
out any equal. GOD can be present everywhere at the same time,
since GOD is All-powerful and HE is Spirit. HE is very, very great.

The Holy Bible tells us about a young woman named Hagar. She
was a slave and Sarah, the wife of Abraham was her mistress. One
day, she ran away from her mistress. She went far away to a strange
place. She thought nobody loved her. She was very unhappy. She sat
down by a well of water. And she thought she was all alone.

But she was not alone. GOD was there. HE really saw her; HE re-
ally knew her trouble. HE really knew her heart was very sad. And
HE really loved her. HE is the ONLY GOD who really loves all man-
kind. HE loves the powetless, the outcasts, the poor, the mistreated,
the slaves who have no rights, not even the right of reply, and those
who are far from faith.

Suddenly Hagar heard GOD talk to her! GOD said to Hagar,

“Return to thy mistress, and submit thyself under her hands.”
Genesis 16:9
Hagar was so surprised! She did not think GOD would see her
there! But GOD did see het! Then she called the name of GOD who
spoke to her,
“THOU GOD seest me (YOU-Are-the-GOD-Who-Sees me): ...”
Genesis 16:13

Hagar was glad. She obeyed GOD. She went back to her mistress
and GOD took care of her.
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It made Hagar happy to know that GOD saw her. She had been so
sad and she had thought she was all alone. But GOD saw her all the
time.

It should make us happy to think that GOD is everywhere, that
HE really sees us and that we are never alone. When we go to bed at
night, GOD is there. Wherever you go during the day, GOD is with
you. You are never alone. Doesn't it make you happy to know that
HE is everywhere?

It should make us careful too, to think that GOD is always every-
where. So we should do only things that please HIM.

“...HIS eyes behold, HIS eyelids try (test), the children of

men.
Psalm 11:4

“The eyes of the LORD are in every place, beholding the evil and

the good.”
Proverbs 15:3

GOD is always everywhere. But, it does not mean that GOD is in
the plank or in the speck or in the pillar. If anyone says like this, that
is completely an absurd thing.

The eyes of the LORD are over the righteous (I Peter 3:12). A child
in Burma went to study in a Christian Mission School. Then she had
lost her faith in the idols. Her parents were very sad. One day her
father brought her to a gayest of the temple where the fragrance of
incense and flowers filled the air and he showed her the glittering
jewels of the idol god and said, "This is your god. The Christians
cannot show you their GOD". "Yes," said the child, "we cannot see
Christians' GOD, but theit GOD can see us". "Was not this child wise
in choosing the GOD from whom even the thoughts of the heart can-
not be hidden?"

Gop never sleeps! Ancient pilgrims used to sing Psalm 121 when
they saw mount Zion or mount Moriah. Their guide was GOD and
HE took care of them. They retired under the open sky with com-
plete confidence.

“Behold, HE that keepeth Israel shall neither slumber nor sleep.”
Psalm 121:4
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Implicit faith in GOD's provision and watchcare is the best of all
tranquilizers. Endless life, endless provision and endless watchcare
belong to Christians. But, endless destruction belongs to those op-
posed to CHRIST (St. Matthew 25:41, 40).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Supreme Being, perfect in
power, wisdom and goodness. HE created the entire universe and
rules over it. HE is eternal, without beginning and without end
(Psalm 90:2). Man is GOD's foremost and most important creature.
He was created with a perfectly holy and righteous nature. If man
had not disobeyed GOD, he would not be a sinner with sinful nature.

All the works of GOD from the beginning of the world are known
unto GOD (Acts 15:18). Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST knows
each and everything (Psalm 139:1-6). Hence, HIS people can come
and ask HIM of the things to come (Isaiah 45:11). And no one should
go to a witch or a wizard or a diviner or an enchanter or a charmer
or a consulter with familiar spirits or a necromancer or an observer
of times and hear divination, enchantment, sorcery, witchery (witch-
craft), etc., by the bad spirits, for our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST
utterly hates whoever does these ugly things (Leviticus 19:26, 31;
Deuteronomy 18:10-12). So, our concern should be to show forth to
the world the safety and security and blessedness of hearkening to
the voice of divine wisdom.

“But whoso hearkeneth (hearkens) unto ME shall dwell safely,

and shall be quiet from fear of evil”.
Proverbs 1:33

"O my Gop, incline our hearts to be faithful to you and not to
entertain any other thing."

1. DIVINE QUALITIES OF GOD

The GOD who possesses all the glorious and divine qualities such
as sinlessness (quality of committing no sin), flawlessness, spotless-
ness, great kindness, great love, great grace, great mercy, great com-
passion, great pity, great faithfulness, great favour, great righteous-
ness, great meckness, great self-control, great goodness, great humil-
ity, great obedience, great consideration, great modesty, great truth,
great lowliness, great gentleness, great longsuffering, great peace,
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great sacrifice and great holiness, is the TRUE GOD. Forgiveness is also
a divine quality of the TRUE GOD.

The GOD who has created heaven, who was in heaven, who is in
heaven, who came from heaven, who went to heaven and who is to
come from heaven, is the TRUE GOD.

The GOD who died, who resurrected and who lives for ever
and ever, is the TRUE GOD. These are the glorious and divine quali-
ties of the TRUE GOD. As the LORD JESUS CHRIST alone has all these
qualities, it is preached to the world that HE alone is the TRUE GOD.

This TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is sovereign in HIS acts
of creation and redemption. HIS sovereignty was shown in HIS life,
death and resurrection. HE is sovereignly involved in the affairs of
mankind. In fact, HE is very near to us. Therefore everyone should
repent and turn to HIM, because a resurrection and a judgment day
are coming. It is the duty of every man to seek, to know, to find JESUS
CHRIST, the TRUE GOD, and to keep HIS commandments and laws
with fear. You will be held responsible for the blame of not seeking
and finding HIM.

“And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on
all the face of the earth, and hath determined the times before
appointed, and the bounds of their habitation; That they should
seek the LORD, if haply they might feel after HIM, and find HIM,
though HE be not far from every one of us. And the times of this
ignorance GOD winked at; but now commandeth all men every
where to repent: Because HE hath appointed a day, in the which
HE will judge the world in righteousness by that MAN whom HE
hath ordained; whereof HE hath given assurance unto all men,

in that HE hath raised HIM from the dead.”
Acts 17:26-27, 30-31

CHRIST created the world we see, for CHRIST and of CHRIST. HE
created the heavens (the skies), the earth, and the sea and everything
in the skies, in the earth and in the sea. HE is for ever and ever, be-
fore the foundation of the earth; HE is the GOD for ever; HE is the
GOD who says 1 AM; HE is the LORD Almighty who is, who was and
is to come; HE is the Almighty, All-powerful and all wise TRUE GOD;
HE is upholding all things by the word of HIS power. Study the
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Biblical verses listed below, to know about this Almighty GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST.

Now, the ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Only
Supreme Being, perfect in power, wisdom and goodness and HE is
the Only Creator and Ruler of the universe (Psalm 90:2). The earth
and all that is in it and the skies and all that is in them belong to our
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“Behold, the heaven and the heaven of heavens is the LORD’s

thy GOD, the earth also, with all that therein is.”
Deuteronomy 10:14
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Our Almighty cop is very orderly (I Corinthians 14:33). HE is the
Only Wise Creator, Sustainer and Designer of the universe. There is
orderliness in the universe. There are many things which we can see
and be certain of, each day—the sunrise and the sunset, the rotation
of the earth on its axis, the revolution of the earth on its axis round
the sun, etc.

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is great.

“Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised; and HIS greatness

is unsearchable (beyond our understanding).”
Psalm 145:3

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST blesses HIS people
(Psalm 128:5-6); HE is with HIS people (St. Matthew 28:20); HE is
good (Nahum 1:7); HE is their strength and their shield (Psalm 28:7);
HE is their strong habitation and HE is their rock and their fortress
(Psalm 71:3); HE is their refuge and strength, a very present help in
trouble (Psalm 46:1); HE is their stronghold in their trouble (Nahum
1:7); and HE stabilizes HIS people and keeps them from evil (Il Thes-
salonians 3:3).

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is faithful (II Thes-
salonians 3:3); HIS mercy is everlasting and HIS truth endures to all
generations (Psalm 100:5); HE gives HIS wisdom, knowledge and un-
derstanding (Proverbs 2:6); HE gives HIS counsel (Psalm 16:7); HE
gives HIS discretion (Proverbs 5:2); HE reveals the instruction of wis-
dom, justice, judgment and equity (Proverbs 1:3); and HE diffuses
the fragrance of HIS knowledge in everyplace through HIS people
(IT Corinthians 2:14).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is great and of great power and HIS
understanding is infinite (Psalm 147:5); HE shows HIS people mar-
vellous things (Micah 7:15); HE alone does great wonders (Psalm
136:4) and HE is the Wonderful GOD (Isaiah 9:6); HE is the GOD of
peace (Romans 15:33; I Thessalonians 5:23); HE is the LORD of
peace and HE HIMSELF gives HIS peace always in every way (II Thes-
salonians 3:16); HE will be the peace (Micah 5:5); HE is the GOD of
patience and consolation (Romans 5:5); and HE is the GOD of all
comfort (II Corinthians 1:3).
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The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Comforter and
HIS comforts delight our soul (Psalm 94:19); HE gives us rest
(Exodus 33:14); we obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of
need from HIM (Hebrews 4:16); HE gives us joy and happiness
(Psalm 5:11); HE gives us riches (enduring riches); honour and righ-
teousness (Proverbs 8:18); HE gives us health and cure and HE re-
veals us the abundance of peace and truth (Jeremiah 33:6); HE de-

livers the needy who cry out and HE delivers the poor also who have
no helper (Psalm 72:12).

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST establishes us in
HIM and HE strengthens us in HIM (Psalm 89:21); the blood of JESUS
gives us boldness (Hebrews 10:19); HE gives us the victory through
HIM (I Cortinthians 15:57); HE comes up before us (Micah 2:13); HE
goes before us by day in a pillar of cloud to lead the way, and by
night in a pillar of fire to give us light, so that we could travel by day
and night (Exodus 13:21) towards HIS kingdom, the kingdom of
heaven; HE fights for HIS people (Exodus 14:14); and HIS right hand
and HIS holy arm have gained HIM the victory (Psalm 98:1).

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST relents from doing
harm (Jonah 4:2); HE is gracious and righteous and full of compas-
sion (Psalm 112:4); HE is the Good Shepherd (Psalm 23:1; St. John
10:14); HE is the Redeemer (Psalm 78:35); HE is the Saviour (St.
Luke 2:11); HE is the divine Healer (Exodus 15:26; Psalm 103:3; Ho-
sea 11:3); HE takes sickness away from the midst of us (Exodus
23:25); and HE makes all things new (Revelation 21:5).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST always pleases to bless HIS people
(Numbers 24:1); HE is the strength of our life (Psalm 27:1); HE is
our light and our salvation (Psalm 27:1); HIS way is perfect and HIS
Word is proven (II Samuel 22:31).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST blesses the labour of our hands
(Psalm 128:2); HIS people shall not be in want (Psalm 23:1); HE
makes their way prosperous (Joshua 1:8); HE sets HIS people on high
above all nations of the earth (Deuteronomy 28:1); HE gives HIS
gifts to HIS people (Romans 11:29); HE causes HIS face to shine upon
HIS people (Psalm 67:1); HIS people dwell in HIS presence (Psalm
140:13); HE maintains the cause of the afflicted and justice for the
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poor (Psalm 140:12); and all goodness and mercy shall follow all the
days of our life (Psalm 23:0).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the eternal GOD (Deuteronomy
33:27); HE is the LORD Most High and HE is the great King (Psalm
47:2); HE subdues all things unto HIMSELF (Psalm 47:3; Philippians
3:21); HE is the GOD of glory (Acts 7:2); GOD is not a man, that HE
should lie, nor a son of man, that HE should change HIS mind (Num-
bers 23:19); HE speaks and then HE acts accordingly and HE prom-
ises and then HE fulfils accordingly (Numbers 23:19).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST loves us (Malachi 1:2); HIS eyes
have seen our unformed substance in the womb (Psalm 139:16); HE
upholds us from birth and HE bears us and HE carries us and HE de-
livers us; HE carries us, as a man carries his son (Isaiah 46:3-4; Deu-
teronomy 1:31); HE is the GOD who sees us (Genesis 16:13); HE de-
sires to gather HIS children together, as a hen gathers her own brood
(of chicks) under her wings (St. Luke 13:34); HE cares for HIS people
as a bird flutters or hovers over her young (Isaiah 31:5; Deuteronomy
32:11-12); HE is a strength to the poor, a strength to the needy in his
distress, a refuge from the storm, a shadow from the heat, when the
blast of the terrible ones is as a storm against the wall (Isaiah 25:4).

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is All-Powerful
(omnipotent). HE only has unlimited power (omnipotence).

“For with GOD nothing shall be impossible.”
St. Luke 1:37

“For THOU hast possessed my reins (formed my inward parts):
THOU hast covered me in my mother’s womb. I will praise THEE;
for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvellous are THY
works; and that my soul knoweth right well. My substance (bones)
was not hid from THEE, when [ was made in secret, and curiously
(skillfully) wrought in the lowest parts of the earth. THINE eyes
did see my substance (unformed body), yet being unperfect (un-
formed); and in THY book all my members were written, which in
continuance were fashioned (the days fashioned for me), when as

yet there was none of them.”
Psalm 139:13-16
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The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is All-Knowing (omni-
scient). HE only has all-knowledge (omniscience).

“Great is our LORD, and of great power: HIS understanding is
infinite.”
Psalm 147:5

“O LORD, THOU hast searched me, and known me. THOU knowest
my downsitting and mine uprising, THOU understandest my
thought afar off. THOU compassest (comprehend) my path and
my lying down, and art acquainted with all my ways. For there
is not a word in my tongue, but, lo, O LORD, THOU knowest it
altogether. THOU hast beset (enclosed) me behind and before, and
laid THINE hand upon me. Such knowledge is too wonderful for
me; it is high, I cannot attain unto it.”

Psalm 139:1-6

Our Gob, JEsus CHRIST is Present at All Times Everywhere (om-
nipresent). HE only has presence at all times everywhere (omnipres-
ence). But, it is a false and delusive/deceptive saying of the heathens
and pagans that GOD is in the pillar or plank and in the mote or dust.
GOD is in heaven (Psalm 2:4) and in HIS holy temple (Psalm
11:4)—the holy House of Prayer (Isaiah 56:7) and in HIS people, the
saved (I Corinthians 6:19) at the same time, reveals HIS omnipresence.

“Whither shall I go from THY Spirit? or whither shall I flee from
THY presence? If I ascend up into heaven, THOU art there: if |
make my bed in hell, behold, THOU art there. If I take the wings
of the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea; Even
there shall THY hand lead me, and THY right hand shall hold me.
If I say, Surely the darkness shall cover me; even the night shall
be light about me. Yea, the darkness hideth not from THEE; but
the night shineth as the day: the darkness and the light are both

alike to THEE.”
Psalm 139:7-12

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST never fails; HE never
forsakes (Deuteronomy 31:8); and HE never changes.

“For I am the LORD, I change not; ...”

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The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is holy and just.

“O LORD GOD of Israel, THOU art righteous: for we remain
yet escaped, as it is this day: behold, we are before THEE in
our trespasses: for we cannot stand before THEE because of
this.”

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is always fair and impartial,

regardless of a person's race, colour, age, sex, social status or any-

thing else.
“For there is no respect of persons with GOD.”

Romans 2:11

With GOD, there is no variation or shadow of turning. HE is im-
mutable. HE only is good. HE is always good.

“Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh
down from the FATHER of lights, with whom is no variableness,
neither shadow of turning.”
James 1:17
Though GOD tempts (tests) HIS saints (St. John 6:6), HE never
tempts them with evil intent (James 1:13).

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is able to perform what HE had
promised.

“And being fully persuaded (convinced) that, what HE had promised,
HE was able also to perform.”
Romans 4:21
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST cannot lie. It is impossible for GOD
to lie (Hebrews 6:18).

“In hope of eternal life, which GOD, that cannot lie, promised
before the world began;”
Titus 1:2

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the GOD of truth.

“...THOU hast redeemed me, O LORD GOD of truth.”
Psalm 31:5
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The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is gracious and
compassionate, slow to anger and rich in love.

“The LORD is gracious, and full of compassion; slow to anger,
and of great mercy.”
Psalm 145:8
Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is Wonderful. HE is the most
wonderful healer of all sorts of diseases. When HE was in this world
as Saviour, HE cleansed the lepers (St. Luke 17:11-19). Leprosy has
always been, and is still, one of the contagious skin diseases, causing
serious and permanent damage to the body, including loss of fingers,
toes, ears, nose, etc., and destroying the nerves and mucous mem-
branes. Under the Law of Moses, lepers were regarded as unclean
and excluded entirely from human society. Cleansing of the lepers re-
veals the cleansing of the human race by the Redeemer, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST from the leprosy of sin, the leprosy of soul.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the peerless GOD. In St. Matthew
14:13-21, we see the miraculous feeding by our LORD JESUS CHRIST,
the miraculous feeding of about five thousand men, besides women
and children with five loaves of bread and two fishes. Besides these
men, a large uncounted group of women and children were also
miraculously fed with those loaves of bread and fishes. This miracle
itself is amazing as well as stunning. HIS disciples had collected
twelve baskets full of fragments remained over and above what was
caten. Collection of the fragments cleatly shows the sufficiency and
immensity of GOD's provision. Collection of the fragments for future
use is a good lesson in economy, a protest against waste.

Our peetless GOD is good to all and has compassion on all HE
has made (Psalm 145:9). The compassion of JESUS is shown in HIS
interest in the multitude and in HIS ministry to the multitude. The
gentleness of JESUS is seen in HIS gracious answer to HIS disciples
and in HIS patience dealing with HIS disciples. The power of JESUS is
manifested in the feeding of the multitude. The power of JESUS is
exercised through the service of HIS disciples (St. Matthew 14:14-
21).

Our peerless LORD JESUS CHRIST is concerned about our needs. HE
has compassion upon us on our needs. HE considers us in our needs
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when others do not care. HE is not restricted by circumstances in
the supplying of our needs. HE is not restricted by our lack of re-
source. HE is not restricted by any other lack. HE meets our needs
abundantly. HE provides much more than enough (St. Matthew
14:14-21).

Our peerless LORD JESUS CHRIST is abundantly able to solve our
problems. We are sometimes faced with problems of great proportion
and of a pressing nature and of impossible solution. HE is abun-

dantly able to solve our problems, on condition that we obey HIM
implicitly (St. Matthew 14:14-21).

Our peerless LORD JESUS CHRIST is abundantly able to solve any
challenge to faith. Relating faith to human need, the challenge to
faith is seen in St. Matthew 14:14-16; the work of faith, the reward
of faith, the blessedness of the reward of faith and the greatness of
the reward of faith are also seen in St. Matthew 14:17-21.

Our peerless GOD's great creative power and lordship over nature
are beyond natural explanation. HIS benevolence and bounty are in-
explicable. HE gives HIS people enough and much more than enough
(St. Matthew 14:14-21). HE is the spiritual food to mankind. HE is
the bread of life, sustaining the souls of those who believe on HIM
(St. John 6:48).

The personal presence of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the re-
deeming presence for succour (Isaiah 63:9), the resting presence for
safety (Exodus 33:14), the rejoicing presence for joy (Psalm 16:11),
the regarding presence for love (Psalm 31:20), the restoring presence
for revival (Psalm 80:3, 7, 19), the resuscitating presence for health
(Psalm 43:5) and the reflecting presence for beauty (Psalm 67:1).

“.. T will fear no evil: for THOU art with me; ...”
Psalm 23:4

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST's sovereignty and omniscience
are very highly praised by the statement that HIS thoughts (purposes

or intentions) and ways (directions or deeds) are higher than ours. So,
no one should question HIM about HIS ways.

“For MY thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways
MY ways, saith the LORD. For as the heavens are higher than the
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earth, so are MY ways higher than your ways, and MY thoughts
than your thoughts.”
Isaiah 55:8-9

“...Just and true are THY ways, THOU King of saints.”
Revelation 15:3

GOD's ways are perplexing and puzzling. They are intricate and
complex. But, HE reveals them to those who sincerely seek HIM. It
is to accept every circumstance, every trial that our loving GOD
allows in our lives. Let us joyfully accept whatever is given to us. Let
us continue to live up to our loving GOD's expectations. Let us re-
member that all our disappointments are Gob's appointments. Let
us praise and thank HIM for HIS choice is always better than our best.
What a glorious experience it will bel

“...We must through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of

GOD.”
Acts 14:22

The best things of life come out of wounding. Wheat is crushed
before it becomes bread. Incense must be cast upon the fire before
its odours are set free. The ground must be broken with the sharp
plough before it is ready to receive the seed. Our hearts must be bro-
ken with tears and with cries and with humility, showing deep regret
for our wrong doings or sins to receive salvation from sins (Psalm
34:18). It is the broken-heart that pleases GOD. Our LORD AND
SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST was wounded and crushed for our transgres-
sions, iniquities and sins (Isaiah 53:5). The eternal life comes to us
out of HIs wounding. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

GoD can reveal good out of suffering. A man's born-blindness led
him to meet GOD, JESUS CHRIST. HE opened his eyes and he saw. HE
opened his mind and he believed. But, the sighted due to their pride,
prejudice and unbelief blinded themselves to the truth. Their minds
were closed. They won't listen to that man's own simple and under-
standable logic in what he said about JESUS (St. John 9:30-34).

The unwavering witness of the above born-blind man reveals his
unshaken faith and boldness and courage. Everyone needs such faith
and boldness and courage to stand for JESUS our LORD until the end
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of his/her life, without any fear of the consequences or dangers that
would follow him/her.

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is merciful, show-
ing great kindness and forgiving those who sin against HIM when they
turn from their sins and seek HIS forgiveness (Deuteronomy 4:31;
Isaiah 55:7).

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is faithful, always
keeping HIS promises.

“If we confess our sins, HE is faithful and just to forgive us our

sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”
I John 1:9

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is good.

“For the LORD is good,; HIS mercy is everlasting; and HIS truth
endureth to all generations.”
Psalm 100:5
Even though the ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST hates
sin, HE loved us, sinners (you and me) so much that HE came into
the world as SON OF GOD (SON OF MAN) to take our place and to live
a sinless life for us and to pay for all of our sins with HIS most holy
and precious blood.

“For HE hath made HIM to be sin (sin offering) for us, who knew
no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of GOD in HIM.”
Il Corinthians 5:21

“Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible
things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation (conduct)
received by tradition from your fathers; But with the precious
blood of CHRIST, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.”

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST died for our sins,
and on the third day HE rose from the dead, just as HE said HE
would.

“For in that HE died, HE died unto sin once: but in that HE

liveth, HE liveth unto GOD.”

“...Why seek ye the living among the dead? HE is not here, but is
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risen: remember how HE spake unto you when HE was yet in
Galilee, Saying, The SON OF MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST)
must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified,

and the third day rise again.”
St. Luke 24:5-7

After HIS resurrection from the dead, the ONLY TRUE GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST showed HIMSELF to many people for forty days.

“...CHRIST died for our sins according to the Scriptures; And
that HE was buried, and that HE rose again the third day
according to the Scriptures: And that HE was seen of Cephas,
then of the twelve: After that, HE was seen of above five
hundred brethren at once (at the same time);, of whom the
greater part remain unto this present, but some are fallen

asleep.”
| Corinthians 15:3-6

“To whom also HE shewed HIMSELF alive after HIS passion by
many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speak-
ing of the things pertaining to the kingdom of GOD.”
Acts 1:3
Then the ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST gave final
instructions to HIS disciples to tell everyone in the world about HIM,
and after that HE returned to HIS heavenly throne, to prepare a place
for all those who love HIM and put their trust in HIM for everlasting
life.

“And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached
in HIS name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And ye
are witnesses of these things. And, behold, I send the promise of
MY FATHER upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem,
until ye be endued with power from on high. And HE led them
out as far as to Bethany, and HE lifted up HIS hands, and blessed
them. And it came to pass, while HE blessed them, HE was parted
from them, and carried up into heaven.”
St. Luke 24:47-51

also in ME. In MY FATHER's house are many mansions: if it
were not so, [ would have told you.

‘MY FATHER’ refers to ‘GOD the FATHER'. ‘GOD the FATHER' refers to
‘the LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF'.

There is ONE GOD; there is ONLY ONE GOD; there is ONLY ONE
TRUE GOD. HE is the Holy Triune GOD—ONE in three functional
Persons, GOD the FATHER, GOD the SON, and GOD the HOLY SPIRIT
as ONE GOD. HE is the GOD of Holy Trinity, the unity of GOD the
FATHER, GOD the SON (the Word of GOD), and GOD the HOLY
SPIRIT in ONE GODHEAD.

“For there are three that bear record (witness) in heaven, the
FATHER, the WORD, and the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT):

and these three are one.”
| John 5:7

‘The WORD' is ‘the LORD JESUS CHRIST’ or ‘GOD the SON.’

The ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST's first and second
commandments are:

“I am the LORD thy GOD, ... Thou shalt have no other gods
before (besides) ME. Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven
image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or
that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth: Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve (wor-
ship) them:...”
Exodus 20:2-5
There are many so-called gods. But, they are not gods at all. Ev-
eryone must separate himself/herself from idolatrous worship, the
useless worship.

“They are dead, they shall not live; they are deceased, they shall
not rise: therefore hast THOU visited (punished) and destroyed
them, and made all their memory to perish.”
Isaiah 26:14

“Their idols are silver and gold, the work of men’s hands. They
have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have they, but they see not:
They have ears, but they hear not: noses have they, but they smell
not: They have hands, but they handle not: feet have they, but
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they walk not: neither speak they through their throat.”
Psalm 115:4-7

So, no one should make mention of the name of other gods.

“...Make no mention of the name of other gods, neither let it be
heard out of thy mouth.”
Exodus 23:13
The sorrows of those who run after other gods will be increased.
Their increased sorrows will be complete in hell, the fiery lake of
burning sulphur.

“Their sorrows shall be multiplied that hasten after another

god: ...”
Psalm 16:4

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is mercy upon those who do not
know GOD. Those who were not loved, HE will call, 'MY loved ones.'
Those who were not HIS people, HE will call, 'MY people' (Hosea
2:23). This promise assures hope for all sinners.

'Life with cHRIST is an endless hope; without HiM it is a hopeless
end'.

2. THE WILL OF GOD

Everyone should obey GOD more than men. Everyone should obey
the will of GOD more than anything. GOD's never-changing will and
wish is that the people of the whole world should obtain salvation
from sins; they should obtain a perfect knowledge of the truth, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST; and they should obtain a perfect knowledge of
the truth, the Scripture of Truth or the Holy Scriptures (Daniel
10:21). Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is the truth (St. John 14:6); and
HIS Law is the truth (Psalm 119:142).

“Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowl-
edge of the truth.”

| Timothy 2:4

Again, our GOD's never-changing will and wish is that the people
of the whole world should be holy, and they should obtain the HOLY
SPIRIT and live a life, perfectly holy; and they should abstain
from all forms of sexual impurity or sexual immorality or sexual
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misconduct (I Thessalonians 4:3-8). Without holiness no one will see
the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST (Hebrews 12:14). The people who live
according to the Will of GOD alone will go to heaven, not others
(St. Matthew 7:21).

“For this is the will of GOD, even your sanctification (holiness),

that ye should abstain from fornication:”
| Thessalonians 4:3

The will of GOD the FATHER is that everyone who sees the SON,
the LORD JESUS CHRIST and believes in HIM may have everlasting life;
and the LORD JESUS CHRIST will raise him up on the last day—the day
of the first resurrection of the saints (St. John 6:40). GOD, the FATHER
is the LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF. What GOD wants us to do is to
believe in the ONE HE sent—the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST (St. John 6:29). In the prayer that JESUS taught us, we
pray that the will of GOD will be done (St. Matthew 6:10).

Further, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST's never-changing will and
wish is that the people of the whole world should be joyful always in
CHRIST JESUS; they should pray to GOD continually with alertness
and humility; they should praise GOD and thank GOD in everything
and for all things; they should salute or greet one another; and they
should not praise one another; and they should not say 'Praise the
LORD' to one another, for the LORD GOD will never give HIS glory or
praise to another (Isaiah 48:11).

“Rejoice evermore. Pray without ceasing. In every thing give
thanks: for this is the will of GOD in CHRIST JESUS concerning
you.”

| Thessalonians 5:16-18
“Giving thanks always for all things unto GOD and the
FATHER in the name of our LORD JESUS CHRIST;”

Ephesians 5:20

“And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the

LORD JESUS, giving thanks to GOD and the FATHER by HIM.”
Colossians 3:17

Some personal greetings or salutations mentioned in the Holy
Bible are given below:

“Salute one another with an holy kiss. The churches of CHRIST
salute you.”

Now, bodily kiss is an expression of mutual love, mutual affec-
tion, mutual respect, or mutual friendship. Holy kiss does not mean
the above bodily kiss. There is no relationship between the bodily
kiss and the holy kiss. Bodily kiss is related to human body and hu-
man spirit. Holy kiss is related to the HOLY SPIRIT and the holy body
of CHRIST, since the believers of the church are the holy body of
CHRIST.

“Now ye are the body of CHRIST, and members in particular
(individually).”
| Corinthians 12:27
Moreover, the believers of the church should be holy in their
whole spirit, soul and body. They should be holy without blame be-
fore the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST in love. They should always keep
themselves in the love of GOD.

“And the very GOD of peace sanctify you wholly; and I
pray GOD your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved
blameless unto the coming of our LORD JESUS CHRIST.”

| Thessalonians 5:23
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“According as HE hath chosen us in HIM before the foundation of
the world, that we should be holy and without blame before HIM
in love: Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children
by JESUS CHRIST to HIMSELF, according to the good pleasure of
HIS will.”
Ephesians 1:4-5
“Keep yourselves in the love of GOD, looking for the mercy of

our LORD JESUS CHRIST unto eternal life.”
Jude 21

Hence, salute one another with an holy kiss or greet one another
with an holy kiss does not mean the bodily kiss; it does not mean the
fleshly kiss; it does not mean the physical kiss. It means the spiritual
kiss; it means the spiritual love with one another; it means the holy
and godly love with one another. Thus, this holy kiss means an holy
and godly love.

Again, salute or greet one another with an holy kiss means salute
or greet one another with an holy and godly love; salute or greet one
another with an holy and godly love and with gentleness and respect;
salute or greet one another with an holy and godly love and with
gentleness and respect and with folded hands. Hence, this holy kiss

is not at all a bodily or fleshly kiss.

Without understanding the true spiritual meaning of an holy kiss,
some people who call themselves spiritual people, are kissing one
another bodily or fleshly. Thus, the spiritual matter is wrongly
changed into bodily or fleshly matter; the holy and godly matter is
wrongly changed into bodily or fleshly matter; the spiritual thing is
wrongly and differently interpreted as bodily or fleshly thing; the holy
and godly thing is wrongly and differently interpreted as bodily or
fleshly thing. This is an ungodly act against the LORD GOD. This is an
unrighteous act against the LORD GOD. Suppressing the truth by
unrighteousness will bring the fierce anger and wrath of the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST.

“For the wrath of GOD is revealed from heaven against all un-
godliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold (suppress) the

truth in unrighteousness.”
Romans 1:18
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Moreover, salute one another or greet one another was written
from some far-off countries to some far-off countries, from some
far-off countries to some far-off people by Paul, the apostle. Then,
how is the bodily kiss or the fleshly kiss possible to one another? It
is not at all a possible thing. Therefore, the believers of the church
should always live and keep themselves in the most holy love of the
most holy GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. This is the unchanging will
of our GOD.

Now, the Holy Bible says,

“...Let all things be done unto edifying.”
| Corinthians 14:26

“Let all things be done decently and in order.”
I Corinthians 14:40

The bodily kiss or the fleshly kiss is not a decent or ordetly thing
to spiritual people; and it is not at all a good thing for edification.
Hence it should not be done. Again, a man shaking hands with a
woman is not a decent or orderly thing to spiritual people; and it is
not at all a good thing for edification. Hence it should not be done.

Now, the hearts of HIS people should not be troubled and they
should not be afraid. They should have a firm belief in GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST. This is also the will of GOD.

“Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in GOD, believe also
in ME. Peace I leave with you, MY peace I give unto you: not as
the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled,
neither let it be afraid.”
St. John 14:1, 27

Only those who do the will of GOD will enter into the kingdom of
GOD. Only the saved people can do the will of GOD. Only the saved
people will enter into the kingdom of GOD, the kingdom of heaven.

“Not every one that saith unto ME, LORD, LORD, shall enter into
the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of MY FATHER

which is in heaven.”
St. Matthew 7:21

Now, in the Old Testament period, the casting of lots was a di-
vinely approved method of discerning GOD's will (Joshua 18:8).
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“The lot is cast into the lap; but the whole disposing thereof is

of the LORD.”
Proverbs 16:33

Prior to Pentecost this method was adopted. But after Pentecost,
in the New Testament church, there is no record about using lots.
After Pentecost, the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD wonderfully provides that
divine direction (Acts 16:6-7; Romans 8:14; Galatians 5:18). So, the
will of GOD should not be discerned by the casting of lots. Further,
learning more about GOD is HIS will (Colossians 1:9). Growing strong
in the grace that is in CHRIST JESUS is HIS will (IT Timothy 2:1).
Studying the Word of GOD is HIS will (I Timothy 3:14-17). Sharing
our faith is HIS will (Acts 1:8). When you disobey HIS will, HE will
utterly destroy you and all your expectations about you and about
your life.

3. COMPONENTS OF MAN

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST always desires to reveal HIMSELF
through man. To fulfil this, HE created man in HIS own image and in
HIS own likeness (Genesis 1:26). Man consists of three things: body,
soul and spirit (I Thessalonians 5:23). The human body is absolutely
caught by sin (Romans 6:6). The human spirit (the human power or
the human strength) is absolutely caught by self-will/selfishness
(II Peter 1:21). The human soul is absolutely caught by death, the
second death—the fiery lake of burning sulphur (Psalm 116:8;
Revelation 21:8). Sin/evil is the destroyer/killer of man's spirit and
soul and body (Psalm 34:21; Ezekiel 18:20; I Thessalonians 5:23). Sin
is the fulfilment of wicked desires (James 1:15); sin will cut off from
the restored kingdom of Gop (Psalm 9:17); sin will preserve false and
delusive/deceptive thoughts and inspirations (Micah 4:12).

Human soul is the immortal part of body (Genesis 2:7). This liv-
ing soul is also called the spirit (Ecclesiastes 12:7). Human spirit
means human power or human strength. This spirit of man (human
spirit) is the LORD's candle (lamp); it searches out all the inner depths
of his heart (Proverbs 20:27). By this spirit, man knows and discerns
the things of man (I Corinthians 2:11). The HOLY SPIRIT is the Spirit
of Gop, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. By the Spirit of GOD, man knows
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and discerns the things of GOD (I Corinthians 2:11-12). Again, spirit
also indicates a supernatural being, the demon or the devil or
the ghost or the evil spirit or the unclean spirit (St. Matthew 10:1).
Heavenly spirit or celestial being is an angel of GOD. Angel is a min-
istering spirit or messenger or servant of GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST (Hebrews 1:6-7, 14).

Now, the human body contacts and receives the things of the
physical faculty. Man contacts the physical world through the five
senses of his physical body: feeling, tasting, seeing, smelling and
hearing. Animals and other creatures have only these five senses.

Apart from these five senses, we have one more sense, that is
called the sixth sense—the sense of discernment—the ability to
judge or know things without using the senses of sight, hearing,
smell, taste and touch—an unexplained GOD's power of intuition by
which one is aware of things that are not seen, heard, smelled, tasted
or touched—the ability to discern both good and evil (Hebrews 5:14).

A man having these six senses should have the knowledge
of six important things. They are:

1. Who is the ONLY TRUE GOD?

2. Which is the only true way of the ONLY TRUE GOD?

3. Which is the only true book given to mankind by the ONLY
TRUE GOD?

4. Who is the true man?
5. Which is the true church of the ONLY TRUE GOD?

6. The coming of our LORD JESUS CHRIST—Why is our LORD
JESUS CHRIST going to come again?

The answers to these six questions are lucidly explained in
this precious book " ONE GOD !! ONE PEOPLE !! "

The human soul contacts and receives the things of the mental
faculty. Man contacts the psychological or soulish world through his
mind. Now the human soul also consists of three things: emotion
(I Kings 3:12; St. John 14:27; Ecclesiastes 2:10; St. Matthew 26:38),
mind (Psalm 139:14; Proverbs 19:2), and will (Job 7:15). In the emo-
tion we have joy or grief or fear. In the emotion we love or desire or
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hate. In the mind we have thoughts or reasons or ideas or concepts.
In the will we choose or make our decisions.

In the human soul there is the conscious mind. In the human soul
there is the subconscious mind. In the human soul there is the
self-will. In the human soul there is emotion. In the human soul there
is imagination. In the human soul there is conscience—a clear/
guilty/doubting/good/evil/pure conscience.

The human spirit is made to contact and receive GOD HIMSELF
(St. John 4:24; II Corinthians 3:17). We can contact GOD by our
spirit, because GOD is Spirit.

“GOD is a (the) Spirit: and they that worship HIM must worship
HIM in spirit and in truth.”
St. John 4:24

'Spirit' refers to the divine Spirit, GOD HIMSELF. 'spirit' refers to our
human spirit.
GOD is Spirit. So we must worship HIM in our spirit and by our
spirit. Since GOD is Spirit, we must worship HIM, contact HIM and
fellowship with HIM in our spirit and by our spirit.

Man is created to contain GOD in his spirit (Ephesians 5:18). By
containing GOD in his spirit, man can reveal GOD (II Corinthians 4:7).
Man contacts the spiritual world through his spirit. We can contact
GOD through our spirit.

Now, Adam was the head of the human race. When Adam sinned,
we were all in the body of him. When Adam sinned, we were actu-
ally sinning with him. In this sense, all members of the human race
are sinners (Romans 5:12). Thus, sin entered into each and every
member of the human race. Sin entered into each and every man. Sin
entered into each and every man's spirit and deadened the human
spirit (Ephesians 2:1). Sin made man an enemy of GOD in his mind
(Colossians 1:21), and it deadened the human soul (Psalm 116:8;
Revelation 21:8). Sin transmuted man's body into sinful flesh (Gen-
esis 6:3; Romans 6:12). Thus, sin damaged man's spirit, soul and
body wholly, alienating him from GOD (Isaiah 59:2). In this wretched
condition, no man could receive GOD, and no man could reveal GOD.
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In order to redeem or save mankind from this wretched condition,
GOD first became a man called JESUS CHRIST (St. John 1:1, 14). Then
HE died on the cross to redeem or save mankind (Ephesians 1:7),
taking away their sin (St. John 1:29) and bringing them back to GOD
(Ephesians 2:13). Then in HIS glorious resurrection, HE became
the Life-Giving Spirit (I Corinthians 15:45), the HOLY SPIRIT. This
Life-Giving Spirit gives birth to spirit (St. John 3:6). So we need the
new birth in our spirit. For this, the Spirit of GOD, the Life-Giving
Spirit, must regenerate our spirit. The Life-Giving Spirit (the Spirit
of GOD) comes into us and mingles with our spirit (the human spirit),
thereby joining us to HIM as one spirit (I Corinthians 6:17). Now we
are one with the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST in our spirit.

The human body (the earthly body) is related to earth and the hu-
man spirit is related to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST (Ecclesiastes
12:7; St. Luke 23:46). The human soul is related to human life (Gen-
esis 2:7). In relation to GOD, the human spirit is very important.

The human soul has wisdom, knowledge and understanding, It is
in the midst of body and spirit. When a sinless and blameless and
holy human soul without any sinful lust, joins with a sinless and
blameless and holy human body without any sinful lust, then man
can do great good works. When a sinless and blameless and holy hu-
man soul without any sinful lust, joins with a sinless and blameless
and holy human spirit, then man can do great godly deeds.

When a sinless and blameless and holy human soul without any
sinful lust, joins and works with a sinless and blameless and holy hu-
man body and with a sinless and blameless and holy human spirit
without any sinful lust, then man will be filled with goodness, righ-
teousness, truth, love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, faith,
meekness and temperance, the fruit of the Spirit (Ephesians 5:9;
Galatians 5:22-23), and that man will be a godly man, and he will do
great and wonderful works of GOD. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

When a sinful human soul with sinful lust, joins with a sinful hu-
man body with sinful lust, then man will do all kinds of evil works.
When a sinful human soul with sinful lust, joins with a sinful human
spirit with sinful lust, then man will do all kinds of ungodly deeds in
an ungodly way. When a sinful human soul with sinful lust, joins with
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a sinful human body and with a sinful human spirit with sinful lust,
then man will do all kinds of evil works and all kinds of ungodly

deeds, and he will be filled with all kinds of filthy deeds, and that
man will be the worst ungodly sinner.

As our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has become the Life-Giving
Spirit, man can receive GOD's life into his spirit and he can reveal
GOD's life in his spirit. The Holy Bible, the Holy Word of GOD calls
this glorious spiritual experience as the born-again experience or the
born-from-above experience or regeneration (I Peter 1:3; St. John
3:3). To receive this GOD's life, man should believe GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST and he should repent to GOD by confessing his sins
with broken-heart and with humility and with tears and with cries
(Acts 16:31; 20:21). The regenerated people are the saved people.

After getting this glorious spiritual experience, he must be bap-
tized in the name of the FATHER and of the SON and of the HOLY
SPIRIT (St. Mark 16:16; St. Matthew 28:19) by immersion baptism.

If all desires, thoughts, deeds, and decisions of a man become
one with those of our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, then this life-giving
Spirit (the Spirit of GOD) will gloriously and wonderfully spread into
man's spirit and soul and body (Ephesians 3:17; I Thessalonians
5:23). Further, man should also be committed to doing the will of
GOD as it is revealed in the Holy Bible, the Holy Scriptures (St. John
7:17; Romans 12:1-2). Then he will be a transformed man and he will
not be conformed to this world. This glorious spiritual experience
given by our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is called transformation. "Gob
formed us, sin deformed us, but only CHRIST can transform us!"

Then man should pray for holiness and holy life in all his conduct
(I Peter 1:15-16) and obtain holiness and holy life. And he should
pray for the anointment of the HOLY SPIRIT (I John 2:27) and obtain
the HOLY SPIRIT with speaking in tongues (Acts 2:1-4).

After receiving this glorious spiritual life, a believer should pray
for his/her full spiritual growth (Ephesians 4:11-13) and obtain full
spiritual growth. Further, a believer should attend spiritual meetings
(Hebrews 10:25) in order to be nourished spiritually. No one should
be carried about with various and strange teachings (Hebrews 13:9).
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A Dbeliever should make fellowship with other believers in the Body
of CHRIST (the church) to enjoy the riches of the Christian life in
CHRIST. A believer should continue steadfastly in the apostles' doc-
trine and fellowship, in the Breaking of Bread (the Holy Commun-
ion) and in prayers (Acts 2:42). Finally, at our LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST's return, HIS believers will be glorified (Philippians 3:21). HE
will fully saturate HIS believer's body with HIS life eternal. This di-
vine experience is called glorification. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The wages of sin is death (Romans 6:23). The penalty of sin is
death. Both spiritual death and physical death occur due to sin. The
moment Adam sinned, he died spiritually. This means that everyone
is born dead in sin (Ephesians 2:1). The unsaved people die in their
sin. After their physical death, the unsaved people will face a second
death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur (Revelation 21:8). To escape
from this terrible second death, everyone must be saved.

Again, a physically dead person surely is physically blind. A spiri-
tually dead person surely is spiritually blind. The devil or Satan, the
god of this world (age) has blinded the thoughts of the unbelievers
or the unsaved people. So, they need the illumination of the Gospel
of the glory of CHRIST to shine on them (II Corinthians 4:4), to open
their spiritually blinded eyes, to turn them from darkness (blindness)
to light (unblindness) and from the authority of Satan to GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST (Acts 26:18). This is the most glorious changing
of death into life. Our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST is changing
our death, the second death into life eternal. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The believers of GOD or the saved people have come to the
city of the living GOD, the heavenly Jerusalem, to an innumerable
company of joyful angels, to the general assembly and church of the
first-born, whose names are written in the Book of Life in heaven,
to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST the Judge of all and to the spirits of
righteous men made perfect (Hebrews 12:22-23). This is the supe-
rior and final triumphant status of Christians. This is the superiority
and finality and fullness of Christianity. See also pages from 1388-
1390. So, after their bodily death, the believers of GOD will enter into
heaven, the kingdom of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST and live with
HIM for ever and ever. No one will separate the true believers of
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GOD from the love of CHRIST. Nothing will be able to separate the
true believers of GOD from the love of GOD that is in CHRIST JESUS
our LORD (Romans 8:35-39).

3.1 THE LIFE OF MAN—DO YOU BELIEVE IN LIFE AFTER DEATH?

Human beings who are born in this world, certainly pass away. The
worldly life prior to death is not a permanent life; not an everlasting
life; it is a vanishing life; a life seen for a short while and vanishing
like a mist or vapour or smoke.

“Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. For what
is your life? It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little

time, and then vanisheth away.”
James 4:14

We should always remember that we are but grass in GOD's sight
(Isaiah 40:6-7). In GOD's sight the nations are like a drop of water
from a bucket and are accounted as specks of dust on the balance
(scales). What a base and low people we are! Indeed, GOD's people
or the true Christians fully realize that they are nothing and vanity;
and CHRIST JESUS our LORD GOD is everything (Isaiah 40:15, 17;
Philippians 3:7-8).

Man's worldly days are like grass, he flourishes like a flower of
the field; the wind blows over it and it is gone, and its place remem-
bers it no more. Thus, man is like grass and his glory is like a flower
of the field; the grass withers away and the flower falls away (I Peter
1:24).

Hence, man does not endure and his worldly life does not endure.

“As for man, his days are as grass: as a flower of the field, so he
flourisheth. For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone; and the
place thereof shall know it no more.”

Psalm 103:15-16
Man's worldly days are like a shadow (Job 14:1-2). Now, the life
most people lead is purposeless, meaningless, profitless, useless,
hopeless, hollow, worthless, vain, futile, unwise and foolish. This is
because they have not themselves relied on GOD as much as they
should have (Ecclesiastes 12:1-7). For a true joyful godly life, every-
one should acknowledge and revere GOD (Ecclesiastes 12:13).
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Without HIM, nothing else can give satisfaction or a true joyful godly
life (Ecclesiastes 2:4-11, 25). Man's wortldly days are like a dream
and like a vision of the night (Job 20:8). Man's worldly days are like
a tale told (Psalm 90:9).

Do you believe in life after death? Life after death—the life of
man after his death is a permanent life, an everlasting life, and a
never-vanishing life. But, the life after death is one thing for the sin-
ners who live and die in their sins; and another for the saints who
obtain salvation and live a holy life.

“His bones are full of the sin of his youth, which shall lie down
with him in the dust.”
Job 20:11

“Precious in the sight of the LORD is the death of HIS saints.”
Psalm 116:15

God takes no pleasure in the death of the wicked.

“Have I any pleasure at all that the wicked should die? saith the

LORD GOD: and not that he should return from his ways, and live?”
Ezekiel 18:23

It is certainly true that the saints and good people, delivered from
sins and saved by the LORD JESUS CHRIST will go to heaven and the
wicked sinners will go to hell. It is an everlasting truth that the saints
who go to heaven will enjoy immense happiness with JESUS CHRIST,
the ONLY TRUE GOD for ever and ever; and undying worms and eter-
nal fire will torment the sinners who go to hell for ever and ever (St.
Matthew 25:34, 41, 46). To escape hell, everyone should be dead to
sin—freed from sin (Romans 6:2, 7; I Peter 2:24); everyone should
be dead to the Law—no retaliation for an eye for an eye and a tooth
for a tooth (Galatians 2:19; St. Matthew 5:38-39; Romans 12:21); ev-
eryone should be dead to the rudiments of the world (Colossians
2:20); and everyone should be dead to this world—not be fashioned
according to this world (Romans 12:2). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST died
unto sin once for all to save us from the evil power of Satan, the devil
(St. Luke 10:19; Ephesians 6:16) and from the punishment and power
of sin (Romans 6:10, 23).
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3.2 MAN, THE OUTWARD AND THE INWARD

Man is of two persons. (i) The outward man or the earthy body.
(i) The inward man or the soul. The redemption of our soul is very
precious (Psalm 49:8). The transfiguration of our natural earthy body
(Philippians 3:20-21) or the resurrection of our body from the dead
is mysterious (I Corinthians 15:51-54).

“...But though our outward man perish (is perishing), yet the
inward man is renewed day by day.”
Il Corinthians 4:16
We can see the outward man or the earthy body with our eyes. But
we cannot see the inward man or the soul with our eyes. The LORD
GOD formed the man from the dust of the ground and HE breathed
HIS breath of life into his nostrils. The man became a living being
with a living soul. This living soul is also called the spirit (Ecclesi-
astes 12:7). This soul is incorruptible. This soul is the real person.
But, one's earthy body is just a house for one's soul. This earthy body
is corruptible.

“And the LORD GOD formed man of the dust of the ground, and
breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a
living soul.”

Genesis 2:7

Bodily death is described as the soul's departing from the body
(Genesis 35:18). Bodily death is described as the soul's or the ghost's
or the spirit's departing from the body (St. Luke 23:46). Both soul
and breath (spirit) leave the body at death—physical death or tem-
poral death (I Kings 17:17-22; Daniel 5:23). Every human being
must face physical death.

“There is no man that hath power over the spirit to retain the

spirit; neither hath he power in the day of death: and there is no

discharge (release) in that war; neither shall wickedness deliver

those that are given to it.”

Ecclesiastes 8:8
Physical death is the end of this temporal life and it is the begin-
ning of the life to come. This is the significance of death. Thus,
death is one of the most important events in one's life. Now;, to the
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saints, the life to come will be eternal bliss in heaven. To the sinners,
the life to come will be eternal destruction in hell.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Only Saviour of our soul; HE is
the Only Redeemer of our soul; HE gives eternal life to our soul; HE
gives eternal rest to our soul. So, HE told the thief on the cross (who
repented of his sins and trusted in HIM for eternal life),

“Verily I say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with ME in para-

dise.”
St. Luke 23:43

When a Christian (the saved) dies, his/her soul goes immediately
to paradise to be with all other believers, and then to heaven, the
kingdom of GOD to be with JESUS and the holy angels and all other
believers for eternal bliss for ever and ever. When an unbeliever (un-
saved) dies, his soul wanders in the world as an evil spirit or devil,
and then his/her soul goes to hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur,
to remain there for eternal torment for ever and ever.

Furthermore, man contains in him a human spirit. Human spirit
means human power or human strength. Man cannot survive in the
world without human spirit or human strength.

“But there is a spirit in man: ...”
Job 32:8

Therefore, man contains in him the spirit, the soul, and the body.
No one can see his spirit or soul with his eyes. They are inside his
body. They live inside his body. The soul gives us awareness of our-
selves (Psalm 42:2). The Spirit of GOD gives us awareness of GOD
with our spirit (Romans 8:10).

“And the very GOD of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray
GOD your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blame-

less unto the coming of our LORD JESUS CHRIST.”
| Thessalonians 5:23

The human spirit is controlled and seized by the wishes and works
of selfishness. The human spirit should be totally delivered from this
worst selfishness. The soul has been seized by the second death or
the terrible hell. Man's soul should be totally delivered from this most
dangerous condition. Man's body is sinful and remains immersed in
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abominable and filthy sins. Man's sinful body should be totally
delivered from this most filthy condition. Further, man's spirit, soul
and body should be freed or delivered totally and they should be
filled with holiness. Such a man is a fully delivered or saved man.
Such a man will get complete salvation, the redemption of body.
Such a man will get a glorious body like that of CHRIST.

Hence, everyone should obtain the experience of awaiting the
coming of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD. Everyone
should be blameless and unblemished in everything. Everyone should
avoid every kind of evil.

Now;, a sinner has a sinful body and a sinful spirit and a spiritually
dead soul. His/her sinful spirit will always induce him/her to do
sinful acts and deeds, and unclean acts and deeds. Finally his/her
spiritually dead soul with a hellish body will be cast into eternal hell,
the fiery lake of burning sulphur.

Further, a fully saved one has a holy body and a new spirit and a
spititually living soul. His/her new spirit will always induce him/her
to do good works and holy works. Besides these, the holy power, the
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD will always reside in him/her to live a holy life.
Finally, his/her spititually living soul with a heavenly body will enter
into eternal heaven, the kingdom of GOD. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

3.3 WHAT 1S MAN GOVERNED BY ?

The three things that rule over or govern a man are mind (intellec-
tual mind), wisdom and will. Mind is his heart to think and feel. Wis-
dom is his knowledge and understanding. Will is his wish or desire to
choose or make decisions (I Corinthians 7:30).

“Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see GOD.”
St. Matthew 5:8

“The fear of the LORD is the instruction of wisdom; ...”
Proverbs 15:33

“...THY will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”
St. Matthew 6:10

A man turns to where his mind or heart turns. Therefore, the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST began to preach the people about repentance, to
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turn their mind or heart towards HIM (St. Matthew 4:17). Man's mind
should totally turn to GOD leaving its sins and sinful ways, unholy
ways and unholy thoughts and sinful and wicked thoughts. He should
obtain divine knowledge, wisdom and understanding;

With fear of GOD, everyone should obey the commandments of
GOD, according to GOD's will and wishes. If a man continues to live
according to his own will and wish and according to his own thoughts
and wisdom, he cannot escape the terrible judgment and hell (St.
Mark 7:20-23).

“The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked:
who can know it?”
Jeremiah 17:9

Again, in the beginning, man's mind, wisdom and will were
fully governed by GOD. That is, he was fully under GOD or GOD's
Government (Genesis 1:26-27; 2:7, 16-17). Then, because of
his disobedience to GOD, he had deviated from GOD or GOD's
Government to his own conscience (Genesis 3:1-6, 22-24) and
from his own conscience to human government (Genesis 6:5-0,
11-12; 9:6) and from human government to lawlessness (Ro-
mans 3:20-22) and he failed in all these things. Now, by the
death of our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST on the cross at Calvary,
we, the human beings, receive HIS grace to come again under
GOD or GOD's Government through faith in HIM (Romans 3:23-
25). Glory be to Gob!

3.4 SOULS OF SINNERS AFTER DEATH

When a sinner dies, his body or his outward man is buried in earth or
cremated. The buried body disintegrates and it is consumed by soil.
The body cremated to ashes mixes with the dust.

The soul of the sinner or his inward man wanders in the world as
evil spirit or devil in great agony. As an evidence of this fact, we
know the troubles and evils caused to people by the evil spirits of
people who die prematurely or commit suicide.

Sometimes the wailing of lost souls (the evil spirits of dead sin-
ners) sounds like the howling wind. Sometimes the evil spirits of
dead sinners make very fearful sounding words.
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Thus the soul of a man, who dies as a sinner wanders, groans and
mourns as evil spirit or devil in great agony and exceeding sorrow
until the day of the final judgment of our LORD JESUS CHRIST. The
souls of all dead sinners meet with the same end. The condition
of the souls of the dead sinners is miserable, because their pains,
agonies, troubles, sorrows, languishing and worries are greater than
what they were for them when they were alive.

The groaning and mourning of a soul of a sinner after death, and
the groaning and mourning of a soul of a sinner until judgment is
clearly explained in the Holy Scriptures.

“And thou mourn at the last, when thy flesh and thy body are
consumed, And say, How have I hated instruction, and my heart
despised reproof; And have not obeyed the voice of my teachers,
nor inclined mine ear to them that instructed me! Iwas almost in

all evil in the midst of the congregation and assembly.”
Proverbs 5:11-14

In Roman Catholic teaching, purgatory is a place or state in
which the souls of dead people suffer for the bad things or sins they
did when they were living, so that they can become pure enough to
go to heaven. This Roman Catholic teaching is absolutely against the
Holy Bible. This Roman Catholic teaching is completely wrong since
the Holy Bible is not telling anything about this purgatory. There is
no purgatory at all.

3.5 SOULS OF SAINTS AFTER DEATH

When saints die, their bodies or their outward men are buried in
earth. They disintegrate and are consumed by soil. The ONLY TRUE
GOD, LORD JESUS CHRIST, gloriously takes their souls or their inward
men into paradise, the third heaven for rest. They are the people
who die in CHRIST. They are the people who live in CHRIST and die
in CHRIST. They are the people greatly blessed.

“I knew a man in CHRIST above fourteen years ago, (whether in
the body, I cannot tell; or whether out of the body, I cannot tell:
GOD knoweth;) such an one caught up to the third heaven. And I
knew such a man, (whether in the body, or out of the body, |
cannot tell: GOD knoweth;) How that he was caught up into paradise,
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and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to

utter.”
Il Corinthians 12:2-4

‘| cannot tell’ means ‘I do not know’.

Thus, the LORD GOD never lets the souls of the saints who die in
CHRIST to wander in this world. Their souls cannot be encountered
in the world as the souls of the sinners are. The souls of the saints
are relieved of their labours, troubles, pains, tears and sorrows.

“And I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Write, Blessed
are the dead which die in the LORD from henceforth: Yea, saith
the Spirit, that they may rest from their labours; and their works

do follow them.”
Revelation 14:13

They rest in paradise, the third heaven until the LORD JESUS
CHRIST comes to this world to gather HIS holy and glorious church
and enjoy great bliss and exceeding happiness in a state in which they
cannot feel whether they are in the body or out of it. The saints who
rest in paradise hear new languages not spoken or understood by any
people in the world. They speak new languages. They hear new
words and they speak new words. They rest there in great glory and
happiness.

They will be blessed through rest; they will be blessed through res-
urrection; they will be blessed through reigning with CHRIST during
the Millennium; they will be blessed through reigning eternally with
CHRIST in HIS glorious kingdom, the kingdom of heaven, or the king-
dom of GOD. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

4. THE SPIRIT OF MAN, THE SPIRIT OF
GOD

“The spirit of a man will sustain (endure) his infirmity; ...”
Proverbs 18:14

“For what man knoweth the things of a man, save (except) the
spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of GOD knoweth

no man, but the Spirit of GOD.”
| Corinthians 2:11
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“But ye shall receive power, after that the HOLY GHOST (the

HOLY SPIRIT) is come upon you: ...”
Acts 1:8

A man cannot do his worldly duties without his human spirit or
human strength. In the same manner, without the HOLY SPIRIT or the
strength of GOD, no man can survive as a godly man, a holy man, a
righteous man, a spiritual man, a child of GOD or as a man belonging
to heaven. Therefore, it is very essential for a man, to be delivered
from his sins and be strengthened by the HOLY SPIRIT, the Spirit of
GOD. The HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD GOD gives the holy power or the
holy strength to live a holy life and lives within the heart of every
believer to the glory of GOD. The HOLY SPIRIT is also called the
SPIRIT of GOD (I Corinthians 12:3).

When a man obtains the HOLY SPIRIT, he is filled with divine wis-
dom, divine conscience, divine intelligence, fear of GOD, divine
counsel, divine love, and a clear mind (Isaiah 11:2). The HOLY SPIRIT
is also called the SPIRIT of TRUTH (St. John 14:17). The HOLY SPIRIT
gives us understanding about our sinful life and the saving knowledge
of JESUS CHRIST. We are saved by the power of the HOLY SPIRIT.

Only the people who have obtained the HOLY SPIRIT, the Divine
Spirit are the true children of GOD. They alone can call JESUS CHRIST
'ABBA, FATHER'. They are eligible to call JESUS "LORD'.

“For as many as are led by the Spirit of GOD, they are the sons of
GOD. For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to
fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry,

ABBA, FATHER.”
Romans 8:14-15

“Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by

the Spirit of GOD calleth JESUS accursed: and that no man can

say that JESUS is the LORD, but by the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY

SPIRIT).”

| Corinthians 12:3
The glorious works of the Divine Spirit or the HOLY SPIRIT are
compared in the Holy Scriptures to rain, fire, and wind. The worldly
rain begins as a drizzle and slowly intensifies into a heavy and very
heavy rain, then its intensity slowly decreases, and then the rain
ceases. The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD works in the same manner. The
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glorious rain of the HOLY SPIRIT pours on the souls of people and
quenches the thirst of the souls.

“In the last day, that great day of the feast, JESUS stood and
cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto ME, and drink.
He that believeth on ME, as the Scripture hath said, out of his
belly (heart) shall flow rivers of living water. (But this spake HE
of the Spirit, which they that believe on HIM should receive: for
the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT) was not yet given; because

that JESUS was not yet glorified.)”
St. John 7:37-39

The HOLY SPIRIT gives man immense happiness, peace, health,
strength, and consolation. Man needs worldly rain for his survival in
the world. But the spiritual rain is more essential than the worldly
rain. No man can survive as a spiritual man or a man of heaven,
without this spiritual rain. It is very essential to pray for the rain of
the HOLY SPIRIT, or spiritual rain.

“Ask ye of the LORD rain in the time of the latter rain; so the
LORD shall make bright clouds, and give them showers of rain,
to every one grass in the field.”

Zechariah 10:1
“Be glad then, ye children of Zion, and rejoice in the LORD your
GOD: for HE hath given you the former rain moderately, and HE
will cause to come down for you the rain, the former rain, and the

latter rain in the first month.”
Joel 2:23

Again, man needs worldly wind or air for his survival in the world.
But the spiritual wind is more essential than the worldly wind. No
one can survive as a spiritual man or a man of heaven, without this
spiritual wind. The spiritual wind or air, the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD is
the life-giving wind. It gives eternal life to us. So it is very essential
to pray for the wind of the HOLY SPIRIT, or spiritual wind. The wind
symbolizes the eternal life in the HOLY SPIRIT.

Furthermore, when the worldly wind blows on trees, they sway in
the wind, and there is rustling and roaring of the wind. The HOLY
SPIRIT of the LORD works in the same manner. When the HOLY
SPIRIT works on holy people, their bodies sway like trees, which sway
in the wind. When the holy people assemble and pray, there is

glorious rustling sound and an orderly roaring of the HOLY SPIRIT. It
clearly reveals the work of the LORD. All things will be done decently
and in order and in the proper manner. Let all things be done for edi-
fication.

“And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all
with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound
from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the

house where they were sitting.”
Acts 2:1-2

“Let all things be done decently and in order.”
I Corinthians 14:40

“...Let all things be done unto edifying.”
I Corinthians 14:26

Again, the worldly fire purifies silver and gold by burning off
its filth and dirt. It also burns stinking, garbage and rubbish into
ashes. In the same manner, the fire of the HOLY SPIRIT purifies and
sanctifies man by burning off all his filthy sins and abominations and
dirt of sins. This act of the HOLY SPIRIT makes man holy. Everyone
must be aware of this glorious and wonderful work of GOD by the
HOLY SPIRIT, the Spirit of Burning or the Spirit of Fire.

“And there appeared unto them cloven (divided) tongues like as
of fire, and it sat upon each of them. And they were all filled with
the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT), and began to speak with

other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”
Acts 2:3-4

“When the LORD shall have washed away the filth of the daugh-
ters of Zion, and shall have purged the blood of Jerusalem from
the midst thereof by the Spirit of judgment, and by the Spirit of
burning.”
Isaiah 4:4

Our LORD JESUS has said,

“I am come to send fire on the earth; and what will 1, if it be
already kindled? But I have a baptism to be baptized with; and

how am I straitened till it be accomplished!”
St. Luke 12:49-50

‘Baptism to be baptized with’ refers to the LORD JESUS CHRIST'S
horrible death.

Without this glorious work of the HOLY SPIRIT or the power of
GOD, no man can obtain a sanctified soul, live a holy life, escape
judgment and hell, and go to heaven. This is a great and never-chang-
ing truth. It is a great truth that the LORD JESUS CHRIST came into
this world, suffered horribly, and died, to send the HOLY SPIRIT into
this world. It is essential for everyone to think of the great love and
affection of this exceedingly glorious and good LORD GOD, JESUS

CHRIST and to become HIS own children.

The HOLY SPIRIT has been given many names such as, the Divine
Spitit, the Spirit of FATHER, the LORD's Spitit, the Spirit of CHRIST,
the Spirit of GOD, the Spirit of HIM that raised up JESUS from the
dead, the Spirit of Life, the Spirit of Adoption, the Spirit of HIS SON,
the Spirit of Burning (Fire), the Spirit of Holiness, the Spirit of
Truth, the Spirit of Faith, the Comforter, the Fresh Oil (the New
Oil), the Oil of Joy, the Power from on High, the River of Pleasure,
Pure River of Water of Life and the River of Fire.

Only the people who have obtained the HOLY SPIRIT, the Spirit
of CHRIST are the true Christians.

“..If any man have not the Spirit of CHRIST, he is none of
HIS.”
Romans 8:9

Only those who have obtained the Spirit of Faith are the true be-

lievers.

“We having the same Spirit of faith, according as it is written, |
believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and there-

fore speak.”
Il Corinthians 4:13

The HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD removes the mean pleasures of sin
and of the world and fills every man with divine pleasures, divine
happiness, divine holiness, and strengthens him with divine power.
The LORD blesses the man immensely with consolation and comfort.
The LORD helps the man to live a holy life. The LORD gives him a
new radiance of face through the HOLY SPIRIT, the Fresh Oil. This
Oil makes his face shine.
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“...1 shall be anointed with fresh oil.”
Psalm 92:10

“...0il to make his face to shine, ...”
Psalm 104:15

The acts of mocking, blaspheming and talking ill of the HOLY
SPIRIT is a great sin deserving terrible punishment from the LORD
GOD. It is a sin deserving fierce wrath and punishment by GOD. It is
a sin deserving the punishment of horrible judgment and hell.

“Wherefore 1 say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy
shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the
HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT) shall not be forgiven unto
men. And whosoever speaketh a word against the SON OF MAN
(the LORD JESUS CHRIST), it shall be forgiven him: but whoso-
ever speaketh against the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT), it
shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the
world to come.”
St. Matthew 12:31-32

The saints of GOD who have obtained the HOLY SPIRIT enjoy the
happiness of speaking to GOD, the divine secrets, the wonderful
works, and glories of the LORD in different kinds of languages not
known to them. They highly magnify (praise) and exalt GOD with va-
rieties of tongues. They enjoy great pleasure, comfort and consola-
tion and they grow in godliness. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“For they heard them speak with tongues (in different kinds of

languages), and magnify GOD. ...”
Acts 10:46

“Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the
wonderful works of GOD.”
Acts 2:11

“For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not
unto men, but unto GOD: for no man understandeth him;
howbeit in the spirit he speaketh mysteries. He that speaketh
in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; ... Wherefore
tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them
that believe not: ...”

| Corinthians 14:2, 4, 22
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“For with stammering lips and another tongue will HE speak to
this people.”
Isaiah 28:11
Being filled with the HOLY SPIRIT, and anointed with the HOLY
SPIRIT, and sealed with the HOLY SPIRIT, and baptized with the HOLY
SPIRIT and with Fire are one and the same spiritual blessing of the
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST (Acts 9:17; II Corinthians 1:21-22; Eph-
esians 1:13; St. Matthew 3:11; Acts 1:4-5).

First in Jerusalem, on the day of Pentecost, about 120 people re-
ceived the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD. They were filled with the HOLY
SPIRIT and began to speak the wonders of GOD in other tongues
(other languages). They were baptized with the HOLY SPIRIT (Acts
2:1-4).

In Samaria, Peter and John laid their hands on the believers, and
they received the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD. They were baptized with the
HOLY SPIRIT (Acts 8:14-17).

In Caesarea, while Peter was speaking the Word of GOD at Cor-
nelius' house, the gift of the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD was poured out on
the Gentiles. They spoke in other languages and praised GOD. They
were also baptized with the HOLY SPIRIT (Acts 10:44-46; 11:15-18).

In Ephesus, Paul found some disciples of the LORD and asked
them,

“...Have ye received (Did you receive) the HOLY GHOST (the

HOLY SPIRIT) since (when) ye believed? ...”
Acts 19:2

They answered that they had not even heard that there was a
HOLY SPIRIT. When Paul laid his hands on them, the HOLY SPIRIT of

GOD came on them, and they spoke in other languages and proph-
esied. They were about twelve men in all (Acts 19:6-7).

The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD is of very great and manifold signifi-
cance. They are explained below.

The HOLY SPIRIT is the earnest of the Spirit or the earnest of our
inheritance. Earnest means deposit or down payment, guaranteeing
what is to come and what is to possess. Inheritance denotes salva-
tion, viz., the final salvation, the redemption of body. The gift of the
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HOLY SPIRIT is viewed as an instalment or as part of the full and
final salvation. The earnest of the Spirit or the earnest of our inher-
itance brings some right over the redemption of the body and the
kingdom of heaven.

The HOLY SPIRIT is the seal for the day of redemption and for the
redemption of the body. The seal is the HOLY SPIRIT. The sealer is
the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. HE seals HIS people with the HOLY
SPIRIT of promise (the promised HOLY SPIRIT) for the redemption of

the body and for the kingdom of heaven.

Seal denotes the full identification of ownership and protection
provided by the owner and the full authority of the owner. Again,
seal indicates genuineness; seal preserves safety and seal guarantees

safe keeping.

“Now HE which stablisheth us with you in CHRIST, and hath
anointed us, is GOD; Who hath also sealed us, and given the

earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.”
Il Corinthians 1:21-22

“In Whom (HIM) ye also trusted, after that ye heard the Word of
truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye
believed, ye were sealed with that HOLY SPIRIT of promise, Which
is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the pur-
chased possession, unto the praise of HIS glory.”

Ephesians 1:13-14
“And grieve not the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD, whereby ye are sealed

unto the day of redemption.”
Ephesians 4:30

The SPIRIT of GOD (the HOLY SPIRIT) who raised JESUS CHRIST
from the dead should always live in us, because HE who raised JESUS
CHRIST from the dead will also give life to our mortal bodies by HIS
Spirit, who lives in us.

“But if the Spirit of HIM that raised up JESUS from the dead
dwell in you, HE that raised up CHRIST from the dead shall also
quicken (give life to) your mortal bodies by HIS Spirit that dwelleth
in you.”
Romans 8:11
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The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD gives us the great holy power of GOD;
GOD strengthens us with power through HIS Spirit in our inner man
(soul). The HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD gives great joy and happiness,
and great longsuffering. The faith is growing more and more and the
love of everyone towards each other is increasing by the HOLY SPIRIT
of GOD.

“But ye shall receive power, after that the HOLY GHOST
(the HOLY SPIRIT) is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses
unto ME both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”
Acts 1:8
“That HE would grant you, according to the riches of HIS glory,
to be strengthened with might by HIS Spirit in the inner man.”
Ephesians 3:16
“We are bound to thank GOD always for you, brethren, as it is
meet (fitting), because that your faith groweth exceedingly,
and the charity (love) of every one of you all toward each
other aboundeth; So that we ourselves glory in you in the
churches of GOD for your patience and faith in all your per-
secutions and tribulations that ye endure.”
Il Thessalonians 1:3-4
Hence, all people should wait and pray for the salvation from sins
first; and after getting salvation, they should wait and pray for the
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD, by believing the promises of GOD. Even sinful
men are kind to their children; they know how to give good gifts to
their children; therefore, how much more will our heavenly FATHER
give good gifts to those who ask HIM!

“If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your
children: how much more shall your heavenly FATHER give the
HOLY SPIRIT to them that ask HIM?”
St. Luke 11:13
Everyone should live according to GOD in the Spirit and walk in
the Spirit and no one should put out the Spirit's fire. To live in the
Spirit and to walk in the Spirit, filling with the Spirit (Ephesians
5:18), keeping the oneness in CHRIST (Romans 12:5), growing up
into the Head, CHRIST (Ephesians 4:15), learning CHRIST (Ephesians
4:20), living in the love of CHRIST (II Corinthians 5:14) and living in
the light of CHRIST (St. John 8:12) are very essential.
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“If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.”
Galatians 5:25

“Quench not the Spirit.”
| Thessalonians 5:19

The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD reproves the world of sin, and of righ-
teousness, and of judgment.

“And when HE is come, HE will reprove the world of sin, and of

righteousness, and of judgment.”
St. John 16:8

The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD helps us in our weaknesses. We do not
know what we ought to pray for, but the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD HIM-
SELF intercedes for us with groans that words cannot express. The
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD who searches our hearts knows the mind of the
Spirit, because the Spirit of GOD intercedes for the saints according
to the will of GOD. What an extremely loving GOD, our GOD is!

“Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not
what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh
intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. And
HE that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the
Spirit, because HE maketh intercession for the saints according
to the will of GOD.”
Romans 8:26-27
By money we cannot buy or earn the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD but
GOD's holiness and holy life in our lives alone can buy and earn the
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD (Acts 8:20). That is, our GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST alone can give HIS HOLY SPIRIT of GOD freely by sanctifying
us. Glory be to GobD!

5. ANGELS

First the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD created the
angels to worship HIM and attend on HIM and serve HIM in heaven.
The angels have no earthly body as human beings have. They have
glorious heavenly bodies. The speciality of their heavenly body is
that they can move about visibly and invisibly. They can enter any-
place where even air cannot enter. They can come out of anyplace
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where air cannot come out. They cannot be locked or contained in
anyplace. Nothing can be done to them. They have eyes with very
special sight. They have bodies with the power to fly. They have
wings too. They are tremendously powerful and strong. They are the
wonderful and mighty creations of the LORD.

“Above it stood the seraphims (angels): each one had six wings;
with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his
feet, and with twain he did fly. And one cried unto another, and
said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is
full of HIS glory.”
Isaiah 6:2-3
Angels are heavenly beings created by our LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST. They are described as spiritual beings. Our LORD has innu-
merable angels in heaven. They are HIS ministering spirits. They are
always serving our LORD in heaven. They are always worshipping our
LORD in heaven. They don't have earthly bodies as ours but have
spiritual existence. They can go anywhere they want to, in accordance
with GOD's orders. Angels are sent into the world from time to time
as GOD's messengers to inform HIS people and to comfort HIS people
and to minister to HIS people. They are very powerful and cannot be
controlled by men. At times, they are incarnate in human form. They
have great strength, intelligence, and wisdom, far superior to that of
human beings. They look over the activities of men (I Peter 1:12).

Further, angels are called the host of heaven. They are organized
in ranks or orders. Michael is the head of a host and Gabriel is
another. Michael is the head of a host of warriors. By the command
of GOD, they fight against GOD's rivals. Gabriel is the head of a host
of messengers. They bring messages from GOD. The cherubims (cher-
ubs) and seraphims (seraphs) are also angels. They show GOD's
majesty and fulfil GOD's purposes (Revelation 12:7-10; Daniel 8:15-
19; Genesis 3:24; Isaiah 6:2-3).

Angels appeared to shepherds in the field, announcing the birth
of our LORD JESUS CHRIST (St. Luke 2:8-14). Angels also announced
our LORD JESUS CHRIST's resurrection, the rising from the dead
(St. Luke 24:5-7). Angels also announced that our LORD JESUS
CHRIST would return again from heaven (Acts 1:10-11).
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Angels are empowered to seize Satan, the devil and other evil
spirits and to bind them with great chains and to cast (imprison) them
into the bottomless pit (Revelation 20:1-3).

Once an angel massacred single handed, 1,85,000 Assyrian
soldiers who came against Israelites, the children of GOD. The
Assyrian soldiers lay dead eatly in the morning (Isaiah 36; 37:1-306).
The great power of an angel, created by GOD, thus makes one won-
der how mighty, GOD is.

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is incomparably greater than the
angels. HE is the Almighty GOD; HE is the omnipotent GOD; HE is
the omniscient GOD; HE is the omnipresent GOD. Angels have great
power and ability, but are not omnipotent. They possess intellect,
emotion, and will, but are not omniscient or omnipresent. Their
number is great, but not limitless. They are servants of GOD. The
word 'angel' means 'messenger’. Man is made "a little lower than the
angels".

“For THOU hast made him a little lower than the angels, and

hast crowned him with glory and honour.”
Psalm 8:5

6. EVIL SPIRITS

Satan was once prominent among the angels in heaven. He was one
of the creations of GOD. He was created as GOD's highest angel. He
led angels in a rebellion. Hence, Satan and his angels were cast out
from heaven; they had no access to heaven; they had no access to
GOD. Therefore, Satan and his angels confine their activities in the
carthly sphere. Satan, the devil is the chief of the fallen angels or
devils or evil spirits. He is the deceiver of the whole world. He is
the adversary of mankind. Satan, the devil is the originator and the
chief practitioner of sin.

“He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from
the beginning. ...”
| John 3:8
Satan, the devil is very crafty and cunning. Opposing the will of
GOD, counterfeiting the work of GOD, destroying all that is good, are
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his present-day activities. He travels to and fro in the earth for evil
purposes (I Peter 5:8).

Satan's other names are 'Lucifer, son of the morning' (Isaiah
14:12), 'the great dragon, that old serpent, the Devil' (Revelation
12:9), 'leviathan' (Isaiah 27:1), 'the prince of the power of the ait'
(Ephesians 2:2). 'Beelzebub' (St. Matthew 10:25), 'Baalzebub' (11
Kings 1:6), 'that wicked one' (I John 5:18), 'the fowler who lays the
snare to the soul' (Psalm 91:3; 124:7), 'the bird that snatches away
the Word of GOD sown in our hearts' (St. Matthew 13:4, 19), 'the
accuser of our brethren' (Revelation 12:10), 'the tempter' (St. Mat-
thew 4:3), 'a murderer, a liar and the father of lies' (St. John 8:44),
'the thief to steal and to kill and to destroy people' (St. John 10:10),
'‘Belial' (Il Corinthians 6:15), and 'the deceiver of the whole world'
(Revelation 12:9). Satan pretends or disguises himself as an angel of
light, as a holy angel of heaven (II Corinthians 11:14). Hence, Satan
is a pretender. Now, Satan is an enemy of GOD as well as mankind.

The spirit of Satan, the devil is the spirit of whoredom or the
spirit of harlotry (Hosea 4:12-14); it is a spirit of treachery (Judges
9:23); it is a lying spirit (I Kings 22:21-22); it is a perverse spirit
(Isaiah 19:14); it is the spirit of error—the spirit of deceit (I John
4:6); it is the spirit of the antichrist (I John 4:3); it is the unclean
spirit—the evil spirit (St. Matthew 10:1); it is a spirit of lying won-
ders (II Thessalonians 2:9); it is a spirit of infirmity (St. Luke 13:11);
it is a spirit of divination (Acts 16:10); it is a spirit of sorcery (Acts
13:6-12); it is a foul spirit (Revelation 18:2); it is a spirit like unclean
frog (Revelation 16:13-14); it is a spirit of trouble (I Samuel 16:14);
it is a spirit of bondage (Romans 8:15); it is a spirit of fear
(I Timothy 1:7) and it is a spirit of madness (St. Mark 5:1-20).

The souls of the sinners wander in the world as evil spirits or dev-
ils in great agony. As an evidence of this fact, we know the troubles
and evils caused to people by the evil spirits of people who die pre-
maturely or commit suicide.

6.1 HORRIBLE PIT OF SATAN, THE DEVIL

The jail of Satan, the devil, is a horrible pit—watetless deep pit full
of miry clay, the sinful miry clay. This jail of Satan is a deep and dark
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pit of darkness—the sinful darkness. The jail of Satan is the shadow
of death—the shadow of hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur. All
sinners are in the jail of Satan, the devil. All sinners are the prisoners
of Satan, the devil.

“HE brought me up also out of an horrible pit, out of the miry
clay, and set my feet upon a rock, and established my goings
(steps).”

Psalm 40:2

“...That Rock was CHRIST.”
| Corinthians 10:4

“...I have sent forth thy prisoners out of the pit wherein is no
water.”
Zechariah 9:11

“To give light to them that sit in darkness and in the shadow of
death, ...”

St. Luke 1:79

“...To bring out the prisoners from the prison, and them that sit

in darkness out of the prison house.”
Isaiah 42:7

Satan, the devil tightly binds the unsaved or the sinners, with the
cords of their sin. He puts them into his jait—the horrible pit full of
sinful miry clay, and shuts them up in his jail. The sinners sit in sin-
ful darkness, and in the shadow of hell. Satan, fully armed, guards
his own jail. Besides, Satan, the devil appoints them to death, the
second death or hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur. Thus, Satan,
the devil appoints all the unsaved or the sinners to second death or

hell. What a pitiful thing it is!

“His own iniquities shall take the wicked himself, and he shall be

holden (held) with the cords of his sins.”
Proverbs 5:22

Now, these prisoners or sinners must groan to GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST, by confessing their sins, for their release from this hor-
rible jail of Satan, the devil. To hear the groans of these prisoners or
sinners, and release those appointed to death, and bring out these
prisoners from the jail of Satan, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST looks
down from the height of HIS sanctuary; from heaven HE beholds the
earth.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST came into the world to release those ap-
pointed to death, and bring them up out of the horrible pit, out of
the sinful miry clay. HE came into the world to set their feet upon
the Rock, and establish their steps upon the Rock. This spiritual Rock

is our LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST's own power is unlimited. HE is the
strongest and the best in doing holy works, good works, righteous
works, rightful works, sinless works, faithful works, and truthful
works. By HIS HOLY SPIRIT, our LORD JESUS CHRIST is always induc-
ing the people to do holy works, good works, righteous works, right-
ful works, sinless works, faithful works, and truthful works, to inherit
heaven, the kingdom of GOD. By HIS HOLY SPIRIT, HE is always in-
ducing the people to tell the truth; HE is always inducing the people
to speak incorrupt words for the edification of themselves and to the
hearers. Again, by HIS HOLY SPIRIT, HE is always inducing the people
to escape judgment and hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur. By HIS
HOLY SPIRIT, HE is always inducing the people to inherit heaven, the
kingdom of GOD. Everyone must obey the work of HIS HOLY SPIRIT
to escape judgment and hell and to inherit heaven. Praise The LoRD!
Alleluia!

But, Satan, the devil is the strongest and the worst in doing sins,
unholy works, evil works, ugly works, abominable works, unrigh-
teous works, unlawful works, sinful works, unfaithful works, untruth-
ful works, sexually immoral acts, sorcery, idolatry, murders, etc. He
is the father of lies. He is a murderer of mankind from the begin-
ning. Satan, the devil is the father of all sinners. So, they want to per-
sist in their fathet's lusts.

“Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye
will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in
the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a
lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.”
St. John 8:44
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By his evil spirit, Satan, the devil is always shooting his sinful
fiery darts (arrows) against the people to do sins (Ephesians 6:16).
By his evil spirit, he is always inducing the people to do sins, unholy
works, evil works, ugly works, abominable works, unrighteous
works, unlawful works, sinful works, unfaithful works, untruthful
works, sexually immoral acts, sorcery, idolatry, murders, etc., to in-
herit hell. By his evil spirit, he is always inducing the people to tell
lies, and pervert speeches, so that they will inherit hell, the fiery lake
of burning sulphur. No one should obey the evil spirit of Satan, the
devil and inherit hell.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST came into the world to overcome Satan,
the devil, and save the people from sin, curse, flesh, fleshly lusts,
world, death—the second death or hell, destruction and Satan. HE
came into the world to take from Satan all his armour, and redeem
the people from his horrible jail. Praise The LorD! Alleluia!

“When a strong man armed keepeth (quards) his palace, his goods
are in peace: But when a stronger than he shall come upon him,
and overcome him, he taketh from him all his armour wherein he

trusted, and divideth his spoils.”
St. Luke .11:21-22

The stronger man stands for our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. The
strong man stands for Satan, the devil.

“Forasmuch as there is none like unto THEE, O LORD; THOU art
great, and THY name is great in might.”
Jeremiah 10:6

“O LORD GOD of hosts, Who is a strong LORD like unto
THEE? ...”
Psalm 89:8

According to HIS promise, our LORD JESUS CHRIST came into the
world, and overcame Satan, the devil. HE crushed the head of Sa-
tan, the devil on the cross at Calvary. Eventually HE crushed the
kingdom of Satan, the devil. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“...1t (HE) shall bruise (crush) thy head, ...”
Genesis 3:15

Satan is the prince of devils. Satan, the devil is the most powerful
evil spirit. His intention is to destroy the work of GOD, especially
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mankind, but he will not succeed. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST came into
the wotld to destroy the works of the devil. When HE was on the
cross at Calvary, HE crushed the head of Satan, the devil. The GOD
of peace or the LORD JESUS CHRIST will soon crush Satan under the
feet of HIS people. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“...For this purpose the SON OF GOD (the LORD JESUS CHRIST)
was manifested, that HE might destroy the works of the devil.”
I John 3:8

“And the GOD of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet ...”
Romans 16:20

The saved people of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST can resist the
devil with the Word of GOD (I John 4:4; James 4:7).

Satan, the devil is accountable to GOD (Job 1:6-7). Satan can be at
only one place at a time (Job 1:6-7). So, his presence is limited. Satan
cannot see into our minds (hearts) or foretell the future (Job 1:9-22;
2:4-10). Satan can do nothing against GOD's people, without GOD's
permission. GOD puts limitations on Satan's doings (Job 1:12; 2:6).

CHRIST is the LORD of HIS own people, the saved people (the be-
lievers). CHRIST indwells believers. Satan is likewise the lord of his
own people, the sinners (the unsaved people). Satan indwells sinners.
But CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD is incomparably greater than he
who wreaks havoc in the world. The strength of HIS people lies in
the fact that they are of GOD. The strength of HIS people lies in the
fact that they are born of GOD.

“Whosoever is born of GOD doth not commit sin; ...”
I John 3:9

The persons born of GOD or the saved people should reflect this
sinless perfection in their behaviour. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST redeems and saves people from the
evil power of Satan, the devil. Those who are redeemed and saved
will be delivered from the evil power of Satan, the devil. To stand
against the schemes of the devil and to resist and to overcome the
temptations of the devil, the saved people must always put on the
whole armour of GOD.

“Put on the whole armour of GOD, that ye may be able to stand
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against the wiles of the devil. Wherefore take unto you the whole
armour of GOD, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day,
and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins
girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righ-
teousness; And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel
of peace; Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall
be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the
helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the
Word of GOD.”
Ephesians 6:11, 13-17

Without prayer GOD's armour is not sufficient to achieve victory.
To achieve victory, prayer is indispensable. We are to pray not just
for ourselves but also for all saints (Ephesians 6:18).

Satan, the devil promises wealth and great honour to deceive and
destroy Gop's children. The tragic end of Balaam, who was a prophet
of GOD, is an example (Numbers 22-25; 31:1-8).

6.2 PRIDE AND FALL OF SATAN, THE DEVIL

“...GOD resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble.”
James 4:6

Satan coveted in his heart to be equal to the Almighty GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST. He wished that other angels should worship him.
In his pride, he exalted himself above GOD, the Most High. Thus, he
committed the terrible sin against his own GOD who created him. In
addition, Satan had some followers there. Because of this evil act Sa-
tan and his followers were cast into the world from heaven. First,
they became the devils and evil spirits who roam about the world,
causing great troubles and wicked deeds against people.

“How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morn-
ing! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken
the nations! For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into
heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of GOD (angels): 1
will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of
the north: I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be
like the Most High. Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the
sides of the pit.”
Isaiah 14:12-15
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Then those who lived as sinners and died as sinners became evil
spirits or devils that roam about the world, creating troubles, evils
and wickedness against people. As an evidence of this fact, we are
aware of many incidents in which people who met with sudden and
premature death and those who committed suicide lament in agony,
roam about as evil spirits causing troubles and evils to people.

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in the world, HE healed many
people who were possessed by evil spirits or unclean spirits.

“And they that were vexed (tormented) with unclean spirits: and
they were healed. And the whole multitude sought to touch HIM:
for there went virtue (HIS most holy power) out of HIM, and

healed them all.”
St. Luke 6:18-19

In addition, the disciples of our LORD JESUS CHRIST cast out many
devils.

“And they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many

that were sick, and healed them.”
St. Mark 6:13

Finally, the evil spirits or devils will be thrown into hell, the fiery
lake of burning sulphur. Satan, the devil, and his angels will also be
thrown into hell, the eternal fire prepared for him and his angels (St.
Matthew 25:41; Revelation 20:10). The worm (maggot) will be
spread out beneath them and the worms will cover them. Their
worm does not die and the fire is not quenched. Hell from beneath
will be moved for Satan, to meet and devour him at his coming,

“Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming:
... Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy
viols (musical instruments): the worm (maggot) is spread under
thee, and the worms cover thee.”

Isaiah 14:9, 11

Our GoD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is omniscient. HE only knows
our thoughts (I Chronicles 28:9). HE only knows all things
(St. John 16:30). HE is the Only wise GOD (Jude 25). HE only
knows what is in man (St. John 2:25). HE searches all hearts and
HE only understands all the intent of the thoughts (I Chronicles
28:9).
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Since Satan, the devil is not omniscient, he cannot know our
thoughts; he cannot know all things; he cannot hear our thoughts;
and he cannot read our thoughts. But, without knowing human
thoughts, he is deceitful in predicting the common responses of
men or in predicting human behaviour, by deceitfully inducing
and injecting his chimerical ideas and schemes into the hearts
of human beings (Revelation 12:9). What a deceiver Satan, the
devil is!

Beware of Gop's eternal enemy—Satan, the devil and of us,
Gob's people.

7. DIVINITY AND SATANISM

The attributes of divinity are perfect sinlessness, absolute holiness,
total righteousness, immaculate uprightness, absolute truth, immea-
surable mercy, impartial sympathy, abject humility, never-changing
affection, perfect love and imperishable glory. Only in our LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST, can anyone see the divinity of GOD, the divine
qualities of GOD. No one can prove HIM guilty of sin (St. John 8:46).

Contrary to these, the qualities of Satanism are sinfulness, deceit-
fulness, filthiness, lusts, whoremongering, fornication, drunkenness,
quarrels, murders, idolatry, sorcery, necromancy, divination, witch-
craft, revellings, amusements, lies, theft, cheating, treachery, malice,
hypocrisies, envies and evil speakings and all other sins. CHRIST came
to destroy the devil's deeds—sins (I John 3:8).

All people, born in this world possess the sins of Satanism. They
are liable to be cast into hell. It is necessary that those who are found
in devilish sins should obtain the divine and holy experiences and
become the people worthy to inherit heaven.

Only the person who has obtained these divine experiences is the
true man. He alone is worthy of being called 'man'. To live as a righ-
teous, holy and truthful man, worthy to inherit heaven, it is very
essential to know who GOD is. Therefore, it is of utmost importance
to know who the ONLY TRUE GOD is.

One of the divine qualities of GOD is to reprove the world, for
the sins, to uphold righteousness, to pass judgment and to give the
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ultimate and inescapable punishment of hell to those who despise
GOD's reproof. The inevitable consequence of not giving up sins and
persisting in evil ways will be eternal damnation in hell.

Again, Satanism is the worship of Satan, the devil. Satanists are
the worshippers of Satan, the devil. Hence, Satanists are sinners;
Satanists are liable for eternal damnation in hell, the fiery lake of
burning sulphur.

So, all are warned that they should not worship Satan, the devil
or other devils or evil spirits to escape eternal hell, the fiery lake of
burning sulphur. Everyone should worship the ONE AND ONLY TRUE
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST to inherit eternal heaven, the kingdom
of GOD. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

8. THE SHEKINAH GLORY OF GOD

The visible presence of GOD's dwelling with HIS people is called the
shekinah glory of GOD. The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST freed the Isra-
elites from Egypt and led them through the way of wilderness of the
Red sea. At that time our LORD GOD went before them by day in a
pillar of cloud to lead the way, and by night in a pillar of fire to give
them light, so as to go by day and night. The LORD GOD did not take
away the pillar of cloud by day or the pillar of fire by night from be-
fore the Israclites (Exodus 13:21-22) to protect them from the Egyp-
tians (Exodus 14:19-20). The pillar of cloud and the pillar of fire
were the shekinah glory of GOD. This shekinah glory of the LORD
had been with the Israelites at Sinai, had guided them through the
wilderness and had led them into Canaan, the Promised Land.

This shekinah glory of the LORD GOD later filled the tabernacle
(Exodus 40:35) and then Solomon's temple (I Kings 8:10) and finally
departed from the temple due to the sins of the Israclites, just before
the Babylonian captivity (Ezekiel 10:18-19). Due to the departure of
the shekinah glory of the LORD GOD from the temple of GOD, the
Babylonians destroyed the temple completely, without divine judg-
ment.

Then, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST came into the world and
dwelt among HIS people, the believers, in the Person of GOD the
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SON, the LORD JESUS CHRIST (St. John 1:14). At that time many
people saw HIS shekinah glory (I John 1:1-3). Now, from the day of
Pentecost onwards, HE dwells within HIS believers, in the Person of
GOD the HOLY SPIRIT, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Finally, all believers
of our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST will enjoy GOD's glotious presence
throughout all eternity (Revelation 21:2-3).

Further, as "the glory of the LORD GOD had filled" both tabet-
nacle and temple at their inauguration, "the HOLY SPIRIT" came in
visible power to the church at its beginning (Acts 2:1-4). The
shekinah glory of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST came in visible power
to the church. praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The glory of oD is the Divine Presence of the LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST. The glory of GOD is upon HIS people; the glory of GOD is
seen upon HIS people (Isaiah 60:1-2). HIS people are the saved (Eph-
esians 2:8); they are the holy; they are the righteous (Ephesians 4:24);
they are the truthful; they are the faithful (Ephesians 4:25); they are
strengthened in the grace of CHRIST (II Timothy 2:1); they are
strengthened in the power of the HOLY SPIRIT (Acts 1:8); they are
strengthened in the LORD and they walk up and down in HIS glorious
name (Zechariah 10:12). EMMANUEL—GOD with us, is always with
HIS people (St. Matthew 1:23) and HIS glory is always seen upon HIS
people.

“For, behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness
the people: but the LORD shall arise upon thee, and HIS glory shall

be seen upon thee.”
Isaiah 60:2
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SIN, SALVATION AND PRAYER

1. SINS BY BIRTH AND DEED

SINCE Adam, the first man, was the father or the head or the federal
representative of the entire human race (Romans 5:12-20), his state
of sin, corruption and guilt is transmitted to his descendants.

The Holy Bible (the Holy Scriptures) cleatly says that evil quali-
ties or sinful qualities are present in one's birth or conception.

“Behold, I was shapen (brought forth) in iniquity; and in sin did
my mother conceive me.”
Psalm 51:5

“...And wast called a transgressor from the womb.”
Isaiah 48:8

“The wicked are estranged from the womb: they go astray as soon

as they be born, speaking lies.”
Psalm 58:3

“But they are altogether brutish and foolish: ...”
Jeremiah 10:8

“...The imagination (intent or thought) of man’s heart is evil

from his youth (childhood); ...”
Genesis 8:21

Every man is sinful at his birth and every man is sinful from the
time his mother conceived him. Man is brought forth in iniquity and
in wickedness and he is conceived in sin. Thus sin is unremittingly
ingrained in man from the very first moment of his conception and
continues to dominate his character throughout his existence. This is
the sin found in man at his birth. This is the sin by birth. This is
called the original sin. Every human being is a sinner, born in sin and
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iniquity. Hence, all people are sinners at their birth itself. They are
sinners by birth. Therefore, no one can say that there is no sin in him
and that he is without sin. Thus, the Holy Bible says,

“If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and

the truth is not in us.”
| John 1:8

No one can see or know the wickedness and sin of a child, which
is born in wickedness and in sin, while it is still a child. However, as
the child grows and begins to speak, its wickedness and sins begin to
rise to the surface in deeds. When the child begins to speak, the first
sin, which appears in the child, is lie. Lie is the first sin, which ap-
pears in any man or woman. Further, as the child grows, all wicked-
ness and sins contained in the child appear openly in deeds and it
proves clearly that the person is a wicked sinner. Thus, the sinner by
birth becomes a sinner by deeds also. The sinners by birth become
sinners by deeds also. They become sinners by their deeds and works.
They become sinners by their acts and deeds. Therefore, no man can
say that he is not a sinner.

So, everyone should avoid his/her self-righteousness; and every-
one should check his/her wicked nature to obtain salvation from
sins.

1.1 WAGES OF SIN

The sins by birth and the sins by deeds found within man and also
found in his actions lead to eternal damnation in hell; these sins are
the cause of the terrible judgment; these sins are the cause of death;
these sins are the cause of all illnesses and diseases; these sins are
the cause of all sufferings, all evils, all dangers, all troubles, all losses,
and all mental agonies. The wages of sin is perpetual suffering in the
lake of eternal fire, the hell, where fire and brimstone burn together
for ever. The only escape from this eternal hell-fire is to receive the
gift of eternal life from the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST.

“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of GOD is eternal life

through JESUS CHRIST our LORD.”
Romans 6:23
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Here, death means second death, the hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur.

“But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and mur-
derers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all
liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire
and brimstone: which is the second death.”

Revelation 21:8

If we are set free (saved or delivered) from our sins and if we live

as slaves to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the benefit we receive will

be holiness, and the end will be the gift of eternal life or everlasting

life. This gift of everlasting life will be given to the saved people,

when they are saved or delivered from their sins. Finally, this gift of

everlasting life will make us enter into the everlasting life, the ever-
lasting kingdom or the kingdom of GOD or the kingdom of heaven.

“But now being made free from sin, and become servants to GOD,
ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.”
Romans 6:22

1.2 ORIGINAL SIN

In the beginning, the LORD GOD created the sky, the sun, the moon,
the planets and the earth and everything on the earth and the seas
and everything in the seas, by the Word of HIS power, except man-
kind. Read Genesis chapters 1-3. The LORD GOD who created all the
above things is the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST.

“But to us there is but one GOD, the FATHER, of whom are all
things, and we in (for) HIM; and one LORD JESUS CHRIST, by
whom are all things, and we by (live by) HIM.”
| Corinthians 8:6
The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST created man in HIS own image; in
the image of GOD HE created man. The LORD GOD formed the man
from the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath
of life; and the man became a living soul. At that moment, the man's
soul clung to the divine Soul of Gop and the man clung to cob. What
a blissful thing it isl When HE breathed into his nostrils, an invisible
living soul entered into the man. Hence, the invisible living soul is
incorruptible.

“And the LORD GOD formed man of the dust of the ground, and
breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a
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living soul.”
Genesis 2:7

“So GOD created man in HIS own image, in the image of GOD

created HE him; male and female created HE them.”
Genesis 1:27

The name of the first man was Adam. He was the first man and
the forefather of the entire human race. He was created with the
ability to communicate with GOD.

Moreover, the LORD GOD caused the man to fall into a deep slum-
ber, and he slept. While Adam was sleeping, the LORD GOD took one
of his (Adam's) ribs and closed up the place by the flesh. Then the
LORD GOD made a woman from the rib, HE had taken out of the
man, and HE brought her to the man. The man said,

“This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be

called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.”
Genesis 2:23

The close relationship between the man and woman is made
known by their names, since she is called Woman because she was
taken out of man. Now, one man for one woman for one lifetime
is our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST's ideal plan for marriage. The name of
the first woman was Eve. Adam and Eve were created equally 'in
GOD's image'. Between them, there was no competition or domina-
tion. They were independent and co-dependent, jointly responsible
for the welfare of themselves and of their children and of the world.

Adam and Eve were both naked, and they felt no shame, since
the LORD GOD clothed them in HIS glory. The LORD GOD created
mankind for HIS glory (Isaiah 43:7). HE created mankind upright,
honest and honourable, righteous in thought and deed. HE created
mankind to bear godly offspring. HE created mankind to be called by
HIS name. So, they lived and moved without guilt, shame, or fear.
Their perfect innocent state is revealed in their shamelessness.

“Lo, this only have I found, that GOD hath made man upright;

but they have sought out many inventions (schemes).”
Ecclesiastes 7:29

“And did not HE make one? Yet had HE the residue (fullness) of
the Spirit. And wherefore one? That HE might seek a godly seed
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(offspring). Therefore take heed to your spirit, and let none deal
treacherously against the wife of his youth.”
Malachi 2:15
The LORD GOD created mankind to be accountable to GOD for their
actions. GOD's perfect justice demands punishment for sin. We, hu-
man beings cannot ignore the fact that GOD holds us accountable for
our sins (St. Matthew 12:36). GOD demands that we pay for our sins.

“For the wages of sin is death; ...”
Romans 6:23

‘Death’ means ‘second death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur’.

“For we must all appear before the judgment seat of CHRIST;
that every one may receive the things done in his body, accord-

ing to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.”
Il Corinthians 5:10

The LORD GOD took Adam and Eve, and put them into the gar-
den of Eden. The LORD GOD told them that they might freely eat of
all the trees; but commanded that they must not eat the fruit of the
tree of knowledge of good and evil, which was in the middle of the
garden, for on the day they ate of it they would surely die.

“But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat
of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.”
Genesis 2:17

Adam and Eve kept the commandment of the LORD GOD and they
lived in GOD in great happiness and joy. They had a good knowledge
of GOD. They had taken a solemn oath of loyalty to the LORD GOD.
They made a good covenant with the LORD GOD with a good con-
science, and they were faithful to the LORD GOD. They were holy and
they belonged to the LORD GOD. They conversed with the LORD GOD.
They walked with the LORD GOD. They worshipped the LORD GOD.

Now, the serpent was a creature made by GOD but used by Satan,
the devil. Satan was a cast-out angel from heaven (Revelation 12:9).
Satan, the devil will be cast into the lake of fire with his henchmen,
the antichrist and the false prophet. Their torment will be eternal.
They will become the first inhabitants of the lake of eternal hell-fire.
Satan, the devil is a habitual and perpetual liar (St. John 8:44).
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“And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire
and brimstone, where the beast (the antichrist) and the false prophet
are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.”
Revelation 20:10
When Eve was not with Adam, the vile and cunning serpent, the
Satan or the Devil or Lucifer, the fallen angel, pretending to be a
well-known friend, sneaked in and craftily said to the woman,

“Yea, hath GOD said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the gar-

den?”
Genesis 3:1

Here, Satan, the devil's conversation centered round a restriction
and he was casting doubt on GOD's Word, by not emphasizing the
fact that GOD had said in Genesis 2:16.

“And the LORD GOD commanded the man, saying, Of every tree
of the garden thou mayest freely eat.”
Genesis 2:16
Then, the woman said to the serpent,

“We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: But of the
fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, GOD hath
said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye

die.”
Genesis 3:2-3

Here, Eve's reply reveals her carelessness with the wording of
Genesis 2:16. Eve had the necessity to converse with the LORD GOD,
her Creator, and she had no necessity to converse with Satan, the
devil. The only reply to Satan's question should have been 'away from
me, Satan, the devil'. But, Eve erred in replying Satan's crafty ques-
tion. Thus, she had taken her first step in succumbing to the vile
plans of Satan. Again, Satan, the father of lies falsely told the woman,

“Ye shall not surely die: For GOD doth know that in the day ye
eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as
gods, knowing good and evil.”
Genesis 3:4-5
Here, Satan, said a blatant lie to Eve. Satan, the devil is a habitual
and perpetual liar. Here, Satan, the devil deliberately deceived Eve.
Hence, the above verses clearly reveal the wicked and evil character
of Satan; the above verses clearly reveal the satanic characteristics.
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Due to the lies and false promises of Satan, Eve doubted cob's
absolute righteousness. Her doubt about Gob's absolute righteous-
ness made her a double-minded woman (James 1:8). Her double-
minded character made her unstable in all her ways and thoughts
(James 1:8) and made her heart absolutely unclean (James 4:8) before
Gop; and she was in a very desperate plight. She believed Satan more
than Gobp, her Creator who gave her a husband to be with him in one
flesh and a beautiful Garden of Eden to reside. In her avarice to be
as GOD, she forgot the divine command of Gob and ate the fruit and
gave it to Adam. He also ate it and both of them disobeyed Gcop and
fell into sin.

Satan, the devil is the originator and the source and the chief prac-
titioner of sin (Genesis 3:5; I John 3:8; St. John 8:44). By the sin of
lie or falsehood, he made Adam and Eve and the entire mankind sin
against GOD. By this only sin, lie, he filled all mankind with all kinds
of sins (Genesis 0:5). Thus, lie is a great sin and liars are great sin-
ners liable to be thrown into hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur
(Revelation 21:8).

The woman was deceived by the false and enticing words of Sa-
tan, the devil. She did not think about the LORD GOD's truthful
Words of eternal life. Therefore, the woman keenly looked at the tree
of the knowledge of good and evil; and she keenly looked at the fruit
of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. Here Eve's eyes fal-
tered. She should have always been looking keenly at the LORD GOD.
But, her look was turned towards Satan, the devil and towards the
forbidden tree and its fruit. To her mind, the fruit of the tree was
good for food; to her eyes, the fruit of the tree was pleasant and en-
ticing and desirable for gaining wisdom. Here Eve's mind erred. She
should have always been thinking about the LORD GOD and HIS
commandment. But, her thought was turned towards the false words
of the devil and towards the forbidden tree and its fruit. The temp-
tation prevailed and she took the fruit of the tree and ate it. Thus,
Satan deceived Eve. She also gave the fruit to her husband and he
ate it. The disobedience of Adam and Eve totally spoiled their
wisdom, knowledge and understanding.

Thus, Adam was deceived by Eve. Hence, Satan deceived both
Adam and Eve. At the moment Adam and Eve ate the fruit of the
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tree of knowledge of good and evil, their spiritual death occurred to
them (Genesis 2:17; 3:6). At that moment, Adam and Eve were sepa-
rated from GoD and their souls were separated from the divine Soul
of cob. And their souls clung to the dust (Psalm 119:25). Their souls
clung to the devil, Satan. What a cursed thing it isl At the moment
Adam and Eve disobeyed, they died spiritually. Death means separa-
tion. It can mean spiritual separation, physical separation and/or
eternal separation.

“And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and
that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make
one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also
unto her husband with her; and he did eat.”
Genesis 3:6

At that time, Eve fully forgot about the greatness, goodness,
sinlessness, harmlessness, truthfulness, faithfulness, loving kindness,
uprightness, holiness, righteousness, glory, wisdom, majesty, honour,
power and might of our LORD GOD and she never thought about the
worst low status, badness, evilness, sinfulness, untruthfulness, un-
faithfulness, dishonesty, unholiness, unrighteousness, deceitfulness,
cunningness, lies, boastfulness, covetousness, murderousness and
GOD-antagonism of Satan, the devil. Eve fully gave herself to the
pride of life, the lust of the eyes and the lust of the flesh. When
Satan caused the fall of Adam and Eve, the fall of the human race,
he appealed to three fundamental areas of weakness (Genesis
3:6)—the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes and the pride of life
(I John 2:16). Now, GOD's people became Satan's people; godly
people became satanic or devilish people; and godly people became
worldly and ungodly people. See St. John 8:44.

Again, Adam and Eve had broken the covenant with GOD. They
violated the oath by breaking the covenant. They disobeyed the com-
mandment of GOD and sinned against GOD. Their good conscience
became evil conscience; their good hearts that were attached to GOD
became evil hearts that were attached to Satan, the devil (Genesis
0:5) and they were unfaithful to GOD.

“But they like men (like Adam) have transgressed the covenant:
there have they dealt treacherously against ME.”
Hosea 6.7
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Only by making a covenant with the LORD GOD, can a man be-
come a godly man or spiritual man. By breaking the covenant with
the LORD GOD, no one can be a godly man or spiritual man.

“...Shall he break the covenant, and be delivered? Seeing he de-
spised the oath by breaking the covenant, when, lo, he had given
his hand, and hath done all these things, he shall not escape.
Therefore thus saith the LORD GOD; As I live, surely MINE oath
that he hath despised, and MY covenant that he hath broken,

even it will I recompense upon his own head.”
Ezekiel 17:15, 18-19

Since, Adam and Eve disobeyed the commandment of the LORD
GOD, and sinned against GOD, GOD's glory departed from their
bodies. Their holy eyes were closed and their eyes of sinfulness or
their lustful eyes were opened, to see evil in everything and they
realized that they were naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and
made coverings for themselves.

“And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that
they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made

themselves aprons (girding coverings).”
Genesis 3:7

Again, the fundamental cause of their sin is their desire or lust to
eat the fruit of the forbidden tree, against the will of GOD. That is,
the fundamental cause of their sin is their sinful lust or sinful desire.
Thus, the fundamental cause of conception of one's sin is his/her
sinful lust or sinful desire; the fundamental cause of birth of one's
sin is his/her conception of sin due to his/her sinful lust or sinful
desire; the fundamental cause of maturity of one's sin is his/her birth
of sin due to his/her sinful lust or sinful desire; and the fundamental
cause of one's death, the second death or the fiery lake of burning
sulphut, is his/her maturity of sin due to his/her sinful lust or sinful
desire.

“Then when lust (desire) hath conceived, it bringeth forth (gives
birth to) sin: and sin, when it is finished (full-grown), bringeth
forth death.”
James 1:15

Now, the desire or the lust to steal or rob someone's property
makes one a thief or robber. A thief or robber is a sinnet. The desire
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or the lust to covet makes one a covetous person. A covetous per-
son is a sinner. The desire or the lust to disobey the Word of GOD
makes one a disobedient person. A disobedient person is a sinner.

The desire or the lust to tell falseshood makes one a liar. All liars
are sinners. The desire or the lust to quarrel makes one a quarrelsome
person. A quarrelsome person is a sinner. The desire or the lust to
murder makes one a murderer. A murderer is a sinner. The desire or
the lust to cheat makes one a cheat. A cheat is a sinner. The desire
or the lust to deceive makes one a deceiver. A deceiver is a sinnet.

The desire or the lust to conspire makes one a conspirator. A con-
spirator is a sinner. The desire or the lust to worship idols makes one
an idolater. Idolaters are sinners. The desire or the lust to worship
devils or demons makes one a demonolater. Demonolaters, the devil
worshippers are sinners. The desire or the lust to do sorcery makes
one a sorcerer. Sorcerers are sinners.

The desire or the lust to do adultery makes one an adulterer or
adulteress. Adulterers and adulteresses are sinners. The desire or the
lust to revel makes one a reveller. Revellers are sinners. The desire or
the lust to revile makes one a reviler. Revilers are sinners.

Furthermore, the desire or the lust to see unwanted and ugly
things causes one's eyes to do sinful act by looking. The desire or the
lust to hear unwanted and ugly things causes one's ears to do sinful
act by hearing. The desire or the lust to speak unwanted and ugly
things, lies and blasphemies and proud words causes one's lips or
tongue or mouth to do sinful acts by speaking. The desire or the lust
to think unwanted and ugly things causes one's heart or mind to do
sinful acts by thinking. The desire or the lust to do unwanted and
ugly acts causes one's hands or legs to do sinful act by deeds. The
desire or the lust to write obscene books makes one an ugly person.
The desire or the lust to read obscene writings (books) makes one an
ugly person. The desire or the lust to see obscene pictures or photos
or films or movies or cinemas makes one an ugly person. One's lust-
ful look makes a person's eyes full of adultery. One's lustful look
makes a person's eyes never stop sinning.

Originally, the LORD GOD had clothed Adam and Eve in HIS
glory. Since Adam and Eve were dispensed with HIS glorious
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garment, they saw their nakedness. Hence, they sinned against GOD
and fell short of the glory of GOD.

“For all have sinned, and come (fall) short of the glory of
GOD.”
Romans 3:23

Since Adam and Eve disobeyed the commandment of the LORD
GOD, they became sinners. The first sin committed by mankind
against the LORD GOD was disobedience. Hence, disobedience is a
great sin against the LORD GOD. Disobedience or transgression or
trespass is a great sin against the LORD GOD. Thus, the first sin en-
tered into the first man Adam and into the first woman Eve; thus,
the first sin entered into mankind and into the world.

“...Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than

the fat of rams.”
| Samuel 15:22

When Adam and Eve heatrd the sound of the LORD GOD as HE was
walking in the garden in the cool of the day; they hid themselves from
the LORD GOD among the trees of the garden. Due to the sin of dis-
obedience, Adam and Eve had lost their divine fellowship with GOD,
the LORD JESUS CHRIST (I John 1:3). So, they hid themselves from the
most glorious presence of GOD (Genesis 3:8). Thus due to their sin,
they became nervous and fearful. They felt shame and were not bold
enough to face the LORD GOD. "Where there is sin, there is shame."
When they sinned, they had lost their divine holiness and were driven
out of the Garden of Eden "Where there is sin, there is no holiness."

Now, the LORD GOD called to the man,
“Where art thou (Where are you)?”
Genesis 3:9
The man answered,

“I heard THY voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was

naked; and I hid myself.”
Genesis 3:10

And the LORD GOD said,

“Who told thee that thou wast naked? Hast thou eaten of the tree,

whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat?”
Genesis 3:11
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The man said,

“The woman whom THOU gavest to be with me, she gave me of
the tree, and I did eat.”

Genesis 3:12
The LORD GOD said to the woman,
“What is this that thou hast done? ...”
Genesis 3:13
The woman said,
“The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.”
Genesis 3:13

The LORD GOD said to the serpent,

“Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle,
and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go,
and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life: And I will put
enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and
her seed; it (HE) shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise HIS

heel.”
Genesis 3:14-15

Genesis 3:15 has been recognized as the first promise of GOD
in the Holy Bible. Also this verse has been recognized as the first
messianic prophecy of the Holy Bible. It reveals three important
truths. Satan, the serpent is the worst enemy of the human race. That
is why GOD put enmity between Satan, the devil, and the woman.
There is a spititual bartier between Satan's people and GOD's people.
"Thy seed' means 'Satan's people'. 'Her seed' means 'GOD's people'.
GOD promised redemption through the seed of the woman. The seed
of the woman, viz., JESUS CHRIST is the Redeemer and the Saviour.
HE came into the world and delivered the deathblow to Satan, but
in doing so, HE bruised HIMSELF. 'It' means 'HE'. 'It (HE) shall bruise
(crush) thy head, and thou shalt bruise HIS heel' refers to CHRIST's
bruising on the cross, which led to the eventual crushing of Satan
and his kingdom. Then the LORD GOD said to the woman,

“I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sor-
row thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to

thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.”
Genesis 3:16
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And the LORD GOD said to Adam,

“Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and

hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou

shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow

shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; Thorns also and this-

tles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the

field; In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return

unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art,

and unto dust shalt thou return.”

Genesis 3:17-19
The closest human relationship with GOD was spoiled because
of their deliberate disobedience to GOD and abuse of freedom.
Yet GOD showed them HIS tender, parental care of love, affection
and support (Genesis 3:21). The LORD GOD made garments of skin
for Adam and Eve and clothed them. Afterwards, HE drove them out
of the garden of Eden. Access to the 'tree of life' was denied to

them.

“And the LORD GOD said, Behold, the man is become as one of

us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand,

and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever: There-

fore the LORD GOD sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to

till the ground from whence he was taken. So HE drove out the

man; and HE placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims,

and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of

the tree of life.”

Genesis 3:22-24

‘Of us' the plural does not refer to angels, but is a plural of HIS
Majesty.

The great love of our GOD towards mankind is revealed in these
verses. Because of the disobedience of Adam and Eve, they became
sinners. Hence, disobedience is the first great sin of mankind. Now;,
it a saint or a holy man eats the fruit of the tree of life, he will live
as a holy man for ever. No change will occur in his holy life. How-
ever, if a sinner eats the fruit of the tree of life, he will live as a
sinner for ever. No change will occur in his sinful life. To withhold
Adam, Eve, and their seed from such a disastrous condition, the
LORD GOD drove them out of the garden of Eden. What a loving
GOD our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is!



112 ONE GOD ! ONE PEOPLE !!

Now, Adam and Eve had not earlier thought of the terribly disas-
trous consequences of disobedience. Their intimate fellowship with
GOD was broken due to their disobedience. The earth was cursed be-
cause of Adam. Sorrow, pain, and physical death became part of the
experience of their life. Labour became burdensome. They became
cursed. The woman should experience multiplied sorrow and pain in

child-bearing. GOD cursed Satan, the serpent, since he deceived man-
kind.

Now, Adam had concealed and hidden his sin, his disobedience
or transgression or trespass and his guilt or iniquity. He did not con-
fess his sin, his disobedience and his guilt. So, he did not prosper,
and he did find no mercy.

“If I covered my transgressions as Adam, by hiding mine iniq-
uity in my bosom.”
Job 31:33
“He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confes-
seth and forsaketh them shall have mercy.”
Proverbs 28:13
Further, Eve had also concealed and hidden her sin, her disobedi-
ence, and her guilt. She did not confess her sin, her disobedience and
her guilt. So, she did not prosper, and she did find no mercy.

Again, Adam did not accept that he had committed a sin against
the LORD GOD, and hence he did not ask the LORD GOD any forgive-
ness of sin. But, he said to the LORD GOD that the woman HE put
there with him—she gave him the fruit of the tree and he ate it.
Adam attributed his fault and guilt and transgression and sin to the
woman. Again, Adam blamed the woman and GOD, since GOD was
the one who brought her to Adam (Genesis 2:22). He did not take
responsibility for eating the fruit of the forbidden tree. But he em-
ployed an evasive tactic—blame-shifting. Adam did not accept his
fault and guilt and transgression and sin. He did not regret his sin.
He was not seized with remorse for his sin. Adam had also broken
the covenant with the LORD GOD. He had behaved treacherously
against the LORD GOD.

“But they like men (like Adam) have transgressed the covenant:

there have they dealt treacherously against ME.”
Hosea 6:7
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Similarly, Eve did not accept that she had committed a sin against
the LORD GOD, and hence she did not ask the LORD GOD any for-
giveness of sin. But, she said to the LORD GOD that the serpent (the
Satan) had deceived her and she ate. She did not take responsibility
for eating the fruit of the forbidden tree. But she also employed an
evasive tactic—blame-shifting. Nowadays also, this worst evasive
tactic—blame-shifting is employed by almost all fallen men and
women. Eve tried to transfer her fault and guilt and transgression and
sin to Satan. She did not accept her fault and guilt and transgression
and sin. She did not regret her sin. She was not seized with remorse
for her sin. She had also broken the covenant with the LORD GOD.
She had acted treacherously against the LORD GOD. Now, GOD never
tempts any man to evil. HE cannot be tempted with evil. The three
stages in Eve's fall due to Satan's evil temptations are lust, sin and
death (James 1:13-15; Genesis 3:6-22).

Both Adam and Eve did not ask the LORD GOD forgiveness of
sin. They did not regret their sins. They did not repent of their sins.
Hence, they were driven out of the garden of Eden. Then all sins
entered into Adam and Eve.

Now, we know that the bodily diseases of the parents are trans-
mitted to their children bodily. In the same manner, the sins of Adam
and Eve are passed to their children and to the coming generations.
Hence, all are sinners. Adam's sin resulted in a sinful race. Adam's
sin affects all who are part of the human race. Adam's transgression
results in a reign of death, the second death in hell-fire.

“Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and
death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have

sinned.”
Romans 5:12

Man's sin is GOD's sorrow (Genesis 6:5-0; Ephesians 4:30). The
sins and iniquities of mankind have separated them from their own
loving GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“But your iniquities have separated between you and your
GOD, and your sins have hid HIS face from you, that HE will not

hear.”
Isaiah 59:2
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But, the gift of grace through the righteous act of our LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST results in a spiritual race. CHRIST's righteousness is for
all who are a part of HIS spiritual race. CHRIST's righteous obedience
results in a reign of life, the eternal life in heaven.

“That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign
through righteousness unto eternal life by JESUS CHRIST our

LORD.”
Romans 5:21

Now, original sin is the sinful and evil nature that is present in ev-
eryone from birth or conception as a result of Adam's disobedience
in the garden of Eden. Hence, this original sin brought spiritual
death to all people. But our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST came
into the world to save all of us from our original sin and all actual
sins of thought, word, deed, and omission. HE led a perfectly holy
life for us, and HE paid for all our sins on the cross at Calvary (I Pe-
ter 2:24; Romans 4:25).

“For as in Adam all die, even so in CHRIST shall all be made

alive.”
| Corinthians 15:22

This spiritual life or new life is the glorious work of the HOLY
SPIRIT of GOD or the HOLY SPIRIT of CHRIST, through the Word of
GOD.

“Therefore if any man be in CHRIST, he is a new creature: old
things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.”
Il Corinthians 5:17

By faith in CHRIST anyone can be freed from sin's guilt and pun-
ishment. When a man believes in CHRIST or when a man is fully
saved from sins, he is a new creation, and he perceives CHRIST in a
new and living way. Then, original sin will be totally destroyed from
him by the glorious work of the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD or the HOLY
SPIRIT of CHRIST, and no original sin will cling to his life.

1.3 WHAT ARE SINS ?

The greatest sin is unbelief in Jesus cHRIST (St. John 3:18; 16:9),
the onLY TRUE GoD (I John 5:20).
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“For all have sinned, and come (fall) short of the glory of GOD.”
Romans 3:23

Sin is the transgression of the law of the LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST. Sin is the transgression of the commandment of the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST. Sin is the transgression of the law of the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST by thoughts, words, deeds or omissions. Trespass
is sin; wickedness is sin; evil is sin; iniquity is sin. Doing something
that is prohibited by GOD is a sin of commission. Failing to do what
is required of us is a sin of omission (I John 3:4, 6, 8-9).

“Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is
the transgression of the law.”
I John 3:4

To be very cautious about not doing any sin and to caution every-
one extremely, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has wonderfully set a
conscientious heart as an "alarm bell" or "caution bell" in everyone's
system. When anyone thinks about doing any sin or makes an attempt
to do any sin, this "alarm bell" or "caution bell" starts ringing by
means of very fearful and rapid heartbeats, to stop doing any sin. If
anyone sins, this fear will follow him/her continually and this sin will
catch up with him/her permanently (Proverbs 5:22). What a wondet-
ful device it is! Now, before Adam and Eve sinned or transgressed or
disobeyed the commandment of GOD by eating the fruit of the for-
bidden tree, they were cautioned in their conscientious hearts by their
"alarm bells" or "caution bells" ringing fearfully and rapidly by means
of very fearful and rapid heartbeats. But they were not cautioned and
alarmed. So, they fell into sin and they were caught up with sin per-
manently and this fear followed them continually (Genesis 3:
8-13). What a terrible thing it is!

Adam, the first man and Eve, the first woman transgressed the
commandment of the LORD GOD and sinned.

“And the LORD GOD commanded the man, saying, Of every tree
of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of the tree of the knowl-
edge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that
thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.”
Genesis 2:16-17

“And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and
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that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make
one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also
unto her husband with her; and he did eat.”
Genesis 3:6
Adam and Eve sinned due to their desire or lust; they sinned due
to their lust of the flesh and due to their lust of the eyes; and they
sinned due to their pride of life (I John 2:16).

The desire or the lust to do wrong once conceived gives birth to
sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death, the second
death. The second death is hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur.

“Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin,

when it is finished (full-grown), bringeth forth death.”
James 1:15

Sin is a very serious criminal offence against our cop and His
Word. Certain sins and their punishments are mentioned in Leviticus
and Deuteronomy of the Holy Bible. But, the everlasting/the eter-
nal punishment for sins is in the fiery lake of burning sulphur—the
everlasting/eternal hell-fire (Revelation 21:8).

Sinners are the children of Satan, the devil. Satan is a perpetual
liar. Satan is called a liar and the father of lies. Hence, all liars are
the children of Satan; and all liars are sinners. Sin is of the devil
(St. John 8:44). The LORD JESUS CHRIST came to destroy the devil's
deeds and to redeem and save sinners (I John 3:8).

The main cause of sin is Satan, the devil who has been sinning
from the beginning. Satan, the evil spirit is the external and internal
cause of sin. Satan is the wicked one. He is the evil one. Satan, the
evil spirit is always causing sin externally and internally in a sinner.
Besides, he is tempting the people of GOD, the saved people to com-
mit sin. So, they should always depend on the Holy Scriptures to de-
feat Satan's temptations. Our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST
defied Satan's temptations by relying on the authority of the Holy
Scriptures (St. Matthew 4:1-11).

Because our LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF has suffered, being
tempted, HE is able to help those who are tempted (Hebrews 2:18).
No temptation will overtake them except such as is common to man.
Since our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is faithful, HE will not allow
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HIS people to be tempted beyond what they are able, but with the
temptation will also make the way of escape, that they may be able
to bear it (I Corinthians 10:13). Watch and pray so that you will not
fall into temptation (St. Matthew 26:41).

Satan, the evil spirit is always shooting his sinful fiery darts
(arrows) on people, to induce them to commit sins or evil doings or
unholy acts, etc., against Gob. By the shield of faith, believers will
be able to extinguish all the sinful fiery darts of Satan, the evil spirit.
Satan, the wicked one is the driving force in the children of unbelief,
and he is tempting the children of cop to do evil.

“Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able

to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.”
Ephesians 6:16

“Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a
roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:
Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same
afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the

world.”
| Peter 5:8-9

Another internal cause of sin is the heart of man, since all evils
come from inside and make a man unclean. Sins come out of the
heart and defile the man.

“And HE (JESUS CHRIST) said, That which cometh out of the
man, that defileth the man. For from within, out of the heart of
men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders,
Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil
eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness: All these evil things come
from within, and defile the man.”

St. Mark 7:20-23
Not abstaining from meats (things) offered to idols, from blood,
from the meat of strangled animals, and from sexual immorality are
sins. By abstaining from these sins, a person will get religious, moral,
and physical purity.
“That ye abstain from meats offered to idols, and from blood,

and from things strangled, and from fornication: from which if

ye keep yourselves, ye shall do well. Fare ye well.”
Acts 15:29
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Departing from the law of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is sin,
whether it is great or small, known or unknown, intended or acciden-
tal. One who knows and does things deserving punishment will be
beaten with many blows (will be given greater punishment) and one
who does not know and does things deserving punishment will be
beaten with fewer blows (will be given lesser punishment).

“And if a soul sin, and commit any of these things which are
forbidden to be done by the commandments of the LORD; though
he wist it not (does not know it), yet is he guilty, and shall bear
his iniquity.”
Leviticus 5:17

“And that servant, which knew his lord’s will, and prepared not
himself, neither did according to his will, shall be beaten with
many stripes. But he that knew not, and did commit things wor-

thy of stripes, shall be beaten with few stripes. ...”
St. Luke 12:47-48

Anything that is at variance with the Word of GOD is sin. The
transgression of man-made laws and rules contrary to the command-
ment of GOD is not sin.

If we transgress the laws of the government, we sin against GOD,
because HE has commanded us to submit to every authority instituted
among men. But, in all things, we must obey the laws of the govern-
ment that are in line with the LORD's will.

“Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the LORD’s
sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme; Or unto governors, as
unto them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers,

and for the praise of them that do well.”
| Peter 2:13-14

Cursing and blaspheming one's patents are sins (Leviticus 20:9;
Deuteronomy 27:16). Showing disobedience and dishonour to parents
is also sin. Children should obey those parental instructions that are
in line with the LORD's will.

“Children, obey your parents in the LORD: for this is right.
Homnour thy father and mother; which is the first commandment
with promise; That it may be well with thee, and thou mayest

live long on the earth.”
Ephesians 6:1-3
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Doing something against one's own conscience is also sin. Con-
science is a knowing within oneself. The conscience of man dwells
in the heart. Memory and thinking are the chief functions of the
heart. The heart is the seat of intellect, emotions, will, and moral
consciousness. The heart is the seat of conscious life and the foun-
tainhead of life.

“Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of
life.”
Proverbs 4:23
Conscience is a knowledge or sense of right and wrong, with a
compulsion to do that which is right. Heart is the apparent location
of the conscience. Conscience provides the awareness and sufficient
grounds for condemnation, because it establishes a framework of
right and wrong and it also reflects the law of GOD written in our
hearts.

“Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their
conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean

while accusing or else excusing one another.”
Romans 2:15

Again, we also sin when we cause or encourage anyone to sin
against his or her conscience by doing anything that he or she thinks
is wrong, even though the law of GOD does not forbid it.

“But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a
stumblingblock to them that are weak. For if any man see thee
which hast knowledge sit at meat in the idol’s temple, shall not
the conscience of him which is weak be emboldened to eat those
things which are offered to idols; And through thy knowledge
shall the weak brother perish, for whom CHRIST died? But when
ye sin so against the brethren, and wound their weak conscience,
ye sin against CHRIST. Wherefore, if meat (food) make my brother
to offend (stumble), I will eat no flesh while the world standeth,

lest I make my brother to offend.”
I Corinthians 8:9-13

However, when people ask us to do anything that is contrary to
the law of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, then it is not a sin if we
disobey them. In all things, we must be loyal to GOD, JESUS CHRIST.
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“...We ought to obey GOD rather than men.”
Acts 5:29

Now, those who play with the whale will perish by the whale;
whoever does so destroys his own body. Likewise, those who com-
mit sins will be killed by their sins; those who commit sins will per-
ish by their sins; those who commit sins will be destroyed in the
fiery lake of burning sulphur; whoever does so destroys his own soul.
Sin is the most dangerous soul-destroying virus.

“For sin, taking occasion by the commandment, deceived me, and
by it slew (killed) me.”

Romans 7:11

“The soul that sinneth, it shall die. ...”
Ezekiel 18:20

“Upon the wicked HE shall rain snares, fire and brimstone, and

an horrible tempest: this shall be the portion of their cup.”
Psalm 11:6

Lies, thieving, cheating, tainting, deceitfulness, ruthlessness, cun-
ningness, plot, treachery, forgery, robbery, stealing, burglary, jealousy,
arrogance, pride, presumptuousness, covetousness, greediness, en-
mity, emulations, strife, rebellion, stubbornness, avarice, whispering,
talking ill of others, hatred, anger, rage, disobedience to parents,
false witness, love for money, bribery, brokerage, buying raffle tick-
ets, making mean profits, playing, gambling, playing cards, horse race
and other races, and speculating and investing in stocks and shares
expecting huge profits but with the risk of losing money are sins.

Wearing fancy dresses, seeing bull fight, boxing and many other
fights, using lipstick for colouring the lips, yellowing the face and
body, blackening the eyebrows, polishing the nails, a mark or marks
worn on the forehead, marks on hands or on body, worldly entertain-
ments, wearing transparent dresses, tattooing the body, fastening
threads on hands, etc., hanging a piece of cloth on the neck by fas-
tening with a thread, etc., are sins. Wearing charms to keep away evil
or devil or to bring good luck is sin.

Lusts, adultery, fornication, murders, quarrelling, evils, wicked-
ness, drinking toddy, drinking whisky or brandy or any other spirits,
using opium or brown sugar or other narcotics, smoking, using snuff
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(inhaling powdered tobacco, etc.), chewing tobacco and chewing be-
tel, nut, etc., amusements, sports, playing games, matches, contests
or competitions, tournament or championship, etc., witnessing cin-
ema, drama, circus, dances and plays, games, matches, sports, con-
tests, tournaments, etc., arguing, unkind and merciless nature, inig-
uity, cracking jokes, mocking, backbiting, abusing, blasphemy, using
foul words, cursing and swearing, acting in plays, films, television,
etc., mimicry (the practice of mimicking), juggling, josh making, con-
juring, making caricatures, gymnastics, ragging somebody, teasing,
teasingly smiling, chattering talk and catchpenny acts are sins.

Injustice, evil acts, idolatry, satanic rites, worshipping devils and
evil spirits and idols made of stone, sand, wood, gold, silver and
other metals, worshipping fire, air, rain, skies, weapons, sun, moon,
stars, planets, trees, cattle, birds, photos, pictures and figures, wor-
shipping cows, serpents and other creatures and doing unholy and
unclean acts are sins. Sun worship (surya namaskar) in Yoga is sin,
since the worshipping/serving the created things of the Creator, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST is sin (Romans 1:23, 25).

Offering eatables and other things to devils and idols, eating eat-
ables offered to devils and idols, and using other things offered to
devils and idols are sins. Living to please the world, dressing to
please the world, beautifying the body, adorning the body with gold
or silver or platinum jewels, adorning the body with rings, chains,
bracelets, peatls, etc., an idolatrous love of material wealth, an idola-
trous love of children or wife or husband or anybody or anything, a
man having more than one wife, a woman having more than one hus-
band, committing suicide and contemplating suicide are sins.

Necromancy, witchcrafts, observing omens of time and day, divi-
nation, enchanting, consulting familiar spirits, fortune-telling, per-
forming and witnessing magic shows, mesmerism, hypnotism, animal
magnetism, performing and witnessing snake and monkey charming,
observing omens of lizards, birds and shrews, palmistry, astrology
and cat-acoustics or cat-aphonics—divination by observing an echo,
the reflecting of sound waves off a wall or an enclosed space so that
a noise appears to be repeated are sins.
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Beliefs in a variety of superstitions in relation to good luck or bad
luck and taboos are sins. Using taboo words is sin. Beliefs in super-
natural, mystical and magical things are sins. Causing hypnosis (a
sleep like state caused by the action of another person who can then
make the hypnotized person obey his commands) and the act or prac-
tice of hypnotizing someone (hypnotism) are sins.

Kissing or garlanding the idols or photographs, showing the smoke
of incenses before idols or photographs, and groping or worshipping
idols or photographs are sins. Yoga meditations and all sorts of such
other meditations are sins. Aasanas (postures) in yoga are sins. Ad-
dictions to drugs, tobacco, alcohol, sex, violence and orgies are sins.
Chewing arecanut and chewing betel leaf with arecanut and lime are
sins.

Nudism (the practice of not wearing clothes) or naturism is sin.
Nudists or naturists are sinners. Strippers'/striptease artistes' enter-
tainments or enthralments or enticements are sins. No doubt, enter-
tainers/enthrallers/enticers of all kinds, types and vatieties are sin-
ners; strippers/striptease attistes are sinners; actors/actresses are sin-
ners. Cabaret entertainment is sin. Cabaret artistes are sinners.

Seeking for omens and coincidences, and making decisions on the
basis of these are sins. Giving significances to dreams or visions or
imaginations are sins. Involvements in seances, Ouija boards, and
Dungeons and Dragons are sins. Interest in UFO (unidentified flying
object) is sin. Witchcraft (both black and white) and spiritism (the
belief that living persons can receive messages from the spirits of
dead people, usually sent through a person with evil powers, called a
medium) are sins. Mediums are sinners. Be aware of these persons.
GOD hates the sin of witchcraft and Wicca witchcraft and all sin.

Exposures to occult (demonic) themes in novels, audios, videos,
movies, television series/show/programme, cable/satellite TV,
internet (the Net), Worldwide Web (the Web), computer, radio, maga-
zines, newspapers, telecast and telecommunications (telecoms) are
sins. The New Age beliefs and practices are occult or demonic.

However, let us not forget one thing. These sophisticated materi-
als can also be used and handled to bring glory to the LORD. Nowa-
days one can have access to many commentaries on the Holy Bible
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and there are also some useful websites available. Hence we should
use our discrimination together with GOD's guidance in deciding what
is good and beneficial and what is harmful and prohibitory.

"Tust for fun' readings of magazines, newspapers and books fea-
turing astrology, horoscope (a forecast of future based on the position
of the stars and planets), numerology, tarot cards, dream interpretations,
palm reading, clairvoyance, and the like are sins. Computer games
and other games, bets, comics, etc., are sins. Comedians are sinners.

Necrophagia (the practice of eating corpses), necrophilia (sexual
attraction to dead bodies), alectryomancy (divination by means of
using rooster or cock to select grains or food), aleuromancy (divina-
tion by the use of flour), alphitomancy (divination by the use of bar-
ley), anthropomancy (divination from the entrails or the internal or-
gan of human being), arithmancy or arithmomancy (divination by the
use of number of letters in names), onomancy (divination from the
letters of a name), armomancy (divination by the shoulder of ani-
mals), astragalomancy (divination by throwing dice), astromancy
(divination by means of stars), axinomancy (divination by means of
putting a heated hard black mineral on the head of an ox), belomancy
(divination by means of drawing arrow from a quiver), bibliomancy
(prediction of future by reading some verse from the Holy Bible by
ones own will, but not by the revelation and will of GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST), phyllomancy (divination by means of leaves),
botanomancy (divination by means of plants), cartomancy (divina-
tion by means of playing cards), psephomancy (divination by
pebbles), ornithomancy (divination by means of birds), oomancy
(divination by means of eggs), xylomancy (divination by means of
pieces of wood), theomancy (divination through inspired oracles),
oneiromancy (divination by means of dreams), pyromancy (divination
by forms appearing in fire), thabdomancy (divination by means of a
magic wand or rod, especially in discovering springs of water),
scapulimancy (divination by observing a shoulder blade cracked from
a fire), sciomancy (divination by consulting the shades of the dead),
crithomancy (divination by the meal scattered over the victims or
sacrifice), catoptromancy (divination by a mirror or by gazing at a
crystal), ceromancy (divination from figures formed by melted wax
in water), chiromancy (divination by analyzing the appearance
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of hand), cleromancy (divination by means of casting lots),
coscinomancy (divination by sieve), crystallomancy (divination
by means of crystal), enoptromancy (divination by means of
mirror), geomancy (divination by throwing handful of earth at
random), gyromancy (divination by rotating feeling giddy and falling
unconscious), hydromancy (divination by means of signs in water),
lithomancy (divination by stones or charms or talismans of stone),
lecanomancy (divination by inspecting water in a basin), acromancy
(divination by observing the weather) and floramancy (divination by
choosing one of the white and red flowers), mantology (the art of
divination) are sins. Kleptomania (an uncontrollable desire to steal)
is sin.

Divination is the art of finding out and saying what will happen,
especially in the future. Divination is a pagan counterpart of proph-
ecy. This is a false prophecy by the evil power of the devils or de-
mons. Pagans are irreligious people. Pagans are those who worship
many gods or no god at all, rather than the ONE and the ONLY TRUE
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST as revealed in the Holy Bible. Divina-
tion is by the evil power of the devils; divination is by the evil power
of the demons. Therefore, the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST detests divi-
nation of any kind.

“There shall not be found among you any one that maketh his
son or his daughter to pass through the fire, or that useth divina-
tion, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch, Or a
charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, or a wizard, or a
necromancer. For all that do these things are an abomination
unto the LORD: and because of these abominations the LORD thy
GOD doth drive them out from before thee.”

Deuteronomy 18:10-12

One who makes his son or daughter pass through the fire (one

who sacrifices his son or daughter in the fire to an idol) is a sinner.
One who tramples on the fire in pagan rituals is a sinner.

The true prophecy of GOD does not originate by the will of man,
but by the will of GOD. It comes from our heavenly GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF through HIS holy men and they speak by the
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD (II Peter 1:20-21). False prophets are sinners.
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Magicians, sorcerers, etc., have the worst satanic power against
the highest spiritual power of those who worship and serve GOD
(Exodus 7:8-12; II Timothy 3:8-9). Magic, sorcery, etc., are some il-
legitimate ways to fulfil some illegitimate needs. So they are strictly
prohibited. They are contrary to the will of GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST.

Floral make-up (covering or decorating with a design of flowers
over the hair or shoulders or round the neck), plaiting or braiding
one's hair, fringing or banging one's hair, curling one's hair, parting
one's hair, waving one's hair, Afro hair style, dressing sideboards or
sideburns, wearing shining clothes, wearing expensive clothes, wear-
ing changeable suits of apparel, wearing the dress of a prostitute
(very light or fluffy garment), women wearing men's clothing, men
wearing women's clothing, seeing erotic art, photographs or pictures,
reading erotic books or papers, erotic fantasies, and trickery are sins.

Neither inner peace nor separation from sin nor union with GOD
will take place through yoga meditations or contortions. Contortion
(a twisted state of the face or legs or hands or body), performing a
series of yoga contortions or meditations are sins. Transcendental
meditation (ITM) in yoga by thinking deeply in silence and repeating a
phrase over and over again was first introduced as a religious exer-
cise or philosophy, and then as a scientific exercise or non-religious
psychology by levitation. It fully concentrates on Hindu panthelstlc
views. Hence, TM is sin. Transcendentalists are sinners. TM ignores
the ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST completely. So, no one
should practise this worst satanic and sinful meditation. Every one
should read and meditate day and night upon the Holy Word of GOD,
the Holy Bible (Psalm 1:1-2) and meditate upon GOD (Psalm 104:34)
to get salvation.

Desecration of a sacred thing, viz., the Holy Bible or sacred place,
viz., church, dissipation (living a life of harmful pleasures and
waste), eating the blood of any manner of flesh, eating swine's flesh,
and the abomination and the mouse, surfeiting (having too much ap-
petite for food or flesh), drunkenness, cares of this life (anxieties of
this life), etc., are sins (Leviticus 17:14; St. Luke 21:34; Proverbs
23:2, 20-21).
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Those who sanctify themselves and purify themselves, to go to
the gardens after an idol in the midst are sinners. Going into the gar-
dens to worship an idol is sin. Going into a mosque to worship is sin.
Going into a Hindu temple to worship is sin. Going into a Buddhist
temple to worship is sin. Going into a Sikh temple to worship is sin.
Going to any unwanted place to worship is sin. Our GOD warns,

“They that sanctify themselves, and purify themselves in the
gardens behind one tree in the midst, eating swine’s flesh, and

the abomination, and the mouse, shall be consumed together. ”
Isaiah 66:17

Showing partiality is sin. Whoever keeps the whole law of the
LORD GOD and yet stumbles at just one point is guilty of breaking
all of it. Law-breakers are sinners. They are the cursed.

“But if ye have respect (show partiality) to persons, ye commit
sin, and are convinced (convicted) of the law as transgressors.
For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend (stumble)
in one point, he is guilty of all. For HE that said, Do not commit
adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery,
yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law.”
James 2:9-11

“Cursed be he that confirmeth not all the words of this law to do

them. ...”
Deuteronomy 27:26

The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has never commanded HIS disciples
to worship the cross or to make the sign of the cross on the forehead
or chest. The act of making the sign of the cross on the forehead or
chest (signation) does not give any relief from sins. It won't protect
anyone from evil or sin. Hence, it is an unwanted and unnecessary
act; and it is an act against the will of GOD. Thus, signation is sin.
The worship of the cross (staurolatry) is also sin. Kissing the signet-
ring of a Pope or Bishop or any other is an unwanted act. Hence, it
is sin. Wearing ring or chain or any other ornament is also sin (I Peter
3:3).

Since the Roman Catholic teaching about the blessed, beatifica-
tion and canonization of dead persons by the Pope is not Biblical,
this teaching is a pure camouflage (deception). Deception is sin.
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Roman Catholic teaching is very deceptive. Roman Catholicism is
filled with lies and deception.

The Mass or Eucharist—the heart of Roman Catholicism, is blas-
phemous, heretical and damnable. It is filled with heresies, paganism,
pantheism, mysticism and deception. Our GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST died only once for our sins. But, HE never dies at all times
and at all places as in Roman Catholic Eucharist or Mass.

“Who (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) needeth not daily, as those

high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then

for the people’s: for this HE did once, when HE offered up HIMSELF.”
Hebrews 7:27

“... But now once in the end of the world hath HE appeared to put

away sin by the sacrifice of HIMSELF.”
Hebrews 9:26

Hence, the Roman Catholic Eucharist or Mass is sin.

Again, the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has never commanded HIS
disciples to worship Virgin Mary, the mother of JESUS; HE has not
commanded HIS disciples to worship saints; HE has not commanded
HIS disciples to worship angels. But, HE has commanded them to
worship and serve the LORD GOD only. The worship of Virgin Mary
(Mariolatry) is sin. The worship of Madonna, the figure or statue of
Virgin Mary is sin. The worship of saints or sacred things (hierolatry)
is also sin. Hence, one who worships Virgin Mary is a sinner. One
who worships a saint is also a sinner. One who worships an angel is
also a sinner. Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has said,

“Thou shalt worship the LORD thy GOD, and HIM only shalt

thou serve.”
St. Matthew 4:10

Hence, the worshipping of Mary or saints or angels is sin. The
worshipping of kings or emperors or human beings is sin.
Rastafarianism, the worshipping of the former Emperor of Ethiopia
is sin. Rastafarians (Rastas) are sinners. Further, JESUS has said,

“And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after ME,

cannot be MY disciple.”
St. Luke 14:27
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'Bear his cross' does not mean to bear anything having the shape
of the cross, on which the LORD JESUS CHRIST died. But it means to
bear sorrows, troubles, sufferings, problems, pains, humiliations, in-
sults, etc., in the name of the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Hence, the mere
bearing the symbol of the cross or crucifix (a model of the cross with
the figure of JESUS on it) is an unwanted act. Such an act is sin.

Moreover, the LORD JESUS CHRIST has not commanded HIS dis-
ciples to wear any ring on any finger or to wear any chain on the
neck. HE has never commanded HIS disciples to fasten threads on the
hands or on the neck or on any part of the body. Hence, the wearing
of rings or chains, fastening of threads, etc., are sins.

Whipping (scourging) oneself or somebody by means of a whip
(scourge) to show the whipping of JESUS before HIS crucifixion, and
nailing somebody on a wooden cross by means of nails to show the
crucifixion of JESUS on the cross, are unwanted acts. Such
unwanted acts are sins. Thus, flagellation is sin.

The worship of human beings (anthropolatry) is sin. The worship
of one's own self (autolatry) is sin. The worship of the dead
(necrolatry) is sin. The worship of martyrs (martyrolatry) is sin. The
worship of wealth (plutolatry) is sin. The worship of archaism
(archaeolatry) is sin. The worship of tools or weapons is sin. The
worship of words (epeolatry) is sin. The worship of cosmos
(cosmolatry) is sin. Physiolatry or nature worship is sin. The worship
of plants (phytolatry) is sin. The worship of state (statolatry) is sin.
The worship of snakes (ophiolatry) and the worship of fire
(pyrolatry) are sins. The worship of flag or flags is sin.

The worship of the heavenly bodies (astrolatry) is sin. The wor-
ship of demons (demonolatry) is sin. The worship of trees
(dendrolatry) is sin. The worship of the sun (heliolatry) is sin. The
worship of the moon and other planets is sin. The worship of saints
or sacred things (hierolatry) is sin. The worship of images, pictures
or sacred persons (iconolatry) is sin. The worship of idols (idolatry)
is sin. The excessive veneration of saints (hegiolatry) is sin. The wor-
ship of animals or theriomorphic things (theriolatry) is sin. The wor-
ship of cows and other animals (zoolatry) is sin.
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The worship of the devil (black mass) is sin. A follower of the
devil (diabolonian) is a sinner. Practising ceremony in honour of
those who are dead (feralia) is sin. The veneration of images
(iconoduly) is sin. The worship of an inanimate object regarded with
holy respect as being the habitation of a spirit (fetishism) is sin. A
system of worship, which includes the employment of sorcery and
fetishes (macumba) is sin. The worship of a female figure with out-
stretched arms as in the ancient Greek art (orant worship) is sin. The
worship of the male sexual organ (phallicism) is sin. The worshipper
of the male sexual organ (phallicust) is a sinner. The Hindu worship
of the lingam is sin. The worship of monsters (teratism) is sin. The
employment of magic to prevent evil (apotropaism) is sin. The wor-
ship of ancestral spirits (manism) is sin. Black magic (pishogue) is
sin. Sabbat or demonology is sin. One who worships demons
(demonolater) is a sinnet.

Sin like murder, idolatry, heresy, and adultery are called canonical
sins. The carving of god in a stone (joss) is sin. The image wor-
shipped by ancient Hebrews (teraphim) is sin. The eating of god in
the form of animal or other symbols (theophagy) is sin. The worship
of Satan (Satanism) is sin. A system of beliefs that concentrates on
common human needs and seeks ways of solving problems based on
reason rather than on faith in GOD (humanism) is sin. The belief that
GOD does not exist (atheism) is sin. A person who is not sure whether
or not GOD exists (agnostic) is a sinner. Gnosticism (unbelief about
CHRIST) and Montanism (unbelief about the HOLY SPIRIT of CHRIST)
are sins. The belief in many gods (polytheism) and the belief that
GOD is manifest in all things, since everything is divine (pantheism)
are sins. Atheists, polytheists, pantheists, animists, etc., are sinners.

One who plots to do evil will be called a schemer. A schemer is a
sinner (Proverbs 24:8). One who acts with arrogant pride will be
called a scoffer—a proud and haughty one. A scoffer is a sinner
(Proverbs 21:24). The thought of foolishness is sin (Proverbs
24:9—Dbelief in a power that organizes and controls the universe or
the belief that all natural things have a living soul (animism) is sin.

The quality of increasing evil desire (eroticism) is sin. Desiring to
sin and thinking of sins in the heart is equal to committing sins in
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deeds. A man's lustful look, thought and liking at a woman other than
his own wife is adultery in his heart. It is a sin of adultery.

Our T.ORD JESUS CHRIST has said,

“But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust

after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.”
St. Matthew 5:28

A woman's lustful look, thought and liking for a man other than
her own husband is adultery in her heart. It is a sin of adultery.
Thinking of murdering a person is equal to doing it. Committing a
single sin or many sins, makes a man sinner in the sight of GOD. A
man who steals one rupee and another who steals lakhs of rupees
are equally sinners. One who steals is a thief and one who commits
a sin is a sinner.

“For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend (stumble)
in one point, he is guilty of all.”
James 2:10
Thus, we come to know that thinking of murdering a person is
equal to doing it. Thinking of murdering a person is a murder.
Murder is a sin. Murderer is a sinner. Hence, euthanasia or mercy
killing—the action or an instance of killing somebody out of pity,
because they are in severe pain, is a sin. Mercy killers are sinners.
No one has any right to take anyone's life. Suicide (the act of killing
yourself deliberately) is a sin. An attempted suicide is a sinner. Kill-
ing a person's soul by false teachings is a sin. False teachers are sin-
ners. The Holy Bible warns,

“Thou shalt (shall) not kill.”
Exodus 20:13

Homosexuality, sodomy, gay, whoredom, etc., are sins. Homo-
sexuals, sodomites, gay persons, whores, etc., are sinners (Leviticus
20:13; Romans 1:27). Lesbians/Lezzies are sinners (Romans 1:20).

“There shall be no whore of the daughters of Israel, nor a sod-

omite of the sons of Israel.”
Deuteronomy 23:17

Homosexuals or gay persons and lesbians are the deluded, the
perverted, the deceived, the diseased, the ugly, the brainwashed, the
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wicked and the filthy (II Peter 2:7). They are totally denying GOD
and HIS Word, the Holy Bible. They are constantly rationalizing the
moral values of human beings. They will not inherit heaven, the
kingdom of GOD (I Corinthians 6:9-10).

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST created woman distinct from
man. Marriage is a divine union between a man and a woman (Psalm
128:3; St. Matthew 19:6). Thus, a man taking up the physiological
role of the wife or a woman taking up the physiological role of the
husband is a terrible curse (Romans 1:26-27). Homosexuals and les-
bians are the cursed and the cursed will be thrown into hell, the ev-
erlasting hell-fire (St. Matthew 25:41).

Homosexuals and Lesbians destroy lives—their own and multi-
tudes of others! They destroy lives physically, morally and eternally.
They draw others into their loathsome and ugly way of life. They lead
others into their loathsome and ugly sin. Nowadays TV, videos, au-
dios, magazines, telephones, cable programmes, computer pro-
grammes, and pornography feed fleshly lusts. Homosexuals, lesbians,
sodomites, gay persons, and whores are also feeding fleshly lusts.
Fleshly lusts war against the soul; fleshly lusts destroy the soul. So,
do not think about how to gratify the desires of the sinful nature.

“Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, ab-

stain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul.”
| Peter 2:11

“Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunken-
ness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envy-

ing. But put ye on the LORD JESUS CHRIST, and make not pro-

vision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof.”
Romans 13:13-14

Birth control—the practice of controlling the number of children
one has, especially by contraception, is a sin. Taking contraceptive
pills is a sin.

Family planning—the process of planning the number of children
in a family by using birth control, is a sin. The best birth control
method or the best family planning method insisted in the Holy Bible
of our LORD is that, since the time is short, those who have wives
should live as though they had none. If it is followed correctly, then
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there is absolutely no necessity for the family planning programme
of various governments.

“But this I say, brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both
they that have wives be as though they had none.”
| Corinthians 7:29
“Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowl-
edge (with understanding), giving honour unto the wife, as
unto the weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace
of life; that your prayers be not hindered.”

| Peter 3:7

Abortion—the act of causing a pregnancy (pregnant) to end eatly,

in order to prevent the baby from developing and being born alive, is
a sin. Abortionist is a sinnet.

Miscarriage—the process of giving birth to a baby before it is
fully developed and able to survive, is sin.

Incest—sex between people who are closely related, e.g,, a father
and daughter or a brother and sister, is a sin. People having an inces-
tuous relationship are sinners (Leviticus 18:6-18).

Bestiality—sex between a human and an animal or any creature
is a sin. Anyone who acts bestially (like a beast) is a sinner (Leviticus

18:23).

Ventriloquism—the art of pretended speaking in such a way that
the voice would appear to come from elsewhere is sin.

Voodoo is a religion practised originally in the West Indies and
southern US involving witchcraft, sorcery and magic. Voodooism is
sin. Voodooists are sinners.

It is a sin if we fail to love the LORD JESUS CHRIST above all
things, and fail to worship the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE
GOD, and fail to obey HIS commandments. It is a sin to be the en-
emies of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST.

“If any man love not the LORD JESUS CHRIST, let him be Anath-

ema Maran-atha.”
| Corinthians 16:22

‘Anathema means ‘accursed’. ‘Maran-atha means ‘O LORD, come’.
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The soul who sins will die. The son will not bear the guilt of the
father, nor will the father bear the guilt of the son. The righteous-
ness of the righteous will be upon himself, and the wickedness of
the wicked will be upon himself (Ezekiel 18:20).

The second death is eternal death. The second death is eternal
punishment in the hell-fire, experienced only by the unsaved. When
a person is saved, he has passed from death to life, the everlasting
life, and he will never come into condemnation (St. John 5:24).

“But the fearful (cowardly), and unbelieving, and the abomi-
nable (vile), and murderers, and whoremongers (sexually
immoral), and sorcerers (those who practise magic arts etc.), and
idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which
burneth with fire and brimstone (the fiery lake of burning sul-
phur): which is the second death.”
Revelation 21:8
The works of the flesh listed below will make one enter into hell-
fire. Idolatry is not just the worship of graven images, but putting
one's chief affections on any object or person instead of on GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adul-
tery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witch-
craft, hatred, variance, emulations (jealousies), wrath, strife, se-
ditions (dissensions), heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness,
revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have
also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall
not inherit the kingdom of GOD.”
Galatians 5:19-21

Revellings are the worst ugly sins. Revellings include revelries, or-
gles and carousings. Seeing cinema, drama, circus, dance, sport, erotic
arts and photographs and erotic TV and Internet and Website pro-
grammes are revellings. Playing in cinema, drama, circus, dance,
sport, erotic TV and Internet and Website programmes are revellings.
Drawing erotic arts and photographs and reading erotic books and
filming erotic scenes are revellings. Revel is to engage in unrestrained,
wild, noisy festivities or merrymakings. Revellers are persons who are
having fun in a noisy way. Revellers are sinners. Revelry is the action
of revelling, unrestrained, wild, noisy merrymakings. Orgy is a wild
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and noisy drunken party at which there is a lot of eating, drinking,
dancing, laughing, and over-indulgence in indiscriminate sexual ac-
tivities. Carousing is a noisy drinking session to spend time in drink-
ing, eating, dancing and laughing in a noisy way with other persons.
Carousal is a noisy revel.

The three worst ugly sins, the lust of the eyes and the lust of the
flesh and the pride of life (I John 2:16) produce the worst ugly sin,
revelling and all other ugly sins. Due to these three ugly sins, Adam
the first man and Eve the first woman had fallen into sin. So no one
should indulge in revellings. No one should be a reveller.

The sinners do not like to retain GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST in
their knowledge. They have a debased mind, to do those things,
which are not fitting. They are filled with all forms of sexual deprav-
ity and uncleanness. Knowing the righteous judgment of GOD, they
commit sins. Knowing the eternal death in hell-fire, they commit sins.
They not only continue to do these sins but also approve of those
who practise them. What a terrible thing it is!

“And even as they did not like to retain GOD in their knowl-
edge, GOD gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things
which are not convenient (fitting); Being filled with all unrigh-
teousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness;
full of envy, murder, debate (strife), deceit, malignity (evil-mindedness);
whisperers, Backbiters, haters of GOD, despiteful (violent), proud,
boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, With-
out understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection,
implacable (unforgiving), unmerciful: Who knowing the judg-
ment of GOD, that they which commit such things are worthy of
death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do

them.”
Romans 1:28-32

To the unsaved the judgment will result in indignation and wrath.
They do not obey the truth; and they are quarrelsome.

“But unto them that are contentious (quarrelsome), and do
not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, indignation and

wrath.”
Romans 2:8
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It is not proper for saints or Christians to be guilty of committing
the sins listed below. Such evil deeds should not even be the topic
of normal conversation. No one should share in the sins of others.
Everyone should keep himself/herself pure (I Timothy 5:22).

“But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it
not be once named among you, as becometh saints; Neither
filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not conve-
nient (proper): but rather giving of thanks. For this ye know,
that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man,
who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of
CHRIST and of GOD. Let no man deceive you with vain words:
for because of these things cometh the wrath of GOD upon the
children of disobedience. Be not ye therefore partakers with

them.”
Ephesians 5:3-7

The Holy Bible (the Holy Scriptures) urges us to put to death all
sins residing in our bodily members, and to put off the old man of
sinful acts and worldly thinking, and to lie not to one another.

“Mortify (put to death) therefore your members which are upon
the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection (passion),
evil concupiscence (evil desire), and covetousness, which is idolatry:
For which things’ sake the wrath of GOD cometh on the children
of disobedience: In the which ye also walked some time, when ye
lived in them. But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath,
malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth. Lie
not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with
his deeds.”

Colossians 3:5-9

Everyone should know this: there will be perilous times in the last
days; and there will be perilous men in the last days. So, be very care-
ful about your soul.

“This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.
For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous (money
lovers), boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents,
unthankful, unholy, Without natural affection, trucebreakers (irrec-
oncilable), false accusers (slanderers), incontinent (without self-
control), fierce (brutal), despisers of those that are good, Trai-
tors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more (rather) than
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lovers of GOD; Having a form of godliness, but denying the
power thereof: from such turn away. For of this sort are they
which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with
sins, led away with divers lusts, Ever learning, and never able to
come to the knowledge of the truth.”

Il Timothy 3:1-7
The Law reveals man's evil character or sinful character, but the
Gospel reveals GOD's salvation from sins and from the law's curses.

“Knowing this, that the Law is not made for a righteous man,
but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for
sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and
murderers of mothers, for manslayers, for whoremongers (forni-
cators), for them that defile themselves with mankind (sodomites),
for menstealers (kidnappers), for liars, for perjured persons (per-
jurers), and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound
doctrine; According to the glorious Gospel of the blessed GOD,
which was committed to my trust.”
I Timothy 1:9-11
Everyone is cautioned to avoid consulting mediums and spiritists.
Turning to familiar spirits and wizards will give judgment and hell.

“Regard not them that have familiar spirits, neither seek after
wizards, to be defiled by them: I am the LORD your GOD.”
Leviticus 19:31
Telling or writing or using abracadabra is sin. Abracadabras are
magic words or empty words. One who performs skilful balancing
acts and tricks is an acrobat. Acrobats are sinners. Acrobatism is sin.
Rebellion and stubbornness are sins. Divination and idolatry are sins.

“For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft (divination), and stub-

bornness is as iniquity and idolatry. ...”
| Samuel 15:23

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is omnipotent. So, the evil practices
like sorcery and divination are powetless against HIS people.

“Surely there is no enchantment (sorcery) against Jacob, neither

is there any divination against Israel: ...”
Numbers 23:23

Here ‘Jacob’ and ‘Israel’ mean ‘the people of the LORD GOD’.
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Consulting mediums and spiritists is sin. Mediums and spiritists
are sinners. GOD's people should set themselves apart from these sin-
ners. Otherwise HE will cut them off from HIS people.

“And the soul that turneth after such as have familiar spirits,
and after wizards, to go a whoring after them, I will even set
MY face against that soul, and will cut him off from among his
people.”
Leviticus 20:6

‘Soul’ means ‘person’.

Anything that does not come by faith is sin. No one should cast
off their first faith, since it will bring judgment.

“...For whatsoever is not of faith is sin.”
Romans 14:23

“Having damnation (condemnation), because they have cast off
their first faith.”
| Timothy 5:12
When the words are many, sin is certainly present. The tongue is
a system of iniquity that sets on fire the whole course of life, and is
even set on fire of hell.
“In the multitude of words there wanteth not sin: but he that
refraineth (restrains) his lips is wise.”
Proverbs 10:19
“Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to
utter any thing before GOD: for GOD is in heaven, and thou
upon earth: therefore let thy words be few.”
Ecclesiastes 5:2
“And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue
among our members, that it defileth the whole body, and
setteth on fire the course of nature (life); and it is set on fire of
hell.”

James 3:6

Tongue causes many problems and troubles to your family life, so-
cial life and spiritual life. Unless you control your tongue, losing of
your soul and others souls are sure. What a terrible tongue it is! So,
our speech should be always with grace or graciousness (Colossians

4:0).
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Anyone who knows to do a good deed, and doesn't do it, sins.

“Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to
him it is sin.”
James 4:17
Testing the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD GOD is sin (Acts 5:9). De-
spising the HOLY SPIRIT of grace is sin (Hebrews 10:29). Resisting
the HOLY SPIRIT is sin (Acts 7:51). Vexing the HOLY SPIRIT is sin
(Isaiah 63:10). Grieving the HOLY SPIRIT is sin (Ephesians 4:30).

The blasphemy against the HOLY SPIRIT is a great sin. Anyone who
speaks against the HOLY SPIRIT is a great sinner.

“Wherefore 1 say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy
shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the
HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT) shall not be forgiven unto
men. And whosoever speaketh a word against the SON OF MAN
(the LORD JESUS CHRIST), it shall be forgiven him: but whoso-
ever speaketh against the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT), it
shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the

world to come.”
St. Matthew 12:31-32

Before HE died for the sinners, the LORD JESUS CHRIST had spo-
ken these verses in St. Matthew. But by HIS terrible death on the cross
for the sinners, all sins are forgiven by HIM. HE HIMSELF bore all the
sins of the people in HIS holy body on the tree (the cross), to give a
life of righteousness to all.

“Who HIS own self bare our sins in HIS own body on the tree,
that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by
whose stripes ye were healed.”

| Peter 2:24

Not praying is considered a sin against the LORD GOD.

“Moreover as for me, GOD forbid that I should sin against the
LORD in ceasing to pray for you: but I will teach you the good
and the right way.”

| Samuel 12:23

The price of blood (the blood-money), the money paid to a per-
son hired to kill somebody, or the hire of a whore, the earnings of a
female prostitute or male prostitute, or the price of a dog, or the
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money earned in any filthy way should not be brought into the holy
house of the LORD GOD. It is not lawful to put these into the trea-
sury. Hence, these kinds of earnings are sins.

“And the chief priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not
lawful for to put them into the treasury, because it is the price of

blood.”
St. Matthew 27:6

“Thou shalt not bring the hire of a whore, or the price of a dog,
into the house of the LORD thy GOD for any vow: for even both
these are abomination unto the LORD thy GOD.”

Deuteronomy 23:18

Everyone should flee from idolatry (I Corinthians 10:14); every-
one should flee from fornication (I Corinthians 6:18); everyone
should flee from youthful lusts (II Timothy 2:22); and everyone
should flee from love of money. The love of money is a source of
all kinds of evil. But, it is not the only source from which evils come
(I Timothy 6:10-11). Idolatry, fornication, youthful lusts and love of

money are sins.

Gay marriage/homosexual marriage (Leviticus 20:13; Romans
1:27), lesbian marriage (Romans 1:26) and artificial insemination
are sins. Artificial inseminators are sinners. A baby that is born
through artificial insemination or that is developed elsewhere than in
a mother's body through in-vitro fertilization is sin. Such a baby is
called a test-tube baby. Asexual reproduction by cloning method
and other unnatural fertilization methods are sins. Such shameful and
unclean and ugly sins are abominable unto GOD. The abominable
people will be thrown into hell-fire (Revelation 21:8).

Anyone who sins against the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, harms his
own soul and those who hate the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, love
death, the second death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur.

“But he that sinneth against ME wrongeth (harms) his own soul:

all they that hate ME love death.”
Proverbs 8:36

Fornication is sexual immorality. Having sex between a man and
woman not married to each other is fornication. According to the
Old Testament, anyone who is of illegitimate birth and any of his
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descendants shall not enter the congregation of the LORD, even down
to the tenth generation (Deuteronomy 23:2). Having more than one
wife is fornication. Having more than one husband is fornication. All
other sins a man/woman commits are outside the body, but he/she
who commits fornication sins against his/her own body. Fornication
1s a grievous sin. Fornicators are grievous sinners. Hence, everyone
should always flee fornication, the worst awkward sin. Now, the
body is not for fornication, but for the LORD; and the LORD for the
body (I Corinthians 6:13). If our body is the temple of the HOLY
SPIRIT of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST, then HE is ours and we are
HIS. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without (out-
side) the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth against
his own body. What? know ye not that your body is the temple of
the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT) which is in you, which ye

have of GOD, and ye are not your own?”
I Corinthians 6:18-19

Molestation and trafficking of children, women, etc., are sins.
Abuse and misuse of children, women, etc., are sins. Molesters,
traffickers, abusers and misusers are sinners.

Polygamy—the practice or custom of having more than one wife
is sin. Polygamists are sinners. Having more than one wife is
fornication. He who commits fornication sins against his own body.

Polyandry—the practice or custom of having more than one hus-
band is sin. Polyandrists are sinners. Having more than one
husband is fornication. Always flee fornication. She who commits
fornication sins against her own body.

“Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let every man have his own
wife, and let every woman have her own husband.”

| Corinthians 7:2
“If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful
children not accused of riot or unruly.”

Titus 1:6

Showing disrespect for the aged and the deaf and the blind and

the mute and the poor is sin, since they are all made by the LORD
GOD.
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“Thou shalt rise up before the hoary head, and honour the face of
the old man, and fear thy GOD: I am the LORD. Thou shalt not
curse the deaf, nor put a stumblingblock before the blind, but
shalt fear thy GOD: I am the LORD.”
Leviticus 19:32,14
“And the LORD said unto him, Who hath made man’s mouth? or
who maketh the dumb, or deaf, or the seeing, or the blind? have

not I the LORD?”
Exodus 4:11

Ill-treating or oppressing a stranger or an alien is sin.

“And if a stranger sojourn with thee in your land, ye shall not
vex (ill-treat) him.”
Leviticus 19:33

“Also thou shalt not oppress a stranger (sojourner): ...”
Exodus 23:9

Defrauding labourers or wage-earners of their wages is sin. The
worker deserves his wages. Holding back the wages of a wage-earner
overnight is sin.

“Thou shalt not defraud thy neighbour, neither rob him: the
wages of him that is hired shall not abide with thee all night
until the morning.”
Leviticus 19:13
Using dishonest scales (balances), dishonest weights, and dishon-
est measures is sin. Using dishonest standards when measuring
length, weight or quantity is sin (Proverbs 11:1; 20:10; Micah 6:10-
11).

Perverting justice is sin. Perverting justice in a lawsuit by siding
with the crowd is sin. Showing partiality in lawsuits is sin. Showing
favouritism to a poor man in his lawsuit is sin (Leviticus 19:15). De-
nying justice to a poor in his lawsuit is sin. Accepting a bribe is sin.
A bribe blinds the eyes of the wise and perverts the words of the
righteous (Deuteronomy 16:19). Putting an innocent or honest per-
son to death is sin.

“Thou shalt not follow a multitude to do evil; neither shalt thou
speak in a cause to decline (turn aside) after many to wrest (per-
vert) judgment: Neither shalt thou countenance a poor man in
his cause. Thou shalt not wrest the judgment of thy poor in his
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cause. Keep thee far from a false matter; and the innocent and

righteous slay thou not: for I will not justify the wicked.”
Exodus 23:2-3, 6-7

“He that justifieth the wicked, and he that condemneth the just,

even they both are abomination to the LORD.”
Proverbs 17:15

Sin always blocks our vision of the eternal cop, the LORD JESUS
cHrisT. To see GOD, we must renounce sin and obey HIM (Psalm
24:3-4). Without holiness, no man can see GOD (Hebrews 12:14).
Believers' lives should demonstrate the qualities GOD desires. If we
remain faithful and holy, GOD can keep us from falling and HE will
bring us before HIS glorious presence with everlasting joy (Jude 24).
To be sinless and perfect (without a single fault) will be the ultimate
condition of the believer to see GOD face to face.

The pleasures of this world are futile (useless and unprofitable);
human ambitions are futile; wealth is futile; fashions are futile
(Ecclesiastes 1:2,14). The revellings, entertainments, debaucheries,
movies, T.V., Internet, Web-site, cell-phones, computers, etc. are
farce and futile, and they have ruined many lives. The whole world
is farcical and futile. The search for these corruptible things will be
ultimately disappointing. The profligate people do not know anything
about these ugly things. Without the slightest compunction, they
deliberately sin against GOD. So, seek GOD to have an eternal rela-
tionship with HIM for HIS eternal blessings, with great compunction
about what you have done in the past against GOD. Then, sins' strong-
hold will be broken and buried.

Afflicting a widow or a fatherless child or an orphan is sin.

“Ye shall not afflict any widow, or fatherless child. If thou af-
flict them in any wise, and they cry at all unto ME, I will surely
hear their cry; And MY wrath shall wax hot, and I will kill you
with the sword; and your wives shall be widows, and your chil-

dren fatherless.”
Exodus 22:22-24

Now, the saved people of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST or the
members of HIS church are spiritual brothers and sisters. Charging a

spiritual brother or sister interest, is sin. But, he may charge a stranger
or an alien interest. Exorbitant interest should not be charged on any
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stranger or alien. Only simple interest, but not compound interest
may be charged with a low rate of interest. In olden days, only one
per cent interest per month was charged as the highest rate of inter-
est (Nehemiah 5:11).

“Thou shalt not lend (charge interest) upon usury to thy
brother; usury of money, usury of victuals, usury of any thing
that is lent upon usury: Unto a stranger thou mayest lend
upon usury; but unto thy brother thou shalt not lend upon
usury: that the LORD thy GOD may bless thee in all that
thou settest thine hand to in the land whither thou goest to pos-
sess it.”
Deuteronomy 23:19-20

“He that by usury and unjust gain increaseth his substance (pos-

sessions), he shall gather it for him that will pity the poor.”
Proverbs 28:8

Taking or receiving something from somebody or something
temporarily, with the agreement that it will be returned is called
borrowing. Taking money from a person or bank with the agreement
that it will be paid back to them at a later time is called borrowing.
Even though the borrower is servant to the lender (Proverbs 22:7),
he is not servant to sin. So this borrowing is not at all a sin. Our
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has not forbidden this in HIS Ten
Commandments. When our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST was in the
wortld as Saviour, HE has not forbidden this; HE has not prevented
anyone from doing this. In Romans 13:8, St. Paul is not setting down
the fiscal policy of borrowing. So, borrowing for our physical or spiri-
tual needs is not at all a sin. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Now, some people choose Deuteronomy 28:12 and say that no
one should borrow. This is utterly absurd.

“...Thou shalt lend unto many nations, and thou shalt not bor-

”

row.
Deuteronomy 28:12

From the rich man and Lazarus, anyone can clearly understand
that earthly blessedness does not necessarily mean GOD's greatest
favour; the reverse may be true (St. Luke 16:19-31).
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Further, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has advocated the exchange
of money through bankers or banks (St. Matthew 25:27). Bankers or
banks provide various financial services, for keeping and lending
money. People get the exchange of money by cheques/checks, notes,
deposits, loans, interests, etc., easier through bankers or banks.

Taking either the upper one or the lower one of a millstone, as a
pledge, is sin, since that would be same as taking a man's life as a

pledge.

“No man shall take the nether (lower) or the upper millstone to

pledge: for he taketh a man’s life to pledge.”
Deuteronomy 24:6

Taking one's neighbour's raiment (clothing) as a pledge is sin. If
raiment is taken from one's neighbour as a pledge, it should be re-
turned to him by sunset.

“If thou at all take thy neighbour’s raiment to pledge, thou shalt
deliver it unto him by that the sun goeth down: For that is his
covering only, it is his raiment for his skin: wherein shall he
sleep? and it shall come to pass, when he crieth unto ME, that I
will hear; for I am gracious.”
Exodus 22:26-27

“When thou shalt vow a vow unto the LORD thy GOD, thou shalt
not slack (delay) to pay it: for the LORD thy GOD will surely
require it of thee; and it would be sin in thee. That which is gone
out of thy lips thou shalt keep and perform; even a freewill offer-
ing, according as thou hast vowed unto the LORD thy GOD, which
thou hast promised with thy mouth.”

Deuteronomy 23:21, 23

Sinners destroy their body and spirit and soul. Sinners destroy their
most precious life. Hence, sinners destroy much good.

“...One sinner destroyeth much good.”
Ecclesiastes 9:18

Obviously we are all sinners and the wages of our sin is hell,
the fiery lake of burning sulphur. We are all by nature, dead in
transgressions and sins. Therefore, we cannot do anything to save
ourselves from eternal damnation. But, by the grace of GOD, the
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LORD JESUS CHRIST, anyone can be saved from eternal damnation.
When we are saved, HE made alive us together with CHRIST.

“And you hath HE quickened (made alive), who were dead in
trespasses and sins. Even when we were dead in sins, hath quick-

ened us together with CHRIST, by grace ye are saved.”
Ephesians 2:1, 5

Now, by observing the law of the Old Testament, no one will be
justified.

“Knowing that a man is not justified (declared righteous) by the
works of the law, but by the faith of JESUS CHRIST, even we have
believed in JESUS CHRIST, that we might be justified by the
faith of CHRIST, and not by the works of the law: for by the works

of the law shall no flesh be justified.”
Galatians 2:16

But, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST does not want anyone to per-
ish in his sins. HE desires the repentance and salvation of all.

“Say unto them, As I live, saith the LORD GOD, I have no plea-
sure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his
way and live: turn ye, turn ye from your evil ways; for why will
ye die, O house of Israel?”
Ezekiel 33:11

“The LORD is not slack concerning HIS promise, as some
men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not
willing that any should perish, but that all should come to re-
pentance.”
Il Peter 3:9
“Who will (desires to) have all men to be saved, and to come unto
the knowledge of the truth.”
| Timothy 2:4
Even though the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST hates sin, HE loves us
so much. HE came into the world to save us. HE came into the world
to keep the law for us. HE came into the world to suffer for us. HE
came into the world to bear all the punishment that we deserve due
to our sins. HE innocently suffered for us from Gethsemane to Cal-
vary. HE innocently died for us on the cross at Calvary.

“But HE was wounded for our transgressions, HE was bruised for
our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon HIM; and
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with HIS stripes we are healed. All we like sheep have gone astray;
we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath
laid on HIM the iniquity of us all.”
Isaiah 53:5-6
“For GOD so loved the world, that HE gave HIS only begotten
SON (the LORD JESUS CHRIST), that whosoever believeth in

HIM should not perish, but have everlasting life.”
St. John 3:16

No one should be worthy of death, the eternal death of hell-fire.
Everyone should be worthy of eternal life, the kingdom of GOD or
the kingdom of heaven.

“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of GOD is eternal life

through JESUS CHRIST our LORD.”
Romans 6:23

Rejecting the LORD JESUS CHRIST our Saviour is the worst possible
sin, since there is no other way to eternal life.

“He that believeth on the SON (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) hath
everlasting life: and he that believeth not the SON shall not see

life; but the wrath of GOD abideth (remains) on him.”
St. John 3:36

Salvation for Jew and Gentile alike is only through the name of
JESUS CHRIST (St. John 14:6). Forgiveness for Jew and Gentile alike
is only through the name of JESUS CHRIST.

“Neither is there salvation in any other (other than JESUS CHRIST):
for there is none other name under heaven given among men,

whereby we must be saved.”
Acts 4:12

“Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of
you in the name of JESUS CHRIST for the remission (forgive-
ness) of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the HOLY GHOST
(the HOLY SPIRIT). For the promise is unto you, and to your
children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the LORD

our GOD shall call.”
Acts 2:38-39

Testing the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST our Redeemer is sin.

“JESUS said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt
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(test) the LORD thy GOD.”
St. Matthew 4:7

By confessing sins with a broken-heart and with a contrite spirit
to the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST, anyone can be saved or delivered
from sins (Psalm 34:18).

Voodoo is a religion practised originally in the West Indies and
southern US involving witchcraft, sorcery and magic. Voodooism is
sin. Voodooists are sinners.

No one should sin. The penalty of sin is death. Death means sec-
ond death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur. The only escape from
this second death is to receive the gift of eternal life in the person of
the LORD JESUS CHRIST (St. John 3:15).

Man in his sin is compared to a snake ('vipetr' or 'adder") for its
venom (Job 20:16; Psalm 140:3), a wild ass's colt for its stubborn-
ness (Job 11:12), a dog for its uncleanness (Proverbs 26:11), a moth
for its appetite (Job 27:18), a bear for its cruelty (Daniel 7:5), a leop-
ard for its fierceness (Daniel 7:6), a spider's web for its flimsiness
(Isaiah 59:5-6), a horse or a mule for its stupidity (Psalm 32:9), a fox
for its cunning (St. Luke 13:32), a wolf for its ferociousness (St. John
10:12), and a pig for its filthiness (II Peter 2:22).

Men seek refuge in lying and it is their hiding place. They also
seck refuge in false alliances (Isaiah 28:17); but the LORD will try
them when HE comes back to judge. Due to sin, cob hides His eyes
from His people.

No one should depend on astrology or soothsaying or foretelling
ot divination (Deuteronomy 18:10) for his/her future plans, since our
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST knows the secret things (Deuteronomy
29:29) and the hidden things or future things and new things (Isaiah
48:0). Depending on astrology is sin and depending on foretelling or
soothsaying or divination is sin. Everyone should pray to GOD for all
his/her future plans and depend on HIM only.

Even a little sin has a corrupting and polluting influence in
the life of every human being. Hence, no sin can be considered a
playful thing; no sin can be considered a sport event; no sin can be
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considered a spectacle. Every sin should be purged, or else it would
contaminate his/her whole life. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST asks,

“Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth (leavens) the whole

lump?”

I Corinthians 5:6

Now, no one should forget the fact that good deeds always pursue

the righteous or the saved or the regenerated people. That is, even

after their bodily death, their good deeds pursue them. And they will

finally receive the kingdom of heaven, the kingdom of GOD as their
good reward.

Besides, eyes have been the wide and open doors to sin. Eve ate
the fruit of the forbidden tree as it was pleasant to her eyes (Genesis
3:6). It was the sight of gold, silver and the Babylonian garments that
led Achan to sin (Joshua 7:17-25; 22:20; I Chronicles 2:7). When
David saw a woman bathing, he had fallen into sin, which led him to
adultery and murder (Il Samuel 11; 12:1-14). So, our LORD JESUS
warns, "Whosoever looketh (looks) on a woman to lust after her hath (has) com-
mitted adultery with her already in his heart" (St. Matthew 5:28). No one
can hide his/her sins or wickedness from GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST, as "The eyes of the LORD are in every place, beholding the evil and the
good" (Proverbs 15:3). Our LORD GOD promised by HIS blessed as-
surance that "the eyes of the LORD run to and fro throughout the whole earth,
to shew (show) HIMSELF strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward
HIM" (II Chronicles 16:9).

Again, no one should forget the fact that evil deeds always pursue
sinners, the evil doers. That is, even after their bodily death, their evil
deeds or sins pursue sinners. Their evil deeds or sins pursue them till
their judgment and death, the second death, the fiery lake of burning
sulphur. Evil/sin will kill the wicked sinners (Psalm 34:21).

“Evil pursueth sinners:...”
Proverbs 13:21

It is not difficult to identify sin/evil; it is usually symbolized by
scarlet and crimson (blood-red). The colour of sin/evil is like scarlet
and as red as crimson (Isaiah 1:18). The nature of sin/evil is destroy-
ing/killing humans' spitit and soul and body (Psalm 34:21; Ezekiel
18:20; I Thessalonians 5:23).
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Our LLORD JESUS CHRIST has said,

“Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth (com-

mits) sin is the servant of sin.”
St. John 8:34

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST warns,

“...Sin no more.”
St. John 8:11

The Holy Bible, the Holy Word of GOD warns,

“Awake to righteousness, and sin not; ...”
| Corinthians 15:34

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST asks,

“Which of you convinceth (convicts) ME of sin? ...”
St. John 8:46

The Holy Bible, the Holy Word of GOD says,

“He that committeth (commits) sin is of the devil; for the devil
sinneth (sins) from the beginning. For this purpose the SON OF
GOD (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) was manifested, that HE might
destroy the works of the devil. Whosoever is born of GOD doth
not commit sin; for HIS seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin,
because he is born of GOD. In this the children of GOD are mani-

fest, and the children of the devil: ...”
I John 3:8-10

No one should lie unto GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Ananias and
Sapphira died because they lied unto GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST
(Acts 5:1-10). All liars will be thrown into hell, the fiery lake of burn-
ing sulphur (Revelation 21:8).

The greatest work is belief in JEsus cHRIST (St. John 6:29),
the oNLY TRUE GoD (I John 5:20).

From this sub-heading, "What are sins?' anyone can clearly infer
that any evil act against the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST is sin; and any evil act against man or mankind created by HIim
in HIS own image and in HIS own likeness is also sin (Genesis 1:26-
27).
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2. HOW CAN A SINNER GO TO HEAVEN ?

How can a sinner go to heaven with all his sins he has committed?
His sins certainly need a remedy. A relief from his sins is necessary.
There must certainly be a cure for his sins. He must obtain repen-
tance from sins. He must obtain forgiveness of sins. He must obtain
salvation from sins. He must obtain the experience of divine good-
ness. He must obtain the experience of born-again or the experience
of born-from-above. He must obtain holiness and live a holy life. He
must obtain the HOLY SPIRIT. He must obtain redemption from sins.
He must have the prayer life and he must have the full spiritual
growth. Then only he can go to heaven, the kingdom of GOD.

All are sinners. Hence, all sinners should repent of their sins. The
LORD JESUS CHRIST, the Forgiver of sins, must forgive their sins.
They must be saved or delivered from their sins by the LORD JESUS
CHRIST, the Saviour. The LORD JESUS CHRIST, the Redeemer must re-
deem them. The LORD JESUS CHRIST, the Sanctifier must sanctify
them. They must be anointed with the HOLY SPIRIT, the Spirit of the
LORD JESUS CHRIST, the TRUE GOD. A person who has not received
the HOLY SPIRIT cannot live a holy life. He cannot live a spiritual life.
Moreover, they must have the prayer life and they must have the full
spiritual growth to enter into the kingdom of GOD. Only those who
obtain these experiences will go to heaven, the kingdom of GOD and
it is impossible for others.

Who can forgive sins ? The most holy GOD who is sinless and
has committed no sin alone can forgive sins. HE is the forgiving GOD.
HE forgives all sins. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has said:

“Which of you convinceth (convicts) ME of sin? ...”
St. John 8:46
No one can prove that the LORD JESUS CHRIST is guilty of sin.
Pilate, the Roman governor had witnessed our LORD JESUS CHRIST's
faultlessness again and again.

“I find in HIM no fault at all.”
St. John 18:38

“I find no fault in HIM.”
St. John 19:4
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“I find no fault in this MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST).”
St. Luke 23:4

Who can deliver or save man from sins ? The GOD who is the
Saviour of the wotld and the GOD who is without sin, without blem-
ish and without spot can do it (I Peter 1:18-20). No sinner can save
himself or deliver any other sinner from sins.

“...For we have heard HIM ourselves, and know that this is in-

deed the CHRIST, the Saviour of the world.”
St. John 4:42

Who can redeem man from sins ? Who can buy back man
from sins ? The GOD who is the Redeemer of the world and the
GOD who is full of great love, great mercy, great grace, great favour,
great righteousness, great modesty, great truth and great sacrifice can
do it.

“...And all flesh shall know that I the LORD am thy Saviour and

thy Redeemer, ...”
Isaiah 49:26

Who can give holiness and holy life and righteousness and
spotlessly clean life to man ? Only the most holy GOD can give
holiness and holy life (I Peter 1:15-16) and righteousness and spot-
lessly clean life to man (Job 25:4).

“How then can man be justified (righteous) with GOD? or how

can he be clean (pure) that is born of a woman?”
Job 25:4

How can the man who has not seen heaven go to heaven ?
Man can go to heaven only through the GOD, who created heaven,
who was in heaven, who descended from heaven, who ascended into
heaven, who is now in heaven and who is to come from heaven.

“For by HIM were all things created, that are in heaven, and that
are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or
dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created
by HIM, and for HIM: And HE is before all things, and by HIM

all things consist.”
Colossians 1:16-17

“Now that HE ascended, what is it but that HE also descended
first into the lower parts of the earth? HE that descended is the
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same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that HE might
fill all things.”

Ephesians 4:9-10
“Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up
into heaven? this same JESUS, which is taken up from you into
heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen HIM go into

heaven.”
Acts 1:11

How can the dead be resurrected and go to heaven ? The
dead can be resurrected and can go to heaven by the mighty saving
power of the everliving GOD, who died, who resurrected HIMSELF
and who ascended to heaven. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“...CHRIST died for our sins according to the Scriptures; And
that HE was buried, and that HE rose again the third day accord-
ing to the Scriptures.”
I Corinthians 15:3-4
“Until the day in which HE was taken up, after that HE through
the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT) had given commandments
unto the apostles whom HE had chosen: To whom also HE shewed
HIMSELF alive after HIS passion by many infallible proofs, be-
ing seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertain-
ing to the kingdom of GOD.”
Acts 1:2-3
Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is the only way to go to heaven,
the kingdom of GOD.

“JESUS saith unto him (Thomas), I am the way, the truth, and

the life: ...”
St. John 14:6

3. REPENTANCE FROM SINS

Why will you die (Ezekiel 33:11)? If you repent of your sins and sin-
ful ways and obtain forgiveness of sins, salvation from sins, holiness
and holy life and live a holy and sinless life, you will not die. The
soul (the person) who sins will die (Ezekiel 18:20).

Repent means to be sorry for one's sins and be determined not to
sin again. Repent refers to a sincere feeling of regret for having
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grieved GOD with sinful thoughts and conduct. Repent refers to a
divine change of evil mind into good mind that ends in a divine
change of bad conduct into good conduct. It is always accompanied
by tears and groaning and weeping and humility.

Repentance refers to a great sorrow toward GOD on account of
sin and an extreme hatred of sin. Repentance refers to the actual for-
saking of sin with a very humble surrender to the will and wish of
GOD. It is always accompanied by tears and groaning and weeping
and humility.

Repentance from sins is very essential for salvation from sins, but
this repentance alone does not save anyone. It is the first step for
salvation from sins. Repentance from sins is very essential for all
other spiritual blessings, viz., forgiveness of sins (remission of sins),
salvation from sins (deliverance from sins), divine goodness (conver-
sion), born-again experience, holiness and holy life, experience of the
HOLY SPIRIT, redemption from sins, prayer and prayer life, and spiri-
tual growth.

Repentance from sins arises always by the wonderful work of the
most holy blood of CHRIST and by the glorious work of the HOLY
SPIRIT of CHRIST and by the abundant mercy and grace of GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST (Romans 2:4).

Our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST's glotious message of re-
pentance is very essential for our preparation for HIS kingdom, the
kingdom of GOD or the kingdom of heaven which is near to those
who repent of their sins.

“From that time JESUS began to preach, and to say, Repent: for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand (near).”
St. Matthew 4:17
If anyone has not repented, then he will not be able to enter the
kingdom of heaven. If anyone has not repented, the kingdom of
heaven is far away from him and he will not be able to reach it or see
it or enter it. Therefore, the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST calls everyone
to repent of sins.

How do we to repent? The Holy Bible, the Holy Scriptures says,

“Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his
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thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and HE will have
mercy upon him; and to our GOD, for HE will abundantly par-
don.”

Isaiah 55:7
“...Ye turned to GOD from idols to serve the living and true

GOD.”
| Thessalonians 1:9

“Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry.”
I Corinthians 10:14

“Flee fornication. ...”
| Corinthians 6:18

“Flee also youthful lusts: ...”
Il Timothy 2:22
“For the love of money is the root of all (all kinds of) evil: which
while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and
pierced themselves through with many sorrows. But thou, O man
of GOD, flee these things; and follow after righteousness, godli-
ness, faith, love, patience, meekness.”
| Timothy 6:10-11
Everyone should flee from idolatry (idol worship), everyone
should flee from sexual immorality, everyone should flee from youth-
ful lusts, everyone should flee from eagerness for money and every-
one should flee from all other sins of thought, word, deed, and omis-
sion and everyone should make a sincere and steadfast treaty with
the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD, that he would not com-
mit or desire sin till the day of his death and he would live to please
GOD. This is called repentance from sins. This is called "repentance
from dead works" (Hebrews 6:1). This is called "repentance unto
life" (Acts 11:18).

In order to get repentance from sins, everyone should believe the
Gospel, the Good News of GOD; everyone should believe the
Gospel, the Gospel preached by the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY
TRUE GOD; everyone should believe the Gospel of the kingdom of
GOD our LORD.

“...JESUS came into Galilee, preaching the Gospel of the king-
dom of GOD, And saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom
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of GOD is at hand (near): repent ye, and believe the gospel.”
St. Mark 1:14-15

The LORD JESUS CHRIST came into the world to call the sinners to
repentance.

“...For I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repen-

tance.”
St. Matthew 9:13

No sin is too hard for JESUS CHRIST to forgive if we are truly
repentant. Repentance from sins is the most essential thing for salva-
tion, but this repentance alone does not save. Godly sorrow brings
repentance that leads to salvation, but worldly sorrow brings second
death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur.

“For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be re-

pented of (regretted): but the sorrow of the world worketh death.”
II' Corinthians 7:10

There will be more rejoicing in heaven (the kingdom of GOD)
over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons
who do not need to repent; and there is rejoicing in the presence of
the angels of GOD over one sinner who repents. Our LORD JESUS told
this parable of the Lost Sheep:

“What man of you, having an hundred sheep, if he lose one
of them, doth not leave the ninety and nine in the wilderness, and
go after that which is lost, until he find it? And when he hath
found it, he layeth it on his shoulders, rejoicing. And when he
cometh home, he calleth together his friends and neighbours,
saying unto them, Rejoice with me; for I have found my sheep
which was lost. I say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven
over one sinner that repenteth, more than over ninety and nine
just persons, which need no repentance. Likewise, I say unto you,
there is joy in the presence of the angels of GOD over one sinner
that repenteth.”
St. Luke 15:4-7, 10
If a shepherd takes joy in rescuing a single sheep, then how much
more joyful our LORD JESUS will be in the salvation of a sinner. Our
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is not impersonal or aloof from human af-
fairs. In this parable, our LORD JESUS teaches of HIS divine concern
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for every individual. Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST's searching love
is clearly revealed in this parable. Praise The LoRD! Alleluia!

Unless you repent, you will all perish. Our LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST reminds that all are deserving eternal punishment in the eter-
nal hell-fire, and that can be avoided only by turning in repentance
to a merciful GOD. Our LORD JESUS said,

“...Except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.”
St. Luke 13:5
Everyone should take his/her evil deeds from the sight of GOD,
and stop doing wrong,

“Wash you, make you clean; put away the evil of your doings

from before MINE eyes; cease to do evil.”
Isaiah 1:16

'"Wash' indicates a cleansing of the heart, offered by the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST to sinners. This cleansing of the heart is very es-
sential for true repentance.

Moreover, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST meets with sinners with
HIS wounds and blood. HE meets with sinners by HIS HOLY SPIRIT.
HIS most holy blood is ceaselessly running around the world to meet
sinners to repentance. HIS HOLY SPIRIT and HIS mercy and grace are
ceaselessly working to bring sinners to repentance. Deep understand-
ing about one's sins is only by HIS holy blood, and by HIS HOLY
SPIRIT, and by HIS mercy and grace. Everyone should allow himself/
herself to be led by the glorious works of HIS holy blood, and HIS
HOLY SPIRIT and HIS mercy and grace to repentance and salvation.
Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The sorrows of those who run after other gods to get deliverance
or salvation will increase. Other gods are dead; they are deceased;
they live no more; they do not rise; they are no gods at all.

“Their sorrows shall be multiplied that hasten after another

god: ...”
Psalm 16:4

“...For they were no gods, ...”
Isaiah 37:19
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“They are dead, they shall not live; they are deceased, they shall

not rise: ...”
Isaiah 26:14

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is patient with all, not wanting any-
one to perish, but everyone to come to repentance and salvation.
GOD desires for the salvation of all. Whoever believes in HIM and
obtains repentance and salvation will not perish but will have eternal
life (St. John 3:16). Praise The LoRrD! Alleluia!

“The LORD is not slack concerning HIS promise, as some
men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not
willing that any should perish, but that all should come to re-

pentance.”
Il Peter 3:9

Everyone should turn from all vain gods unto the Living GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST, who made heaven and earth and the sea and all
things in them (Acts 14:15) and repent to HIM, because a resurrec-
tion and a judgment day are coming shortly (Acts 17:30-31).

3.1 FORGIVENESS (REMISSION)

Man's sinful mind is always hostile to GOD. Man's sinful nature is al-
ways hostile to GOD (Romans 8:7). Man's sins and iniquities always
kindle GOD's anger. Because of man's sins and iniquities, his flesh
becomes sick and there is no health in his bones. Man's sins and in-
iquities have gone over his head; like a heavy burden they are too
heavy for him.

“There is no soundness in my flesh because of THINE anget;
neither is there any rest (health) in my bones because of
my sin. For mine iniquities are gone over mine head: as an
heavy burden they are too heavy for me.”
Psalm 38:3-4
All blessings of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD are
obtained free. They are obtained as gifts, free of cost. The blessings
of the LORD are priceless, and no one can buy them from any other
source or by any other means or at any cost or under any circum-
stances and they are immensely glorious blessings.
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How is the blessed and glorious experience of the forgiveness
of sins or remission of sins obtained free?

Forgiveness is a divine quality. If a man commits a sin or a crime,
he should be punished. This is justice. But, JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY
TRUE GOD, who came into this world, bore in HIS most holy flesh
horrible pains, the punishment for sins committed by sinners. HE
shed HIS most holy blood for mankind from Gethsemane to Calvary
(Golgotha, the place of a skull): and HE sacrificed HIS most holy life
for mankind on the Calvary, by hanging on three nails on the cross.
Therefore, people get this glorious experience of remission of sins or
forgiveness of sins by HIM and by HIS most holy flesh and by HIS
most holy blood and by HIS most holy life, without any cost, through
faith. Forgiveness is the gift of GOD by grace.

“In whom we have redemption through HIS blood, the forgive-
ness of sins, according to the riches of HIS grace.”
Ephesians 1:7
“To HIM give all the prophets witness, that through HIS name
whosoever believeth (believes) in HIM shall receive remission
(forgiveness) of sins.”
Acts 10:43

What should man do to obtain forgiveness of sins?

One should decide to give up his sins, and hate sinful ways, sinful
thoughts, sinful deeds, wicked ways, wicked thoughts, wicked deeds,
filthy ways, filthy thoughts, lying words, harsh words, deceptive
words, malicious words, idle words, filthy words, corrupt words, fool-
ish talking, coarse jesting (joking), obscenities, and filthy deeds and
he should totally repent to GOD. He should make a sincere and stead-
fast treaty with GOD that he would not commit or desire sin till the
day of his death and he would live to please GOD in HIS truth, the
truthful way and he would glorify HIS name for evermore (Psalm
86:11-12). Moreover, he should believe that the LORD JESUS CHRIST,
the ONLY TRUE GOD, suffered for him horribly, shed HIS most holy
blood and died for the forgiveness of sins.

After having repented as above, everyone should confess all his
sins of thought, word, deed, and omission to the LORD JESUS CHRIST
with tears and groaning and weeping and humility, by remembering
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the crucifixion of the LORD JESUS CHRIST and giving up all his sins.
Those who hide their sins will not prosper. Those who confess their
sins and give them up will receive mercy and forgiveness of sins.

“He that covereth (covers) his sins shall not prosper: but whoso
confesseth (confesses) and forsaketh (forsakes) them shall have
mercy.”
Proverbs 28:13
Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the sole authority to forgive sins.

“But that ye may know that the SON OF MAN (the LORD JESUS

CHRIST) hath power on earth to forgive sins, ...”
St. Matthew 9:6

When a man receives the experience of forgiveness of sins, he
enjoys immense peace, happiness and consolation. He is relieved of
all his mental troubles, all sorrows, all heaviness, all worties, all suf-
ferings, all infirmities, all diseases and all bonds of devils, caused by
his sins. He enjoys good health, strength and vitality. This divine heal-
ing is a true sign of a man who has obtained forgiveness (remission)
of sins or iniquities (Psalm 103:3).

Forgiveness is not based on a show of godliness and good works,
fastings, pilgrimages, and giving of alms. It is based on the shedding
of blood of JESUS. Without the shedding of blood, there is no for-
giveness of sins (Hebrews 9:22).

4. SALVATION (DELIVERANCE)

Salvation from sins means deliverance from sins. Everyone must do
the works GOD desires and requires. Steadfast belief on the LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST is the primary work GOD desires and requires. We
must be saved to do the works GOD desires and requires.

Salvation is near those who fear HIM (Psalm 85:9). Our GOD,
the LORD JESUS CHRIST is near unto those who are of a broken
heart and saves those who are of a contrite spirit (Psalm 34:18).
Salvation is far from the wicked for they do not seek HIS statutes
(Psalm 119:155). GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST saves the upright in
heart (Psalm 7:10).
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How do people obtain this free and glorious experience of salva-
tion from sins, or the experience of sinlessness, or a life with an aver-
sion to sins, or the experience of being dead to sins and living for
righteousness? Our LORD JESUS CHRIST who came in this world, bore
the sins borne by people, by hanging on three nails on the cross.
Therefore, salvation from sins is obtained free of cost by people. By
grace anyone can be saved, through faith. It is the gift of GOD.

“For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of your-

selves: it is the gift of GOD.”
Ephesians 2:8

You will be saved if you repent of your sins. Even the prayers of
Noah, Daniel and Job would not save you (Ezekiel 14:14).

What should man do to be saved?

“...Sirs, what must I do to be saved? And they said, Believe
on the LORD JESUS CHRIST, and thou shalt be saved, and thy

house.”
Acts 16:30-31

One should have faith to be saved. One should have belief to be
saved. One should believe that the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Only
Saviour, who suffered and died to save mankind. In order to get sal-
vation from sins, everyone should pray to the LORD JESUS CHRIST
with tears and groaning and weeping and humility, as stated above
(Psalm 34:18; 6:6-8; St. Matthew 5:4; St. Luke 22:62; James 4:9-10).
Further, in order to get salvation from sins, everyone should have
much love toward the Saviour, the LORD JESUS CHRIST with great hu-
mility, and implicit faith in HIM. Love comes out of faith and humil-
ity also comes out of faith. Faith, love and humility bring peace—the
divine peace to the saved (St. Luke 7:37-38, 47-48, 50).

One who acknowledges JESUS CHRIST as GOD, the LORD and
believes that GOD, the LORD raised HIM from the dead will find
salvation. Salvation involves inward belief with the heart and out-
ward confession with the mouth (Romans 10:9-10). Confession of
sins by mouth is very essential for getting salvation from sins
(Romans 10:10). Whoever calls upon the name of the LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST will be saved (Romans 10:13). Anyone who believes
on HIM will not be put to shame (Romans 10:11). When a man is
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saved, he experiences a great flood of happiness and joy. The LORD
JESUS CHRIST will remove his sins and his sins cannot be seen by any-
one (Psalm 103:12). The following verses describe the blessedness
of forgiveness and salvation.

“Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is
covered. Blessed is the man unto whom the LORD imputeth not
iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no guile.”

Psalm 32:1-2
“HE will turn again, HE will have compassion upon us; HE will
subdue our iniquities; and THOU wilt cast all their (our) sins

into the depths of the sea.”
Micah 7:19

Those who obtain salvation, experience a state of great relief,
easiness, and separation from sins. The perfect salvation makes one,
a man of good and noble qualities, a man of immense happiness and
joy. Others can see this great change in his life as a bright light and a
burning torch or lamp (Isaiah 62:1; Psalm 13:5). The saved people
possess the grace of GOD, the grace of the HOLY SPIRIT (Ephesians
2:8). But, they should wait and pray for the anointing with the HOLY
SPIRIT (Acts 1:4-5, 8; 2:1-4).

The saved one is a person who lives with hatred for sins. He is a
person who dislikes a dress, which appeals to the world. He hates
luxuries and worldly amusements. He has not conformed (fashioned)
himself to this world. The man who is saved is fully transformed into
a new man, with the knowledge of the good, acceptable and perfect
will of GOD. He offers himself wholly to GOD as a living sacrifice,
holy and acceptable unto GOD. This is the reasonable (spiritual) act
of worship. By this worship, he attains an entirely new experience of
a new life, the Christian life. This Christian life begins with total com-
mitment and irrevocable presentation of the body to GOD.

“I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of GOD, that ye
present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto GOD,
which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this
world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that
ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will

OfGOD."
Romans 12:1-2
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The LORD JESUS CHRIST alone has the power to save people from
sins. Salvation is by none but JESUS CHRIST. This salvation is so great.
The LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Only Saviour of the world. There is
no other saviour (Isaiah 43:11; Acts 4:12; St. Matthew 1:21; I Timo-
thy 1:15). GOD's propitiation (atoning sactifice) removes GOD's pun-
ishment for our sins.

“...For we have heard HIM ourselves, and know that this is in-

deed the CHRIST, the Saviour of the world.”
St. John 4:42

“And HE is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but

also for the sins of the whole world.”
I John 2:2

“How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at
the first began to be spoken by the LORD, and was confirmed
unto us by them that heard HIM; GOD also bearing them witness,
both with signs and wonders, and with divers (various) miracles,
and gifts of the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT), according to

HIS own will?”
Hebrews 2:3-4

"Look unto ME, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth" (Isaiah
45:22) is a glorious invitation to the whole world to come to the
LORD GOD to get salvation from sins. To be saved, everyone should
look upon the terribly pierced LORD JESUS CHRIST whose hands,
feet and side were terribly pierced for us on the cross at Calvary
(Psalm 22:16; St. John 19:34, 37) and everyone should greatly mourn
for HIM by confessing his/her sins, as one moutns in bitterness for
his/her only son or for his/her firstborn (Zechariah 12:10). All the
families of the whole world, including men, women and children
should mourn like this for their salvation from sins (Zechariah 12:
10-14). When we greatly weep and mourn for our salvation from sins
and for our forgiveness of sins by confessing our sins, the open foun-
tain from the Rock of our salvation, the LORD JESUS CHRIST (Zecha-
riah 13:1; Deuteronomy 32:15)—the most holy blood of HIS cross at
Calvary, cleanses and removes all our sins and all our uncleanness
from us (I John 1:7, 9). Now this is not the time for us to laugh and
dance. But, this is the time for us to mourn and weep (Ecclesiastes
3:4) for our sins.
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Our LORD JESUS has said,

“Blessed are ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh. Woe unto
you that laugh now! For ye shall mourn and weep.”
St. Luke 6:21, 25

Further, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST lovingly calls us all to give
us rest (St. Matthew 11:28).

Salvation from sins gives us rest for our bodies. It also gives us
rest for our spirit; and it also gives us rest for our souls (St. Matthew
11:29). We can not save ourselves from sins since salvation belongs
to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST (Psalm 3:8). GoD alone can save us.

The saved people should always bear good witness (testimony) by
the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD and by the truth and by the servants
of the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST and by all men and by GOD.

“The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the

children of GOD.”
Romans 8:16

“Demetrius hath good report of all men, and of the truth itself:

yea, and we also bear record; and ye know that our record is
true.”

11 John 12
“Ye are witnesses, and GOD also, how holily (devoutly) and justly

and unblameably we behaved ourselves among you that

believe.”
| Thessalonians 2:10

The saved have a new heavenly Master—JESUS CHRIST and they
are His servants (Jude 1). We have CHRIST in heaven to plead our
cause (I John 2:1). No power in heaven or earth can separate us from
HIS love (Romans 8:35-39). We can live according to the SPIRIT. The
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD is alive and actively at work in our lives. We
are freed from our sins and live in the light of this divine freedom, as
GOD's children (Romans 8:14). We were dead to GOD before; and we
are alive to HIM now.

Because of the following assurance of salvation, the believers
need not be ashamed of CHRIST, even when they find themselves in
dangerous and difficult circumstances (I John 5:13-15).



164 ONE GOD ! ONE PEOPLE !!

Now, a man must trust CHRIST alone for his salvation. Salvation
is the gift of GOD; salvation is by divine grace of GOD; salvation is
through the faith of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Salvation gives
deliverance, safety, preservation, healing, and soundness. If one is
saved from sin, then he has been saved from the guilt and penalty of
sin; he is being saved from the habit and dominion of sin in this
worldly life; and finally, when the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST returns,
he will be saved (raised or transformed) from corruptible to incor-
ruptible and from mortal to immortal (I Corinthians 15:52-53).

“Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us (made us
alive) together with CHRIST, (by grace ye are saved;) For by
grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is
the gift of GOD.”
Ephesians 2:5, 8
Again, JESUS gives salvation from sins. When our LORD GOD,
JESUS was in this world, people thought that they must do some
works to earn everlasting life which they thought they would be able
to do. So JESUS reminded them that an exclusive focus on material
blessings is wrong. The only work GOD desires and requires is faith
or trust in JESUS as MESSIAH and SON OF GOD (St. John 5:24; 6:28-
29). The saved or the righteous live by faith (Hebrews 10:38).

The saved are the sinless; they have died to sins; they are living
for righteousness and holiness.

“Who HIS own self bare our sins in HIS own body on the tree,
that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by

whose stripes ye were healed.”
| Peter 2:24

The saved live a sinless life in a sinful world like the saltwater
fishes (not absorbing saltiness) in seawater (salty water).

The saved have presented their whole spirit, soul, and body wholly
to GOD as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to GOD—this is their
reasonable (spiritual) act of worship (I Thessalonians 5:23; Romans
12:1). The saved do not conform to this world; they are transformed
by the renewing of their mind; they are able to prove what GOD's
will is—HIS good, acceptable and perfect will (Romans 12:2).
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The saved do not beautify their body by outward adornment, such
as braided hair and the wearing of gold or any other jewellery and
costly (fine) clothes. Instead, they beautify their hidden person of the
heart (inner self), with the incorruptible beauty of a gentle and quiet
spirit, which is very precious in the sight of GOD.

“Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting
the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel (fine
apparel); But let it be the hidden man of the heart, in that which
is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit,
which is in the sight of GOD of great price.”
| Peter 3:3-4
The souls of the saved (believers) cling to the divine Soul of Gop;
the saved cling to cob. The souls of the unsaved (sinners) cling to
the dust (Psalm 119:25); the souls of the unsaved cling to the devil,
Satan; the unsaved cling to Satan, the devil. Lastly, the souls of the
unsaved will inherit hell, the hell-fire; the unsaved will inherit hell (St.
Matthew 10:28; Psalm 9:17). The souls of the saved will inherit
heaven, the kingdom of GoD; the saved will inherit heaven (Hebrews
10:34).

The saved wear modest apparel, with sobriety and moderation;
they adorn themselves with godliness and with good works (I Timo-
thy 2:9-10). The saved separate themselves from vain worships; they
do not hearken to any vain teachings, the doctrines of men (St. Mat-
thew 15:7-9). The saved have saved themselves from the perverse
generation (Acts 2:40).

The saved have died with CHRIST from the rudiments (the basic
principles and regulations) of the world (Colossians 2:20). They
never nullify the Word of GOD by their traditions, the traditions of
men (St. Mark 7:8-9, 13).

The saved do not walk in the counsel of the ungodly; they do not
stand in the way of the sinners; they do not sit in the seat of the
scornful; they do not sit in the company of the mockers (revellers);
they do not rejoice with the revellers; their delight is in the law of
the LORD; in HIS law they meditate day and night (Psalm 1:1-2;
Jeremiah 15:17). Anyone's association with people in secret or pub-
lic sin will bring his/her fall in his/her spititual life. When anyone
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attends the feasts and festivities of the ungodly sinners, it will incline
his/her heart towards sin. What a hotrible thing it is!

The saved give thanks to the LORD at the remembrance of HIS
holiness (Psalm 30:4). They give thanks to the LORD because of HIS
righteousness and they sing praise to the name of the LORD Most
High (Psalm 7:17). They greatly mourn at the remembrance of HIS
afflictions, sufferings, pains, sorrows, troubles, and distresses (Isaiah
53:3-7).

The saved are the holy; they are holy in all their conduct (I Peter
1:14-16). The saved are the righteous (Psalm 1:5). They hate lying
(Proverbs 13:5). The saved are the saints; the LORD GOD does not
forsake HIS saints; they are preserved for ever (Psalm 37:28). The
saved are the children of GOD; they are born of GOD; they do not
sin; they cannot sin (I John 3:9-10).

JESUS CHRIST saves us not by our works of righteousness which we
have done, but according to HIS abundant mercy (Titus 3:5). HE gives
us HIS perfect and stable salvation by the washing of regeneration re-
ceived through baptism and by the renewing of the HOLY SPIRIT and
by the resurrection of JESUS CHRIST received through baptism (Titus
3:5; I Peter 3:21). Wisdom and knowledge and strength of salvation
will be the stable foundation of our times. The fear of the LORD is the
treasure due to perfect and stable salvation (Isaiah 33:6). Gob's salva-
tion is perfect and stable and it abides in us for ever and ever.

The saved live remembering HIS love (I John 4:8). They are the
disciples of our LORD JESUS CHRIST and they are called Christians.
The disciples were first called Christians in Antioch (Acts 11:20).

The saved live like the blind; they live like the deaf; they live like
the dumb (the mute). They have seen many things, but have paid no
attention; their ears are open, but they do not hear; they refrain their
tongues from evil and their lips from speaking deceit (Isaiah
42:19-20; 1 Peter 3:10). Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The saved are pure in heart (Psalm 73:1). They live by faith (He-
brews 10:38). They are healed by the prayer of faith (James 5:15). In
their illness or disease they do not seek the physicians or doctors, but
their LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST only.
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Now, one's salvation burns like a burning lamp. Hence, it is not a
hidden one. If anyone is saved, his/her salvation will be cleatly
visible to all (Isaiah 62:1). Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Again, the saved people are the salt of the earth (St. Matthew
5:13). Salt is used to give a better sweetness, pleasantness, tasteful-
ness and flavour to foods and it is also used to preserve foods. Like-
wise, the saved people give sweetness, pleasantness, tastefulness and
flavour to the world in which they live and they act as a preservative
to the world in which they live. They live holy and godly lives.

Further, the saved people are the light of the world. So, their light
must shine before men, that they may see the good works of the
saved, and glorify our FATHER in heaven (St. Matthew 5:14, 106).

In cop's perfect and stable salvation, HE gives forgiveness of sins,
redemption, sanctification, justification, regeneration, reconciliation,
transformation, conformation, etc.; HE removes the record of our sins
from before HIM from His book (Revelation 20:12, 15); HE purges away
the dross of our sins; HE takes away the tin of our sins (Isaiah 1:25);
HE burns away the garbage and trash of our sins (Isaiah 4:4); HE
washes away the traces of our sins, making us as snow and white
like wool (Isaiah 1:18); HE purifies and cleanses our sins (I John 1:7);
and HE cancels the punishment of our sins, the second death—the
fiery lake of burning sulphur (Revelation 21:8).

For the perfect and stable salvation, the human body should be
absolutely saved/delivered from sin (Romans 6:6); the human spirit
(the human power or the human strength) should be absolutely
saved/delivered from self-will/selfishness (II Peter 1:21); and the hu-
man soul should be absolutely saved/delivered from death, the sec-
ond death—the fiery lake of burning sulphur (Psalm 116:8; Revela-
tion 21:8).

Here let us remember a question raised by many. It is: "Can any
sinner be saved on the day of the coming of our LORD JESUS CHRIST?"

Many people have a wrong and absurd thought that the spirit/soul
of any sinner will be saved in the day of the LORD JESUS CHRIST; the
spitit/soul of any sinner will be saved during the coming of the LORD
JESUS CHRIST. But, no sinner will be saved in the day of the LORD
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JESUS CHRIST; no sinner will be saved during the coming of the LORD
JESUS cHRIST. The spirit/soul of any sinner will not be saved in the
day of the LORD JESUS CHRIST; the spirit/soul of any sinner will not
be saved during the coming of the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

No sinner will be saved in the day of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, un-
less he/she repents off his/her sins and gets forgiveness of sins,
salvation from sins, holiness and holy life. No sinner will be saved
during the coming of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, unless he/she repents
off his/her sins and gets forgiveness of sins, salvation from sins,
holiness and holy life. The spirit/soul of any sinner will not be saved
in the day of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, unless he/she repents off his/
her sins and gets forgiveness of sins, salvation from sins, holiness and
holy life. The spitit/soul of any sinner will not be saved during the
coming of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, unless he/she repents off his/her
sins and gets forgiveness of sins, salvation from sins, holiness and
holy life. Each one will receive the things done while in the body,
according to what he/she has done, whether good or bad.

“For we must all appear before the judgment seat of CHRIST;
that every one may receive the things done in his body, accord-

ing to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.”
Il Corinthians 5:10

GOD's children, the saved or the redeemed should not forget their
former days of darkness, sickness, poverty and bondage to sin to
receive HIS blessings abundantly. Moses exhorts the Israelites four
times to remember their former days of bondage in Egypt to receive
HIS abundant blessings (Deuteronomy 15:15; 16:12; 24:18, 22).

In Israel, to enter into the wedding feast of a king or a king's son,
everyone in the feast should have the wedding garment given by the
king (St. Matthew 22:11). If anyone does not wear the wedding gar-
ment given by the king, it means that he fully despises the king (St.
Matthew 22:12). In the same manner, to enter into our heavenly
KING, the KING of kings, the LORD JESUS CHRIST's heavenly house,
the kingdom of GOD/the kingdom of heaven for HIS heavenly feast/
eternal feast, everyone should have the fine, bright, white and clean
spiritual robe of righteousness and spiritual garments of salvation
(Isaiah 61:10; Revelation 19:8). Without these very valuable (invalu-
able) and beautiful spiritual clothes (Zechariah 3:4)—the spiritual
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garments and robe, no one should enter into heaven, the kingdom of
GOD—the divine world of wonders. Anyone who does not have
these spiritual garments and robe, that is, anyone who does not re-
ceive salvation from sins, righteousness, holiness and holy life, will
be thrown into outer darkness, hell, the fiery lake of burning sulphur
and there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth for ever and ever
(St. Matthew 22:13). What a pitiable thing it is!

4.1 DIVINE GOODNESS (DIVINE CONVERSION)

After getting salvation, everyone should pray to the LORD JESUS
CHRIST for the experience of divine goodness or divine conversion
with tears and groaning and weeping and humility as stated above.

“For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness
and truth.”
Ephesians 5:9
“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering,
gentleness (kindness), goodness, faith (faithfulness), Meekness,
temperance: against such there is no law.”
Galatians 5:22-23
At divine conversion every believer has crucified the flesh with
its passions and lusts.

“And they that are CHRIST's have crucified the flesh with the

affections and lusts.”
Galatians 5:24

At divine conversion the Spirit of GOD gives us new life to walk
in step with the Spirit (Galatians 5:25).

When a man gets divine goodness, the fruit of the Spirit from the
LORD JESUS CHRIST, he is a new creation; the old things have gone
away from him, and new things have come into him. All bad habits
and bad behaviours have gone away from him; all good habits and
good behaviours have come into him and he will be in CHRIST.

“Therefore if any man be in CHRIST, he is a new creature: old

things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.”
Il Corinthians 5:17

Every man is sinful at his birth and every man is sinful from the
time his mother conceived him. Hence, every man is a sinner by
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birth; every man is brought forth in sin, in iniquity and in wicked-
ness. When a man gets divine goodness from the LORD JESUS CHRIST,
sins are blotted out from him.

“Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be
blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the

presence of the LORD.”
Acts 3:19

Unless a man gets the experience of divine goodness (divine con-
version) from the LORD JESUS CHRIST, he cannot be a spiritually
converted man. Only the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD
is giving this divine goodness, the fruit of the Spirit, free of cost.

4.2 BORN-AGAIN EXPERIENCE (REGENERATION)

After getting the above four spiritual experiences, (viz., repentance
from sins, forgiveness of sins, salvation from sins, and the experience
of divine goodness) from the LORD JESUS CHRIST, everyone should
pray to the LORD JESUS CHRIST for the born-again or born-from-above
experience with tears and groaning and weeping and humility as
stated above.

Nicodemus was the ruler of the Jews who secretly came to JESUS
during the night. He was a member of the Sanhedrin. He was a
Pharisee and a master (teacher). At the crucifixion of JESUS, he
boldly and publicly stood as HIS disciple (St. John 19:38-40). Our
LORD JESUS said to Nicodemus,

“Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he
cannot see the kingdom of GOD. Verily, verily, I say unto thee,
Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter
into the kingdom of GOD.”

St. John 3:3, 5

Thus, a spiritually converted man is a born-again man, born of wa-
ter and of the Spirit. Spiritual meaning of water is the Word of truth
(James 1:18). Such a man is a man born-from-above, born with the
Word of truth. A born-again man is a spiritual child or spiritual baby.
Only the LORD JESUS CHRIST is giving this spiritual gift, free of cost.

The above five spiritual experiences are evidences of what is
generally called salvation from sins. A fully saved person is a sinless
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person. A sinless person is a fully saved person. After getting the sal-
vation from sins, everyone should pray for his spiritual growth
continuously. Then only he will be able to grow in his spiritual life.
Whatever one asks in prayer of faith he will get them all.

We know that whoever is saved or whoever is born of GOD does
not commit sin, for HIS seed—the Word of GOD sown in his heart
(St. Matthew 13:4, 19) remains in him; and he cannot sin (I John
3:9). He who is born of GOD keeps himself, in the ways of JESUS
and the wicked one cannot touch him (I John 5:18). If anyone misses
his/her spiritual experience of salvation or lacks in his/her spiritual
experience of salvation, he/she is still a sinner.

4.3 HOLINESS AND HOLY LIFE

Holiness as well as holy life is the lifeblood of spititual life/Chris-
tian life. In our Christian life, we should walk and live in the Spirit
(Galatians 5:25) and keep ourselves in perfect holiness, as per the
Code of Conduct set by our ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST, through HIS Holy Bible, the Holy Word of GOD. Now-
a-days, the Holy Word of GOD, the Holy Bible is highly misinter-
preted in many ways and its divine doctrines are highly diluted by
many ways by many modern Christian church leaders and by many
ancient Christian church leaders and teachers, preachers and pastors.
They are utterly decaying and destroying the holiness and holy life
of people by their deadly harmful teaching and preaching with entic-
ing words and flattering speeches. Further, love of money and thirst
of power also decay and destroy many Christian lives, including
GOD's ministers, viz. pastors, teachers, etc.

Holiness and holy life are very essential for our spiritual life of
this world as well as our eternal life in heaven, the kingdom of GOD.
Those who keep our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST's statutes and live
a holy and sinless life have eternal life; others have no eternal life
and they will die in their sins. To enter into our GOD's eternal king-
dom, we must go to HIM to obtain HIS eternal life (St. John 5:39-40).
GoD, the LORD JEsus CHRIST loves holiness and holy life. No one
should profane his/her holiness and holy life (Malachi 2:11).

“Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man
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shall see the LORD.”
Hebrews 12:14

“For GOD hath not called us unto uncleanness, but unto holi-

ness.”
| Thessalonians 4:7

I Thessalonians 4:7 demands a statement of the Christian doctrine
of purity. Impurity is (i) From the point of view of the man himself.
A dishonouring of the temple of the HOLY SPIRIT, our body
(I Corinthians 3:16) brings impurity. So, we must honour the body,
not defile it.

(ii) From the point of view of our brothers and sisters and others.
A violation of the law of life and love brings impurity. A fraud and a
cheat violate the law of life and love. Sins of the flesh were lightly
regarded by the heathen world.

For the worldly or bodily preparation and purification to stand be-
fore a worldly king Ahasuerus, Esther required twelve months
(Esther 2:12). In that case, for us to stand before our most holy heav-
enly KING, the LORD JESUS CHRIST, how great a spiritually careful
preparation is required by us! And how extensively should we have a
spiritual purification or sanctification of our spirit, soul and body!

To sanctify means to separate and set apart for a divine purpose
(I Thessalonians 5:23). Sanctification results in withdrawing from
selfishness and the world by gaining fellowship with and towards
GOD. Therefore, sanctified people are set apart for a holy purpose.
That purpose is to serve the LORD and to glorify HIM in whatever
they do. Hence, the believers should constantly set themselves apart
from sin and sinful ways and sinful thoughts and sinful deeds, in their
life. Sanctification is the divine act of GOD's grace, through the
power of the HOLY SPIRIT. By sanctification, the affections of the
believers are purified and alienated from sin and the world. By sanc-
tification, the believers are exalted to a supreme love of GOD. Only
by sanctification, will the believers be holy in spirit, soul and body
wholly and without blame before GOD in love (I Thessalonians 4:3).
They will be more and more like JESUS through the work of the
HOLY SPIRIT (I Corinthians 6:11). Gop’s Sanctification is very essen-
tial for cop’s Justification. Gob’s Justification is very essential for
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cop’s Glorification (Romans 8:30). Gop’s Glorification is very essen-
tial to worship, obey and enjoy Gop’s divine friendship and love eter-
nally in heaven, the Kingdom of cop. The Gop of Glory is CHRIST
(Acts 7:2).

“...GOD hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation through

sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth.”
Il Thessalonians 2:13

Justification — GOD's act of declaring us "not guilty" for our sins.
It is the act of GOD that declares a sinner righteous by faith on the
merit of the LORD JESUS CHRIST's sactifice. It is the addition of righ-
teousness of CHRIST as well as the subtraction of sins. Anyone who
comes to JESUS CHRIST and trusts HIM for salvation and obtains sal-
vation from HIM will be justified in the name of HIM (Romans 4:25).

“For all have sinned, and come (fall) short of the glory of GOD;
Being justified freely (without any cost) by HIS grace through
the redemption that is in CHRIST JESUS.”
Romans 3:23-24
The LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD washes off the sins
of the people with HIS extremely holy blood and sanctifies them. The
extremely holy blood of the LORD JESUS CHRIST purifies us from all
sin.

“...And the blood of JESUS CHRIST HIS SON cleanseth us from

all sin.”
| John 1:7

The people of GOD are sanctified and cleansed by the washing of
water. "The washing of water' means 'water baptism' (Ephesians
5:26). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST sanctifies those who abstain from ev-
ery kind of evil (I Thessalonians 5:22) and those who are keeping
HIS statutes and doing according to them (Leviticus 20:8). The people
of GOD are sanctified by HIS truth. HIS Word is truth.

“Sanctify them through THY truth: THY Word is truth.”
St. John 17:17

The people who are saved by JESUS CHRIST are sanctified by bap-
tism, the total immersion in water according to the Word of GOD, in
the name of the FATHER and of the SON and of the HOLY SPIRIT.
They are further sanctified totally by the HOLY SPIRIT. Thus, the
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people obtain the exceedingly glorious experiences of sanctification
and holy life, free of cost (I Corinthians 6:11).

Rules relating to male uncleanness caused by his bodily discharge
(seminal) and female uncleanness caused by her bodily discharge (men-
strual) were given to HIS people in Leviticus 15. Washing was pre-
scribed both to prevent infection and to sterlize. Washing is a GOD-
directed means to maintain physical health and to preserve spiritual
dignity. Due to CHRIST's perfect sacrifice on the cross at Calvary, such
disqualifications mentioned in Leviticus no longer apply. So, no woman
should be afraid to read the Holy Bible and join in worship at such a
time. All the people are fit to stand in HIS presence at any time.

To obtain the experiences of holiness and holy life, everyone
should pray to GOD with tears and groaning and weeping and
humility as stated above. JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD alone
sanctifies people. HE alone is the exceedingly holy GOD. Everyone
should be pure in heart, to see GOD (St. Matthew 5:8).

By a sad countenance, the heart is made better and pure.

“Sorrow is better than laughter: for by the sadness of the countenance
the heart is made better.”
Ecclesiastes 7:3

Firstly, the unsaved people or the sinners should not pray for the
anointing of the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD. Firstly, they should pray
for getting salvation from sins and after obtaining salvation from sins,
they should pray for getting holiness and holy life. When they attain
the required holiness and holy life to obtain the HOLY SPIRIT of the
LORD, they will be anointed with the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST. Our hearts will be made clean by the HOLY SPIRIT of
Gob when we put our faith (trust) in HIm (Acts 15:8-9). Gob, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST wants this inward cleansing of our hearts.

If the unsaved people or the sinners pray for the anointing of the
HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD, they will not receive the HOLY SPIRIT of
the LORD. The HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD will not dwell in the un-
clean, impure and evil people. The HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD will
dwell in HIS holy people, since the LORD GOD is the most holy GOD.
When the unclean and impure and evil people pray for the anointing
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of the HOLY SPIRIT of the most holy GOD, they will not be anointed
with the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD, but they will be anointed with the evil
spirit of Satan, the devil. The evil spirit of Satan, the devil will enter
into the unclean and impure and evil people very cunningly and
deceitfully, when they pray for the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD. So, the
unsaved people or the sinners are warned of the danger of anointing
of the evil spirit. Anointing of the evil spirit of Satan, the devil may
cause severe non-peace of mind, severe diseases, and even severe
madness (severe mental illness).

Everyone should be holy, because our LORD GOD is holy.

“But as HE which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all
manner of conversation (conduct or living); Because it is written,

Be ye holy; for I am holy.” | Peter 1:15-16
eter 1:15-

4.4 EXPERIENCE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Spirit means power or strength. The HOLY SPIRIT means the holy
strength or the holy power of the LORD GOD to live a holy life or
spiritual life. A person who has not received the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD
cannot live a holy life. He cannot live a spiritual life. The HOLY
SPIRIT or the GOD's SPIRIT or the HOLY GHOST is the holy strength or
the holy power from heaven. It is the holy strength or the holy power
of the Most High. Those who receive the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD are
HIS witnesses.

“But ye shall receive power, after that (when) the HOLY GHOST
(the HOLY SPIRIT) is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses
unto ME both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria,

and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”
Acts 1:8

The HOLY SPIRIT is the Spirit of faith. The HOLY SPIRIT is the pre-
cious faith (I Peter 1:1).

“We having the same Spirit of faith, according as it is written, |
believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and there-

fore speak.”
II' Corinthians 4:13
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The HOLY SPIRIT is given to those who obey GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST. The HOLY SPIRIT is given to those who obey the Word
of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“...And so is also the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT), whom

GOD hath given to them that obey HIM.”
Acts 5:32

The HOLY SPIRIT is given in answer to prayet.

“If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your
children: how much more shall your heavenly FATHER give the

HOLY SPIRIT to them that ask HIM?”
St. Luke 11:13

The saved people should pray to GOD with tears and groaning and
weeping and humility to obtain the experience of the HOLY SPIRIT as
stated above. A man who has not obtained the HOLY SPIRIT or the
Spirit of CHRIST is not at all spiritual; he is not a Christian; he does
not belong to CHRIST; he is not eligible to inherit heaven, the king-
dom of GOD.

“...Now if any man have not the Spirit of CHRIST, he is none of

HIS.”
Romans 8:9

Those who have obtained the HOLY SPIRIT or those who have
been anointed with the HOLY SPIRIT enjoy the happiness of speaking
to GOD, the divine secrets and the wonderful works and the glories
of the LORD GOD in different languages not known to them. They
enjoy great pleasure, comfort and consolation and they grow in holi-
ness and godliness.

“Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the

wonderful works of GOD. And they were all amazed, ...”
Acts 2:11-12

“For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto
men, but unto GOD: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in

the Spirit he speaketh mysteries.”
I Corinthians 14:2

“He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; ...”
| Corinthians 14:4
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The HOLY SPIRIT or the Spirit of GOD is the Spirit of Truth (I John
4:6). The Spirit of GOD is the divine Comforter (St. John 16:7). The
HOLY SPIRIT of GOD is the Holy Power from on High (St. Luke
24:49). Anointing with the HOLY SPIRIT is anointing with fresh and
fine oil of heaven (Psalm 92:10). The Spirit of GOD or the Spirit of
the LORD is the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of
counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the
LORD (Isaiah 11:2).

The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD is the seal for the day of redemption.
The sealer is the LORD JESUS CHRIST; the seal is the HOLY SPIRIT.
This seal denotes both identification of ownership and protection
provided by the owner, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. The HOLY SPIRIT as
the seal to the believers is the earnest of their inheritance (Ephesians
1:13-14). The word earnest means down payment. The HOLY SPIRIT
is a down payment of GOD's commitment to give them all other
things HE has promised.

“And grieve not the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD, whereby ye are sealed
unto the day of redemption.”
Ephesians 4:30

The HOLY SPIRIT (the SPIRIT of TRUTH) dwells in those who be-
lieve in JESUS CHRIST.

“Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, be-
cause it seeth HIM not, neither knoweth HIM: but ye know HIM;
for HE dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.”
St. John 14:17

Except by the HOLY SPIRIT, no one can say, "JESUS is the LORD".

“...And that no man can say that JESUS is the LORD, but by the
HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT).”
| Corinthians 12:3

The HOLY SPIRIT is the Spirit of adoption. The HOLY SPIRIT is the
Spitit of GOD the SON (the LORD JESUS CHRIST). Only by the HOLY
SPIRIT of GOD, we can cry, "ABBA, FATHER" (Galatians 4:0).

“...Ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, ABBA,
FATHER.”
Romans 8:15
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Those who are filled with the HOLY SPIRIT bear the fruit of the
Spirit, namely: love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness,
faith, meekness, temperance, righteousness, and truth (Galatians
5:22-23; Ephesians 5:9).

Those who are filled with the HOLY SPIRIT live in the Spirit and
walk in the Spirit.

“If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.”
Galatians 5:25

The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD bears witness with our spirit, that we
are GOD's children.

“The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the

children of GOD.”
Romans 8:16

And if we are GOD's children, then we are HIS heirs—heirs of
GOD, and joint-heirs with CHRIST.

“And if children, then heirs; heirs of GOD, and joint-heirs with

CHRIST; ...”
Romans 8:17

The natural man or unspiritual man has no spiritual discernment,
since he has no faith on GOD's revelation. The spiritual discernment
is generated only by the HOLY SPIRIT. The things of GOD are spiritu-
ally discerned through the power of the HOLY SPIRIT.

“But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of
GOD: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know

them, because they are spiritually discerned.”
I Corinthians 2:14

The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST gives to HIS people the most glori-
ous experience of anointing by the HOLY SPIRIT free of cost.
4.5 REDEMPTION FROM SINS

How is this glorious and free redemption from sins obtained
by people, who have been enslaved or possessed by Satan, the
devil?

A man who has pledged his article (with a pawnbroker) cannot
redeem it without paying money. If the money is not paid, the
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article, which was pledged, will belong to the other person (the
pawnbroker).

Likewise, the first man and woman, created by GOD were holy and
perfect and they belonged to GOD alone. They obeyed the command-
ment of GOD. But Satan, the devil cunningly deceived them and
made them violate GOD's commandment. He stealthily captured
them, took them captives, and made them his own slaves. Satan con-
verted them and their generations into enemies of GOD and grievous
sinners. Thus, Satan made them his own people. The LORD JESUS
CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD came into this wotld and offered HIS
own extremely holy flesh and blood and HIS immensely glorious life
as ransom on the Calvary, to redeem the world from all sin and iniq-
uity (Titus 2:14). As the LORD offered HIMSELF a ransom to redeem
the world, people obtain the glorious redemption free. They are
redeemed without money. They are redeemed without price. They are
purified (Titus 2:14) and justified freely through the redemption (St.
Matthew 20:28; Galatians 3:13; I Peter 1:18-20).

“Being justified freely by HIS grace through the redemption that
is in CHRIST JESUS”
Romans 3:24
“In Whom we have redemption through HIS blood, the forgive-
ness of sins, according to the riches of HIS grace.”
Ephesians 1:7
They are redeemed from the curse, from the slavery of sins, sla-
very of Satan and many other slaveries. The great blessing of living
as GOD's own children is obtained free. As stated above, everyone
should sincerely pray to GOD with tears and groaning and weeping
and humility to obtain this great blessing. The LORD JESUS CHRIST is
the Only Redeemer of the world. There is no other redeemer.

“...THOU, O LORD, art our FATHER, our Redeemer; THY name

is from everlasting.”
Isaiah 63:16

In Christianity, the vicarious atonement of CHRIST is a covering
for the sinner by the blood of CHRIST. It has opened the door for

reconciliation between man and GOD (II Corinthians 5:19) without
doing injustice to the holy Law of GOD. GOD is just and HIS justice

demands the punishment of the sinner. So, without atonement, there
can be no reconciliation. The atonement of CHRIST is the redemp-
tion of CHRIST or the grace of CHRIST, which HE accomplished on
the cross. The redemption of CHRIST assures forgiveness and salva-
tion. This redemption of CHRIST is a personal necessity for everyone;
it removes the condemnation of sin; it reveals the absolute perfec-
tion of GOD's divine holiness and righteousness and man's utter de-
pravity; it fulfils GOD's Law, HIS holy Word; and GOD, being a divine
moral Judge, it complies with HIS divine moral order of HIS own
judgment. To be consistent with one's moral needs, forgiveness by
means of redemption is essential. If anyone is under his/her convic-
tion of sin and knows nothing of the vicarious atonement of CHRIST,
his/her conscience will not be consistent with his/her moral needs.
A show of godliness and good works, fasting like prayers, pilgrim-
ages, and giving of alms never atone for anyone's sins. Our substi-
tute in atonement and redemption is CHRIST.

Redemption from sins includes redemption from vain conduct
received by tradition from fathers, the tradition of men or the
commandments of men (I Peter 1:18-19; St. Matthew 15:3, 6, 9; St.
Mark 7:8-9, 13). Everyone should be redeemed from vain conduct
received by tradition from fathers.

Again, redemption refers to the release of a slave or captive upon
receipt of a ransom. The saved people are therefore released from
their enslavement to sin and Satan, the devil and the resulting divine
wrath. Redemption from sins is achieved by the vicarious atonement
wrought by the LORD JESUS CHRIST's death on the cross. HE died as
a substitute for sin.

Further, the word redeem means to purchase or to purchase in the
market or to purchase and take home or to purchase and give free-
dom. These meanings emphasize that the saved people have been
purchased out of the market-place and are no longer for sale and the
liberty that belongs to a soul redeemed by the LORD JESUS CHRIST.
The saved people should stand firm in that liberty, the spiritual lib-
erty and in their relationship with CHRIST as sons of adoption.
Through CHRIST, the Redeemer, the saved people (believers) have be-
come GOD's sons of adoption (Galatians 4:4-5; 5:1).
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5. PRAYER AND PRAYER LIFE

Only the LORD our GOD hears our prayers. Only the LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST hears our prayers. We should spend our time with GOD,
the LORD JESUS CHRIST in prayer. It is always a necessity.

“O THOU that hearest prayer, unto THEE shall all flesh come.”
Psalm 65:2
“Evening, and morning, and at noon, will I pray, and cry aloud:
and HE shall hear my voice.”
Psalm 55:17
When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was miraculously walking on the
sea, HIS disciples saw HIM. Peter asked HIM to command him to
come to HIM. At once, our LORD JESUS commanded him to come to
HIM. When Peter was walking on the sea, he became frightened by
the boisterous winds and violent waves around him. His faith and
courage were utterly shaken and he began to sink into the water. His
unbelief and doubt and cowardice made him sink into the water. Im-
mediately, he called out our LORD JESUS and HE stretched forth his
hand and saved him (St. Matthew 14:25-33). In all our spiritual life
or Christian life, we should call out our LORD JESUS in all our
troubles, diseases, sicknesses, etc. with belief and courage, then, our
most loving GOD will save us from all our troubles, diseases, etc.
Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

For leading a holy life and for the spiritual growth, prayer life is
the most important one. Every spirit-filled man should keep on pray-
ing in the HOLY SPIRIT on all occasions with all kinds of prayers, sup-
plications and requests, and he should be on the alert always about
his spiritual life. Everyone should pray for the saints and everyone
should pray for the ministers of the church (I Thessalonians 5:25).
Praying in the power of the HOLY SPIRIT is very essential.

“Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit,
and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication
for all saints; And for me, that utterance may be given unto me,
that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of

the Gospel.”
Ephesians 6:18-19
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The immensely glorious commandments in the Holy Bible, the
Holy Scriptures of GOD relating to prayer are, pray without ceasing;
pray watchfully praising GOD; always pray watchfully; be careful to
pray and steadily remain in prayer. 'Be watchful' does not mean that
we should remain with our eyes open. But it means that we should
always be careful about our spiritual life; we should always be clear
minded, self-controlled and blameless; we should never be lacking in
zeal; we should always be ready to take part in the first resurrection
of the saints and we should always be ready to be caught up together
with the LORD's church (the believers of HIS church) at the coming
of the LORD JESUS CHRIST. JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD alone
listens to our prayers. Therefore, it is necessary for everyone to come
to the presence of the LORD JESUS CHRIST and pray to HIM in HIS
holy name (I Thessalonians 5:17; Colossians 4:2; I Peter 4:7; Romans
12:12).

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST said,

“Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted
worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to

stand before the SON OF MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST).”
St. Luke 21:36

Prayer alone will enable one to stand before the returning SON OF
MAN, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. HE is coming to separate the sinners
and the saved. Fasting prayer will help us to be holy in our spirit and
soul and body, to stand before HIM without blame (I Thessalonians
5:23).

A holy fast (Joel 1:14; 2:12, 15) is unto our GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST (Zechariah 7:5) and it is not a mere abstinence from food and
sexual life but a whole-hearted surrender to our GOD in repentance.
True repentance from sins will transform the whole life and bring
GOD's abundant blessings, viz. forgiveness of sins, salvation from
sins, holiness, holy life, etc.

Some Christians fast in memory of CHRIST's suffering during
Lent, the period of 40 days from Ash Wednesday to the day before
Easter. Their flirtational fast is very clearly seen in their momentary
giving up of smoking/drinking/chocolates/meat for Lent. This
flirtational fast is a vain conduct received by the tradition of men,
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by laying aside the commandment of GOD (St. Matthew 6:16-18;
Isaiah 58:3-7; St. Mark 7:8). Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST has
not told anything about this Ash Wednesday/Lent. The Holy Bible
also tells nothing about this Ash Wednesday/Lent. But, everyone
should remember the great agonizing sufferings of CHRIST everyday,
throughout one's lifetime to receive HIS blessings.

Now, 'Pray always' is the commandment of our LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST. But, HE had not commanded us to count the number
of prayers and HE had not commanded us to use any rosary for
counting prayers. Hence, using rosary to count the number of prayers
is against the commandment of our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. Thus,
using rosary to count the number of prayers is an unwanted act and
hence it is sin. Rosary is a string of beads that are used by some Ro-
man Catholics for counting prayers as they say them. The rosary re-
fers to the set of prayers said by Roman Catholics while counting ro-
sary beads.

Prayer is our talking to the LORD Most High. Prayer is an earnest
request to GOD. Prayer is a request made to the LORD for spiritual
and physical goodness, as a child requests its father for physical good-
ness. Prayer is an act of pleading with GOD; an act of appealing to
GOD; an act of begging GOD; an act of calling GOD; and an act of
speaking with GOD.

When we pray to Gob, we speak with GOD. When we pray to GOD,
we speak with our heavenly FATHER. When we do not pray to GOD,
we do not speak with GOD. When we do not pray to GOD, we do not
speak with our heavenly FATHER, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. When we
pray to GOD, we are friendly and courteous with GOD. When we pray
to GOD, we are friendly and courteous with our heavenly FATHER.
When we do not pray to GOD, we are non-friendly and discourteous
with GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST searches our hearts (Jeremiah
17:10; Proverbs 24:12) and looks at our hearts (I Samuel 16:17).
HE searched and looked at the heart of Cornelius. Cornelius, the Ro-
man centurian at Caesarea was a devout man and feared GOD and
prayed always to cob and gave much alms to the poor people (Acts
10:2). Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST had heard his prayers and
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remembered his alms (Acts 10:31). Thus, our cop always likes to
hear our prayers and always remembers our alms given by us to the
poor. Our GOD always likes us to give alms to the poor in times of
hunger, homelessness, nakedness, etc. (Isaiah 58:7). Giving alms to
the poor and needy will give abundant spiritual blessings and bodily
blessings (Psalm 41:1-3).

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST knows our heart-felt prayer and
mere lip service. HE also knows our whole-hearted giving to the poor
and mere deceiving or cheating the poor.

Everyone should have a prayer life. And everyone should be duti-
ful in praying and in other matters. The king David was not dutiful.
He neglected his duties. So, he did not go with his soldiers to the
war-field (II Samuel 11:1). And he even neglected his regular duty,
the evening prayer and all other prayers (Psalm 55:17). During his
evening time of prayer, he walked upon the roof of the king's house.
And he saw a woman bathing. She was the wife of Uriah, the dutiful
soldier. David looked at her with a lustful look and sinned against
GOD (St. Matthew 5:28). He became a sinner. But, he did not realize
his sin, due to his negligence, the result was omission of his evening
prayer. So, he did not run for his evening prayer and remorse filled
his heart. But, he had committed adultery with her wantonly, against
the commandment of GOD (Exodus 20:14). David became a great
sinner by committing adultery. Now also he covered up his sins and
he did not confess or forsake his sins and did not pray for the mercy
of GOD (Proverbs 28:13). That woman conceived and was with a
child (II Samuel 11:5).

Now, to cover up his sin, the appalling sinner David, further be-
came an evil enticer. By his sinfulness and craftiness, he brought evil
on the dutiful Uriah, two times (Proverbs 1:10; II Samuel 11:6-13).
But, David fell himself into his own pit (Proverbs 28:10). Unable to
entice him by his sinfulness, craftiness and evil enticement, David
became a violent and scheming man. He planned a terrible plot
against the dutiful Uriah to kill or murder him. Uriah was murdered
by David's terrible plot (II Samuel 11:14-25). Now, David commit-
ted murder against the commandment of GOD (Exodus 20:13). He
became a very great sinner by committing adultery and murder. After
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David became a great adulterer and murderer and evil enticer, he
took the wife of the dutiful Uriah as his own wife. Thus, he coveted
his neighbout's wife as against the commandment of GOD (Exodus
20:17). Now, David had committed adultery, murder, covetousness
and evil enticement. What evil deeds and sins they are! These great
evil deeds were very sinful in the eyes of the LORD GOD and greatly
displeased the LORD GOD (II Samuel 11:27). So HE punished him
very severely.

So, by neglecting his dutiful evening prayer and prayer life, David
fell into these terrible sins and he was very severely punished by Gob.
Now, no one should neglect his/her dutiful prayers and prayer life.
Without having a dutiful prayer and prayer life, no one can lead a
good spiritual life and enter into heaven, the kingdom of GOD. So,
everyone should persevere in prayer (Romans 12:12) and everyone
should pray without ceasing or unceasingly pray (I Thessalonians
5:17), to enter into heaven, the kingdom of GOD—the unseen world
of wonders or the divine world of wonders. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

51 HOW SHOULD WE PRAY ?

How should we pray to the glorious, the Most High and the
very great cop ? How should we pray to cop, whom the heav-
ens and heaven of heavens cannot contain?

We should pray to GOD humbling ourselves. We should humble
and tremble before GOD and pray on our knees with our arms folded
and with our hands placed together (with our palms joined together
in front of the chest). We should pray to GOD with great humility
and great modesty. We should bow down, kneel before GOD, and
pray. We should pray with our eyes closed and in the manner, the
Scripture tells us.

“O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the

LORD our Maker.”
Psalm 95:6

“Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling.”
Psalm 2:11

“That at the name of JESUS every knee should bow, of things in
heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And
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that every tongue should confess that JESUS CHRIST is LORD,

Philippians 2:10-11

‘Things' means ‘those’.
5.2 WHAT IS HUMILITY ?

Humility means divine humility. Humility means to agree with GOD
about HIS assessment of our spiritual condition, to abandon ourselves
to GOD's plan of salvation, to cast away all our inhibitions at the
LORD's feet and to submit to HIS will for our lives in accordance with
the Word of GOD. It is not a mindless submission, nor a posture we
assume based on what we decide to do. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST's ab-
solute dependence on GOD, the FATHER is a model to us. HE said,

“No man can come to ME, except the FATHER which hath sent
ME draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.”
St. John 6:44

“HE hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the
LORD require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and
to walk humbly with thy GOD?”

Micah 6:8

This quality of humility is the highest form of character. With the
humble is wisdom. Be completely humble and gentle (Ephesians
4:2). GOD opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.

“...And be clothed with humility: for GOD resisteth the proud,
and giveth grace to the humble.”
| Peter 5:5

“When pride cometh, then cometh shame: but with the lowly
(humble) is wisdom.”
Proverbs 11:2

Humility involves total submission to GOD's will and authority.
Humility involves constant communion with GOD.

“I have heard of THEE by the hearing of the ear: but now mine
eye seeth THEE. Wherefore I abhor myself, and repent in dust
and ashes.”
Job 42:5-6
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Humility comes before honour. Humility and the fear of GOD
bring riches and honour and life. Riches means GOD's abundant
grace; honour means GOD's magnificent honour; and life means eter-
nal life in the kingdom of GOD or in the kingdom of heaven.

“...Before honour is humility.”
Proverbs 15:33
“By humility and the fear of the LORD are riches, and honour,
and life.”
Proverbs 22:4
Our LORD JESUS CHRIST's divine humility is the true humility. HE
emptied HIMSELF by veiling HIS glory; HE emptied HIMSELF in that
HE assumed a servant's nature and appeared in the likeness of men.
And HE humbled HIMSELF in becoming obedient unto death even
death by crucifixion.

“But made HIMSELF of no reputation, and took upon HIM the
form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And
being found in fashion as a man, HE humbled HIMSELF, and

became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.”
Philippians 2:7-8

5.3 PRAYING FOR OTHERS

In praying for others, praying for GOD's ministers or GOD's servants
is very essential. Paul asks, "Brethren, pray for us" (I Thessalonians
5:25).

Praying for others is one of the best things we can do for out-
selves. Job's three friends found themselves in deep trouble with GOD.
The LORD GOD said to Eliphaz the Temanite,

“...MY wrath is kindled against thee, and against thy two friends:
for ye have not spoken of ME the thing that is right, as MY ser-
vant Job hath.”
Job 42:7
As instructed by GOD, Job prayed for them in his great captivity
(great suffering). And as he prayed for their forgiveness and
restoration, the LORD GOD turned these prayers for blessing back into
Job and restored twice as much as Job had before.

“And the LORD turned the captivity of Job, when he prayed for
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his friends: also the LORD gave Job twice as much as he had
before.”
Job 42:10
The LORD GOD's restoration of Job was immediate and bountiful:
Job had given friends and relatives (kith and kin), material prosper-
ity, family, and long life.

When people hurt and offend us, we should pray for them. The
real happiness comes if we put our pains behind us and pray for
GOD's blessing on them.

Our LORD JESUS said,

“Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them
that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you,
and persecute you.”
St. Matthew 5:44
We ought to pray for the goodness of our enemies and not for
their ruin. Loving an enemy and praying for an enemy involve doing
good deed towards that enemy in order to win him over to CHRIST.

Is anyone among us suffering? Let him pray and we must also pray
for him for his comfort (James 5:13). Is anyone among us sick? Let
us pray for him with the elders of the church or with the workers of
the church for his restoration from physical sickness and spiritual
weakness (James 5:14-15). We must also pray for one another, con-
fessing our sins to one another so as to continue in the true fellow-
ship with our LORD (James 5:16). The prayer of a man who is living
righteously has unfailing access to the power of healing of our
righteous GOD. The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man, the
true servant of GOD will accomplish much and the power of the
prayer of faith will be revealed through him (James 5:15-16). Thus,
prayer is the heart of getting relief from physical sicknesses or spiri-
tual weaknesses.

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in this world, HE prayed for HIS
disciples and for all Christian believers for their spiritual unity
(St. John 17:20-21). So, we ought to pray for HIS ministers (workers)
and for all believers. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST prayed for HIS disciples,
in St. John 17:9, 15.

“I pray not that THOU shouldest take them out of the world, but
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that THOU shouldest keep them from the evil.”
St. John 17:15
Once, JESUS went up a high mountain to pray with HIS three dis-
ciples. As HE prayed, HIS face shone like the sun (St. Luke 9:28-29;
St. Matthew 17:1-2). HIS clothes became dazzling white. Likewise,
as we pray to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST more and more in faith
and humility and with broken-heart and by remembering HIS great
sufferings and death we will get all the spiritual experiences and spiri-
tual growth, we will be changed into the same image of HIM, sharing
more and more of HIS glory (II Corinthians 3:18). Lastly, we will
shine as the sun in HIS kingdom, the kingdom of heaven (St. Mat-
thew 13:43) by the illumination of the brilliant light of life (St. John
8:12).

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was painfully hanging on the cross,
HE prayed for the forgiveness of HIS enemies. So, we also ought to
pray for the forgiveness of our enemies.

“FATHER, forgive them; for they know not what they do.”
St. Luke 23:34

‘FATHER’ is GOD the FATHER. ‘GOD the FATHER' is the LORD JESUS
CHRIST HIMSELF.

Praying for others must be our divine duty. Not praying is consid-
ered a sin against GOD.

“Moreover as for me, GOD forbid that I should sin against the

LORD in ceasing to pray for you: ...”
| Samuel 12:23

Your hand—a prayer reminder.

Thumb —for your closest and for your family
and friends and neighbours, etc.

Pointing finger —for your preachers, teachers, guides, etc.

Middle finger —for your rulers and others in authority.

(Largest finger)

Weakest finger —for the helpless, the sick and the poor, etc.

Small finger — for you, yourself and your needs.
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Pray earnestly: You can't expect a 1000 dollar answer to a ten-cent
prayer!

5.4 PRAYER ACCEPTABLE TO GOD

Most important of all, we should pray for all men to enjoy a tranquil
life. Such prayers are good and acceptable to GOD; such prayers will
help the salvation of the ungodly; and such prayers will bring the
knowledge of the truth to the ungodly.

“I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, in-
tercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings,
and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and
peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. For this is good and
acceptable in the sight of GOD our Saviour; Who will have all
men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.”
| Timothy 2:1-4
Supplications are precise requests for specific needs. Prayers refer
to various kinds of prayer—confession, thanksgiving, etc.

Intercessions denote prayers to GOD on behalf of others.
Giving of thanks refers to prayers of praise.

So, we should pray with tears, confessing our sins, transgressions,
iniquities, faults, mistakes, disobedience and everything which is
contrary to holiness. We should pray with great reverence, falling be-
fore GOD. We should pray with a shattered and broken-heart and with
tears and lamentation.

We should pray meditating how JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE
GOD came into the world giving up HIS great glory of heaven; how
HE suffered great insults, humiliations, agonies and disgrace and how
HE died on the cross of Calvary shedding HIS most holy blood. We
should pray with a melting heart and tears.

We should pray to GOD for repentance from sins, forgiveness of
sins, salvation from sins, divine goodness, born-again experience, the
experiences of holiness and holy life and HOLY SPIRIT and redemp-
tion from sins and for the spiritual growth.
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We should pray everyday for our spiritual goodness and blessings,
heavenly blessings and worldly goodness, physical health and
strength and all other things. We should pray for escaping from the
terrible judgment and horrible punishment in hell.

We ought always to pray and not to faint (St. Luke 18:1-8). We
should beg the LORD to send out HIS workers into HIS harvest
(St. Luke 10:2). We should beg the LORD for rain in the time of the
latter rain (latter spiritual rain). We should beg the LORD persistently
and repeatedly. We should beg the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST with an
importunate begging (Zechariah 10:1; Joel 2:23).

We should pray with faith, belief, and one heart. We should pray
without any doubt. We should pray fervently giving praise, thanking,
and glorifying GOD. We should not use unnecessary words and vain
repetitions while praying. We should never pray in wrong ways to sat-
isfy our desires. We should pray only for the fulfilment of GOD's will
in us and in the right manner. We should always give ear to the Law
of the LORD and pray (Proverbs 28:9).

“But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wa-
vereth is like a wave of the sea driven with the wind and tossed.
For let not that man think that he shall receive any thing of the
LORD. A double minded man is unstable in all his ways.”

James 1:6-8

“Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may con-

sume it upon your lusts.”
James 4:3

“But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do:
for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.
Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your FATHER knoweth

what things ye have need of, before ye ask HIM.”
St. Matthew 6:7-8

Persistent prayer is very essential (St. Luke 11:5-13; 18:1-8).
Humbling ourselves in prayer by realizing our sinfulness in our lives
is very essential (St. Luke 18:9-14). Now, our LORD JESUS CHRIST's
delays in answering our prayers and requests are not denials, but are
HIS divine means for HIS glory and renown. Raising of Lazarus from
dead after four days by our LORD JESUS reveals this fact (St. John
11:1-45). Glory be to Gob!
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The LORD GOD gave two tablets of stone containing the com-
mandments of GOD to Moses after his first forty-day fast
(Deuteronomy 9:9). After the second forty-day fast, the LORD GOD
granted him extraordinary gifts and graces to do great and mighty
works for GOD (Deuteronomy 9:18; 10:10). The forty-day fast by
Elijah (Elias) lifted him with renewed faith and courage from great
despair (I Kings 19:7-8) and it finally led him to ascend into heaven
without dying on a chariot of fire driven by horses of fire (II Kings
2:1-12). The fasting of the Israelites at Mizpeh brought them to
GOD's divine presence and subdued the Philistines and restored the
cities (I Samuel 7:6, 13-14). The people of Nineveh avoided an im-
minent annihilation due to their sins by the fasting prayer (Jonah 3:5-
10). The fasting prayer is the most acceptable prayer to GOD.

5.5 PRIVATE PRAYER

Prayer is of three types. They are private prayer, congregational
prayer, and meditation. All these types are prayers according to the
Holy Scripture and given by the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

Private prayer is a prayer to the LORD JESUS CHRIST made behind
the door in seclusion in low voice, with sighs and tears being heard
by no one in Spirit and in truth.

“But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet (inner room),

and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy FATHER which is

in secret; and thy FATHER which seeth in secret shall reward

thee openly.”

St. Matthew 6:6
Loneliness is good for our private prayer and meditative prayet.
Our LORD JESUS CHRIST went up the mountain by HIMSELF to pray.
When evening came, HE was there alone (St. Matthew 14:23). Fur-
ther, HE went away HIMSELF into the wilderness to pray alone

(St. Luke 5:16). HE liked to pray in loneliness. Glory be to Gop!

When Mary Magdalene was alone and stood near our LORD JESUS
CHRIST's sepulchre, crying, our risen LORD JESUS CHRIST appeared to
her first (St. John 20:11-18; St. Mark 16:9). When John the apostle
was alone, he saw a number of highly symbolic and magnificent vi-
sions. His visions reveal the full identity and authority of our LORD
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JESUS CHRIST and give severe warning and good hope to believers
(Revelation 1-22). When Daniel was alone, he saw a great vision
(Daniel 10:1-9). When Ezekiel was alone, he saw the vision of the
valley of dry bones (Ezekiel 37:1-14). Loneliness is very essential to
expetience our GOD's wonderful visions and revelations.

When we, GOD's people are alone, we ate not in loneliness or soli-
tude. Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST, EMMANUEL is always with
us (St. Matthew 1:23; Revelation 21:3-4). Glory be to Gob!

5.6 CONGREGATIONAL PRAYER

Congregational prayer is a prayer in which people, who assemble to
worship the LORD, raise their voice and cry loudly in tears and wail-
ing and lament in prayer to GOD in Spirit and in truth.

“Now when Ezra had prayed, and when he had confessed, weep-
ing and casting himself down before the house of GOD, there
assembled unto him out of Israel a very great congregation of
men and women and children: for the people wept very sore (bit-

terly).”
Ezra 10:1

“Now in the twenty and fourth day of this month the children of
Israel were assembled with fasting, and with sackclothes, and
earth upon them. And the seed of Israel separated themselves
from all strangers, and stood and confessed their sins, and the
iniquities of their fathers. And they stood up in their place, and
read in the book of the Law of the LORD their GOD one fourth
part of the day; and another fourth part they confessed, and wor-
shipped the LORD their GOD. Then stood up upon the stairs, of
the Levites, Jeshua, and Bani, Kadmiel, Shebaniah, Bunni, Sherebiah,
Bani, and Chenani, and cried with a loud voice unto the LORD

their GOD.”
Nehemiah 9:1-4

5.7 MEDITATIVE PRAYER

Meditation is a prayer to the LORD JESUS CHRIST made silently at
heart sitting in a quiet place in Spirit and in truth. These three types
of prayers are necessary for everyone. It is necessary for us to pray
and meditate always, while we sit, while we walk, while we travel,
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while on bed and while we work. Thus we can pray to GoD every-
where. This is the way of praying always and without ceasing.

“When I remember THEE upon my bed, and meditate on THEE in
the night watches.”

Psalm 63:6
“My meditation of HIM shall be sweet: I will be glad in the
LORD.”
Psalm 104:34

If a man does not pray to GOD, he fails to speak to his own heav-
enly FATHER. It means that he is not asking his heavenly FATHER
for anything. It means that he is not friendly with GOD. But he is
unfriendly with GOD. This man will lose not only his kinship with
GOD but also all the blessings of GOD. Every blessing is taken away
from him. He meets with great defeat, great loss, great fall, great
problems, and he becomes nothing. He becomes a miserable sinner
liable to judgment and hell.

A man who is not praying cannot live and survive as a spiritual
being. In order to live and survive as spiritual people, and to inherit
heaven, many cried to GOD in tears and confession and in fasting,
wearing garments of sorrow, sitting in dust and ash, showering dust
and ash on their heads and bodies and lying on the ground. The LORD
GOD was merciful to them. The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST delivered
them and blessed them. Thus, prayer is victory; prayer is life.
There is no victory without prayer and no life without prayer.
Those who live a victorious life obtaining divine and eternal life will
alone go to heaven; the saints of the LORD obtain the HOLY SPIRIT
and pray in the HOLY SPIRIT.

5.8 PRAYER WITH HANDS LIFTED UP

The holy servants of the LORD are permitted to lift up their holy
hands in the sanctuary in the house of the LORD.

“Behold, bless ye the LORD, all ye servants of the LORD, which
by night stand in the house of the LORD. Lift up your hands in

the sanctuary, and bless the LORD.”
Psalm 134:1-2
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In the Holy Bible we read, they lifted up their voice to cob with
one accord (Acts 4:24). So, we must also lift up our voice to GOD
with one accord.

Singing with all our hearts with a joyful and loud noise to the
LORD for edification is good (Psalm 98:4). Here, let us not forget the
importance of communicating loudly with our heavenly FATHER; our
LORD JESUS also on the cross made the cry "TETALESTAI" (It is fin-
ished) with a loud voice (St. Luke 23:40). "Tetalestai' is a Greek word
which means 'It is finished' (St. John 19:30). Let it be done decently
and in order. Using musical instruments to the LORD for edification
is good (II Samuel 6:5). Let it be done decently and in order. Singing
to the LORD by clapping hands for edification is good (Psalm 47:1).
Let it be done decently and in order.

Nowadays the so-called dancing in the Spirit is not at all done for
edification and it is also not done decently and in order. The so-called
dancing in the Spirit will never give a Spirit-filled life. So, it should
not be done.

Only the holy men, but not the holy women, who are the saints
of the LORD can look towards heaven and pray with their holy hands
lifted up or raised and stretched towards heaven.

“I will therefore that men pray every where, lifting up holy hands,
without wrath and doubting.”
| Timothy 2:8

Only holy men have the authority to pray in this manner. Sinners
do not have the authority to pray in this manner. Only pure men
should pray in this manner. Only holy men should pray in this man-
ner. Sinners should not pray in this manner. Any man with polluted
hands should not pray in this manner. Any man with hands that beat,
hands that receive bribes and commission, and hands that commit all
works of wicked sins should not pray with his hands raised and
stretched.

It is not decent or proper for any woman to pray with her hands
lifted up or raised or stretched towards heaven. Let all things be done
for edification (I Corinthians 14:26, 40).
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Prayers enable us to keep GoD's commandments, statutes, testi-
monies, laws, etc. For this purpose, GoD's commandments, statutes,
testimonies, laws, etc., have been converted into prayers by our LORD
GOD, JESUS CHRIST (St. Matthew 6:9-13).

5.9 WAITING PRAYER

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has said,

“Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock,
and it shall be opened unto you. For every one that asketh
receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it

shall be opened.”
St. Luke 11:9-10

Here ask means ask in prayer; seek means seek in prayer;
and knock means knock in prayer. Ask, seek and knock suggest per-
severance and continual prayer.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has also said,

“And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye
shall receive.”
St. Matthew 21:22

Therefore, it is necessary for everyone to pray to GOD in faith and
receive abundantly all blessings needed. In the prayer of faith, sin-
ners submit themselves wholly to GOD and pray for salvation and
holy life. They confess their sins with tears and groaning and weep-
ing and pray for forgiveness of sins, salvation and experiences of holy
life. This is the prayer, the LORD GOD is pleased with. This is the
prayer, the LORD GOD likes. This is the prayer, the LORD GOD hears.
This is the most important and fundamental prayer.

We should pray to GOD by realizing and confessing our sins to
receive all spiritual experiences including HIS holy presence, spiritual
rebirth, spiritual growth, etc. We should pray to attain or retain or
regain holiness of GOD. We should pray to remove unholiness by sin.
We should pray with fasting to defeat or conquer Satan, the devil and
to escape from annihilation by cop (St. Matthew 17:21; Jonah 3:5-
10). We should pray to receive spiritual and worldly bliss and
blessings. We should pray to escape from punishment of GOD. We
should pray to re-establish or reconcile with GOD. We should pray to
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focus or re-focus our senses and sense organs (eyes, ears, mouth,
nose, etc.) on GOD and to curb our sexual appetite and desire. We
should pray to renounce our stumbling blocks of sin and to realize,
repent and mend our relationship with GOD and to respond to GOD.

GoD hears our prayer of faith and forgives, saves, redeems, sanc-
tifies, renews, repairs and resurges our lives; and provides restitution;
and completely destroys our earthly, sensual and devilish works; and
restricts and tames our eyes, ears, tongues, food, etc.; and helps us
to rise from our spiritually fallen state; and reminds us HIS promises;
and heals our body and spirit and soul wholly (James 5:15).

Further, everyone should Wait and Pray for the following:

1. Wait and pray for the salvation of the LORD GOD.

“The LORD is good unto them that wait for HIM, to the soul
that seeketh HIM. 1t is good that a man should both hope and

quietly wait for the salvation of the LORD.”
Lamentations 3:25-26

2. Wait and pray for holiness.

“Draw nigh (near) to GOD, and HE will draw nigh to you. Cleanse
your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.
Be afflicted, and mourn, and weep: let your laughter be turned
to mourning, and your joy to heaviness. Humble yourselves in

the sight of the LORD, and HE shall lift you up.”
James 4:8-10

3. Wait and pray for the strengthening of heart.

“Wait on the LORD: be of good courage, and HE shall strengthen

thine heart: wait, I say, on the LORD.”
Psalm 27:14

4. Wait and pray for the grace and mercy of the LORD (Jude 21).
5. Wait and pray for the renewal of strength.

“HE giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might
HE increaseth strength. Even the youths shall faint and be weary,
and the young men shall utterly fall: But they that wait upon
the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with
wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall

Wiait and pray for the promise of GOD (Acts 1:4).
Wait and pray for the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD (Acts 2:1-4).

“And when they were come in, they went up into an upper
room, where abode both Peter, and James, and John, and
Andrew, Philip, and Thomas, Bartholomew, and Matthew,
James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon Zelotes, and Judas the
brother of James. These all continued with one accord in prayer
and supplication, with the women, and Mary the mother of JESUS,

and with HIS brethren.”
Acts 1:13-14

Wiait and pray for the worldly blessings.

“Are there any among the vanities (worthless idols) of the Gen-
tiles that can cause rain? or can the heavens give showers? art
not THOU HE, O LORD our GOD? therefore we will wait upon

THEE: for THOU hast made all these things.”
Jeremiah 14:22

. Wait and pray for the bodily healing. A man waiting at the pool

of Bethesda was healed (St. John 5:1-15).

Wiait and pray for the adoption as sons, the redemption of our
body.

“And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the first-
fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within our-
selves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our
body.”

Romans 8:23

Wiait and pray for the glorious appearing of the great GOD and
our SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST.

“Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we
should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world;
Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the

great GOD and our SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST.”
Titus 2:12-13

Wiait and pray for the coming of the day of GOD.
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“Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what
manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy conversation
(conduct) and godliness, Looking for and hasting unto the
coming of the day of GOD, wherein the heavens being on fire
shall be dissolved, and the elements shall melt with fervent

heat?”
Il Peter 3:11-12

13. Wait and pray for the new heavens and a new earth (II Peter
3:13-14).

14. Wait and pray for our glorious heavenly body (Philippians 3:20-
21).

15. Wait and pray for the kingdom of GOD (the kingdom of
heaven).

“For the kingdom of GOD is not in word, but in power.”
| Corinthians 4:20

‘Power’” means ‘spiritual experience’.

We should always be humble and faithful before GOD while pray-
ing to meet our needs and difficulties and concerns. HE is the "Al-
mighty Master of the entire Universe." As HIS beloved children we
can always entreat HIM to grant our wishes. We can confidently tell
HIM of our needs and difficulties and concerns. Our GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST is not an unjust judge. HE is the most righteous Judge.
HE is never reluctance to help us or to do what is good for us. We
ought to pray not losing heart even if the answer is delayed. We

should not be discouraged if time goes by and we see no answer
(St. Luke 18:1-8).

Prayer life is the most important thing for a successful Christian
life. Prayer gives full fellowship with cop. Prayer includes asking and
getting answers from the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. We should always
ask according to the will of GOD, by keeping HIS commandments
(I John 5:14).

“And whatsoever we ask, we receive of HIM, because we keep HIS
commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in HIS
sight.”

| John 3:22
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When we pray, we should follow the model prayer JESUS gave
HIS disciples. Our prayer should be addressed to our heavenly
FATHER—beginning with adoration, thanksgiving, confession of
sins, making reconciliation with others, etc.; and then for our
needs, the needs of others, etc.; and concluding in the name of
JESUS, the Redeemer (St. Matthew 6:9-15; St. John 14:14; 16:23-
24).

Prayer is so important that not praying is considered a sin against
the LORD GOD. Praying for us and others must be our divine duty
(I Samuel 12:23).

Many Christians are not praying to GOD. Because of this, they lose
all their spiritual blessings. The value of lost blessings will be under-
stood only as time passes.

Everyone should learn to wait on GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST
for HIS blessings and should learn to remember how many days he/
she has on earth and keep a count of the remaining days of his/her
life by a heart of HIS wisdom (Psalm 90:12).

5.10 PRAYER WITH ONE ACCORD IN THE SPIRIT

Whenever we pray, we must humble ourselves in the sight of our
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. We must submit ourselves to GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST. We should always remember HIS great sufferings
that HE suffered for us, the sinners. We should always remember HIS
horrible death that HE died for us, the sinners. We should always
remember HIS great love towards us, the sinners.

Further, we should always pray with the fear of the LORD JESUS
CHRIST, as HE seces us always. Again, in faith and in good sense, we
should pray. In good sense, we should confess our sins (hidden sins
and wilful sins), iniquities, trespasses, errors, faults, etc., to GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST, with broken-heart and with contrite spirit and
with tears and with cries and with humility to get deliverance from
sins. Then our hearts will not go hither and thither; our hearts will
not move or change towards any unwanted thing; our hearts will be
firm and steady in our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST. This kind of prayer
is called a prayer with one accord. See Acts 2:1; 4:24. A prayer with
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one accord is good and acceptable and perfect in the sight of our
LORD JESUS CHRIST. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The saved people should assemble together and lift up their voice
to GOD with one accord (Acts 4:24). They should offer continuous
prayers (I Thessalonians 5:17). They should make their steadfast
prayers without ceasing (Romans 12:12). This kind of prayer is called
a constant prayer (Acts 12:5). If the saved people pray like this, the
place where they assemble together will be shaken and they will be
filled with the HOLY SPIRIT (Acts 4:24-31). Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

If we pray to GOD filled with the HOLY SPIRIT, then this kind of
prayer is called a prayer in the Spirit (Ephesians 6:18). If we pray in
the Spirit, we get all blessings—worldly and heavenly blessings. If we
pray in the Spirit, we get liberty from the bondage of sin and from
the bondage of Satan and from the bondage of the world and from
all other bondages and sufferings. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“Now the LORD is that (the) Spirit: and where the Spirit of the

LORD is, there is liberty.”
Il Corinthians 3:17

Now, by the constant prayer of the church with one accord in the
Spirit, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST sent HIS angel from heaven and
miraculously opened the prison gate and freed Peter from prison
(Acts 12:3-11). praise The LORD! Alleluia!

We always ought to pray and not lose heart. We always ought to
pray and not to faint (St. Luke 18:1-8). We must persist in prayers
and supplications with patience and perseverance. Glory be to GOD!

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST hears the prayers of the righteous
or the saved people (Proverbs 15:29). If two of them agree on earth
concerning anything that they ask, our LORD JESUS CHRIST will do
it for them. For where two or three are gathered together in HIS name,
HE is in the midst of them (St. Matthew 18:19-20). This is the confi-
dence that the saved people have in HIM, that if they ask anything
according to HIS will, HE hears them. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“And this is the confidence that we have in HIM, that, if we ask

anything according to HIS will, HE heareth us.”
I John 5:14
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5.11 SPIRITUAL GROWTH

Early Morning Prayers: The Psalms remind us that the early morn-
ing hours spent with GOD is vital for our spiritual growth (Psalm
88:13). Each morning we have a fresh opportunity to recall HIS
tender mercies and protection (Psalm 59:16; 92:2). Each morning
we have a fresh opportunity to find HIS tender direction and
guidance for the tasks of the day (Psalm 143:8). Our LORD JESUS
CHRIST HIMSELF rose up before daybreak and prayed (St. Mark 1:35).
GOD's people had regular early morning worship (I Samuel 1:19;
Psalm 63:1). So, we also must have early morning prayer for our
spiritual growth. Every morning HE fills us with new grace and
mercies (Lamentations 3:22-23). Stillness, silence, solitude and free
from voices and noises are essential for GOD's holy presence and for
a fully concentrated prayer to GOD. Early morning is the quiet and
peaceful time for our prayers and supplications. In the early morning,
we can pray to GOD without any hindrance. So, this is the most suit-
able time for our prayers and supplications with GOD. Our GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST satisfies the thirsting soul, longing for spiritual
growth. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“O GOD, THOU art my GOD; early will I seek THEE: my soul
thirsteth for THEE, my flesh longeth for THEE in a dry and thirsty

land, where no water is;”
Psalm 63:1

For the spiritual growth, in addition to the above prayer life, ev-
ery man should first drink the pure spiritual milk of the Word of
GOD, and then eat the pure spiritual meat (food) of the Word of
GOD, and then eat the pure spiritual strong meat (strong food) of the
Word of GOD, and then eat the pure wholesome words, the pure
sound words, the pure sound doctrines and the pure faithful Words
of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, our GOD.

“And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but
as unto carnal, even as unto babes in CHRIST. I have fed you with
milk, and not with meat (food): for hitherto (until now) ye were
not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able.”
I Corinthians 3:1-2

“When 1 was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I
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thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish
things.”
I Corinthians 13:11

“For when for the time (though by this time) ye ought to be teach-
ers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first
principles of the oracles of GOD; and are become such as have
need of milk, and not of strong meat. For every one that useth
milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe.
But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even
those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern

both good and evil.”
Hebrews 5:12-14

“If any man teach otherwise, and consent (agree) not to whole-
some words, even the Words of our LORD JESUS CHRIST, and to

the doctrine which is according to godliness;”
| Timothy 6:3
“Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me,
in faith and love which is in CHRIST JESUS.”
Il Timothy 1:13
“For the time will come when they will not endure sound doc-
trine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teach-
ers, having itching ears.”
Il Timothy 4:3
A spiritually newborn baby or a born-again man grows up to the
stage of spiritually-young man, by drinking the pure spiritual milk. A
spiritually-young man grows up to the stage of man spiritually, by
eating the pure spiritual food. A person who is spiritually at the stage
of man, further grows into a spiritually matured man, or a spiritually
grown-up man, or a spiritually perfect man, by eating the pure spiri-
tual strong food. A spiritually perfect man becomes a mighty man in
spiritual life, by eating the pure wholesome words, the pure sound
words, the pure sound doctrines and the pure faithful Words of the
LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD. A mighty man in spiritual
life is a man full of good senses and godliness.

Again, for the spiritual growth, everyone should build himself up
on his most holy faith and obtain the HOLY SPIRIT of the LORD and
pray to the LORD JESUS CHRIST in the HOLY SPIRIT; everyone should
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live in the Spirit and walk in the Spirit (Galatians 5:25). To live be-
fore GOD in the Spirit, the Gospel is being preached (I Peter 4:0).

“But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith,
praying in the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT).”
Jude 20

For the spiritual growth, everyone should hate vain thoughts and
love HIS Law (Psalm 119:113). They should be wise in what is good
and simple about what is evil (Romans 16:19). In regard to malice they
should be babes, but in understanding they should be mature
(I Corinthians 14:20). No one should be carried about with various
and strange doctrines (Hebrews 13:9; Ephesians 4:14; I Timothy 4:1).

In order to grow in the spiritual life, everyone should lay aside all
malice, all guile, all deceit, hypocrisies, envies, all evil speakings and
all sins and lay apart all filthiness, and superfluity of naughtiness.

“Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all guile, and hypocri-
sies, and envies, and all evil speakings, As newborn babes, desire
the sincere (pure) milk of the word, that ye may grow thereby.”
| Peter 2:1-2
“Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughti-
ness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is

able to save your souls.”
James 1:21

For the spiritual growth of HIS people: HE (the LORD JESUS CHRIST
HIMSELF) gave some to be apostles; and some, prophets; and some,
evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; for the perfecting of the
saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of
CHRIST: till we all come to the unity of the faith, and of the knowl-
edge of the SON OF GOD (the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the TRUE GOD),
to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of
CHRIST (Ephesians 4:11-13).

“And GOD hath set (appointed) some in the church, first apostles,
secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then
gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities (varieties) of
tongues.”

I Corinthians 12:28
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The LORD JESUS CHRIST our GOD has been appointing the above
ministers of GOD for HIS ministry, for the spreading of HIS glorious
Gospel and for HIS church. The two important signs of HIS church
are miracles and gifts of healings.

Now, for the fullest growth in spiritual life, everyone should grow
in the grace, and in the knowledge of our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS
CHRIST (II Peter 3:18). Also prayer is the heart of the fullest growth
in spiritual life. A spiritually grown-up man (holy man) has spiritually
six eyes—eyes of his body, 2; eyes of his mind, 2; eyes of his soul,
2.

The saved GOD's people set their hope in the living GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST (I Timothy 6:17). Their delight is in doing good
works (Ephesians 2:10). They abide and live according to the Word
of GOD, the incorruptible seed which lives and abides for ever (I Pe-
ter 1:23). They receive the eternal divine life from GOD (St. John
10:10). Their labour for our LORD JESUS will never be in vain (I Corin-
thians 15:58). Surely all goodness and mercy will follow them all the
days of their life (Psalm 23:6) and finally they will receive the glori-
ous crown of righteousness in the kingdom of GOD (II Timothy 4:8).

Now, the spiritual growth or maturity is not Biblical knowledge or
Bible study. M.Phil,, Ph.D., Th.M., Th.D., M.Div., D.Min., B.D., D.D,,
or any other degrees do not reveal one's spiritual growth or maturity.
The spiritual growth or maturity is not automatic. The spiritual growth
or maturity is not mystical. The spiritual growth or maturity is not
instant. The spiritual growth or maturity is openly known to all.

5.12 WHAT SHOULD WE PRAY FOR ?

To ensure that the ministry continues uninterrupted (Romans
15:30-31).

To increase in the knowledge of GOD and HIS will (Colossians
1:9-10; Ephesians 1:17).

For the power to comprehend the love of CHRIST (Ephesians
3:14-18).

For strength and endurance (Ephesians 1:16, 19; Colossians
1:11).

For the faith never to fail (St. Luke 22:32; St. Mark 9:24; Eph-
esians 3:14, 17).
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28. For deliverance from temptation (St. Matthew 6:13; 26:41).

29. For power to do good works (Colossians 1:9-10) with the
fruits of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22; Ephesians 5:9).

30. For protection from the evil one (St. Matthew 6:13).

Prayer is an act of true and humble worship of GOD, the LORD

JESUS CHRIST. By prayer we truly and humbly offer up praise and
thanksgiving to GOD and present our requests before HIM.

"We should seek JESUS, for HE is our GOD.

We should pray to JESUS, for HE intercedes for us.

We should know JESUS, for HE died and lives for us.
We should follow JESUS, for HE is leading us in HIS way.
We should praise JESUS, for HE is providing all for us.
We should love JESUS, for HE is calling us HIS children.
We should live in JESUS, for HE is our eternal life.

We should glorify JESUS, for HE is our great reward."

Now, our purpose and plan must be JESUS; our intention and aim
must be JESUS; our thought and everything must be JESUS, for HE is the
giver of HIS kingdom, the kingdom of GOD to us. Persistent prayers
bring GOD's blessings abundantly. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

We should pray to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST for the removal
of unbelief from us wholly, since unbelief blocks all our blessings of
GOD (St. Mark 9:23-24). Since faith without works is dead (James
2:20), we should pray for faith with works (James 2:17). We should
ask GOD in faith, with no doubting and without wavering (James 1:6-
7; St. Matthew 21:22) and without double-mindedness (James 1:8).
Without faith (belief) it is impossible to please GOD. So, he who
comes to GOD must believe that HE is, and that HE is a glorious re-
warder of them that diligently seek HIM (Hebrews 11:6). We must
always glorify GOD with the works of our most holy faith, praying in
the HOLY SPIRIT (Jude 20). Glory be to GoD!
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6. BEWARE OF THE MUTILATION

The apostle Paul warns,

“Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision
(mutilation).”
Philippians 3:2

"The concision" means 'the mutilation'. "The mutilation" means
'the mutilators of the flesh or those who mutilate or cut the flesh'. It
is a contemptuous term for the circumcision. The circumcised are the
true people of GOD (Philippians 3:3).

The heathens have a wrong thought that they can obtain salva-
tion from sins and kingdom of heaven, by wounding or by causing
physical injury to their bodies. So, they mutilate or cut the flesh.
Some cut the flesh of their foreskin; some make cuttings in their
bodies with knives or swords (I Kings 18:28), some whip them with
scourges; some pierce their cheeks by arrows; and some pierce their
lips by arrows, to show their self-willed worship with false humility.
There is no value in their self-willed worship and false humility and
in severe (harsh) treatment of the body (Colossians 2:23). Thus,
externalism (excessive regard for the external) and asceticism (the
practice of self-denial of physical pleasures and comforts) and legal-
ism (the observance of the letter of the Law rather than the Spirit)
are of no value to put a harness on the sensual appetite of human
beings' sinful nature (Colossians 2:23).

The dog is the most despised, shameless and miserable creature
and a scavenger roaming the streets. The dog is unclean (Leviticus
11:27). As "the dog returns to his own vomit again" (II Peter 2:22;
Proverbs 26:11), they take back their own ugly sins.

The apostle Paul warns against dogs, which are then described as
evil workers and finally as the concision. Dogs are unclean. The evil
workers are evil. The concision are those deserving contempt. In
nature they are unclean dogs. In behaviour they are evil workers. In
religion they are the concision, people of shame. The apostle Paul
warns the believers to be vigilant of such unclean, evil and contempt-
ible people.
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GOD'S PLAN FOR HIS PEOPLE

1. THE ONLY ONE PEOPLE

THE LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD created the heavens
and the earth and everything in heaven, everything on the earth and
everything in the sea except man by HIS word of great power. See
Genesis Chapters 1 and 2.

The LORD GOD said,

“Let there be light: and there was light.”
Genesis 1:3
The LORD GOD created man with HIS holy hands. HE created man
wonderfully and skilfully with the dust of the earth. The LORD GOD
created man in HIS own immensely glorious image and likeness. The
LORD GOD created man a little lower than the angels. HE crowned
man with honour and glory. The LORD GOD put everything under his
feet. The LORD GOD gave him dominion and made him ruler over all
living things. The LORD GOD formed him with HIS holy hands and
breathed into his nostrils, the breath of life and man thus became a
living soul.

“So GOD created man in HIS own image, in the image of GOD

created HE him; male and female created HE them.”
Genesis 1:27

“And the LORD GOD formed man of the dust of the ground, and
breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a
living soul.”

Genesis 2:7
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Thus, man became a being of two persons. The two persons, man
possesses in him are:

1. The outward man whom we see with our eyes, i.e., the body
of man.

2. The inward man whom we cannot see with our eyes, ie., the
soul.

The outward body of man or the body of dust is perishable. The
inward man or the soul never perishes. Thus, man is of two persons,
the perishable body of dust, and the imperishable soul. Animals, birds
and all other living things, though created by GOD, have no souls in
them.

Many people do not believe that they have a soul, the invisible
inward man in them. They believe the existence of invisible air,
though they cannot see it. They believe the existence of invisible
electricity without seeing it. People believe the existence of certain
things without seeing them and certain other things just by hearing
about them. Many people do not believe the existence of soul or the
inward man created and put into them by the great power of the
LORD GOD. Everyone must be mindful of how foolish and danger-
ous it is to be so.

The LORD GOD created man holy and perfect. HE created man to
worship, serve, and glorify HIM. The man, created perfectly by GOD
was fair and handsome. He was good, upright, and godly. He had ho-
nour and glory. Man was the head of all creations on the earth. Man
stood between GOD and other creations on the earth. All these facts
about man help us understand who man is.

“What is man, that THOU art mindful of him? and the son of
man, that THOU visitest (pay attention to or care for) him? For
THOU hast made him a little lower than the angels, and hast
crowned him with glory and honour. THOU madest him to have
dominion over the works of THY hands; THOU hast put all things
under his feet: All sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the
field; The fowl of the air, and the fish of the sea, and whatsoever

passeth through the paths of the seas.”
Psalm 8:4-8



GOD'S PLAN FOR HIS PEOPLE 211

“Lo, this only have I found, that GOD hath made man upright;

Ecclesiastes 7:29

The LORD GOD formed the woman from a rib of the man, whom
HE had created. The name of the man was Adam and the name of

the woman was Eve. They were sinless and holy. They were one
flesh and one blood (Genesis 2:21-24).

The LORD GOD created the man and the woman perfect and holy
to fulfil HIS will that one man must have one wife only; and they
must be one flesh and one blood, sinless and holy, perfect and im-
mortal; and that they must be GOD's own children and be with HIM.
Also the LORD GOD created the man and the woman to fulfil HIS will
that a sinless and holy tribe of people, the ONE PEOPLE of the ONE
GOD, a godly people, a blessed and immortal people might greatly
multiply from them.

“And did not HE make one? Yet had HE the residue (having a
remnant) of the Spirit. And wherefore one? That HE might seek a
godly seed (offspring). Therefore take heed to your spirit, and let
none deal treacherously against the wife of his youth.”

Malachi 2:15
GOD created mankind to be fruitful (Genesis 1:28). GOD created
mankind to fear before HIM always (Proverbs 28:14); and to keep HIS
divine commandments, and to delight greatly in HIS divine command-
ments. If anyone fears GOD, then he/she will hate evil (Proverbs
8:13).
“Praise ye the LORD. Blessed is the man that feareth the LORD,

that delighteth greatly in HIS commandments.”
Psalm 112:1

GOD created mankind to be a blessed and mighty generation of
the upright.

“His seed shall be mighty upon earth: the generation of the up-

right shall be blessed.”
Psalm 112:2

GOD created mankind fearfully and wonderfully and to be a holy
and sinless, a blessed and immortal tribe.

“I will praise THEE; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made:
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marvellous are THY works; and that my soul knoweth right well
(very well). My substance (frame) was not hid from THEE, when
I was made in secret, and curiously (skilfully) wrought in the

lowest parts of the earth.”
Psalm 139:14-15

GOD created them to be the ONE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD. HE
created them to be the ONLY ONE PEOPLE of the ONLY ONE GOD.

HE created them to be the ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONLY
ONE TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“But to us there is but one GOD, the FATHER, of whom are all
things, and we in (for) HIM; and one LORD JESUS CHRIST, by
whom are all things, and we by HIM. Howbeit there is not in

every man that knowledge: ...”
I Corinthians 8:6-7

GOD formed the man and the woman of one flesh and one blood,
so that a holy and godly people might multiply from them.

“And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on
all the face of the earth, and hath determined the times before
appointed, and the bounds of their habitation; That they should
seek the LORD, if haply (in the hope that) they might feel after
(grope for) HIM, and find HIM, though HE be not far from every
one of us: For in HIM we live, and move, and have our being; as
certain also of your own poets have said, For we are also HIS
offspring. Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of GOD, we
ought not to think that the Godhead is like unto gold, or silver,

or stone, graven by art and man’s device.”
Acts 17:26-29

If man had not disobeyed GOD, he would have lived for ever in

perfect peace, happiness and harmony with GOD and there would
never have been any suffering in the world.

The first man and woman disobeyed the Words of the LORD GOD,
and obeyed the words of Satan, the devil and ate the fruit of the for-
bidden tree. As they violated the commandment of GOD, they
became sinners and through them, their generations became sinners.
When they fell into sin, they were broken and ruined in the fall.
When they fell into sin, they were like a broken and rotten egg and
they were a real nothing. We sin because we have a sinful and evil
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nature. We break GOD's commandments because we have a sinful
and evil nature. The sin of the first man and woman passed on to
their generations, just like a disease, which passes on to their chil-
dren from their parents.

All people (except JESUS) have been born with a sinful and evil
nature. Since they are born with a sinful and evil nature, they con-
tinually do evil things. Every intent or thought of man's heart is evil
from childhood. They lie, cheat, steal, fight, and kill. Their hearts are
filled with envy and greed, hate and jealousy.

Thus, mankind inherited hell, the wages of sin. Mankind was thus
trapped into a world of great distress and pain. The ONE PEOPLE,
the holy, the righteous, and the godly people thus sank into sin, curse
and filthiness. The ONLY ONE PEOPLE divided themselves into dif-
ferent tribes and groups of abominations and worshippers of many
vain gods (Psalm 14:1, 3; Acts 14:15). They became many groups of
sinners and enemies of the ONLY TRUE GOD (Psalm 2:1-2). The
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE converted themselves into many tribes of
people liable for destruction and terrible judgment and hell (Psalm
9:17).

Now, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY
ONE TRUE PEOPLE are the truthful people; they are the saved; they
are the faithful people with a faithful spirit and they keep the secrets
of GOD.

“...But he that is of a faithful spirit concealeth the matter.”
Proverbs 11:13

“...But a faithful man who can find?”
Proverbs 20:6

Again, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY
ONE TRUE PEOPLE do not speak falsely with flattering lips and with
an inconsistent mind.

“Help, LORD; for the godly man ceaseth; for the faithful fail
(disappear) from among the children of men. They speak vanity
(falsely) every one with his neighbour: with flattering lips and

with a double heart do they speak.”
Psalm 12:1-2
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Further, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE or the faithful people are honest in what
they say; they will be a never-lying people; they will always walk in
the truth and they are the truthful people. The faithful people are
faithful in obedience; they will obey all the commandments of GOD.
The faithful people are faithful in holiness; they will be holy in all
their deeds and words. The faithful people are faithful in prayer life;
they will pray without ceasing; and they will pray in the HOLY SPIRIT.
The faithful people are faithful in humility. They very well know that
the LORD GOD opposes the proud, but gives more grace and honour
to the humble. The faithful people are faithful in sufferings; they will
suffer patiently when they are persecuted for righteousness' sake. The
faithful people are faithful in faith and hope. They are the just and
they will live by faith. The believers of the LORD should live by faith.
The faithful people are faithful in fellowship with the LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST and with HIS people. They will be in fellowship with
one another. The faithful people are faithful in love; they will be filled
with the love of GOD; they will be holy and without blame before
the LORD GOD in love; they will be holy and without blame before
everybody in love; and they will love one another. If they love one
another, all men will know that they are the disciples of the LORD
JESUS CHRIST. The faithful people are faithful in doing the will of
GOD. The will of GOD may not seem to be pleasing to them, it may
not be to their liking, but they know that GOD knows what is good
for HIS people. HE is working all things together for good.

“And we know that all things work together for good to them
that love GOD, to them who are the called according to HIS put-
pose.”

Romans 8:28
GOD's thoughts (plans) are to prosper HIS people, not to harm HIS
people, and to give HIS people a future and a hope. Glory be to Gob!

“For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD,
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.”
Jeremiah 29:11

St. Paul very astonishingly views at Gob’s own salvation plan for
His people in Romans 11:33-34, which is revealed to us by HIs own
gracious will.
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“O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of
GOD! ... For who hath (has) known the mind of the LORD? or
who hath (has) been HIS counsellor?”
Romans 11:33-34
Again, the will of GOD brings them reproaches, insults and suf-
ferings. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST walked always in the will of GOD.
HE walked in the path of great reproaches; HE walked in the path
of great insults; HE walked in the path of great sufferings; HE never
pleased HIMSELF (Romans 15:3).

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is doing all things for our good.
Those who love GOD can very well understand this fact, since they
love HIM no matter what. As Job says,

“Though HE slay me, yet will [ trust in HIM: ...”

Job 13:15
“For I know that my Redeemer liveth, and that HE shall stand at
the latter day upon the earth: And though after my skin worms
destroy this body, yet in my flesh shall I see GOD: Whom I shall

see for myself, and mine eyes shall behold, and not another; ...”
Job 19:25-27

These verses express the unquenchable love and faith of Job to-
wards GOD. Job was righteous. He lived by faith, not by sight. He
viewed GOD HIMSELF as the Redeemer. He viewed here the redemp-
tion of the human body or the resurrection of the human body. This
love and this faith are very essential to HIS people.

“Now the just shall live by faith: ...”
Hebrews 10:38

Moreover, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY TRUE PEOPLE, or the
faithful people are always faithful in their pledge, promise, or covenant
with GOD (Proverbs 20:25; Ezekiel 17:15). The faithful people are al-
ways faithful to the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST and they are always
faithful to the Spirit of GOD, the HOLY SPIRIT.

Again, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY TRUE PEOPLE will abound
with worldly and heavenly blessings. They will abound with bodily
blessings; they will abound with spiritual blessings; they will abound
with immense peace, joy and happiness.
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“A faithful man shall abound with blessings: ...”
Proverbs 28:20
Moreover, the ONLY TRUE PEOPLE should be faithful, truthful,
holy, righteous and godly until their death, to receive the crown of
life from the TLORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONLY TRUE GOD.

“...Be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of
life.”
Revelation 2:10
Now, before the foundation of this world, our cob, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST has planned to come into this world from heaven to
save us, the sinners. For this, HE has planned to be born in this world
as a man and to die and to resurrect and to ascend into heaven. In
this connection, our Gob’s wonderful salvation plan is explained be-
low in various stages. Glory be to GOD!

1.1 THE FIRST STAGE IN GOD'S SALVATION PLAN

In order to get deliverance (salvation) and redemption from sins,
everyone should repent of his/her sins of thought, word, deed, and
omission and pray to GOD for the forgiveness of sins.

The first stage in GOD's salvation plan for HIS people is Deliver-
ance and Redemption. Therefore, HIS people should get deliverance
and redemption from their sins through repentance. In GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST we have redemption through HIS blood, the for-
giveness of sins, according to the riches of HIS grace (Ephesians 1:7).
The delivered or saved or redeemed people should be godly, prayer-
ful, holy, faithful, truthful and righteous. Then only the LORD GOD
can have an ongoing relationship with HIS people; then only HIS
people can enjoy the good life with HIM in the kingdom of heaven.
Such people are the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and
the ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE
GOD, and the ONLY ONE TRUE GOD.

“...Believe on the LORD JESUS CHRIST, and thou shalt be saved,

”

Acts 16:31

“For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of your-
selves: it is the gift of GOD.”
Ephesians 2:8
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“And the LORD shall deliver me from every evil work, and will
preserve me unto HIS heavenly kingdom: to whom be glory for
ever and ever. Amen.”

Il Timothy 4:18

“Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; ...”
Psalm 103:4

1.2 THE SECOND STAGE IN GOD'S SALVATION PLAN

The second stage in GOD's salvation plan for HIS people is that the
redeemed or saved or delivered people must be obedient to GOD
always and they must always be holy and righteous in all manner of
conduct. They should perfect their holiness in the fear of GOD. For
perfecting their holiness, they should be washed by the most holy
blood of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, they should be washed in the most
holy name of the LORD JESUS CHRIST, and they should be washed by
the Spirit of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST and they should be sancti-
fied by the truth, the Word of GOD. Such people are the ONLY TRUE
PEOPLE of the ONLY TRUE GOD, the TORD JESUS CHRIST.

“Sanctify them through THY truth: THY Word is truth.”
St. John 17:17

“As obedient children, not fashioning (conforming) yourselves
according to the former lusts in your ignorance: But as HE
which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of
conversation (conduct); Because it is written, Be ye holy; for [ am
holy.”

| Peter 1:14-16

“Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse
ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting

holiness in the fear of GOD.”
Il Corinthians 7:1

“Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man
shall see the LORD.”
Hebrews 12:14

“The righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein for

ever.”

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1.3 THE THIRD STAGE IN GOD'S SALVATION PLAN

The third stage in GOD's salvation plan for HIS people is that the re-
deemed or saved or delivered people should be baptized in the most
holy name of the FATHER, and of the SON, and of the HOLY SPIRIT,
by complete immersion in water. Those who are baptized in this man-
ner, become the members of the church of the LORD JESUS CHRIST.
Such people are the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and
the ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE
GOD and the ONLY ONE TRUE GOD.

“...Baptizing them in the name of the FATHER, and of the SON,
and of the HOLY GHOST (the HOLY SPIRIT).”
St. Matthew 28:19

“That HE might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of wa-
ter by the Word.”
Ephesians 5:26

‘The washing of water’ means ‘water baptism’.

“...And the LORD added to the church daily such as should be

(were being) saved.”
Acts 2:47

1.4 THE FOURTH STAGE IN GOD'S SALVATION PLAN

The fourth stage in GOD's salvation plan for HIS people is that the
redeemed or saved or delivered people should be anointed with the
HOLY SPIRIT (baptized with the HOLY SPIRIT), the most holy power or
strength of GOD, and they should be filled with joy and with the HOLY
SPIRIT and they should be witnesses of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.
Such people are the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD
and the ONLY ONE TRUE GOD.

“But ye shall receive power, after that the HOLY GHOST (the
HOLY SPIRIT) is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto
ME both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and

unto the uttermost part of the earth.”
Acts 1:8
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“And the disciples were filled with joy, and with the HOLY GHOST
(the HOLY SPIRIT).”

Acts 13:52
“Now HE which stablisheth us with you in CHRIST, and hath
anointed us, is GOD; Who hath also sealed us, and given the

earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.”
Il Corinthians 1:21-22

1.5 THE FINAL STAGE IN GOD'S SALVATION PLAN

The fifth and final stage in GOD's salvation plan for HIS people is that
the redeemed or saved or delivered people should continue stead-
fastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in Breaking of
Bread, and in prayers. Breaking of Bread is the Holy Communion or
the LORD's Supper. The redeemed or the saved or the delivered
people or the believers or the saints should have a good prayer life,
for the full growth in their spiritual life and to continue steadfastly in
their spiritual life and to enter into the kingdom of GOD or the king-
dom of heaven. The Christians of the first century Christian church
continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in
the Holy Communion or the LORD's Supper, and in prayers (Romans
12:12; St. Luke 21:36). Such people are the ONLY TRUE PEOPLE of
the ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“And they continued stedfastly in the apostles” doctrine and fel-
lowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers. And they,
continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking
bread from house to house, did eat their meat with gladness and
singleness of heart, Praising GOD, and having favour with all
the people. ...”
Acts 2:42, 46-47
Final glorification is GOD's perfect salvation plan for HIS people.
For this glorification, the spiritual experiences of sanctification and
justification are very essential. For details, please see page 172-174,
237, 1329 to 1330 and 1388. This final glorification is the ultimate
step in GOD's perfect salvation plan, in which, GOD will perfectly
change or transfigure the believers' mortal lowly body, conforming it
to the resurrected glorious body of our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST
(Philippians 3:21). At last, in the kingdom of GOD, GOD's eternal
glory will be given to the believers or the saved (I Peter 5:10).
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2. GOD DWELLS IN HIS PEOPLE

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is divinely dwelling in HIS people. So,
our speech should be always with grace, seasoned with salt
(Colossians 4:6). The Triune GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is divinely
dwelling in HIS people, the believers. But HIS divine dwelling in HIS
people is conditional on love towards HIM, and obedience to HIS
Words. Our LORD JESUS said,

“If a man love ME, he will keep MY Words: and MY FATHER
will love him, and WE will come unto him, and make OUR abode

with him.”
St. John 14:23

‘FATHER’ is the LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF.

“Let the Word of CHRIST dwell in you richly in all wisdom;

Colossians 3:16

Further, HIS people should not be yoked with unbelievers and they
should not touch any unclean thing, since they are the temple of the
living GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what
fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what
communion hath light with darkness? And what concord (accord)
hath CHRIST with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with
an infidel (unbeliever)? And what agreement hath the temple of
GOD with idols? for ye are the temple of the living GOD; as GOD
hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be
their GOD, and they shall be MY people. Wherefore come out from
among them, and be ye separate, saith the LORD, and touch not the
unclean thing; and I will receive you, And will be a FATHER unto
you, and ye shall be MY sons and daughters, saith the LORD Al-
mighty.”
Il Corinthians 6:14-18
Now, if you proclaim the LORD openly that the LORD is your GOD
and that you will walk in HIS ways and that you will keep HIS statutes,
commandments and judgments and that you will obey HIS voice, the
LORD also proclaims that you should be a peculiar and a holy people to
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HIM and that you should be the highest and the greatest nation on this
earth, in praise and in name and in honour (Deuteronomy 26:17-19).
Blessing comes through obedience and HIS people are to bring GOD
praise, honour and glory.

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST wants to write, teach and sing
songs to the praise, honour and glory of HIM (Deuteronomy 31:19,
21). GOD wants our whole-hearted singing with our grateful heart,
glorifying for HIS tender mercies. Sing aloud with joy, giving thanks-
giving to GOD (Psalm 95:1-2) and "sing unto the LORD a new song"
(Psalm 96:1; 98:1).

All Christians should live a holy life that reflects the purity of
GOD (I Peter 1:16). The HOLY SPIRIT of GOD will make one holy and
spiritual. All Christians should separate themselves from actions,
influences, or people that will contaminate them. They should avoid
what is harmful to the body (I Corinthians 6:18-19). They should
avoid what is harmful to others (I Corinthians 8:8-13). They should
avold what is offensive to the conscience (James 4:17). They should
not have an association that will harm their spiritual life (II Corin-
thians 6:14-18). They should follow the spiritual purity (I Corinthians
6:17-20). They should avoid all that is against a spiritual prohibition
(Exodus 20:3-17). They should follow the supreme example of
CHRIST, who saved them (I Peter 2:21).

3. SALIENT FEATURES 0OF THE
ONE PEOPLE

The ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE
TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD and the
ONLY ONE TRUE GOD are the great people of the great GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST. The LORD GOD is very near to them whenever
they worship HIM or they pray to HIM. They are the people who pos-
sess HIS righteous statutes and laws; they are the people who live
according to HIS righteous statutes and laws.

“For what nation is there so great, who hath GOD so nigh unto
them, as the LORD our GOD is in all things that we call upon
HIM for? And what nation is there so great, that hath statutes
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and judgments so righteous as all this law, which I set before you
this day?”
Deuteronomy 4:7-8
If the people keep the commands of the LORD GOD and walk in
HIS ways, then HE will establish them as HIS holy people to HIMSELF,
and all the peoples on earth will see that they are called by the name
of the LORD, and they will fear them.

“The LORD shall establish thee an holy people unto HIMSELF,
as HE hath sworn unto thee, if thou shalt keep the command-
ments of the LORD thy GOD, and walk in HIS ways. And all
people of the earth shall see that thou art called by the name of

the LORD; and they shall be afraid of thee.”
Deuteronomy 28:9-10

The blessings of obedience to the commands of the LORD GOD
are:

“And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if
thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy GOD. Blessed
shalt thou be in the city, and blessed shalt thou be in the field.
Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground,
and the fruit of thy cattle, the increase of thy kine (cattle), and
the flocks of thy sheep. Blessed shall be thy basket and thy store
(kneading bowl). Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and

blessed shalt thou be when thou goest out.”
Deuteronomy 28:2-6

Further, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE are the saved people of the ONLY ONE
TRUE GOD. They are the ONLY blessed people. The saved people are
spiritually called Israel or Jacob.

“Happy art thou, O Israel: who is like unto thee, O people
saved by the LORD, the shield of thy help, and who is the
sword of thy excellency! and thine enemies shall be found liars
unto thee (submit to you); and thou shalt tread upon their high
places.”
Deuteronomy 33:29

“HE hath not beheld iniquity in Jacob, neither hath HE seen per-
verseness in Israel: the LORD his GOD is with him, and the shout
of a king is among them. Surely there is no enchantment against
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Jacob, neither is there any divination against Israel: according to
this time it shall be said of Jacob and of Israel, What hath GOD
wrought!”
Numbers 23:21, 23
‘Israel and Jacob’ mean ‘the saved people’.

The LORD GOD will set HIS people in praise, fame and honour
high above all the nations.

“And to make thee high above all nations which HE hath
made, in praise, and in name, and in honour; and that thou
mayest be an holy people unto the LORD thy GOD, as HE hath
spoken.”
Deuteronomy 26:19
The children of GOD are the ONE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD; they
are the chosen people of the ONE GOD; they are the own people of
the ONE GOD; they are the blessed people of the ONE GOD; they are
the royal priests of the ONE GOD; they are the holy people of the
ONE GOD; they are the righteous people of the ONE GOD; they are
the special people of the ONE GOD; they are the saved people of the
ONE GOD; they are the people delivered by the ONE GOD; and they
are the redeemed people of the ONE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST
and they have obtained mercy and grace of the ONE GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy
nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the
praises of HIM who hath called you out of darkness into HIS
marvellous light: Which in time past were not a people, but are
now the people of GOD: which had not obtained mercy, but now
have obtained mercy.”
| Peter 2:9-10
Anyone who eagetly seeks our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST, he/
she will become HIS people and will obtain HIS mercy (I Peter 2:10).
There is a time to seek and get HIM (Ecclesiastes 3:6). At the right
time, Zaccheus very eagerly sought to see GOD, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST and found HIM and received HIS salvation (St. Luke 19:1-10).
Glory be to GoD!
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Furthermore, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONLY ONE TRUE GOD are
GOD's own children. If they are GOD's own children, then they ate
heirs—heirs of GOD and joint-heirs with CHRIST, and if they share in
HIS sufferings in order that they may also share in HIS glory. The
HOLY SPIRIT (the Spirit of Adoption) places HIS children as sons and
daughters in GOD's family. All HIS people share all of the inheritance
together. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

“...But ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we
cry, ABBA, FATHER. The Spirit itself beareth witness with
our spirit, that we are the children of GOD: And if children,
then heirs; heirs of GOD, and joint-heirs with CHRIST; if so
be that we suffer with HIM, that we may be also glorified to-
gether.”
Romans 8:15-17
Morteover, the ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the
ONLY ONE TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD
and the ONLY ONE TRUE GOD are eagerly waiting for the glorious
appearing or coming of the great GOD AND SAVIOUR, JESUS CHRIST,
and for their citizenship in heaven, the kingdom of GOD. During the
glorious coming of CHRIST, they will get heavenly bodies, like the
most glorious body of CHRIST (Philippians 3:20-21).

“Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of
the great GOD and our Saviour JESUS CHRIST; Who gave
HIMSELF for us, that HE might redeem us from all iniquity,
and purify unto HIMSELF a peculiar people, zealous of good

works.”

“For the LORD HIMSELF shall descend from heaven with a shout,

with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump (trumpet) of

GOD: and the dead in CHRIST shall rise first: Then we which are

alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the

clouds, to meet the LORD in the air: and so shall we ever (always)

be with the LORD.”

Enoch, the seventh from Adam, was the first person to be caught
up by Gob, the LORD JEsus cHRIST (Genesis 5:22-24; Hebrews 11:5;
Jude 14). The caught up of Enoch by Gop from the earth without
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dying establishes the divine evidence of the caught up of the saved/
the saints during the Secret Coming of cHRIsT. His caught up by cob
depended on his staunch faith (belief) in Gop and on his seeking Gob
and walking with Gob day and night for three hundred years. He was
also well pleasing to cop. These divine spiritual experiences are very
essential for our being to be caught up by Gop to receive the reward,
the kingdom of cop/the kingdom of heaven (Hebrews 11:5-6).

4. GOD'S PEOPLE CAN NEVER BE
SEPARATED

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the portion given to us by GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF (I Corinthians 1:2). HE is GOD's power and
GOD's wisdom and GOD's righteousness and GOD's sanctification and
GOD's redemption (I Corinthians 1:24, 30). HE is the LORD of glory
(I Corinthians 2:8). HE is for our glorification and HE is for our justi-
fication (Romans 8:30). HE is for our complete sanctification of our
spirit, soul and body (I Corinthians 6:11; I Thessalonians 5:23). HE
is for our washing of regeneration and HE is for our renewing of the
HOLY SPIRIT (Titus 3:5). HE is the deep things (depths) of GOD
(I Corinthians 2:10). HE is the Unique Foundation of GOD's build-
ing (I Corinthians 3:11) and the Corner Stone (Isaiah 28:16; Eph-
esians 2:20). HE is our Passover (I Corinthians 5:7). HE is our un-
leavened bread (I Corinthians 5:8). HE is our spiritual food (I Corin-
thians 10:3; St. John 6:31-35). HE is our spiritual drink (I Corinthians
10:4; St. John 7:37-39). HE is our spiritual Rock (I Corinthians 10:4).
HE is the Head of the church (Ephesians 5:23). HE is the Body
(I Corinthians 12:12). HE is the first-fruits of those who are the re-
deemed of the Jews and the Gentiles (I Corinthians 15:20). HE is the
second MAN and the LORD from heaven (I Corinthians 15:47). HE is
the last Adam and the life-giving SPIRIT (I Corinthians 15:45). GOD,
the LORD JESUS CHRIST—the faithful GOD calls us all into the fellow-
ship of our LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF (I Corinthians 1:9) to be the
ONLY TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the LORD
JESUS CHRIST. We should always persevere (stand fast) in the LORD
JESUS CHRIST, in spite of difficulties, reproaches, insults, thirst, hun-
ger, starvation, famine, cold, nakedness, beatings, floggings, whip-
pings, mockeries, perils, persecutions, tribulations, hardships,

torments, tortures, imprisonments, sufferings and deaths. We cannot
be separated from GOD's love, the love of CHRIST. So, HIS people
ask

b

“Who shall separate us from the love of CHRIST? shall tribula-
tion, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril,
or sword? As it is written, For THY sake we are killed all the day
long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter. Nay, in all
these things we are more than conquerors through HIM that
loved us. For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor
things to come, nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature,
shall be able to separate us from the love of GOD, which is in

CHRIST JESUS our LORD.”
Romans 8:35-39

Disappointments test our centre of interest (focus), commitment,
faith, hope, faithfulness, truthfulness and stability. Disappointment
time is our exam time. In some occasions, our GOD leads HIS people
into disappointments. So, in GOD's plan for HIS people, there are
disappointments. Hence, all our disappointments are GOD's
appointments. So, GOD's people should not murmur against their
disappointments. Murmuring is sin (I Corinthians 10:10).

“And when they (the Israelites) came to Marah, they could not drink
of the waters of Marah, for they were bitter: therefore the name of it was
called Marah. And the people murmured against Moses, saying, What
shall we drink? And he cried unto the LORD; and the LORD shewed
him a tree, which when he had cast into the waters, the waters were
made sweet: ...”
Exodus 15:23-25

Our GOD, JESUS CHRIST made peace through HIS blood at the cross
(Colossians 1:20). So, we can have peace with GOD by accepting CHRIST.
The cop of Peace, the LORD JESUS CHRIST gives the peace of Gob
through His blood and through His Gospel of peace (Ephesians 6:15).
JESUS CHRIST is the Prince of Peace (Isaiah 9:6). HE gives HIS peace to
us (St. John 14:27). Apart from HIM there can be no peace between
man and GOD. The saved people have peace with GOD (Romans 5:1)
and the unsaved and the wicked have no peace with GOD. Gob's peace
is the heavenly peace; it is the divine peace; it gives peacefulness of
mind that frees us from fear and anxiety (St. John 14:27); it gives
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harmony and concord with others (Ephesians 4:3); it gives health and
welfare (I Corinthians 16:11); it is the fruit of the HOLY SPIRIT
(Galatians 5:22) and it signifies the opposite of war (Revelation 6:4).
GOD's grace is for our spiritual standing and GOD's peace is for our
spiritual standing and spiritual walk (Romans 5:1-2). Seek the cop of
Peace for the peace of cob. Our LoRD JEsus is The Prince of Peace
(Isaiah 9:6). HIS peace gives joy amid all tribulations of the world
(St. John 16:33).

To keep our hearts and minds through CHRIST JESUS, HIS peace
(GOD's peace) which surpasses all understanding must rule in our hearts
(Philippians 4:7; Colossians 3:15). CHRIST JESUS HIMSELF is our peace
(Ephesians 2:14). The cop of Peace, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is with
HIS people (Philippians 4:9) and HE HIMSELF sanctifies HIS people
completely (I Thessalonians 5:23) and HE HIMSELF gives HIS holiness
to HIS people (Hebrews 12:14). In order to keep GOD's peace, we must
occupy our minds with right things (Philippians 4:8) and with right
activities (Philippians 4:9). To obtain GOD's peace, we must make our
requests to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST by prayer and supplication,
with thanksgiving (Philippians 4:6-7).

The ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE PEOPLE and the ONLY ONE
TRUE PEOPLE of the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD and the
ONLY ONE TRUE GOD cannot be separated from GOD's love, because
it is set forth in a person who is GOD HIMSELF, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST. HE is our Saviour. HE is our Redeemer. HE is our peace. HE
is our grace. Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is working all things to-
gether for good. Those who love HIM are best able to appreciate this
fact because they love HIM no matter what.

“Though HE slay me, yet will I trust in HIM: ...”
Job 13:15

“And we know that all things work together for good to them
that love GOD, to them who are the called according to HIS put-

pose.”
Romans 8:28

If the LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is with you, then you have a prayerful
life; you have a powerful godly living by the power of the HOLY SPIRIT;
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you have a mind of divine attitudes; you have a truthful and faithful
and holy life; you have a new experience of victory over sin, trials and
tribulations and no one can separate you from HIM and nothing can
change your hope for the future, of sharing the glories and indescribable
joy of heaven (I Peter 1:3-5; St. John 14:2-3).

THE ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD

1. ATTRIBUTES

THE LORD JESUS CHRIST alone is the oNE oD and the ONLY ONE
GoD and the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GoD who came into this world with
divine qualities. HE is the peerless GOD.

Never before in the history of mankind and never since the ad-
vent of our LORD JESUS CHRIST, has there been such a manifestation
and demonstration of divine attributes in any person as in our LORD
JESUS CHRIST, the Creator and Saviour and Redeemer of humanity.
The divine qualities present in HIM are in perfect measure and in con-
trast to the imperfect nature of human race as a whole.

Before we set our affection on being transformed into HIS like-
ness, let us meditate on some of these divine attributes so that we
may realize how important it is to get a share of these qualities. If
we request HIM earnestly and sincerely in prayer, HE will certainly
grant us this blessing for HE has promised to "do exceeding abundantly
above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us."
Ephesians 3:20.

The divine attributes (inherent characteristics) of the ONE GOD
and the ONLY ONE GOD and the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD include
holiness, truth, righteousness, mercy, patience, affection, love,
humility, kindness, compassion, faithfulness, forgiveness, reproof and
justice. HE is also eternal, omniscient (all-knowing), omnipotent
(All-powerful), and omnipresent (ever-present).
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Holiness: Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the "HOLY ONE". Psalm
16:10. HE is the fountain of absolute holiness. So, we can not sanc-
tify and purify ourselves from uncleanness and unholiness (Isaiah
66:17). GoD alone can sanctify and purify us from uncleanness and
unholiness.

“...These things saith HE that is holy, HE that is true, HE that
hath the key of David, HE that openeth, and no man shutteth;
and shutteth, and no man openeth.”
Revelation 3.7

HE wants us to be holy:

“But as HE which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all
manner of conversation (conduct).”
| Peter 1:15

“...Without which (holiness) no man shall see the LORD.”
Hebrews 12:14

Truth: Absolute truth shines gloriously only in and around our LORD
JESUS CHRIST.

“JESUS saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: ...”
St. John 14:6

HE was born to bring truth to the world. All who love truth are
HIS followers.

“...To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the
world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that
is of the truth heareth MY voice.”

St. John 18:37

HE is the ONLY ONE GOD, who is eternally truthful; HIS truthful-
ness is completely trustworthy. HIS truthfulness leads to freedom and
justice. We are also commanded to be truthful.

“Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his
neighbour: for we are members one of another.”
Ephesians 4:25

Righteousness: This means uprightness before GOD. Totally righ-
teous is our LORD JESUS CHRIST. HE is radiating absolute uprightness.
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“My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not.
And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the FATHER,
JESUS CHRIST the righteous.”

I John 2:1

“THOU hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore
GOD, even THY GOD, hath anointed THEE with the oil of glad-
ness above THY fellows.”
Hebrews 1.9

HE fulfilled all righteousness.

“And JESUS answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for
thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. ...”
St. Matthew 3:15

“But with righteousness shall HE judge the poor, and reprove
with equity for the meek of the earth: and HE shall smite the earth
with the rod of HIS mouth, and with the breath of HIS lips shall
HE slay the wicked.”
Isaiah 11:4

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has covered us with the robe of
righteousness.

“lwill greatly rejoice in the LORD, my soul shall be joyful in my
GOD; for HE hath clothed me with the garments of salvation, HE
hath covered me with the robe of righteousness, ...”

Isaiah 61:10

Mercy: The Greek word ELEOS translated mercy in English means
special and immediate regard to the misery, which is the consequence
of sins. GOD's mercy is extended in full for the complete alleviation
of the consequences of sin. Mercy is HIS benevolent pity for the mis-
ery brought about by our sin. HIS pitying love precedes HIS saving
grace. Our LORD JESUS said:

“But go ye and learn what that meaneth, I will have mercy, and
not sacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners
to repentance.”
St. Matthew 9:13

HE exhorts us to be merciful.
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“Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.”
St. Matthew 5:7

“For he shall have judgment without mercy, that hath shewed
no mercy; and mercy rejoiceth against (triumphs over) judgment.”
James 2:13

Patience: Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the LORD of patience and con-
solation. HE is infinitely patient; human patience pales into insignifi-
cance when compared with HIS longsuffering patience. HE was able
to bear trials and tribulations without grumbling. GOD the FATHER is
the author of patience and GOD the SON is the example of patience
and GOD the HOLY SPIRIT is the source of patience. How great is the
quality of patience!

“HE was oppressed, and HE was afflicted, yet HE opened not
HIS mouth: HE is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a
sheep before her shearers is dumb, so HE openeth not HIS mouth.”
Isaiah 53:7

Affection: We find in the Holy Bible at least five kinds of affec-
tion, natural, paternal, maternal, fraternal and filial. The Holy Bible
says,

“Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in

honour preferring one another.”
Romans 12:10

This is the affection of CHRIST. The Holy Bible says,

“Set your affection on things above, not on things on the
earth.”
Colossians 3:2

To understand CHRIST-CENTERED affection we must meditate on
St. Matthew 10:36-42.

Love: Love in its purest form emanates only from our LORD JESUS
CHRIST. It is the sacrificial love, which is inimitable and unimitated.
It is beyond human reach and human understanding. This love is ex-
pressed in Galatians 2:20.

“I am crucified with CHRIST: nevertheless I live: yet not I,
but CHRIST liveth in me: and the life which I now live in
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the flesh I live by the faith of the SON OF GOD (the LORD
JESUS CHRIST), who loved me, and gave HIMSELF for
me.”

Galatians 2:20

Love is an attribute of GOD and love is a description of HIS be-
ing. The LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is the only epitome of divine love
and the source of all true love. HIS love is unconditional; HIS love
consistently secks the highest good of all. GOD's love was cleatly re-
vealed at Calvary when our LORD JESUS CHRIST died for our sins. HE
is the propitiation for our sins.

“...GOD is love.”
| John 4:8

“Hereby perceive we the love of GOD, because HE laid down
HIS life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives for the breth-
ren.”
| John 3:16

“Behold, what manner of love the FATHER hath bestowed upon
us, that we should be called the sons of GOD: therefore the world
knoweth us not, because it knew HIM not.”

| John 3:1
Because GOD loved us, we ought to love one another.
“Beloved, if GOD so loved us, we ought also to love one an-
other.”
| John 4:11

Because GOD laid down HIS most precious life for us, we ought
to lay down our lives for the brethren.
Humility: Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the source of abject humil-
ity.
“Take MY yoke upon you, and learn of ME; for I am meek and

lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.”
St. Matthew 11:29

“...GOD resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble.”
James 4:6

We must be clothed with humility.
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“...Be clothed with humility: for GOD resisteth the proud, and
giveth grace to the humble. Humble yourselves therefore under
the mighty hand of GOD, that HE may exalt you in due time.”

| Peter 5:5-6

We should walk with humility.

“I therefore, the prisoner of the LORD, beseech you that ye walk
worthy of the vocation (divine call) wherewith ye are called, With
all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one
another in love.”

Ephesians 4:1-2

We are warned against false humility in Colossians 2:18.

Kindness: Kindness is mildness combined with tenderness. The
kindness of our LORD JESUS CHRIST is total, absolute, abundant, ex-
traordinary and never-failing,

“And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in
heavenly places in CHRIST JESUS: That in the ages to come HE
might shew the exceeding riches of HIS grace in HIS kindness
toward us through CHRIST JESUS.”

Ephesians 2:6-7

Kindness combines meekness and gentleness. We have already
quoted St. Matthew 11:29. We have to possess this quality. The Holy
Bible says,

“...Follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience,
meekness.”
| Timothy 6:11

Compassion: Pity or sympathy for the sufferings of others with a
great desire to give help or show mercy is called compassion. Our
LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST is very gracious and HE is filled with heart-
felt compassion.

“The LORD is gracious, and full of compassion; slow to anger,
and of great mercy. The LORD is good to all: and HIS tender
mercies are over all HIS works.”

Psalm 145:8-9

The compassion of our LORD JESUS is very great.
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“But when HE (JESUS) saw the multitudes, HE was moved with
compassion on them, because they fainted (were weary), and were
scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd.”

St. Matthew 9:36

As the LORD GOD is gracious and compassionate, HIS people must
also be gracious and compassionate.

Faithfulness: Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST's faithfulness is very
great. Bveryone must praise and glorify HIS faithfulness, righteous-

ness, holiness, salvation, lovingkindness, truth and mercies (Lamen-
tations 3:22-23).

“...Great is THY faithfulness.”
Lamentations  3:23

“I have not hid THY righteousness within my heart; I have de-
clared THY faithfulness and THY salvation: I have not concealed
THY lovingkindness and THY truth from the great congrega-
tion.”

Psalm 40:10

Forgiveness: On top of all these divine qualities is the crowning
glory of our LORD's forgiveness. Our LORD is the embodiment of for-
giveness.

“For THOU, LORD, art good, and ready to forgive; and plente-
ous in mercy unto all them that call upon THEE. But THOU, O
LORD, art a GOD full of compassion, and gracious, longsuffer-
ing, and plenteous in mercy and truth.”

Psalm 86:5, 15

Forgiveness separates the sinner from his sin. Forgiveness implies
blotting out, remission, pardon, remembering no more and healing,

“And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. For if ye
forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly FATHER will also
forgive you: But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither
will your FATHER forgive your trespasses.”

St. Matthew 6:12, 14-15

The basis of forgiveness is faith in our LORD JESUS CHRIST.
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No man can forgive another if the forgiving Spirit of our LORD
JESUS CHRIST is not reflected in him. Forgiving confirms our love to-
wards others.

Reproof: Our LORD JESUS CHRIST reproves the world of its sins
through the HOLY SPIRIT in order to uphold justice and pronounce
judgment. Those who despise the reproof cannot escape the punish-
ment of eternal suffering in hell.

“And when HE (the HOLY SPIRIT) is come, HE will reprove the
world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment.”
St. John 16:8

Justice: Right and fair behaviour or treatment is called justice. The
justice of GOD is consistent. The justice of GOD is legislative. The
justice of GOD is distributive. The ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the
LORD JESUS CHRIST has the authority and ability to establish justice.

“Justice and judgment (Righteousness and justice) are the habi-
tation (foundation) of THY throne: mercy and truth shall go be-
fore THY face.”
Psalm 89:14

The ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD and the ONE AND ONLY
TRUE GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is faithful, upright and just and
HIS judgment is just. Our LORD JESUS said,

“MY judgment is just; ...”
St. John 5:30

Now, in our attempt to understand the greatness of the glory of
this ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, let us begin from the beginning from
the birth of our LOrRD and saviour. Incidentally, let us remember
GoD the FATHER HIMSELF addresses HIM as LORD.

“And, THOU, LORD, in the beginning hast laid the founda-
tion of the earth; and the heavens are the works of THINE
hands.”

Hebrews 1:10

HE was manifest in the flesh. HE came into this wotld, as the seed
of the woman, by the word of HIS power.

“In the beginning was the WORD, and the WORD was with
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GOD, and the WORD was GOD. And the WORD was made
flesh, ...”
St. John 1:1, 14

The birth of our LORD JESUS CHRIST has been unique because of
its perfect holiness. One can be born as a man, only from the womb
of a woman. Therefore, the LORD JESUS CHRIST was born by HIM-
SELF (by the HOLY SPIRIT) from the womb of Virgin Mary to save
sinners. HE was born holy and sinless to save sinners. HIS name
'TESUS' means 'Saviout', who saves sinners from their sins. HIS name,
'CHRIST' means "The Anointed ONE, Ordained by GOD'. The Hebrew
word for 'CHRIST' is 'MESSIAS' or 'MESSIAH'. HIS name 'LORD' means
'Almighty, All-Powerful, The Most High, Creator of all things, Ruler
of all things, Omnipotent, Omnipresent, Omniscient, Infinitely Wise
and Exceedingly Merciful GOD'. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Only
Saviour and the Only Redeemer of the world (St. Matthew 1:21;
I Timothy 1:15; St. John 4:42; Psalm 78:35).

Now, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST's divine sacrificial death (once-
for-all-sacrificial death) on the cross satisfied the righteous wrath of
GoD against our sins and paid the death penalty for our sins (Revela-
tion 21:8). GOD's righteous wrath is filled with HIS righteousness and
it does only GOD's righteous works. CHRIST bore in HIS most holy
body the punishment for our sins. HE has taken our sins on HIMSELF
and has imputed HIS righteousness to us, the sinners. Even though we
clearly and totally deserve to be declared guilty, because of CHRIST's
sacrificial death and because of our faith in CHRIST and because of
our prayer of faith GOD declares us righteous. Thus we are justified
(acquitted) freely by GOD and we receive justification (acquittal) from
GOD, the Just and the Justifier by HIS grace (Romans 3:24-20).

2. PROPHETIC REVELATIONS

2.1 THE SEED OF THE WOMAN

When the time of our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST's Virgin birth
came, the angel Gabriel appeared to Virgin Mary, a holy and virtuous
young Jewish woman betrothed to a just man Joseph and proclaimed
to her that she would conceive by the HOLY SPIRIT and give birth to
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a SON who will be called the SON of GOD (St. Luke 1:35) and she
will give HIM the name JESUS (St. Luke 1:31). She questioned the
angel about the truth of his statement since she was a virgin (St.
Luke 1:27-35). Then the angel appeared to Joseph and proclaimed to
him to call HIS name JESUS (St. Matthew 1:18-21).

According to Mosaic Law, pregnancy of an unmarried woman was
an offence punishable by death. But Virgin Mary surrendered herself
completely to the will of GOD and said to the angel, "Behold the
handmaid of the LORD; be it unto me according to thy word" (St. Luke 1:38).
In order to save Virgin Mary from the punishment of death, our GOD
gave a just man Joseph as her husband to her. He also surrendered
himself completely to the will of GOD (St. Luke 2:1-7). Only after
the birth of our LORD JESUS CHRIST, Joseph knew her betrothed wife
(St. Matthew 1:25). Thus, our LORD JESUS CHRIST was born of the
HOLY SPIRIT (St. Matthew 1:20-21) as the Seed of the Woman
(Genesis 3:15), but HE was not born of blood and of the will of the
flesh and of the will of man (St. John 1:13). Glory be to cop! After
the birth of our LORD JESUS, Virgin Mary did not give birth to any
child. See page 407-408.

Though Virgin Mary was unmarried, she did not care about the
terrible consequences or the great dangers that would follow her
pregnancy, since she had a staunch faith in the LORD GOD, who had
chosen her. Nothing could stop her or slow her spiritual life, since
our LORD GOD saved her from all spiritual dangers. Her spiritual life
continued until the end of her life, since she surrendered herself
completely to the will of GOD (St. Luke 1:38; Acts 1:14). Praise The
LORD! Alleluia!

GOD promised the Virgin birth of the SAVIOUR as the Seed of the
Woman at the time of the fall of mankind. In the garden of Eden,
soon after Adam and Eve were deceived by the crafty Satan (the ser-
pent), our LORD GOD said to Satan,

“And 1 will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between
thy seed and her seed; IT shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt
bruise HIS heel.”

Genesis 3:15
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* IT ' means ‘the seed, the offspring’. IT denotes the LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST.

While HE was being nailed on the cross or while HIS heel was
nailed on the cross, the head of Satan, the devil was crushed by HIM.
And while the cross of JESUS with HIM was forcefully planted into a
pit, HE was poured out like water and all HIS bones were out of joint
and HIS heart was like wax and it was melted in the midst of HIS
bowels (Psalm 22:14). At that time, HE again crushed the head of
Satan.

The miracle of the Virgin birth of our LORD JESUS CHRIST was
prophesied by Isaiah. HIS Virgin birth signifies HIS divine holiness.
The following prophetic verses clearly reveal the Virgin birth of
JESUS CHRIST.

“Therefore the LORD HIMSELF shall give you a sign; Behold, a
virgin shall conceive, and bear a SON, and shall call HIS name
IMMANUEL.”

Isaiah 7:14

‘IMMANUEL’ or ‘EMMANUEL’ means ‘GOD with us'. EMMANUEL implies
GOD in the Person of our LORD JESUS CHRIST.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST was born with a sinless nature, so that
we might have a SAVIOUR who could truly save and redeem us from
sin on the cross of Calvary.

Thus our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST came into this world as the
seed of the woman to save and redeem the whole world. HE came
into this world to dwell among HIS own people. Praise The LORD!
Alleluia!

“...I the LORD am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, ...”
Isaiah 49:26

Salvation or redemption of one's soul would be impossible with-
out a Virgin born SAVIOUR or REDEEMER. The Virgin birth of JESUS
CHRIST explains the divine and human natures, present in HIM.

“For unto us a Child is born, unto us a SON is given: and the
government shall be upon HIS shoulder: and HIS name shall be
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called Wonderful, Counsellor, The Mighty GOD, The Everlast-
ing FATHER, The Prince of Peace.”
Isaiah 9:6

This prophecy clearly reveals that our LORD JESUS CHRIST was
fully man and fully GOD, when HE was on the earth. Here this proph-
ecy is about these two natures of JESUS CHRIST—the Human one to
be 'born' and the Divinity to be 'given', because JESUS CHRIST as GOD
was eternal and could not be 'born'.

The miracle of the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST was proclaimed
directly in St. Matthew 1:18-25 and in St. Luke 2:4-7. Mary and
Joseph were betrothed and she was found to be conceived by
the HOLY SPIRIT. The LORD encouraged Joseph to marry Mary, to
protect her from the law relating to adultery (Leviticus 20:10). The
Holy Bible says that Joseph did not know her till she had brought
forth her first-born (St. Matthew 1:25).

The miracle of the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST was professed by
St. Paul. While describing the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST, St. Paul

wrote,

“But when the fulness of the time was come, GOD sent forth HIS
SON, made of a woman, ...”
Galatians 4.4

In this verse St. Paul used the Greek word GENOMENON to de-
note JESUS CHRIST coming from a woman. He used the same Greek
verb in Romans 1:3 and Philippians 2:7 to denote the acceptance of
the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST. In contrast, St. Paul used the Greek
word GEGENNETAL in Galatians 4:23 to denote the birth of Ishmael,
associating his birth with the husband. The interpretation of I Corin-
thians 15:45-48 also shows that Adam and CHRIST came miracu-
lously by the work of GOD. Adam was of the earth, earthy. CHRIST
was the LORD from heaven, heavenly. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The Virgin birth of our LORD JESUS CHRIST is recorded as a his-
torical fact in the Holy Bible. The Virgin birth of our LORD JESUS
CHRIST is GOD taking on HIMSELF manhood. Mary and Joseph ac-
cepted the offer to bring forth the sinless and holy baby, namely
EMMANUEL—GOD with us (St. Luke 1:26-35; St. Matthew 1:18-25).
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Our LORD JESUS always claimed that GOD was HIS FATHER. JESUS
CHRIST accepted the fact that HE was 'CHRIST the SON of the
Blessed' (St. Mark 14:61-62). HE also accepted the fact that HE was
the SON OF GOD or GOD the SON (St. Luke 22:70). HE never
claimed Joseph as HIS FATHER (St. Luke 2:48-49; St. John 2:16; 5:17-
47; 6:32-40; 8:42).

Our LORD JESUS fully knew the fact that since HIS mother Virgin
Mary was from David's family, HE became David's SON as a MAN and
HE was David's LORD as GOD (St. Matthew 22:42-406). JESUS never
gave a special place for HIS mother and brothers (HIS mothet's sistet's
sons) but contrasted them with HIS disciples who did HIS will
(St. Matthew 12:46-50) and HE had no own brothers (for reference
see page 407 last paragraph and page 408). JESUS talked directly to
HIS mother on two occasions (St. John 2:3-4; 19:26). On both occa-
sions JESUS did not assign a special position for Mary but called her
as 'woman'.

Famous scientists, geneticists and many others have no barrier to
belief in the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST. They have no problems
with HIS Virgin birth. To them, this is the most necessary thing for
mankind's remission (forgiveness) of sins, salvation (deliverance) and
redemption from sins, holiness and holy life and to enter into heaven,
the kingdom of GOD. Now, no one can reject the Virgin birth of
JESUS. If anyone rejects HIS Virgin birth, he/she will count the cost
of his/her rejection in hell-fire.

Our LORD JESUS also claimed that HE was the SON OF MAN and
HE had the power to forgive sins (St. Mark 2:10). Our LORD JESUS
taught that HE came from GOD (St. John 8:42; 16:27). Our LORD
JESUS CHRIST expressed HIS self-identification with GOD the FATHER
by HIS 'T AM' statements (Exodus 3:14; St. John 4:26; 6:35; 8:12;
10:7; 11:25; 14:6; 15:1). GOD's proclamation: GOD the FATHER at-
tested GOD the SON, the LORD JESUS CHRIST thrice (St. Matthew
3:16-17; 17:1-5; St. John 12:27-29). St. John wrote that the WORD
became flesh and dwelt among us (St. John 1:1-3, 14, 18).

“In the beginning was the WORD, and the WORD was with
GOD, and the WORD was GOD. The same (HE) was in the begin-
ning with GOD. All things were made by HIM; and without HIM
was not any thing made that was made. And the WORD was
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made flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld HIS glory, the
glory as of the only begotten of the FATHER, full of grace and
truth. No man hath seen GOD at any time; the only begotten
SON, which is in the bosom of the FATHER, HE hath declared
HIM.”
St. John 1:1-3, 14, 18

Again he wrote that GOD has sent HIS only begotten SON into the
world that we might live through HIM (I John 4:9; St. John 3:16).
While writing about false prophets, he wrote that they deny, "JESUS
CHRIST has come in the flesh" (I John 4:1-3). Again, while writing
about the deceivers, he wrote that they would not confess that JESUS
CHRIST is come in the flesh (II John 7-10).

St. Peter confessed that CHRIST is the SON of the living GOD
(St. Matthew 16:16). He wrote, "JESUS CHRIST verily was foreor-
dained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these
last times" (I Peter 1:20). Again, he wrote that JESUS CHRIST was put
to death in the flesh for our sin (I Peter 3:18). Also he wrote that
JESUS CHRIST suffered for us in the flesh (I Peter 4:1).

St. Paul wrote that: The mystery of godliness is "GOD was mani-
fest in the flesh" (I Timothy 3:16). GOD sent HIS own SON in the
likeness of sinful flesh, on account of sin and HE condemned sin in
the flesh (Romans 8:3). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is in the form of
GOD. But HE took the form of a servant and came in the likeness of
men (Philippians 2:6-8). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST, the MAN is the Me-
diator between GOD and man (I Timothy 2:5). In our LORD JESUS
CHRIST dwells all the fullness of the GODHEAD bodily (Colossians
1:19; 2:9). GOD sent forth HIS SON, born of a woman (Galatians 4:4)
to redeem us. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST came "according to the flesh,
who is over all, the eternally blessed GOD. Amen" (Romans 9:5). Our
LORD JESUS CHRIST had reconciled us in the body of HIS flesh
through death (Ephesians 2:15-16). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the
image of the invisible GOD (Colossians 1:15; II Corinthians 4:4).

In the Holy Bible we see, GOD had prepared a body (a most holy
body) for our LORD JESUS CHRIST (Hebrews 10:5). Our LORD JESUS
CHRIST partook 'the flesh and blood' to destroy Satan, the devil (He-
brews 2:14). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is 'the brightness of HIS (GOD's)
glory and the express image of HIS person' (Hebrews 1:3).
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In HIS deity, our LORD JESUS CHRIST was GOD. In HIS humanity,
our LORD JESUS CHRIST became MAN. In HIS humility, our LORD JESUS
CHRIST humbled HIMSELF even to the death on the cross and now
exalted (Philippians 2:5-9).

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST was 'in the form of GOD' and was 'equal
with GOD' and was 'GOD'. But HE emptied HIMSELF and came into
this world in the likeness of men and HE even humbled HIMSELF to
take up the death on the cross. This is the supreme sacrifice of our
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST.

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST lived on this earth as a MAN, HIS
deity was not reduced or abandoned but present fully in HIM. HE
exercised the divine functions. But to save mankind, HE emptied
HIMSELF of HIS glory (Philippians 2:7; St. John 17:5) and became
poor (II Corinthians 8:9).

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in this wotld as a MAN, HE ac-
quired Manhood without losing HIS deity. HE began to live a fully
human life. HE took on HIMSELF the human body, the holy human
body. HIS Manhood was complete (I Timothy 2:5; Galatians 4:4; He-
brews 2:14, 17). HIS divine nature also was complete (Isaiah 9:6;
Psalm 45:60). Hence HE is called as GOD-MAN.

By HIS Virgin birth, our LORD JESUS CHRIST slaughtered Satan, the
devil (Hebrews 2:14). Hence, Satan, the devil is the defeated foe and
so there is no need for believers to be afraid of him. He only needs
to be resisted (James 4:7). By HIS Virgin birth, our LORD JESUS
CHRIST gives salvation from the fear of death. So, there is no need
for believers to be afraid of death (I Corinthians 15:54-55). By HIS
Virgin birth, our LORD JESUS CHRIST gives solution to the problem of
sin. The Holy Bible says that JESUS CHRIST is the propitiation for our
sin by HIS blood (Romans 3:25). By HIS Virgin birth, our LORD JESUS
CHRIST is our source of help in temptation. Hence let us not get dis-
couraged when we are tempted. HE is faithful to help us in our temp-
tations (Hebrews 2:18). Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is the SON of GOD with the true
nature of GOD or GOD having no genealogy (St. John 1:1; Exodus
3:14; Revelation 1:8, 11; 22:13; Psalm 90:2) and HE is also the SON
of MAN with the true nature of GOD with the true human life and
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human nature, having genealogy (St. John 1:14; St. Luke 3:23-38).
The family of JESUS through Mary is mentioned in St. Luke 3:23-38.
The family of Joseph (foster father of our LORD JESUS during HIS
childhood when HE was in this world) is mentioned in St. Matthew
1:1-17. Both of these families were kingly families, the descendants
of king David.

Now;, our LORD JESUS CHRIST is not only the SON of MAN and the
SON of GOD or GOD the SON, but also HE is GOD the FATHER and
GOD the HOLY SPIRIT. Hence our LORD JESUS CHRIST, the SEED of
the WOMAN is the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, the TRIUNE GOD
(Isaiah 9:6; St. John 8:25; 10:30; 14:9; II Corinthians 3:17-18). Glory

be to GoD!
2.2 THE FIRST COMING

The First Coming of our LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONE AND ONLY
TRUE GOD had been foretold by HIS prophets many centuries in ad-
vance, the events about HIS sacred birth, about HIS mighty works and
wondrous works HE would perform in this world, about HIS suffer-
ings and death, about how HE would be laid in the grave and also
about how HE would resurrect HIMSELF on the third day and many
other things. Some important prophetic verses about HIM are given
below:

“...There shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre (Scepter)
shall rise out of Israel, ...”
Numbers 24:17

“...THY throne, O GOD, is for ever and ever: a sceptre (scepter)
of righteousness is the sceptre of THY Kingdom. THOU hast loved
righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore GOD, even THY
GOD, hath anointed THEE with the oil of gladness above THY
fellows. And, THOU, LORD, in the beginning hast laid the foun-
dation of the earth; and the heavens are the works of THINE
hands: They shall perish; but THOU remainest; and they all shall
wax old as doth a garment; And as a vesture shalt THOU fold
them up, and they shall be changed: but THOU art the same,
and THY years shall not fail.”
Hebrews 1:8-12
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“And leaving Nazareth, HE came and dwelt in Capernaum,
which is upon the sea coast, in the borders of Zabulon and
Nephthalim: That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by
Esaias the prophet, saying, The land of Zabulon, and the land
of Nephthalim, by the way of the sea, beyond Jordan, Galilee of
the Gentiles; The people which sat in darkness saw great light;
and to them which sat in the region and shadow of death light
is sprung up.”
St. Matthew 4:13-16

“But though HE had done so many miracles before them, yet
they believed not on HIM: That the saying of Esaias the prophet
might be fulfilled, which he spake, LORD, who hath believed
our report? and to whom hath the arm of the LORD been re-
vealed?”
St. John 12:37-38

“HE was oppressed, and HE was afflicted, yet HE opened not HIS
mouth: HE is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep
before her shearers is dumb, so HE openeth not HIS mouth.”

Isaiah 53:7

“And with HIM they crucify two thieves; the one on HIS right
hand, and the other on HIS left. And the Scripture was fulfilled,
which saith, And HE was numbered with the transgressors.”
St. Mark 15:27-28

“All they that see ME laugh ME to scorn: they shoot out the lip,
they shake the head, saying, HE trusted on the LORD that HE
would deliver HIM: let HIM deliver HIM, seeing HE delighted in
HIM.”

Psalm 22:7-8

“For even CHRIST pleased not HIMSELF; but, as it is written,
The reproaches of them that reproached THEE fell on ME.”
Romans 15:3

“And he (they) made HIS grave with the wicked, and with the
rich in HIS death; because HE had done no violence, neither was
any deceit in HIS mouth.”
Isaiah 53:9

“...That CHRIST died for our sins according to the Scriptures;
And that HE was buried, and that HE rose again the third day
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according to the Scriptures.”
| Corinthians 15:3-4

The greatest event in history had happened! The CHRIST or the
MESSIAH had been born! For ages the Jews or the Israelites had
waited for this. When it finally happened, the Good News came to
humble shepherds first (St. Luke 2:10-14). JESUS came to save or de-
liver us from sin and its consequences—sicknesses, hardships, hell
(the second death), etc. We can't save ourselves and eliminate the
sinful nature present in all of us. Only JESUS CHRIST—the infinite,
unlimited GOD who took on the limitations of humanity, can do that.

The fall and sinfulness of mankind and the faithfulness, grace,
righteousness, and love of GOD necessitated the First Coming of our
LORD JESUS CHRIST. Due to the fall and sinfulness of mankind, they
cannot save or redeem themselves. One sinful man could not save or
redeem the other from his/her sinfulness (Psalm 49:7).

Hence, there arose a need for GOD to save or redeem mankind.
Man needs an external and internal and supernatural help for his re-
demption or salvation. Now, GOD could not redeem man if HE is
GOD. But HE can redeem man only when HE becomes man. So, GOD
became a sinless MAN by clothing HIMSELF with human flesh. HE did
not inherit the fallen sinful nature because of HIS Virgin birth.

Thus, GOD became a sinless GOD as well as a sinless MAN—singly
united LORD JESUS CHRIST, to take away our sin (I John 3:5). GOD's
faithfulness and love is manifested when HE made sinless JESUS
CHRIST to be sin for us (sin offering for us).

“For HE hath made HIM to be sin (sin offering) for us, who knew
no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of GOD in HIM.”
Il Corinthians 5:21

JESUS CHRIST is sinless GOD as well as sinless MAN—singly united
LORD JESUS CHRIST: 100% Divine as well as 100% Human.

“For there is One GOD, ... the Man CHRIST JESUS.”
| Timothy 2:5

JESUS CHRIST came according to the flesh who is over all, the
eternally blessed GOD (Romans 9:5; St. John 1:14).
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“...GOD was manifest in the flesh, ...”
| Timothy 3:16

“In the beginning was the WORD (GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST),

St. John 1:1

“...And the WORD (GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST) was GOD.”

St. John 1:1
“And the WORD (GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST) was made
flesh, ...”

St. John I: 14

Like ourselves, our LORD JESUS CHRIST was born of a woman,
though born sinless in a miraculous manner by the Power of the
HIGHEST, the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD (St. Matthew 1:20; St. Luke
1:35). In order to redeem and save us, the sinners from sins, HE
came into the world as the Man CHRIST JESUS (I Timothy 1:15; 2:4-
0).

Like ourselves, JESUS CHRIST hungered, thirsted, ate, drank, slept,
was wearied, felt pain, wept, rejoiced, marvelled, was moved to an-
ger and compassion.

Like ourselves, JESUS CHRIST grew from infancy to boyhood and
from boyhood to man's nature, both in wisdom and in stature
(St. Luke 2:52). HE prayed, read the Holy Scriptures, suffered being
tempted and submitted HIS human will to the will of GOD the
FATHER. GOD the FATHER is the LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF. Praise
The LORD! Alleluia!

And finally, in the same human body, HE really suffered and shed
HIS own blood—"the blood of GOD" (Acts 20:28) to putrchase HIS
church (Acts 20:28), really died, was really buried in a new sepulchre
(tomb), really rose again the third day with a glorious transformed
body with all the scars of HIs wounds (St. Luke 24:39; St. John
20:24-29), was really seen by HIS disciples and by others during 40
days, and really ascended up into heaven. And yet all these times,
JESUS CHRIST was singly united GOD as well as MAN! Glory be to Gop!

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST only once appeared as a human being and
only in the human form and not in various forms and not in any
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strangeness or queerness to put away sin—to save us from sin (He-
brews 9:26). The birth of JESUS CHRIST took place only once in the
history. HE came into this world in 4 B.C. in Bethlehem. HE has ap-
peared once for all. HE came to this world to save the wicked and
not to destroy them; HE did not come to destroy the wicked but to
preserve the righteous.

“For the SON OF MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) is not come to
destroy men's lives, but to save them. ...”
St. Luke 9:56

Now, we think about the Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST and thank
HIM for the salvation that is made available to us freely, due to HIS
birth. The reason behind the First Coming of JESUS CHRIST is the
faithfulness and love of GOD. The result of the First Coming of JESUS
CHRIST is the availability of eternal life as a gift for the mortal man.
The requirement to appropriate the First Coming of JESUS CHRIST
is the belief that JESUS saves sinners. St. John 3:16 deals with these
facts about the First Coming of JESUS CHRIST.

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF had come as a man to rescue
and redeem not only the Jews or the Israelites or the Hebrews but the
entire mankind. The main emphasis should be on, whoever believes
in HIM is delivered from the clutches of sin. HIS terrible death on the
cross wipes away completely all the guilt feelings; HIS resurrection
offers us strength and eternal life. Thus HIS First Coming becomes the
most important event in the history of the world.

2.3 CHRISTMAS

Christmas brings out the eternal significance of the 'cob-become-
MAN' or 'the sinless GoD as well as the sinless MAN'—singly united
LORD JESUS CHRIST. The Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST was the greatest
event that ever happened. GoD's salvation plan revealed in Bethlehem
in the Virgin birth of Jesus cHRiST. The Virgin birth of JESUS CHRIST
brought inestimable blessings to the Jews or the Israelites and the
Gentiles for ever and evet. Glory be to GoD!

“But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the
thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall HE come forth unto ME
that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of
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old, from everlasting.”
Micah 5:2

According to the prophecy of Micah, our LORD AND SAVIOUR
JESUS CHRIST would be born in Bethlehem. The Birthday of our
LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD is Christmas.
The Christmas or the Christmas Day is celebrated throughout
the world as a very great and special event. It is a festival of great
happiness. No other event in this world is celebrated so sincerely, so
specially and so merrily as Christmas is. There is no celebration like
this for anyone else. This has been universally accepted.

The true spirit of Christmas is one of great joy and happiness. For
Christians it is a special time of worship in the church. Many non-
Christians also celebrate Christmas.

Christmas is celebrated on 25 December, the date of CHRIST's
birth. Christmas season is the period that includes Christmas Day and
several days before and after it. Christmassy means Christmas with a lot
of Christmas decorations, etc. Christmas box is a small gift given at
Christmas. Christmas cake is a richly decorated fruit cake eaten at Christ-
mas. Christmas card is a greeting card sent to friends and relatives at
Christmas. Christmas Eve is the day before Christmas, 24 December, the
evening of this day. Christmas pudding is a rich sweet pudding made with
dried fruit and eaten at Christmas. Christmas Carol means Christian reli-
gious songs sung at Christmas in a very cheerful way in houses,
churches and public places. Christmas tree is an evergreen or artificial
tree decorated with lights, colour paper, etc., in peoples' home or in
churches or in public places at Christmas. But placing a baby doll or
mother and child dolls or pictures as part of the decoration is pro-
hibited, as this amounts to idol worship. Christmas is a very happy
occasion to all. Christmas is a time for merriment and rejoicing to all.
The season from Christmas Eve (December 24) until Epiphany
(January 6) is called 'Christmastide' or "Yuletide'.

It has now been about 2016 years since our LORD JESUS CHRIST
came into this world of ours. The different periods of the history of
the world are based on the date of HIS holy birth. The history of the
world is divided into two as B.C. and A.D. based only on the year of
the birth of our LORD JESUS CHRIST. Hence, it is the greatest event

The present year is 2016 A.D. B.C. means Before CHRIST. A.D. means
Anno Domini. It means in the year of our LORD.

HIS human life that began in a manger signifies HIS despised state
and lowest estate and smallness in lowliness and poverty. Praise The
LORD! Alleluia!

(Bethlehem) a Saviour, which is CHRIST the LORD. And this
shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swad-
dling clothes, lying in a manger.

Historically, Christmas (December 25) is considered to be the day
of the Feast of the Dedication during winter (St. John 10:22), known
as Hanukkah or Chanukkah, the Festival of Lights—the day on
which the altar and the temple at Jerusalem were cleansed and re-
stored by Judas Maccabeus, a strong man of Judah in 165 B.C., after
their desecration and defilement by Antiochus Epiphanes, the king
of Syria, three years earlier. This sacred feast began on December 25
and lasted eight consecutive days of rejoicing to celebrate the great
achievement of the cleansing and restoration of the altar and the
temple. Jewish tradition records that the oil lamps that were lit as part
of this celebration had only one day's supply of oil, but miraculously
burned for eight days. This annual feast was marked by the lighting
of candles and the waving of the palm branches and the chanting of
the Hallel (Psalms 113-118). Since this feast was intended as a time
of great rejoicing, all fasting and public mourning were prohibited.
Now, Christmas is also intended as a time of great rejoicing to all
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people (St. Luke 2:10-14). Formerly, Christmas was called the Feast
of Light.

On the Festival of Lights, the FATHER of lights (James 1:17)—our
LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST, the Light of the World and our
Light of Life (St. John 8:12) was born. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The LORD JESUS CHRIST is GOD the FATHER. But the Jews did not
understand that HE is GOD the FATHER; and they did not believe in
JESUS, since they were of this world and their spiritual preparation
was inadequate.

3.2 GOOD SHEPHERD

JESUS opened HIS most holy mouth and said to the Jews,

“I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth HIS life for
the sheep. But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose
own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the
sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the
sheep. The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth
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not for the sheep. I am the good shepherd, and know MY sheep,
and am known of MINE. As the FATHER knoweth ME, even so
know I the FATHER: and I lay down MY life for the sheep. And
other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must
bring, and they shall hear MY voice; and there shall be one fold,
and one shepherd.”

‘Hireling’ means ‘hired man’. The other sheep are the Gentiles.

The Good Shepherd gives His life for the sheep (St. John 10:11).
A hireling will flee in time of personal danger, since he is working
for money. He is not the shepherd who owns the sheep. He loves not
the sheep and he cares nothing for the sheep.

"The LORD is my shepherd; ..." Psalm 23:1 reveals that JESUS
CHRIST, The Good Shepherd is the LORD GOD. HE laid down HIS
most glorious life for us (for the sheep), on the cross at Calvary.

3.3 DOOR

JESUS opened HIS most holy mouth and said to the Jews,

“Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep. |
am the door: by ME if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and
shall go in and out, and find pasture. The thief cometh not,
but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that
they might have life, and that they might have it more abun-
dantly.”

St. John 10:7, 9-10
‘But’ means ‘except’.

Door is the one who stands in the opening of the fold (fenced-in
area). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST stands always in the opening of the
fold for the protection of HIS sheep.

3.4 BREAD OF LIFE

JESUS opened HIS most holy mouth and said to the Jews,

“I am the bread of life: he that cometh to ME shall never
hunger; and he that believeth on ME shall never thirst. Verily,

verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on ME hath everlast-
ing life.

3.5 TRUE VINE

JESUS opened HIS most holy mouth and said to the Jews,

“I am the true vine, and MY FATHER is the husbandman.
Every branch in ME that beareth not fruit HE taketh away: and
every branch that beareth fruit, HE purgeth it, that it may bring
forth more fruit. Now ye are clean through the Word which 1
have spoken unto you. Abide in ME, and I in you. As the branch
cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can
ye, except ye abide in ME. I am the vine, ye are the branches: He
that abideth in ME, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much
fruit: for without ME ye can do nothing. If a man abide not in
ME, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men gather
them, and cast them into the fire, and they are burned. If ye abide
in ME, and MY Words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will,
and it shall be done unto you. Herein is MY FATHER glorified,
that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be MY disciples. As the
FATHER hath loved ME, so have I loved you: continue ye in MY
love.”
St. John 15:1-9

‘Husbandman’ means‘ gardener’. ‘ Purgeth’ means ' prunes’. ‘ Continue’ means
‘abide’.

In these verses, our LORD JESUS CHRIST has explained the divine-
human relationship by the analogy of a grapevine. HE has used the
image of the vine and its branches to describe HIS divine union with
HIS believers. JESUS is like the main vine and HIS disciples or HIS be-
lievers are compared with branches. The true Christian experience of

the believers of CHRIST comes from their divine union with CHRIST,
CHRIST being in HIS believers and HIS believers in CHRIST.

3.6 RESURRECTION AND LIFE

A man named Lazarus was sick. He was from Bethany. Mary and
Martha were his sisters. His sisters sent word to JESUS,

“LORD, behold, he whom THOU lovest is sick.”
St. John 11:3

When JESUS heard that Lazarus was sick, HE stayed where HE was
two more days. Then HE went and performed one of HIS greatest
miracles—resurrection. Lazarus was raised from the dead after four
days of his death. Four days sorrow and sadness and grief turned into
joy and happiness. The resurrection of Lazarus gave HIM glory and
renown. Glory be to GoOD!

In Palestine, burial took place on the day of death. The poor were
buried in cemeteries (II Kings 23:6). But, Lazarus was buried in a
tomb (St. John 11:38). The possession of a private tomb (a private
cave) by the family of Lazarus is an indication of wealth.

Now, when we read the Gospel according to St. John, Chapter 11,
we very well learn that our LORD JESUS' delay in coming to Lazarus'
house is not destitution (verse 4), nor desertion (verse 6) nor denial
(verse 7).

DIVINE LOVE SOMETIMES LINGERS AND
WE SHOULD WAIT WHEN GOD WAITS.

Our GOD, the LORD JESUS' divine love towards Lazarus is clearly
seen in St. John 11:35-36.

We should deeply and fully understand this Seventh miracle in
St. John—the occasion (verses 1-16), the approach to it (verses 17-
32), performance (verses 33-44) and consequences (verses 45-57).

This is the last and the greatest 'signs' recorded. This Gospel is
related with photographic minuteness of detail that it is clear that the
apostle John was present on this occasion. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

Now, before going to Bethany, JESUS said to HIS disciples plainly,
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“Lazarus is dead. And I am glad for your sakes that I was not
there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto
him.”

St. John 11:14-15

When JESUS and HIS disciples came to Bethany, they found that
Lazarus had already been dead and been in the tomb for four days.
Martha, the sister of Lazarus said to JESUS,

“LORD, if THOU hadst been here, my brother had not (would not
have) died. But I know, that even now, whatsoever THOU wilt
ask of GOD, GOD will give it THEE.”
St. John 11:21-22

Then JESUS said to Martha,

“Thy brother shall rise again.”
St. John 11:23

Martha answered,

“I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last
day.”
St. John 11:24

JESUS said to Martha,

“I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in ME,
though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and
believeth in ME shall never die. Believest thou this?”

St. John 11:25-26

JESUs is the resurrection and the life. HE conveys HIS eternal life to HIS
believers so that death will never triumph over them (I Corinthians
15:54-57).

Martha told HIM,

“Yea, LORD: I believe that THOU art the CHRIST, the SON OF
GOD, which should come into the world.”
St. John 11:27

Then Mary, another sister of Lazarus came to JESUS and fell down
at HIS feet and said,
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“LORD, if THOU hadst been here, my brother had not (would not
have) died.”
St. John 11:32

Many Jews who had come to comfort Mary and Martha were
there. JESUS groaned in the spirit and was troubled and asked,

“Where have ye laid him?”
St. John 11:34
They replied,
“LORD, come and see.”

St. John 11:34

JESUS wept and HE again groaned in HIMSELF and came to the
grave (tomb). It was a cave with a stone laid across the entrance.

JESUS said,

“Take ye away the stone.”
St. John 11:39

Martha said to JESUS,

“LORD, by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead four
days.”
St. John 11:39

‘Stink’ means ‘ have avery unpleasant and offensive smell (very bad odour)’.

Then JESUS said to Martha,

“Said I not unto thee, that, if thou wouldest believe, thou shoul-
dest see the glory of GOD?”
St. John 11:40

Then they took away the stone. Then JESUS lifted up HIS eyes and
said,
“FATHER, I thank THEE that THOU hast heard ME. And I knew
that THOU hearest ME always: but because of the people which
stand by I said it, that they may believe that THOU hast sent
ME.”
St. John 11:41-42

And when HE said this, JESUS cried with a loud voice,
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“Lazarus, come forth (come out).”
St. John 11:43

The dead man came out; his hands and feet were wrapped with
grave-clothes and his face was wrapped with a napkin.

JESUS said to them,

“Loose him, and let him go.”
St. John 11:44

They loosed him and he went with HIM. Then many of the Jews
who had seen what JESUS did, put their faith in HIM. See St. John
11:1-45.

3.7 THE WAY AND THE TRUTH AND THE LIFE

When HE was in this world, our LORD JESUS CHRIST said,

“I am the way, the truth, and the life: ...”
St. John 14:6

HE clearly reveals HIMSELF as the sinless holy GOD who alone can
forgive sins; the holy GOD and Saviour who alone can save people
from sins; and that no one can go to heaven without HIM. Our LORD
JESUS CHRIST is the only way to go to heaven; HE is the truth to go
to heaven; HE is the life to go to heaven. Christianity is also called
"the Way" or "the Way of CHRIST" and "the Truth" or "the Truth of
CHRIST" and "the Life" or "the eternal Life of CHRIST".

When HE was in the world HE asked with a perfectly pure con-
science,

“Which of you convinceth (convicts) ME of sin? And if I say the
truth, why do ye not believe ME?”
St. John 8:46

3.8 LIGHT OF THE WORLD

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the Light of the world. HE is the ever-
bright and ever-glowing Light, shining in the darkness (St. John 1:4-
5). HE offers the gift of life.

“Then spake JESUS again unto them, saying, I am the Light of
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the world: he that followeth ME shall not walk in darkness
(sin), but shall have the light of life.”
St. John 8:12

3.9 MASTER FROM HEAVEN

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the only Master. HE is the Master from
heaven. HE is our heavenly Master.

“Neither be ye called masters: for One is your Master, evenn CHRIST.”
St. Matthew 23:10

“The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above his
lord (master).”
St. Matthew 10:24

3.10 MODEL OF GOD'S SERVANTS

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in this world, HE also revealed
that HE was the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD and HE was the
omnipotent and omnipresent and omniscient GOD and the all wise
and the Most High GOD.

HE suffered hunger and thirst for humanity. HE bore great suffer-
ings in HIS own body for humanity. HE was a GOD of great sacrifice.
HE observed fastings and suffered difficulties and afflictions. HE
adopted a strict celibate lifestyle. HE lived as a divine sage and her-
mit. HE grew beard as the symbol of a hermit. HE had twelve dis-
ciples. They also were hermits and sages and served the LORD. HE
came into this world as the Saviour of sinners and as a model for
GOD's servants. HE worked also as a model of GOD's servants. Fol-
lowing HIS model, HIS servants too serve GOD as dedicated hermits.

“Even as the SON OF MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) came not
to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give HIS life a
ransom for many.”

St. Matthew 20:28

“I gave MY back to the smiters, and MY cheeks to them that
plucked off the hair: I hid not MY face from shame and spitting.”

Isaiah 50:6
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4. GLORIOUS LIFE IN THIS WORLD

4.1 DIVINE HUMILITY AT BIRTH

The Jews or the Israelites expected the LORD to be born in their com-
munity, in the palace of kings. They expected HIM to be their worldly
king. Therefore, many Jews had not understood the Words of the
LORD, spoken many centuries in advance, through HIS prophets that
the LORD would be born in Bethlehem. See Micah 5:2.

The LORD JESUS CHRIST was born in acute poverty in a cowshed
and without a place to lay HIS head. HE was wrapped in rags and
laid in the manger.

“And she brought forth her firstborn SON, and wrapped HIM in
swaddling clothes, and laid HIM in a manger; because there was
no room for them in the inn.”

St. Luke 2.7

HIS birth reveals HIS great and divine humility. Our LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST was born in such a great humility to lift up the people
who were vulgarly lowered by their sins and to give them the most
supreme life in heaven.

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in this wotld, HE said,

“Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests; but the SON
OF MAN (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) hath not where (nowhere) to
lay HIS head.”
St. Luke 9:58

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was in this world, HE had nothing
of HIS own and HE had nowhere to lay HIS head. HE had no land of
HIS own; HE had no house or shelter; HE had no dress of HIS own
(St. Luke 2:7); HE had no food or water of HIS own (St. John 4:7-8).
HE was in acute poverty. For our sake, HE became poor so that we

through HIS poverty might become eternally rich (II Corinthians 8:9).

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST, though eternally in possession of the
divine nature of GOD, did not regard HIS own heavenly existence or
divine lifestyle as important but HE emptied HIMSELF. HE emptied
HIMSELF by veiling HIS glory and taking on HIMSELF a true and
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sinless human nature. At all times, CHRIST remained GOD. HE re-
tained always the nature and attributes of GOD, and HE took a hu-
man nature. Therefore, HE took a human body, and ministered and
served among men, and finally HE gave HIS most glorious life a ran-
som for sinners of the wotld.

Again, our LORD JESUS CHRIST emptying HIMSELF, assumed a
servant's or slave's nature and appeared in the likeness of men; and
being found in the appearance as a man, HE humbled HIMSELF and
became obedient unto death, even death by crucifixion.

Further, before establishing the LORD's Supper or the Holy Com-
munion, our LORD JESUS CHRIST washed the feet of HIS disciples, and
wiped them with the towel that was wrapped round HIM. This shows
HIS true humility. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST washed and wiped HIS dis-
ciples' feet or HIS servants' feet, like a servant or slave. People atre
caught by pride, the evil character of Satan, the devil. To save and
redeem us from this evil character of Satan, our LORD JESUS CHRIST
took this humility.

Moreover, our LORD JESUS CHRIST has eternally possessed the
very nature of GOD. To possess the very nature of GOD is to be GOD.
Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is GOD the FATHER and GOD the HOLY
SPIRIT. Again, to possess the very nature of GOD is to be equal with
GOD the FATHER and GOD the HOLY SPIRIT. Our LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST is equal with GOD the FATHER and GOD the HOLY SPIRIT.
So, our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the GOD of TRINITY, and HE is the
TRIUNE GOD, and HE is the ONE GOD and the ONLY ONE GOD and
the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD.

Besides, our LORD JESUS CHRIST decided not to continue enjoying
HIS heavenly existence. HE assumed a servant's or slave's position
and appeared in the likeness of men. Consequently, due to HIS
outward appearance, many people recognized HIM as a mere man.
But HE was still the SON OF GOD or GOD the SON, possessing the
divine nature of GOD. That is, at all times, HE remained GOD. At all
times, HE remained GOD the FATHER and GOD the SON and GOD the
HOLY SPIRIT. At all times, HE remained GOD, the ONE GOD and the
ONLY ONE GOD and the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD. Praise The LORD!
Alleluia!
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Furthermore, our LORD JESUS CHRIST willingly gave up HIS divine
existence with all its benefits and advantages, for the sinners. HE
considered sinners as more important than HIMSELF. HE concerned
HIMSELF with their needs and HE gave more importance to their
needs than to HIS own affairs.

So, HIS name has been highly exalted by GOD the FATHER. The
name that is above all others is 'JESUS'. JESUS' name is more excel-
lent than every other name and JESUS' name is the highest and the
greatest of all names. Hence, every being in heaven and on earth and
under the earth should submit to HIM. In the most holy name of
JESUS, every knee should bow and every tongue should confess that
JESUS CHRIST is LORD, to the glory of GOD the FATHER. Therefore,
all must have a universal submission before our LORD JESUS CHRIST;
all must have a universal confession that JESUS CHRIST is LORD,
that is, GOD. All must acknowledge HIM LORD, that is, GOD. Thus,
the glorification of 'JESUS' is the glorification of GOD the FATHER,
for HIS honour; and the glorification of "JESUS' is the glorification of
GOD the SON, for HIS honour; and the glorification of 'JESUS' is the
glorification of GOD the HOLY SPIRIT, for HIS honour; and the glori-
fication of 'JESUS' is the glorification of the ONE GOD and the ONLY
ONE GOD and the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, for HIS honout. Praise
The LORD! Alleluia!

“Who, being in the form of GOD, thought it not robbery to be
equal with GOD: But made HIMSELF of no reputation, and took
upon HIM the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of
men: And being found in fashion (appearance) as a man, HE humbled
HIMSELF, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the
cross. Wherefore GOD also hath highly exalted HIM, and given
HIM a name which is above every name: That at the name of
JESUS every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in
earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should
confess that JESUS CHRIST is LORD, to the glory of GOD the
FATHER.”
Philippians 2:6-11

Here ‘things’ means ‘those’.
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4.2 VISIT OF THE WISE MEN (VISIT OF THE MAGI)

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST, the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD was
born in Bethlehem, a wonderfully brilliant star of the LORD and of
great significance and glory appeared in the sky. This star, being a star
of the first magnitude was clearly visible to the people of India. The
star was different from other stars in its size, brightness and clear-
ness. It was very low in the sky, so that everyone could see it. It was
a lovely as well as an awe-inspiring sight.

Many scattered Jews or the Israelites were living at that time in
India, which is in the east of the country of Israel. The Jews had told
the Indians that their only glorious GOD would be born into this
world as MESSIAH or MESSIAS. 'MESSIAH' or 'MESSIAS' means
'CHRIST". They had told them also about many wonders and miracles
that would be performed by HIM.

At that time, there lived three wise men in India, which is in the
east of Jerusalem in Israel (St. Matthew 2:1-2). They were also
astronomers and great men. They had mastered Hindu writings and
all other classical and traditional writings and lived as Hindus. But,
they had no peace of mind. They heard about the Jews/the Israclites
and came to know about their Holy Writings of the LORD, the Old
Testament of the Holy Bible. Then, they enquired about this Holy
Book and came to know about their MESSIAH or CHRIST and about
many wonders and miracles that would be performed by HIM. They
staunchly believed these facts. They received the Old Testament
Books of the Holy Bible from them and studied them thoroughly,
after studying Hebrews, the language of the Jews/the Israelites
thoroughly. Then, they were anxiously waiting for the LORD to be
born in the world. They had staunchly believed the Virgin birth and
the divine coming of MESSIAH or CHRIST; and they were very eager
to see and worship the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Mainly the following
Verses of the Old Testament of the Holy Bible gave them a staunch
belief about MESSIAH or CHRIST:

“And 1 will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between
thy seed and her seed; IT (HE) shall bruise thy head, and thou
shalt bruise HIS heel.”
Genesis 3:15
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‘1T means ‘the seed, the offspring’. IT denotes the LORD GOD, JESUS
CHRIST.

“...There shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre (Scepter)
shall rise out of Israel, ...”
Numbers 24:17

“The LORD thy GOD will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the
midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto HIM ye shall
hearken.”

Deuteronomy 18:15

“Therefore the LORD HIMSELF shall give you a sign; Behold, a
virgin shall conceive, and bear a SON, and shall call HIS name
IMMANUEL.”

Isaiah 7:14

‘IMMANUEL’ or ‘EMMANUEL’ means ‘GOD with us’. EMMANUEL implies
GOD in the Person of our LORD JESUS CHRIST.

“For unto us a Child is born, unto us a SON is given: and the
government shall be upon HIS shoulder: and HIS name shall be
called Wonderful, Counsellor, The Mighty GOD, The Everlast-
ing FATHER, The Prince of Peace.”
Isaiah 9:6

“But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the
thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall HE come forth unto ME
that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of
old, from everlasting.”
Micah 5:2

“HE is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and ac-
quainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from HIM; HE
was despised, and we esteemed HIM not. Surely HE hath borne
our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem HIM stricken,
smitten of GOD, and afflicted. But HE was wounded for our trans-
gressions, HE was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of
our peace was upon HIM; and with HIS stripes we are healed. All
we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his
own way; and the LORD hath laid on HIM the iniquity of us all.
HE was oppressed, and HE was afflicted, yet HE opened not HIS
mouth: HE is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep
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before her shearers is dumb, so HE openeth not HIS mouth.”
Isaiah 53:3-7

“And after threescore and two weeks shall MESSIAH be cut off,
but not for HIMSELF: ...”
Daniel 9:26

‘Be cut off’ means ‘Suffer the death penalty’.

“And he (they) made HIS grave with the wicked, and with the
rich in HIS death; because HE had done no violence, neither was
any deceit in HIS mouth.”
Isaiah 53:9

The three wise men were astronomers, and they were great teach-
ers or masters of three great kings in India in those days. The teacher
of the king had his own throne on the right side of the king's throne.
When his teacher takes his seat, the king would rise from his throne
and bow to him in respect. The king would sit on his throne only af-
ter his teacher had sat on his throne. The king would also worship
the feet of his teacher. Thus the wise men who were also astrono-
mers, were men greater than the kings. They were great teachers of
kings. They were counsellors to the kings. They were not ordinary
men. They were great men of wisdom and knowledge. They were
greatly respected and they were such a great people that they even
crowned the kings. The kings obeyed their words and did everything
according to their advice. But, they had no peace of mind.

When the wise men happened to leave for a distant place, their
old footwears would be placed at the foot of their thrones as a means
to remember them. In the absence of their teachers, the kings used
to bow to their old footwears. This was their custom. These three as-
tronomers were thus great men. They were sages and hermits.

When a teacher of a king was returning from a journey within
their country, the king would rise up and shower flowers on his feet
and kissed his feet and worshipped him. This was their custom. When
a teacher of a king was returning from a long journey to a far country,
immediately the security guard of the king would inform the matter
to the king. The king would inform it to the queen. When the teacher
was coming at a certain distance, the king and the queen would go
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and fall on his feet and worship him. This was their custom. Then,
the teacher would go before the king and the queen. Thus, the wise
men were very great men. But, they had no peace of mind.

The three wise men (astronomers) were also great men and royal
in their dignity. As evidence of their royal dignity, they went to
Jerusalem, the royal capital of Israel and naturally met the king
Herod in his palace and spoke to him. The three royal visitors asked
Herod, the king, in the language of the Jews,

“Where is HE that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen HIS
star in the east, and are come to worship HIM.”
St. Matthew 2:2

This event reveals the fact that even Herod, the king had not
known the birth of CHRIST because the LORD had hidden it to Herod.
Herod, the king came to know of the birth of our LORD JESUS
CHRIST only after the three wise men had enquired about the birth
of our LORD. If these three wise men had been ordinary men and if
they had not known the language of the Jews, they would never have
dared go to the royal residence or meet the king or speak to him. If
they had been ordinary men, they would have gone only to ordinary
people to enquire about the birth of CHRIST. It is a common fact that
ordinary people would try to know things only from ordinary people.
We can very well assume also that the three wise men carried royal
letters from their respective kings. Well prepared for their long jour-
ney, the three wise men walked in total safety, provided by their wis-
dom. Therefore, their entry into the palace and gaining an appoint-
ment with the king were easy things for them. Praise The LORD!
Alleluia!

These three wise astronomers used to observe the changes and ap-
pearances in the sky everyday. They learned many things from their
observations. When they were observing the sky as usual, they saw a
wonderful and miraculous new star in the sky, on the very day it
appeared. The star was lower in the sky than the other stars. Its
brightness was impressive. Its appearance was wonderful and extraor-
dinary. On seeing this wonderful and special star, the wise men un-
derstood cleatly with their great wisdom that the MESSIAS or CHRIST,
the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD was born in the wotld. At once, the
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three wise men informed their respective kings about the birth of the
ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD. They informed their kings also about
their journey to the country of Israel for worshipping the LORD and
they set off for the country of Israel. The LORD was merciful to the
wise men for their great desire, eagerness, wish, longing and thirst.
Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

The three wise men set off on their journey to worship the LORD
Most High, the Creator of all things. They took with them gold,
frankincense, and myrrh as offerings to the LORD. The offerings of
these three things reveal their great wisdom. Gold is for kings; frank-
incense is for GOD and myrrh is for the dead. The offerings made by
the wise men are symbols of their faith, hope and belief that JESUS
CHRIST, the glorious King and glorious GOD of heaven, the LORD
MESSIAS would suffer for the sinners and would be laid in the grave.
The three wise men went to Israel on foot from India, to worship the
LORD with fear and humility. To reach Israel they walked for about
two years. To reach Israel they made a very long and hard trek. To
reach Israel they made a very long and difficult journey on foot.

The evidence for the fact that the three wise men (astronomers)
walked for two years to reach Jerusalem is found in the sorrowful
event given below. The king Herod's vicious plan was to know from
the wise men, the place where CHRIST was and to murder HIM.
Therefore, he called the wise men secretly and enquired them about
the time the star appeared. He sent them to Bethlehem cunningly
asking them to go and worship CHRIST, the child and to inform him
so as to enable him to go and worship the child. The three wise men
went to Bethlehem and worshipped CHRIST. Then GOD warned them
in a dream not to return to Herod. Therefore, they took another route
to India, their native land. When Herod came to know what the wise
men had done to him, his rage was kindled. Calculating the date, the
star appeared in the east, Herod sent his men and cruelly slaughtered
all male children at Bethlehem and around it who were two years of
age and under. This event clearly proves the truth that the wise men
had to walk for two years to reach the country of Israel.

They walked such a great distance to worship the LORD because
they had the knowledge that their sufferings would bring them
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immense blessings from the LORD. Though they were men greater
than their kings, their knowledge about the ONE AND ONLY TRUE
GOD and their godliness, fear of GOD and their humility were re-
markable and appreciable and unparalleled in the history of the
world.

When the three wise men were walking towards Israel, the star of
the LORD that appeared on the day the LORD was born in the world
guided them in great brightness in a low altitude. When they saw the
star, they were filled with astonishment, thrill and joy and they
journeyed admiring the wonderful way the LORD guided them. The
guiding star at last stood above the place where JESUS CHRIST was as
a child.

They rejoiced to see the star stand still. They entered the house,
where the ONE AND ONLY TRUE GOD, JESUS CHRIST was. They saw
the child and Mary. They fell down before the child, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST and worshipped HIM. Then they opened their treasures and
offered gold, frankincense and myrrh to the child, the LORD JESUS
CHRIST. They very well honoured our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST by
offering their very significance and valuable symbolical gifts to HIM
and they very well feared and revered and worshipped HIM by falling
their full length to the ground on their stomachs and by placing their
two palms of their own hands together above their heads stretchedly,
which is one of the Indian ways of worship; and also by presenting
themselves as the best and valuable gifts to HIM (St. Matthew 2:11).
Praise The LORD! Alleluia! Then they returned to India, their native land
in great joy. See St. Matthew 2:1-18.

Offering is an expression of our love, gratitude and devotion to
GOD. It should be offered with adoration and praises and exultations.
Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST takes notice of every offering
made to HIM. HE will not accept corrupt things, for HE is the great
KING of kings and the LORD of lords (Malachi 1:13-14) and GOD of
gods. So, everyone should offer his/her offering fearfully and with
great reverence, realizing that it is given to the KING of kings and
the LORD of lords and GOD of gods. The most valuable offering in
the sight of GOD is offering ourselves to HIM a living sacrifice, holy
and acceptable unto GOD (Romans 12:1) in love, gratitude, devotion
and obedience. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!
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The spiritual significance of the incident lies on the surface.
Strangers from afar knew of the birth of MESSIAH or CHRIST at once
and hastened to pay HIM reverence. Whereas Herod and the Jews/
the Israelites were ignorant of the birth of MESSIAH or CHRIST among
them. And when informed of it by strangers from afar, they got the
most malignant hatred against HIM. This incident is thus a prophecy
of the history of succeeding centuries in which the chosen people,
the Jews/the Israclites persistently rejected the MESSIAH or the
CHRIST and the Gentiles have accepted HIM and honoured HIM. Glory
be to Gob!

Epiphany is a Christian festival held on 6 January in memory of
the coming of the Magi (the three wise men) to the baby JESUS at
Bethlehem.

4.3 THE DIVINE SECRET

This glorious and wonderful event of the Magi (the three wise men)
reveals the fact that there has been a glorious and blessed relation-
ship between India and Israel, by the work of the ONE AND ONLY
TRUE GOD, JESUS CHRIST. This is a wonderful matter, a divine secret.
This divine secret between India and Israel will certainly reveal the
divine relationship between India and Israel. All in an appropriate
time will know this divine relationship created by GOD HIMSELF
openly. This is a true and certain fact. Praise The LORD! Alleluia!

4.4 INDIAN HINDU REVIVALISM

Now from some Indian Hindu prayer songs, we can very well under-
stand that these songs were drawn sometime later from the strong
belief of these three wise men (the Magi) about our LORD GOD,
JESUS CHRIST. These songs very clearly show the Indian Hindu
Revivalism due to the visit of the Magi to Bethlehem in Israel.
From these Indian Hindu prayer songs, anyone can clearly under-
stand that the first century Hindus absolutely accepted and wor-
shipped Gop, the LORD JESUs CHRIST alone. The interpreted meanings
of some Indian Hindu prayer songs are given as follows:

“We worship YOU for YOU have been born holy from the
Virgin!” See St. Matthew 1:23
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“We worship You for You have been born of the HOLY
SPIRIT! See St. Matthew 1:18

“We worship You for YOU have come in the name of GOD
the SON!” See St. Mark 1:1; St. John 6:69

“We worship You for YOU have come in acute poverty!”
See St. Luke 2:7; 9:58; Il Corinthians 8:9

“We worship You for YOU have obtained circumcision!”
See St. Luke 2:21

“We worship You for You have died on a three edged
spear like tree!” See St. John 19:17-18

[ The three-edged Indian spear resembles the wooden cross.]

“We worship YOU for YOU have borne five great wounds!”
See Psalm 22:16; St. John 19:34

[ Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has two great wounds on HIS hands and
two great wounds on HIS legs and one great wound on HIS side.]

“We worship You for YOU have overcome death!”
See | Corinthians 15:55; Isaiah 25:8
“We worship YOU for YOU have sacrificed YOURSELF!”
See Ephesians 5:2; Hebrews 9:14
“We worship You for YOU are the Almighty GoD!”
See Revelation 21:22
“We worship You for YOU are the great GOD!”
See Titus 2:13
“We worship You for YOU are the everlasting celibate!”

See St. Matthew 19:10-12
4.5 ORIGIN OF ALL LANGUAGES

“And the Jews marvelled, saying, How knoweth this MAN
letters, having never learned?”

St. John 7:15
‘Learned’ means ‘studied’.

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has known all the letters of the
Jewish language and all the letters of all other languages of the world,
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without being taught by anyone. In fact, our LORD GOD is the origi-
nator of all the languages of the world.

“And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech.
And the LORD came down to see the city and the tower, which the
children of men builded. And the LORD said, Behold, the people
is one, and they have all one language; and this they begin to do:
and now nothing will be restrained from them, which they have
imagined to do. Go to, let us go down, and there confound their
language, that they may not understand one another’s speech. So
the LORD scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all
the earth: and they left off to build the city. Therefore is the name
of it called Babel; because the LORD did there confound the lan-
guage of all the earth: and from thence did the LORD scatter
them abroad upon the face of all the earth.”
Genesis 11:1, 5-9

‘Goto’ means‘come’. ‘Confound’ means‘confuse’. ‘Upon’ means ‘over’.
‘Let us go down'—the plural does not refer to angels, but is a plural of
M aj esty.

Again, our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST could read all languages; HE
could speak all languages; HE could write in all languages; HE could
understand all languages, without learning or studying any language.
Once in Nazareth, JESUS went into the synagogue on the Sabbath
day, and read a passage from the book of the prophet Isaiah.

“And HE came to Nazareth, where HE had been brought up:
and, as HIS custom was, HE went into the synagogue on the
Sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was delivered
unto HIM the book of the prophet Esaias (Isaiah). And when HE
had opened the book, HE found the place where it was written,
The Spirit of the LORD is upon ME, because HE hath anointed
ME to preach the gospel to the poor; HE hath sent ME to heal the
brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recov-
ering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,
To preach the acceptable year of the LORD. And HE closed the
book, and HE gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And
the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on
HIM. And HE began to say unto them, This day is this Scrip-
ture fulfilled in your ears.”
St. Luke 4:16-21
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‘Bruised’ means ‘oppressed’. ‘Minister’ means ‘attendant’. ‘Ears'’ means
‘hearing’.

When the LORD GOD finished speaking to Moses on mount Sinai,
HE gave him the two tablets of the testimony (Ten Commandments),
the tablets of stone inscribed by the finger of GOD in Jewish lan-
guage.

“And HE gave unto Moses, when HE had made an end of com-
muning with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of Testimony,

tables of stone, written with the finger of GOD.”
Exodus 31:18

4.6 BAPTISM

When our LORD JESUS CHRIST was about thirty, John the Baptist who
was a servant of GOD and a sage and a hermit baptized HIM in river
Jordan. Thus, our LORD JESUS CHRIST set HIMSELF an example of
people who are baptized. JESUS was baptized in river Jordan by total
immersion in much water. See St. Luke 3:21-23; St. John 3:23.

“And JESUS, when HE was baptized, went up straightway out of
the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto HIM, and HE
saw the Spirit of GOD descending like a dove, and lighting upon
HIM: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is MY beloved
SON, in whom I am well pleased.”
St. Matthew 3:16-17

The word 'baptize' (baptizo in Greek) means 'to dip or immerse
in watet'. The descending of the Spirit of GOD fulfilled the predicted
sign to John, the Baptist in order to indicate the true MESSIAH. See
St. John 1:33; Isaiah 11:2. The dove was a symbol of innocence and
purity. The voice from heaven is that of GOD the FATHER. There can
be no doubt that GOD the FATHER spoke, GOD the HOLY SPIRIT de-
scended and GOD the SON (the LORD JESUS CHRIST) was baptized.
Thus, all three functional Persons of the holy TRINITY of GOD were
wonderfully involved here. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the ONLY GOD
of TRINITY and HE is the ONLY TRIUNE GOD.
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4.7 TEMPTATION

Following HIS public baptism, our LORD JESUS CHRIST was led out
by the HOLY SPIRIT into the wilderness of Judaea to be tempted by
the devil. There, JESUS had fasted forty days and forty nights. After
this fasting, JESUS was hungry. The tempter (Satan) came to JESUS
and said,

“If THOU be the SON OF GOD, command that these stones be
made bread.”
St. Matthew 4:3

It proves that JESUS is, in fact, the SON OF GOD!
But JESUS answered and said,

“It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every
Word that proceedeth out of the mouth of GOD.”
St. Matthew 4:4

The second temptation took place on a pinnacle of the temple.
The tempter (the devil) again said to JESUS,

“If THOU be the SON OF GOD, cast THYSELF down: for it is
written, HE shall give HIS angels charge concerning thee: and in
their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash
thy foot against a stone.”
St. Matthew 4.6

JESUS answered and said,

“It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt (test) the LORD thy
GOD.”
St. Matthew 4.7

The third temptation took place at a peak of a very high moun-
tain. Satan, the usurper, showed the kingdoms of the world to JESUS,
the rightful King. Then Satan, the devil said to JESUS,

“All these things will I give THEE, if THOU wilt fall down and
worship me.”
St. Matthew 4:9

JESUS answered him and said,

“Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the
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LORD thy GOD, and HIM only shalt thou serve.”
St. Matthew 4:10

‘Get thee hence’ means ‘away with you'.
Then the devil left HIM, and angels came and ministered to HIM.

Since our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST was tempted and tested; HIS
holy and righteous people are also tempted and tested by HIM.

“The LORD trieth (tests) the righteous: ...”
Psalm 11:5

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST delivers HIS people from temptations.
“The LORD knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations,

”

Il Peter 2:9

“For in that HE HIMSELF hath suffered being tempted, HE is
able to succour (aid) them that are tempted.”
Hebrews 2:18

“Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is
tried (has been proved), he shall receive the crown of life, which
the LORD hath promised to them that love HIM.”
James 1:12

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST has said,

“Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: ...”
St. Matthew 26:41

In JESUS' first teaching on prayer, HE asked HIS people to pray,

“And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil (the
evil one): ...”

St. Matthew 6:13

Lead us not into temptation, is a plea for the great help of GOD
in our daily life. Our GOD does not tempt us to do evil. However,
our GOD allows testing us in order to give us the opportunity to prove
our faithfulness to HIM and to strengthen our faith.

Temptation: This is the Greek word PEIRASMOS which means
trial. The root of this word is PEIRA which means experience. The
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meaning of temptation depends on who tempts. If it is GOD, it is for
the purpose of proving someone and never for the purpose of caus-
ing him to fall. If it is the devil that tempts, then it is for the purpose
of causing one to fall. So, the temptations here spoken of are not
only the direct assaults of the evil one (Satan), but the trials and sor-
rows of life by which our souls are purified and refined, as gold and
silver are purged from their dross in a furnace.

We pray here that we may not be tempted 'above that we are able',
but that with the temptation GOD may also make 'a way to escape’,
that we may be able to bear it (I Corinthians 10:13). But deliver us
from evil (the evil one): This is a prayer that GOD may keep us 'from
all the sin and wickedness and from the ghostly enemy and from ev-
erlasting death'.

The Word of GOD is the strongest weapon to destroy Satan, the
devil's evil plans and activities. When Satan tried to deceive our
LORD JESUS, by quoting the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Word of GOD,
HE won him utterly (St. Matthew 4:1-11). What a great win and
victory it is!

4.8 DIVINE HEALER

Our LORD GOD, JESUS CHRIST displays HIS miraculous power by
simplest Words and lightest touches; and by HIS own resurrection
from the dead. HE heals spirits, souls and bodies wholly through HIS
sanctification (I Thessalonians 5:23). HIS miracles are para-normal
and above-natural. Along with HIS sinless and holy life and Gospel
preachings, HIS mighty works are an integral and central part of HIS
life. By HIS miracles, HE leads people to faith and salvation; and
testifies GOD's love for the suffering humanity; and brings glory to
GOD (HIMSELF); and reveals HIS glotrious reign in HIS kingdom, the
kingdom of GOD (St. Luke 18:35-43; St. John 11:20-27, 32-45).
JESUS' miraculous saving and healing power displays GOD's reign in
the person of JESUS, the eternal KING. Casting out devils (demons)
by JESUS shows that GOD's reign is already present in this world, by
overthrowing all evil powers (St. Luke 11:20). GOD is at work in our
LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST; GOD's power is at work through
our LORD AND SAVIOUR JESUS CHRIST. Glory be to GOD!
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Our LORD JESUS CHRIST healed all kinds of diseases and illnesses,
cast out devils and evil spirits, opened the eyes of the blind, gave
sight to people born blind, made the lame walk, healed the handi-
capped, made the deaf hear, made the dumb speak, healed the
lepers and raised the dead (St. Matthew 4:23-25; 11:4-5).

“And JESUS went about all the cities and villages, teaching in
their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and
healing every sickness and every disease among the people.”

St. Matthew 9:35

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the good healer; HE is the great and
divine healer; HE is the heavenly healer; HE is the only healer from
heaven.

4.9 GREAT MIRACLES

“To HIM who alone doeth great wonders: for HIS mercy endureth
for ever.”
Psalm 136:4

“Behold, I am the LORD, the GOD of all flesh: is there anything
too hard for ME?”
Jeremiah 32:27

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has performed great miracles and won-
ders. HE raised Lazarus from his grave after four days of his death
(St. John 11:1-45). HE walked on the sea (St. Matthew 14:22-27).
HE calmed the wind and sea (St. Mark 4:35-41). HE fed more than
5000 people with five loaves and two fishes, with twelve basketfuls
of leftover collected (St. Matthew 14:13-21). HE convinced the
people that HE was GOD, by performing great wonders and great
signs. JESUS CHRIST is the LORD, the GOD of all mankind. Nothing is
too hard for HIM.

4.10 DIVINE SURGEON

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has also the name the divine 'Physician' or
'Surgeon'. HE is the divine sutgeon of heaven. HE is the divine phy-
sician of heaven. HIS priceless, precious, unblemished, spotless and
absolutely holy blood is a glorious medicine of heaven and gives
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mankind sound health and healing. HIS holy blood gives sound health
and healing to man's mind, soul and body.

“Is there no balm in Gilead; is there no physician there? why
then is not the health of the daughter of MY people recovered?”
Jeremiah 8:22

“Go up into Gilead, and take balm, O virgin, the daughter of
Egypt: in vain shalt thou use many medicines; for thou shalt not
be cured.”

Jeremiah 46:11

The spiritual meaning of the word 'Gilead' is 'cALVARY' where the
LORD JESUS CHRIST was crucified. The spiritual meaning of the word
'Balm' is 'the most holy blood of JESUS CHRIST'.

It is the LORD JESUS CHRIST, the divine surgeon of heaven, who
performs surgical operations. HE is the divine doctor of heaven. The
LORD JESUS CHRIST does not do anything as the doctors of the world
do. It is not necessary for HIM to do what they do. The moment our
LORD thinks of any illness, any disease, any problem, any tumour,
any wound and any weakness it will be cured. They are miraculously
cured.

The LORD JESUS CHRIST is the GOD who heals miraculously. HE
is the miraculous healer. There is no disease or illness, which the
LORD JESUS CHRIST cannot heal or cure. The LORD JESUS CHRIST
heals by sending HIS Words, by sending HIS Power, by HIS Touch
and by HIS Scars. See St. Matthew 8:1-17; Isaiah 53:5; St. Mark 5:25-
34,

4.11 DISCIPLES

JESUS CHRIST, the LORD also heals through HIS servants. The LORD
JESUS CHRIST has commanded HIS servants and given authority and
power to them to heal the sick and those possessed by devils, by
anointing them with oil and by prayer.

“And HE ordained twelve, that they should be with HIM, and
that HE might send them forth to preach, And to have power to
heal sicknesses, and to cast out devils.”
St. Mark 3:14-15



288 ONE GOD ! ONE PEOPLE !!

“And they went out, and preached that men should repent. And
they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were
sick, and healed them.”
St. Mark 6:12-13

The LORD JESUS CHRIST is the same yesterday, today and for ever.

“JESUS CHRIST the same yesterday, and today, and for ever.”
Hebrews 13:8

Even today, our LORD JESUS CHRIST is performing miracles, won-
ders, healing diseases and casting away the devils through HIS ser-
vants. Those who live by perfect faith on the LORD will not seek any
other cure or medicine. They do not have any need for them.

JESUS called and appointed twelve disciples and HE designated
them apostles. HE ordained twelve that they might be with HIM and
that HE might send them out to preach. HE gave them the authority
to heal sicknesses and to drive out evil spirits and devils or demons.
They went out and preached that people should repent and they
drove out many devils and anointed many sick people with oil and
healed them.

Anyone that wants to be with JESUS must be like HIM. He must
be a celibate. Before JESUS called Peter, he was a married man. How-
ever, after Peter was called, he left his wife and everything and he
adopted a celibate lifestyle.

“Then Peter began to say unto HIM, Lo, we have left all, and
have followed THEE.”
St. Mark 10:28

4.12 JESUS MAKES HIMSELF INACCESSIBLE

Once, the Jews picked up stones to stone HIM. But JESUS was hid-
den from them and was not seen in the temple grounds. While they
were preparing to stone HIM, JESUS made HIMSELF inaccessible to
them (St. John 8:59).

Again, the Jews drove HIM out of Nazareth, and took HIM to the
brow of the hill on which the town (Nazareth) was built, in order to
throw HIM down the cliff. While they were preparing to throw HIM
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down the cliff, JESUS made HIMSELF inaccessible to them. HE
walked away through the crowd (St. Luke 4:29-30).

Further, JESUS fed about five thousand men, besides women and
children, with five loaves and two fishes. HIS disciples picked up
twelve basketfuls of broken pieces that were leftover. When we in-
clude women and children, the number of those who ate will be
above ten thousand; since in such gatherings, the number of women
will be certainly greater than the number of men. Thus by including
women and children, the number of those who ate will be above ten
thousand (St. Matthew 14:13-21).

On seeing the above miracle, the Jews attempted to make JESUS a
king by force. Hunger was common. Hence most people were ready
to follow MESSIAH or CHRIST who could multiply food. While they
were prepating to catch HIM to make JESUS a king, JESUS made HIM-
SELF inaccessible to them. HE went higher into the mountains alone
(St. John 6:3-15).

4.13 THE TRANSFIGURATION

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST took with HIM HIS disciples Peter, James
and John the brother of James and went up a high mountain to pray.
There HE was transfigured before them. As HE prayed, HIS face
shone like the sun and HIS clothes became white as the light, as bright
as a flash of lightning, Just then, two men, Moses and Elias (Elijah)
appeared in glorious splendour, talking with JESUS. They spoke about
HIS death, which HE was about to bring to fulfilment at Jerusalem.

As the men were leaving, Peter said to JESUS,

“LORD, it is good for us to be here: if THOU wilt, let us make here
three tabernacles (shelters); one for THEE, and one for Moses, and
one for Elias.”
St. Matthew 17:4

Peter did not know, what he was saying, they were so frightened.
While he was speaking, a bright cloud appeared and enveloped them,
and a voice came from the cloud, saying,
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“This is MY beloved SON, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye
HIM.”
St. Matthew 17:5

When the disciples heard this, they fell facedown to the ground,
terrified. But JESUS came and touched them, and said,

“Arise, and be not afraid.”
St. Matthew 17:7

When they looked up, they saw no one except JESUS. As they were
coming down the mountain, JESUS commanded them, saying,

“Tell the vision to no man, until the SON OF MAN (the LORD
JESUS CHRIST) be risen again from the dead.”
St. Matthew 17:9

See St. Matthew 17:1-9; St. Mark 9:2-9; St. Luke 9:28-36.

The witness of Peter verifies the testimony that this was a real
experience (II Peter 1:17-18).

From the glorious appearance of Moses and Elias (Elijah), any-
one can clearly understand that they were the most important ser-
vants and prophets of the LORD GOD, during the Old Testament
period.

No prophet had risen in Israel like Moses, whom the LORD knew
face to face. Joshua was filled with the spirit of wisdom because
Moses had laid his hands on him. So the Israelites listened to Joshua
and did what the LORD had commanded Moses. Lastly, Moses
climbed mount Nebo from the plains of Moab to the top of Pisgah,
across from Jericho. There the LORD GOD showed him the whole
land of Israel, the Promised Land. Then Moses died in the land of
Moab and he was buried by the LORD in the land of Moab when he
was 120 years old, but to this day, no one knows where his grave is.
This shows his great significance and supremacy in the sight of the
LORD GOD (Deuteronomy 34:1-12).

The LORD GOD took Elias (Elijah) alive into heaven. This shows
the pre-eminent position which Elijah had won by his zeal and devo-
tion in the eyes of the LORD (II Kings 2:1-12). From the glorious ap-
pearance of Elias, his future ministry with Enoch, who was also
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taken by the LORD GOD into heaven without dying, is confirmed
(Genesis 5:24; Hebrews 11:5; Revelation 11:3-13).

5. TEACHINGS

51 THE LORD'S PRAYER

Once our LORD JESUS CHRIST was praying in a certain place. When
HE finished, one of HIS disciples said to HIM,

“LORD, teach us to pray.”
St. Luke 11:1

Then, HE taught HIS disciples the model prayer. This prayer is
often called "The LORD's Prayer". But, in reality, this prayer is a
disciple's prayer. HE taught, "This is how you should pray".

“Our FATHER which art in heaven, Hallowed be THY name. THY
kingdom come. THY will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. Give
us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we
forgive our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver
us from evil: For THINE is the kingdom, and the power, and the
glory, for ever. Amen.”

St. Matthew 6:9-13

"Our FATHER"

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST commands us to address GOD as
'Our FATHER'. Our heavenly FATHER is the giver of every good and
perfect gift (James 1:17; I Timothy 6:17). HE provides us all physical
benefits and spiritual benefits.

“Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh
down from the FATHER of lights, with whom is no variableness,
neither shadow of turning.”

James 1:17

... The living GOD, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy.”
| Timothy 6:17
The greatest gift of all is the gift of salvation (Hebrews 2:3).

"For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of your-
selves: it is the gift of GOD.”
Ephesians 2:8
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Our GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is a FATHER of the fatherless
and a defender of widows.

“A FATHER of the fatherless, and a judge of the widows, is GOD
in HIS holy habitation.”
Psalm 68:5

The fatherless is mainly a reference to the spiritually destitute, the
unsaved people. We are of GOD our FATHER through creation, but
our sins, iniquities and trespasses have alienated us from GOD. But
GOD comes to us as a father to the fatherless, the spiritually orphans.
GOD will be a FATHER to those who acknowledge their spiritually or-
phaned condition, the spiritually bankrupt condition.

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the everlasting FATHER (Isaiah 9:6). As
a father pities his children, so the LORD pities those who fear HIM
(Psalm 103:13). GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST cares for those who
fear HIM and those who love HIM.

"Which art in heaven"

We should sincerely pray, "Our FATHER who art in heaven". If we
sincerely pray for salvation from sins, HE gives us salvation from sins.
"Our FATHER who art in heaven" means that our salvation is rooted
in heaven. The saved people have become citizens of heaven, and
eternally they will be with GOD in heaven.

Our heavenly FATHER is majestic, infinite and great. HE gives us
divine life. HE cares for our material need. HE is the source of our
strength and supply. Hence we need not be wanting,

"Hallowed be THY name"

Hallowed be THY name addresses the attention of the prayer to-
ward GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST and reverence for HIS holy name
and HIS holy person.

'Hallowed' means 'holy', which means 'set apart'. GOD's name is
Holy (Isaiah 57:15). HIS name is set apart. Each of us has a name to
identify us. GOD needs no such identification because HE alone is
GOD.
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But, GOD does give HIMSELF many names, such as JEHOVAH,
JESUS, CHRIST, the LORD of hosts, etc. These names describe HIS at-
tributes or characteristics.

GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST in all of HIS fullness is set apart (hal-
lowed) as the ONLY GOD, whom we are to fear, revere, obey, serve,
glorify and worship. HE alone is supremely holy, righteous and ma-
jestic. HE is the Creator of the world and upholds it by the word of
HIS supreme power (Hebrews 1:3).

"THY kingdom come"

The kingdom of GOD represents the full and effective reign of
GOD. For one to see or to enter into, the kingdom of GOD requires
that he/she should be born-again or saved or regenerated. JESUS said
unto Nicodemus,

“Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he
cannot see the kingdom of GOD.”
St. John 3:3

Again, JESUS said unto Nicodemus,

“Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water
and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of GOD.”
St. John 3:5

Here 'water' is 'the Word of Truth' (James 1:18).

The kingdom of GOD is prepared from the foundation of the
world (St. Matthew 25:34). Our LORD JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF estab-
lishes the kingdom of GOD. The kingdom of GOD consists of all who
will become saved and live with CHRIST for ever and ever in HIS
kingdom.

When we pray, "THY kingdom come", we ate saying, "O GOD, we
want to be part of YOUR kingdom; we want to be saved. THY king-
dom come in our lives". And we are also saying, "O GOD, we want
THY kingdom to go out into the whole world and encompass all who
are to be saved. We pray that the programme of salvation which YOU
designed from before the foundation of the world will come to frui-
tion".
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"THY will be done"

If you are unsaved, GOD's will is not part of your life. If you are
unsaved, you are going to live with your own will and not according
to GOD's will.

"THY will be done" prayed from our hearts means, "O GOD, make
us obedient to THEE; help us to abandon ourselves to THEE; bring
us the will of us in conformity with the will of THEE; we want THEE
to be our Saviour".

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST has completely fulfilled the will of GOD.

“For even CHRIST pleased not HIMSELF; but, as it is written,
The reproaches of them that reproached THEE fell on ME.”
Romans 15:3

Further, the will of GOD ultimately includes the eternal damna-
tion of the sinners or the unsaved. GOD's justice must be satisfied.
When the Judgment day comes, HE will bring vengeance upon the
sinners or the unsaved. That is implied in the phrase, "THY will be
done".

"THY will be done in earth, as it is in heaven"

GOD's will was fully established in heaven. Our LORD JESUS
CHRIST was in perfect obedience to the FATHER's will. In the garden
of Gethsemane, JESUS prayed,

“Not what I will, but what THOU wilt.”
St. Mark 14:36

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST's petfect obedience illustrates the perfect
will of GOD. We ought to pray as HE prayed so that in all our life we
might be obedient to GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. And we ought to
pray for the earth, the whole world to come under the perfect will of
GOD and HIS will must be fully established in earth.

"Give us this day our daily bread"

Here, GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST is teaching us to pray for
physical sustenance and spiritual sustenance. We are dependent upon
GOD for food, clothing, shelter, etc., but in St. Luke, our LORD JESUS
said to HIS disciples,

“Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your life, what ye
shall eat; neither for the body, what ye shall put on. The life is
more than meat, and the body is more than raiment. Consider the
ravens: for they neither sow nor reap; which neither have store-
house nor barn; and GOD feedeth them: how much more are ye
better than the fowls?”
St. Luke 12:22-24

Again, in St. Luke, JESUS said to HIS disciples,

“For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: and
your FATHER knoweth that ye have need of these things.”
St. Luke 12:30

GOD gives no guarantee that believers in the LORD JESUS CHRIST
will always have their stomachs full of food. Whether we have
enough to eat or not is immaterial. The important question that GOD
wants us to face is: Are we spiritually nourished?

So, we should pray, "O GOD, give us each day the spiritual bread
that will sustain us throughout the future".

What is the spiritual bread that the Holy Bible talks about? Our
LORD JESUS CHRIST says,

“I am the bread of life: he that cometh to ME shall never hunger;
and he that believeth on ME shall never thirst.”
St. John 6:35

Again HE says,

“I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man
eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will
give is MY flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.”
St. John 6:51

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST is the spiritual bread. HE is the living
bread. HE is the living bread which came down from heaven.

In St. Luke, our LORD JESUS CHRIST taught HIS disciples to pray,

“Give us day by day our daily bread.”
St. Luke 11:3

From the above mentioned things, when we tie the phrase "day
by day" together with the phrase in St. Matthew 6:11, "Give us this
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day our daily bread", we get this content: "Give us CHRIST day by
day, on a continuing basis, that we might have bread for the morrow,
from moment to moment".

So, we should pray, "O GOD, give us the LORD JESUS CHRIST as
our spiritual bread for today and tomorrow and forevermore". And
when we pray "Give us this day our daily bread", we are saying to
GOD, "O GOD give us the LORD JESUS CHRIST that we might be in
HIM, spiritually nourished and strengthened, so that we can walk day
to day, moment to moment. Whatever the future holds, HE is suffi-
cient for us".

Thus, this prayer, as a pattern, cares first for GOD's name, GOD's
kingdom and GOD's will, and second for our physical and spiritual
needs.

"And forgive us our debts"

'Debts' refer to 'sins', which are our moral and spiritual debts in
GOD's righteousness.

We are debtors to GOD because we have sinned. The wages of sin
is death—the second death, the fiery lake of burning sulphur (Ro-
mans 6:23; Revelation 21:8). There is a penalty that we must pay to
GOD for our sins, and that payment is eternal damnation in hell, the
fiery lake of burning sulphur.

When we pray, "forgive us our debts", we are praying, "O GOD,
have mercy on us. We are sinners. Will YOU pay the penalty that we
rightly deserve to pay?"

Our LORD JESUS CHRIST came to endure hell on our behalf. HE
came to ransom us from the wrath of GOD and from the power of
the grave and from the Judgment of GOD and from eternal damna-
tion in hell.

"As we forgive our debtors"

The unsaved can be bitter, resentful and angry if they believe they
have been wronged by another person's word or deed. This is because
mankind by nature is egotistical and proud.
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If the saved one has resentment in his/her heart against some in-
dividual, then he/she should examine his/her heart. When he/she
has resentment, he/she has to ask, "Am I born-again? How can I ex-
pect GOD to forgive me if I continue with this unforgiving sin?" Ev-
eryone should examine and find what salvation is. Therefore, the
phrase, "As we forgive our debtors", is a reminder to examine out-
selves to determine whether we are truly saved.

"And lead us not into temptation"

It is a plea for the providential help of GOD in our daily life. The
word 'lead' means 'bring'.

Satan, the devil is the tempter. The word tempter and the word
temptation are the same in Greek.

Now, does "lead us not into temptation" mean, "O GOD, bring us
along so that we will not be tempted by Satan, the devil?"

We read,
“My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers tempta-

tions.”
James 1:2
Further, we read,
“Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: ...”
James 1:12

GOD is saying it is a blessing, something to be joyful about, when
Satan tempts you.

Again, we read,

“There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to

man: ...
| Corinthians 10:13

GOD is saying it is normative for the believer to walk in the path
of temptation.

Therefore, "lead us not into temptation" cannot be understood to
mean "bring us not into a situation in which we are tempted of
Satan".
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Now;, the solution to understanding, "lead us not into temptation"
is found when we mean the word "temptation" as 'trial'. Truly, in
every temptation we are being tried, but there is a trial, which every
human being should face because of his/her sins.

Another usage of the word "temptation" is:

“Because thou hast kept the Word of MY patience, I also will keep
thee from the hour of temptation, which shall come upon all the
world, to try them that dwell upon the earth.”

Revelation 3:10

Here, "the hour of temptation" means "the hour of trial". In
Greek "PEIRASMOS" means "temptation" and "PEIRAZO" means
n n
try".

In Revelation 3:10, GOD is talking about judgment day. The un-
saved are going to be tried, to be tested, at the judgment seat of
GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Because there is none righteous, they
will be found guilty and cast into hell, the fiery lake of burning sul-
phur. That is the "trial" we desperately wish to avoid as we pray,
"bring us not into trial".

The true believers or the saved people do not come into that hour
of trial. We, the true believers do not have to stand before the judg-
ment throne of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST because we have
already been tried. Since, CHRIST stood before the judgment seat of
Pilate, we, the saved are not required to stand before the judgment
seat of GOD, the LORD JESUS CHRIST. Our LORD JESUS CHRIST had
become sin (sin offering) for us (II Corinthians 5:21); HE has already
given an account of all the sins of the saved.

When Satan, the devil comes to tempt you through the circum-
stances around you, he is trying you to discover whether you are go-
ing to remain faithful to GOD or whether he can get you to sin.

GOD never comes with that kind of temptation. GOD tempts no
man to evil.

“Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of GOD: for
GOD cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth HE any man.”
James 1:13
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Sometimes GOD will remove HIS hand of restraint from us, but HE
would never cause us to sin.

The unsaved will be brought, not led, into trial. CHRIST is coming
as the Judge and every eye shall see HIM, and everyone of the un-
saved is going to give an account of hlS/ her sins (Revelation 1:7;
I Peter 4:5).

"Deliver us from evil"

The word 'evil' here can be understood as Satan, the devil, as sin,
as the wrath of GOD, as the judgment of GOD and as hell, the fiery
lake of burning sulphur.

Before we are saved, we are in bondage to Satan, the devil. If we
submit ourselves to GOD and resist Satan, the devil, we are promised
that he will flee from us (James 4:7).

Again, before we are saved, we are in bondage to sin (St. John
8:34) and we are in bondage under the rudiments of the world
(Galatians 4:3). These are the terrible evils to which every human be-
ing is en
